Ferguson: Each gentleman has publish-
ed lig address, and icrespective of their personal
interests ‘and claims, or of the local politics in-
volved in the election these two bids for popu-
larity may be profitably studied; with 'a view to
ascerwining the course of the political mind in
the western section of the Province. They are
not two different and adverse professions of faith
seeking favour, but very nearly the same senti-
ments put forth by both eandidates. Hence we
may fairly augur that these sentiments are ad-
mitted and acknowledged as those which have
the greateat hold upon the public feeling of the
population to which they are addressed. The
chief headsof" the two discourses are promises of
advoeacy of the application of the prineiple of
representation by population ; of & remodelling
of the Legislative Conncil ; of the choice of one
city for the Seat of Government; of the Maine
Liquor Law ; and the reduction of dutics on im-
ports, together with“ Civil and Religious Liber-
ty.” On the school guestion both gentlemen
agree—with a difference.
elected—

Twill aid by every means in my power the
consolidation aud extension of this admirable
system of education, so well adapted to the
wants of & young and growing country.

I am entirely opposed to Sectarvian Common
Schools, and equally so to the applieation of nuy
portion of the Educational grant towards that
object. I consider that the Common School
System is for the good of the whole country, and
should be npheld in its integrity ; that the prin-
ciple is o gound and.beneficial one of endedvor-
ing to have the youth of Canada assemble and
mingle together in receiving elementary Edu-
cation, and lastly, I maintain, that the Holy Bi-
ble ghiuld be a class book constantly and syste-
matically used in those popular institutions

Mr, Conger, on the other hand, says of separate
gchools :—

“T have always looked upon theic establigh-
ment as impolitic, and that the parties so separ-
ating were the greatest sufferera thercby. Now,
however, that they have been established, I would
allow them to continue; and I do so upon the
principle of not interfering with any one's religi-
ous views, or conscientious gcruples.”

Bat, with some inconsistency he comes to the
very same practical solution of the question as
his rival, for he adds:—

‘At the same time, T insist upon their heing
self-supporting, and shall oppose any attempt to
sustain them cither by government aid, or by
general taxation,”

We guppose that is all Mr. Fergnson means
himself.

S0 far, ns wo have before remarked, the
doctrines of both gentlemen seem to be very
much alike; each however, throws in a special
cause of recommendation. Thus Mr. Fergnson
goea for elective institutions universally ; what
we bolieve, is called in England, household suf-
ferngo ; und free-trade in everything.

1 am in favorof the Elective principle being
applied toall our Institutions exceptin the ap-
pointment of the Judiciary. In the latter res-
pect I desire above all things to see the fountaing
of justice ¢lear, puresnd untrammelled, believing
it to be one of the absolute requisits to freedom
of person and the secority of the rights of pro-
perty.” ;

“ With respect of the exercise of the Franchise,
[ hold that every man who pays taxes, and whose
name slands on the Assessor’s Rolla as entitled
to vote for a member of the different Munieipal
Corporations, shounld also be entitled by law to
vote for the election of & Member of Parliament.

“I am an advocate, of the principles of Free
Trade in its widest extent, I belive that the Re-
ciprocity Act between the United States and this
provinee has been productive of the greatest
benefit Lo the Agricultural and Commercial clag-
ses, and the manufacturers of the produce of the
forest. [ consider that the greater the stimuluos
that can be given to (hese great interests, the
greater yill be the material prosperity and ad-
vancement of thie entire provines, in wealth po-
pulation and industry.”

Mr. Conger on the other hand propoges if
elacted to devote his “energies to the develop-
mentof the regources of the country. The pro-
motion of Agriculture, the encouragement of
Manufactures, and the extension of our Com-
merce, are subjects which will especially engage
my attention” He isfor making a railway from
Belleville toths Georgian Bay, and for diverting
the proposed canal from the latter place by the
Ottawa River to Montreal, to the valley of the
Trent.

We should say that My, Ferguson is the most
ount-spoken and reliable man.  Mr. Conger will
neither pledge himself for or against the Minis-
try, which, we always find, means that the man
declining the pledge will vote with Ministers so
long as they are gtrongest. The great talk about
local improvement ugually tends to the same
conclusion,

Mexico Axp 113 RELiGioN. By R.A. Wilson —
Hurper, New York—Armour, Montreal,

This is a very amusing, and very Protestant,
or rather Anti-Catholic account of Mexico, mix-
ing up personal adventure and higtory, iu a man-
ner, perhaps] something noval, but, not the less
agreeable on that account. The historical
seoplicism of the preface, reminds us a little of
the preface to Charles the 12th.

T have presumed to follow the great Las
Casag, who called all the historians of the Con-
quest of Mexico liars; and though his labored
refutation of their fictions has disappeared, jyet,
fortunately, the natural evidences of their un-
truth still remain. Having before me the surveys
and the levels ot our own engineers, I have pre-
gapied to doubt that water ever ran up hill, that
navigable canals were ever fed by “back water,”
that pyramids (feocalli) could rest on & founda-
tion of soft earth, that a canal twelve feet broad
by twelve feet deep, mostly below the water
level, was ever dug by Indians with their rude
implements, that gardens ever floated in mud,
or that brigantines ever eqiled in a salt marsh, or
that 100,000 men ever entered the mud-built
city of Mexico by A narrow causeway in the morn-
ing, and after fighting all day returncd by the
sanie path at night to their camp, or that so
large a besieging army as 150,000 men could he
supported in & salt-marsh valley, surrounded by
higli mountains.

Mr. Gouwp, whose name was on the list of the
Committee, objected to serve, bacauge he thought
the object of the appointment did not go far
enough. He wanted thorough reciprogity.

Mr. Harr said the present meeting was only
called with reference o the one subject—the
changes in the mode of levying the duties,

Mr. Goup remarked that in the United States
the daties were not all ad valorem and there was
was an effort being made to convert gome of the
present ad valoremsinto epecifics.  Nevertheless,
he approved of what was proposed in our pre-
sent circumstances. However, it was only ano
ther struggle, which would not prevent us from
sinking still (ieeper till we should be forced at
last to get rid of the whole system. The Hon. M,
Merritt had told him recently that the recipro-
city bill was buf the first step to a more compre-
bensive measure. 1t was idle to speak of pros-
perity while we yere shut out from the markets
of the United States. There could be no manu-
factories in Canada under such circumstances.
The Province was a narrow belt of territory with
a small population, and persons of capital wonld
not come here to mauufacture for it. It wounld
be quite a different thing if they could manufac-
tare for this country and the United States also.
Till that we must gtruggle on as we could. It
appeared to him that when the purport of that

INSIDE VIEW OF SL AVERY ; ora Tour among
the Planterg, by C. G. Pangons, M. D., with
an introductory note by Mra, H. B. Stowe.
Boston ; Jolin P, Jewelt & Co.

‘Thig yolume contning a plain and atraightfor-
ward narrative. of the author’s observations
whileron a business tour at the "south, Tt ig
very candidly written and without any appar-
1| ent attempt to exaggerate the enormities of the
slave system. To poerscns who like to indulge
in: reading tho actual accounts of wrong ‘and
oufrage incident to and inseparablo from the pe-:
culinr institution” of the sonth we commend
thig book.  Most men would throw it down in a
rago before half reading it Indeed, it i3 almost
impoasible for one who has the least feeling to
criticise it, as his anger will gurely get the bet-
ter of his judgment, so faithfally are the horrors
of slavery portrayed in its pages. Asg illustra-
tive of the character of the work, we cannot re-
frain from- giving a chapter descriptive of the
mechanieal devices whichsoutbern chivalry em-
ploys to torture the poor and helpless slave. One
of those is called * thumb eerew.” It is not
stated who invented the instroment, but we
presnme there have been letters patent issued for
that as well as for the balance of the inventions
which are described as follows :—

“Tun Tnvws Sceew~—I walked nine miles
over bottom land, much of the way in water
ankle deep; to see a slave ywho was wenring this
ingtrument., The boy was riding a mule, in the
cotton field, drawing a plow which wag held by
hig mother. I enquired hig age, but neither the
mother nor son could give it. I judged him to
be about sixteen. He had been wearing the
screw two days. He said that it caused him
but little pain at first; but after the awelling
commenced in the thumb, the pain continued to
increase, and he wag already suffering so much
that he gaid he would die hefore he would ever
have it put on again.

The apparatus consists of a wristband of iron
with an iron stud or post about thres inches long
standing up in it opposite the thumb, A thin
strap of iron passes aronnd the ball of the thumb,
attached 1o a piece of round iron, which runs
back through a hole in the post. Upon the end
of this round iron is cut a serew, and behind the
post a nut ig put on, 'When this nut is torned
the thumb is drawnbackward. The instrument
is strong enough to dislocate the thumb by this
retraction, The greatest umount of suffering
which man is able to endure can be inflicted upon
the slaye with this ingtrument, and' no scar re-
mwains to reduce his valuein market. By a long
applioation the large nerves of the thumb become.
highly inflamed, and the most intenge pain en-
Bues. et

The poor boy whom I saw wearing it, perished
under the first application. The agony became
80 intenge as to induce the lockjaw, Assoon ag
it was known, the instrument was removed, and
a physician employed; but his aid afforded no
relief.  Death came to release the suffering slave
from the tyrant’s power.

Tar Srocks.—Two pine planks, about two in-
ches in thickness, one foot in width and two feet
in length, have each two semi-lunar notches cut
in the edges, near the middle, just large enough
to take in balf the ankle, One of these planks
iz brought together, and then wooden cleats,
running across the planks, are fastened on with
wooden pins or iron spikes, The slaves are put
in these stocks to prevent them from running
away. They are closely fitted to the ankle that
the foot cannot be drawn out,made so strong
that - they cannot be broken, and so heavy that
they cannot be dragged.

Tan Bern.—The name does not indicate that
this i an instrnment of much suffering,—and
yet the wearer finds it to be'so. An iron belt,
passed round the loins—fastened over the spine
with a lock, Aud a socket about half an inch in
diameter. An iron collar is put around the neck
with an iron ring about oneinch in diameter,
fastened to the collar behind, A rod of round
ivon runs down through ilie ring at the back of
the neck, and rests in the socket of the belt be-
low. = Ahoye the nieck this rod iy gplit, and bent
out in the shapé of two Lotns, rising aboul a
foot above the head. A cross piece of iron is
fastened to'the top of the horns, and from the
centre of the cross piece the ““ bell"—a common
dow bell—ia suspended. 'The ¢ollar on the neck
is often nearly as wide as the néck is long, and
the upper edge sometimes is sorrated—like a
gaw. Whenever the wearer turns hig head, the
collar chafes his neck. This bellis put on slaves
that have been gnilty of running away, so that
they may be heard as they run, if they make
another attempt. Begides, the apparatus is so
heavy, and | the horns go high and broad, that
little progress can be made with it on in the
woods, ‘This ingtrument is not often applied and
I was obliged to travel fourteen miles to see it
in uge. The slavé who wore it was driving a
mule, in a cotton gin. Whenever Cuffee raised
his hand to strike the mule, the bell would sound
and the aniral was thus warned of the impend-
ing blow.

‘Tun GAa.—The gup i3 a piece of iron, abiout
three inches in lenglh, one inch in width at one
end, half an inch at the other, and about one
eighth of an inch in thickness. This insttument
13 put into the mouth, over the tongue with the

The outer end is
ingerted into a small strap oviron that passes
