Since our last for the'steamer, things have
been going on in our new State with that
same degree of energy and rapidity which
has distinguished California since the day
when it became a part of the United States.
The inflax of population still coutinues.
Wealth still transpires from our hills. San
Franciseo grows with the same rapidity.
And towns are springing up all overthe land.
It has become really a matter of some difficul-
ty to keep the run of all the new settlements
that dot the valleys of' San Joaquin and
Sacramento. Our friends in the States haye
heard of Benicia, ¢f New York of the Pacific,
of Sacramento and Stockton. What would
they say if they knew of the rapidity with
which lots are sold and houses erected at Ver-
non, and Fremont, at the junction of the
Feather with the Sacramento—at El Dorado,
higher up on the left bank of the Feather—at
Plumas, between El Dorado aud that eelebrat.
ed rancho, called Hock Farm, which is the
present residence of the renowned Captain,
Sutter—at Nicholauns, upon the, right bank of
the same stream higher up—at Yuba City, on
the left bank ot the Feather, opposite the
mouth of the Yuba—at Marysville, on the
Yuba, at its junction with the Feather. Then
again, there are the twotowns on Bear Creek,
which flows parallel with the Yuba, empty-
ing into the Feather, viz., Oro, and Kearny.
The settlements upon the American river
and its forks are not to be forgotten ; Coloma,
Hangtown, Weaversville, Auburn, Morris-
ville, &e. And then what shall we say
of the hoast of towns in the San,Joaquin
valley. 1

Another indication of the rapidity and energy
of movement which marks as a distinguishing
characteristic California, is the number of
Steamboats now plying daily upon our magni-
ficent rivers. ‘The Sacramento and the Fire
Ply ply between Alviso' and San Francisco.
Several run up the San Joaquin. TheSena~
tor, the El' Dorado, the McKim and the
Hartford run between this eity and Sacramen=-
to. The El Dorado,also runs up as high as
Yuba City. She is not sufficient to trans—
port from Sacramento-and San Franciscoithe
loads of merchandise that are daily waiting at
those two places, butis assisted by the Law-
renze, the Linda and the Phanix, that ply be-
tween Sacramento aad Marysville. :

Shortly afier the departure of the /last
steamer forthe States the two parties;, Demo-
cratic and Whig, arose and took prompt and
active measures towards a complete organiza-
tion. The movement was started by primary
steps taken in San Francisco by the Damo-
cratic party towards effecting an organization.

But as there was a division in the ranks,
in this city, bronght about by certain local
questions, but little could be effecied here.
Meantime those Democratics who assembled
at San Jose, from all paris of the State, met
together at the eapitol and appointed a Com-
mittee to draft and report a set of resolations,
and a plan of general organization for the
party. The Hou.T'homas J. Henly was the
Chairman of the committee. This committee
reported their planand resolutions on the 11th
instant. We hope to have it in eur power to
lay before our readers on the Atlantic side, in
our next Steamer- issue, both this plan and
the resolutions, as well as the address of the
commiittee to the Democracy of California.

A City Charter has been drafted and was
to be presented by the Ayuntamiento, o
Town Couneil, to the inhabitants of San Frap”
¢isco for their approval or disapproval. ‘OW-
ing to certain important points, however, in
which the Charter was found wanting, as
the points were promptly exposed by the pub-
lic press, and in other ways, it was deemed
expedient to suppress the whole thing, for
the present. Meanwhile, our city,instead of
being governed by a Common Council and
Mayor, rejoices in a Ayuntamiento,an Alcalde
and a Prefect. Measures are being taken
at San Jose, towards procuring a Charter for

‘Sacramento, Los Angelos, and several other

of our numerous towns. The State has also
been divided into counties and districts, and
the shire towns have been selected. In short,
the whole machinery of our State is fast
being put into entire working order.

A petition has been preseuted to our State
Legislature, praying that general corporation
laws may be passed as speedily as possible,
in order that a company may be formed to
start a Railread-between Sacramento City and
Coloma. This great enterprize is not only
calenlated to be of immense advantage to the
two great interests of our State, mercantile
and mining, but it must tend to increase
beyond conception the size of the two places
which it will connect together. The, road
probably would not stop at Coloma, but seve-
ral branches would extend from. that place
both into the Northern and Southern Miues.
Thus the wealth of the gold region could not
fail to pass through Coloma an Sacramento.
The termini of all the branches would also be
centres of considerable importance.

With the exception of a slizht disturbance
among aportion of the populationat Hangtown,
a flourishing settlement situated near .Wea:-
versville on Weaver’s creek, everything is
quiet among the miners. 'The news is very
encouraging, from all the Placers. Gold dust
is fast flowing into Marysville, Yuba City,
and other cities near the mines, and money
is much easier there at present than it isin
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San Francisco. One thing appearsto be pret-
ty well settled, that the Placers are richer
after an overflow than before, as the floods
bring down gold from above, sometimnes even
depositing a considerable quantity in the
holes which had been dog out aud leit by mi-
ners.

The members of the bar of San Francisco
have held several meetings relative to the
adoption, by the Legislature, of the Common
Law of England, forthe regulation and govern-
ment of the courts in this State and the prac-
tice therein. After a considerable debate
as to the best course to be parsued, the meet-
ing adopted the following resolution, which
was offered by Mr. Halsted :

Resolved, That the Legislature be recom—
mended to adopt the simplest forms of practice
and pleadings compatible with the common
law system.

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Tuae NEw MINISTERIAL ARRANGEMENTS.
—~We have at last got from the Ministerial
papers, what appears to be the correct ac-
eount of the new arrangements. Mr. Mer-
ritt descends from the mock dignity of a depu-
ty do-nothing to the really elevated, because
usefnl, subordinate station of Commissioner
of Public Works. Mr. Bourret assumes
two offices, the duties of which, whe-
ther individually or collectively, are
neither so “difficult nor so laborious as
to make us fear that he will fail in their
performance. The Governor General is
precisely in the position of Tom, when Dick
was helping him at the hard job of doing no-
thing. There is no doubtof Mr. Bourret's
qualification to play Dick to Tom. Like the
Grand Lama, who is the head of a wide
spread faith in virtue of sitting motionless on
a throne ; so the President of the Council ful-
fils his duties by a somnolent attendance in
an arm chair. The Lama, however, must be
good looking, and when he ceases to be so on
account of old age or sickness, his place: is
supplied with a new and more handsome hier-
arch. We believe that the Ministry have
found out that their Lamas must be good look-
ing too——must, if they be not clever, be at
Jeast respectable and decorous. Tn this res-
pect Mr. Bourre’s appointment could not
have been improved npon. As a private gen-
tlemau, the President enjoys the merited res-
pect of his fellow citizens, and if the presid-
ing over the Council were his sole busi-
ness at Toronto, we should entertain no
doubt of his entire success. Bat this as-
sociation of sublime elevation, with the
deputyship of an office lately render-
ed ridiculous by the principal, is too
much like a practical demonstration  of
the old proverb. The mind is more strongly
impressed with what enters by the eyes than
what approaches torough the ears. For the
fature the people of Canada will have before
their vision a panoramic representation of that
one step, from the sublime to the ridieulouss
which has served so many newspaper writers
to get on to the next paragraph. The Pre-
gident of Her Majesty’s Executive Council
of United Canada,and deputy to M. Chabot’s
successor! Wa canaccount for the junction
of the two offices only by tlie supposition that
the ministry have been devoting their spare
time to the study of hygiene, and have re-
solved to do for their President what the ca-
puts of certain American Colleges do for their
students, who providea course of wood-split-
ting, between the Greek and the Mathematics,
with a view to the jeiut vigor of body and
mind.

THE SECRET OF PROSPERITY.

In the Mirror of Thursday we met with the
following sentiment, which we very cordially
endorse :—*¢ Let our working classes assure
themselves that, alter all, it is little or noth-
ing that Government or society can do for
them, compared with what they can do for
themselves by their own industry, forethought
and manly sell-control.” ‘This is truth in a
nutshell—the true answer to the theories and
speculations and social movements wich
which the presentage is rife. The success
ofthe humblest operative depends upon his
own character and exertions, as all experience
has proved. Many of our mostopulent mer-
chants are living testimonies to this truth.
The man who gives himsell to his vocation
—wlhio, to employ sacred phraseology, has a
“single eye” and eannot be diverted from his
purpose of personal advancement by the
thousand and one schemes which tempt him
to rely upon others for promotion or success—
he it is who surmounts every difficulty and
trinmphs over all oppesition. A reputation
for personal industry and steadiness of par-
poge, for independence and self reliance, is
worth more than anything else in this prac-
tical business-loving world.

We admit that man is a social being; that
much perhaps all, of his present happiness de-
peuds upon his relations to his fellow men.
But we have yet to learn that a social being
must necessarily be a gregarious animal, or
that men must necessarily herd together for
purposes of common benefit. Yet to this
would the soeialism of the present day lead
us. It would substitute communism—herd-
istn would-be the more proper word—for the
social relations.

To meet its views men and women must
flock together and make a common stock of
their capacities, instincts and reason. Now
directly opposed to this is the universal law
of self-interest, to which man is unalterably
subjected. And thislaw of our nature is fatal
to communism, as the repeated failures of ex-
periments in that direetion have demonstrat-
ed. This law may lead a man to embrace
communism, because the judgmert may be
so perverted by misrepresentation as to induce
belief in the individnal that thas will be se-
cure the greatest good to himself. But ina
community sach asis advocated by the people
who above all others claim 10 be Sociaiists,
but who might be more properly called herd-
ists, talent, industry and inherent power will,
as clsewhere, eventually develop them-
selves, and the possessors of these gualities,
prompted by the same principle of self inter-
est, wi'l refuse no longer to be taxed for the
support of those who have sought in herdism a
shelter for their own slothfalness or lack of
ability and self-reliance.

If it be alleged that in the early days of
Christianity its possessors had “all things in
common,” we reply that in them existed a
principle altogether superior to the raling sel-
fishness of unregenerated human nature—a
tenderness and love for each other, created
within them by the example of their great
Macter and by the direct operation of that
Divinity of his nature. which they devoutly
reverenced, andthe teachings of which the
imulicity believed and scrupulously obeyed.
Very different is the case with modern com-
munism. It repudiates the spiritual regene-
ration which was required in early ages as
essentially and absolutely a prerequisite of the
commuunists bond, the loss of which moral
qualification in any individual led to his cer-
tain and immediate withdrawal from the
social fraternity. The socialism or commun-
ism of the present day entirely repudiates,
ridicules and scouts such renewul of man’s
nature as lay at the foundation of Christian
men having “all things in common,” and
rests the claims of its'theory solely upon the
personal advantages to be derived from such
communities as it would fain establish. For
the bond.of Christian unity, strong as a band
of tempered steel, it substitutes only a rope
of sand.—For perpetuity, it relies upon that
which, in the very nature of things, must
tend to dismemberment and destruction—self-
interest.

So that we come back tothe trath laid down
in the opening paragraph of this article, the
object of which is to show that human herd-
ism, as contended for by modern socialists, is
an utter fallacy, ruinous to man’s individual
character and prospects. The entirely er-
roneous nature of the schemes and teach-
ings of modern socialism—ils tendency to
cramp or relax the energies of the individnal,
and by consequence of his fellows—might
be illustrated in many ways; butits great fal-
lacy is that it cannot retain within its circle the
very men upon whomthe advance-movement,
the actual progress, of this world depends.

First ARRivaL prox Sea.—We are request—
ed toannounce the arrival at Quebee yesterday
moraing, of the ship Myntreal from Liverpool,
with a full cargo for this Port. This vessel has
had a fine passage of twenty-cight days from
Liverpool. A malicious report having been cir-
culatzd yesterday, that the vessels cargo was dam-
aged, we have the authority of the Consignees to

say it is totally false.

The ship touched in the Traverse, owing to
their being no light ships or buoys down—she did
not, however,receive any injury ol consequence.

The news of her arrival was yesicrday tele.
graphed to Halifux, and will reach Liverpoo!l in
twenty-nine days sfter the ship's departure from
that port.

The first arrival from sea at Quebec last year,
was the Albiou, on the 28th of April.

The John Bull, with'a general eargo for this port
consigned to Messrs. J. G. Mackenzie & Co., is
soid also 1o have arrived at Quebec from London
These are the earliest arrivals from sea since
1831—on that year a vessel arrived on the 16th
April,

The weather continues cold, and furs and over-
couts ure as much required as' they were a month
since. Our wharves are covered with ice, which
is, bowevery being gradually ‘removed, and will be
totally so belore the vessels reacn this port from
Quebee. We hear the channel iz clear to that
place—if it is 8o, we may expect u steamer from
Quebec by the end of the week. The Fire Fly
left here for Three Rivers yesterday, and the
Jacques Cartier will commence her regular trips
inaday oriwo.

 UPPER CANADA.

We regret to learn thot a large amount of
domage was done by the fluod on the eastbrunch
of the River Humber, at Pine Grove and Burwick.
The river joins the main Humber at Burwick,
and there the chicl damuge was done to the Bridge
and Plank road. The dam at Thompson's saw=
mill, below Pine Grove was carried away, with a
quantity of lomber. At Pine Grove, the dam of
J. W. Gamble, Esqr's flour and saw.mill was gar.
ried away, and considerable damage done to the
grain in the mill, as well as 10 other property in
the village, The dam of W. R. Graham, Esqe's
saw~mill was also carried away, with a lurge
quantity of valuable seasoncd lumber, Tle other
dams further up the river, belonging to Messrs.
Ellis, Corrigan, Kizer, Snider, &c., have all been
more or less damaged. There have also been a
good many bridees taken away. On the main
Humber, at Burwick, the dam of the woollen tac~
tory, belonging to J. W, Gamble, E:iq., was car-
ricd away ; and above Burwick seversl’ dams
shared the same unfortnnate fate. They belonged
to Messrs. Smith, Train, Bolton's Mill, Swinnes.
ter's Columbia Mills, &e, The only dams, as far
as we have lesrned, on the main Humber, that

Klive's Mills, both of which escaped uninjured.
The loss of property altogether has beeu very
great.

On the main Humber, below Burwick, much
damage was also done. AtJohn Brown’s saw—
mill, the plank road has been greatly desiroyed.—
Thedam and bridge have both escaped. Farther
down, Hardy's saw-nmill dam was carried away.
The dam of Rowaniree’s saw and grist mills was
carried away, us was also Keating’s dam of flour
and saw-mills. The bridge at Keating’s escaped.
The dam of Crossing’s saw-mill, and the bridge
below across the plank road, at Leaver's Hill,
were both carried away. This bridge stod for
eighteen years, and it will take a considerable
sum 1o replace it.
