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EARTHQUAKES IN EUROPE.

The Whole of the Italian Riviera Nevastat.
ed—Grent Destruction of Property and

Immense Loss of Life.

LoxDoN, February 23.—Advices from Nice
at poon say many} casualties were caused
by the earthquake. The people are punje
stricken and the ontire population 1s in the
streets. ‘The raliwaystatlon is besieged with
visitors who are anxious to leave at tho first
chance that offers. Two bouses, one in St
Etienne street and one init, Philippe street,
and the Maison Bourke were destroyed by
the earthqake. Three persons are buried |
in the ruins of these buildings. There was
also à slisbl shock at Marseilles this morn.
ing. The walls of a nuwber of honses In
that city wgre cracked. Shocks were also
felt at Leghorn aud Milan and several
places fn the province of Genoa, Italy, At
the time of the earthquake this morning
the Riviera was crowded with Juglish
and Amoricaa Tourists and persons of
distinction. Whon the first shock oceurred
thestrects of Nico were fairly thronged with
persons in ballroom costumes returning to
their homes from the last carnival bail of
the winter season. ‘lothese the earthquake,
came with peculiar terror. The shocks were
felt with grea! severity at Savona, near
Genga, and a pumper of houses were wyeck-
ed and aleven persons killed.

SOME FURTHER DETAILS.
LONDON, February 28. -- Further de-

spatches concerning the earthquakes in the
South of Europe this morning state two vio-
lent shocks were felt at Toulon at 6 o'clock.
The first shock was of tifteen seconds’
duration, the second of twelve seconds. The
movement was from west to east. At Cannes
three shocks were felt at the same hour.
The first shoek, which was very violent,
lasted for a minute, The second and third
shocks were notas heavyas the first. Many
persons at this place rushed to the sea
shore for safety and nobody was injured. At
Avignon three shocks were experienced
between 6 and-8o'clock. ‘The first shouk
was ‘very severe and awakened everybody
in the place. Several shocks were felt at
Geneva at 6 o'clock.

© GREAT LOSS OF LIFE REPORTED.
ROME, February 23.The earthquake this

morning devastated the whole of Lhe Italian
Riviera. At Noli, on the Guif of Genoa, and
not,far from Savona, several houses fell and
fifteen persons were killed. Six persons were
