TomAuburn has magic couch

An entertainer who
is in as much demand
as Santa Clausin:
Montreal at this time is
the personable magi-
cian Tom Auburn. As if
by magic he makes
swift appearances at
as many as six func-
tions a day, changing
his routines to match
the age group he hap-
pens to be entertain-
ing,

In certain circles he has
more pull than St. Nicho-
las. Take the Piazza To-
masso Magic Circle. The
children who are escorted
to the restaurant by their
parents on Thursday eve-
nings all year round,
know him and his bag of
tricks. It’s safe to say
that they prefer him to
their red-coated friend
despite the letter’s bag of
gifts. Tom Auburn makes
a weekly appearance at

the club which now totals
a membership of 22,000
boys and girls, and has
been doing so for more
than eight years.

Creation of a new $100 million

Crown corporation to ‘provide

| facilities for the financing of

Canadian exports requiring long

term credits to foreign cus-

tomers has been urged on Ot-

tawa by the Canadian Manu-

facturers’ Association,

The powers and duties of the

proposed corporation, as set out

in a 17-page submission, would

be somewhat similar to those of

the U.S. Export-Import Bank

and, in the .Association's view-

point, would be a powerful sti-

mulant to the national economy.

The CMA brief, submitted to

Prime Minister Diefenbaker by

the Association president, Ian F.

McRae, of Toronto, on behalf of

Canadian firms battling in a

tightly competitive world mar-

ket, pointed out that lack of

such facilities in this country

has resulted in the loss of sub-

stantial foreign sales and is

stifling export initiative.

Canadian exporters are at an

added disadvantage because their

competitors in other countries,

particularly in Europe, Japan

and the United States, are able,

with government support, to

offer suitable long term credits

to their customers.

The Association's submission,

prepared under the supervision of

Walter Lattman, chairman of

the CMA Export Trade Com-

mittee, expanded on pre-

vious CMA representations on

the subject by providing detailed

statistics and examples of multi-

million dollar orders in a wide

variety of equipment categories

which have been lost because of

the non-existence of Canadian

financing facilities. It also cited

prospective orders which are de-

pendent on suitable financial ar-

rangements.

Evidence that Canadian manu-

factures in a variety of equip-
ment categories are competitive

with world wide offerings in all

other respects was also provided.

This list included hydraulic tur-

bines, chemical plant equipment,

diesel locomotives and freight

cars, steel rails and stainless

steel, commercial transport air-

craft, electrical cable, and saw:

mill and paper mill machinery.

What does a VON nurse do *

“She provides professional nurs-

ing care in the home on a part-

time basis. She does not live in

the patient’s home but comes as

often as necessary. The VON is

‘everyone's nurse’ — it's for

those who can afford to pay and

those who cannot.”

Where is this service avail-

able ? “In 120 communities across
Canada — wherever there is a

VON branch. The VON serves 40

per cent of Canada's population.”

How do you arrange for VON
service ? “Just pick up the phone

and call the VON office. Or your

doctor, your neighbor, a member

of the family or the hospital may

call the VON for you.” The local

VON telephone numberis HU, 6-
4225.

Is there a limit on the number

of calls a VON nurse may Make?

“No. The VON nurse will keep

calling as long as required. In
some cases a nurse has called

daily for over a year.”

How does the VON nurse work

with the doctor ? “She always works under the doctor's super-

vision and carries out his instruc.

tions, After she makes her first

call, the VON nurse may only

continue her care if a doctor is in charge of the case.” ~
