The
clerks said he had gone to dinner,
Mr. Belanger then decided to tele-
phnlll' to Mr. Ives' rvslllvncc, but
after several minutes suspense the
young woman at the central office re-
plied that she could'nt *‘get him."”

‘At a quarter to 2 o'clock,” said
Mr. Belanger to the EXAMINER re-
porter, *‘l telephoned myself to his
residence and got back a reply that he
had left between 12 o'clock and 1
o'clock for Cookshire. No members
of the committee,” he added in the
course of conversation, ‘‘had received
any excuse or apology for his absence.”

It had been rather prematurely an-

RIEL’S EXECUTION

Full Details of the Hanging.

HE PASSES A RESTLESS NIGHT—THE
SENTENCE CARRIED OUT BFPBCN“J
ALLY-—THE LAST WILL AND TES-
TAMENT AND LAST WORDS OF THE

METIS CHIEF,

Riel was Executed on Monday
morning last. The night previous,
according to the Regina correspondent
of the Montreal Star, after receiving
the intimation that theexecution would
take place, Riel remained in campany
with Pere Andre, busy with devotional
exercises, and in preparing himself to
meet his death- About 11 o’clock he
partook of a supper, consisting of
bread and milk and three raw eggs.
This was the wmeal he ate. He did
not sleep at all during the night, but
remained in his cell praying with Pere
Andre, He was not excited inany
way, maintaining a calm, devotional
demeanor. At five o'clock a. m.,
Pere Andre, assisted by Father Me-
Williams, celebrated mass, and at seven
o'clock administered the last sacrament
to Riel. Riel prayed in his cell until
five minutes before the Deputy Shenff
Mzr. Gibson, notified him that the time
had come. Supported by the two
priests, Riel walked with a steady step
from the cell, which is the first on the
right of the corridor, through the
guard room to the ladder, which he
mounted without a sign  of weakness.
Captain White Fraser was in charge
of the guard at the scaffold, consisting
of twenty police. Preceded by the
Deputy Sheriff, and supported by the
priests, Riel walked slowly down the
length of the loft or room situated over
the guard room of the cells to the far
end, where, through an open door,
could be seen ascaffold with the noose
hanging. His appearance at this time
was pale and composed. He wore no
hat, had on a black short coat, a woolen
shirt and collar, dark gray tweed pants
and moccasins, Kneeling down with-
in the doorway, both priests and the
condemned man prayed and recited
the Litany, Riel making the responses
Many spectators were much affected.
Amongst them were Sheriff Chapleau,
Nicholas Flood, Davin, the jurymen,
Dr. Dodd, the coroner, Dr. Jukes,
superintendent surgeon of the Monted
Police, deputy sheriff Gibson and re-
presentatives of the press, in all about
twenty spectators. At eight fifteen
the hangman, at a signal from Mr.
Gibson, stooped forward and with
straps commenced pinioning him. The
hangman was Jack Henderson, a
freighter. He figured in the Red
River rebellion and was then one of
Riel’s prisoners at Fort Garry. Dur-
ing the operation of pinioning, Riel
prayed incessantly, spreading hishands
and looking up until his arms were
fastened. Preceded by Mr. Gibson
and escorted by the priests, Riel walk-
ed firmly and without assistance down
the six steps to the scaffold. taking his
stand on the drop, constantly ejacu-
lating in French, *‘In God I put my
trust.”

The priests prayed with Lim a short
time. Then Father McWilliams re
peated the Lord's Prayer, At the
words ‘‘Lead us notinto temptation,”
Deputy Sheriff Gibson gave the signal
to the hangman to pull the lever, and
just as Father McWilliams said.
**And deliver us from evil,” the bolt
was drawn, and Riel fell a distance of
nine feet. The rope had been placed
with the knot under the left ear, but
with the jerk the knot moved up to
the base of the skull. Fora moment
the body was quiescent, when the legs
were drawn rapidly three times. A
quiver ran through it and Riel was
‘ll';ul.

From the time the drop fell to the
time the heart ceased to beat it was
two minutes. Circulation entirely
ceased two minutes later.  After hang-
ing half an hour the body was cut
down, and placed in a coffin beneath
the scaffold.

The result of the post mortem made
by Dr. Jukes was as follows: *‘The
execution was most cleverly performed
From the moment he fell, judging by
the nature of the injuries received, he
must have been entirely without sen
sation., The adontoid process was en-
tirely dislocated from the bone of the
two upper joints of the vertebra, thus
paralyzing all the lower portion of the
body. There could have been no pain
Whatever.

The circulation cloged in four min-
utes, an unusually short time. No
death could be more merciful.” The
coroner and jury them viewed the
body found, which was wuch distor-
ted. One juryman had to retire from
the sight. After a brief deliberation
the fn”nwill*_( verdict was rendered :

‘“That the lnniy is that of Louis
Riel, convicted of high treason and
sentenced to death ; that the judgment
of death was duly executed upon the
body of the said Louis Riel on this
sixteenth day of November, eighteen
hundred and eighty-five; that the death
was caused by hanging at the police
barracks, near Regina, N. W. T., as
directed by the sentence passed by the
Court,

The Coftin was nailed up to be tem-
porarily placed in the burying ground
attached to the barracks pending the
relatives obtaining permission to carry
it to St. Boniface, The rope used has
been destroyed by deputy Sheriff Gib-
son, according to orders, to prevent
relic hunters getting hold of it. It was
a stout hempen cord, five eighths of
an inch in diameter. The whole ar-
rangements for the execution were ar
ranged by Mr. Gibson. Owing to his
foresight and care no painful hitch
took place. The sentence of the law
was carried out  smoothly and
effectually.

During the last moment Riel's be-
havior excited the pity and admiration
of all. He made no speech, but occu-
pied himself with his spiritual wants
entirely. He was pale, but self-poss-
essed, His eyes rolled a little oceasion
ally, but his hands were not clenched
like a person strongly excited. In his
prayers he asked forgiveness of all he
had injured and forgave all his
enemies.

RIEL'S PAPERS,

The Rev. Father McWilliams said
after the exeeution that when the con-
demned man was praying with him
and Pere Andre, he frequently inter-
rupted when they said Louis Riel, in-
terpolating ‘‘David” each time. Fa-
ther McWilliams was a classmate with
Riel at college in Montreal, and says
he never attended a condemned man
who was so fully prepared to die, and
with whose conduct he was so much
edified. “‘Until the last moment came
I firmly believed something would in-
terpose to prevent the execution,”
said the father. He has secured sev-
eral of Riel's papers, amongst them
being the following :

““If I have said anything perempt-
ory in my writing on religious subjects
I wish to be pardoned, and to be re-
ceived into the bosom of the Roman
Catholic Church, which is the only
true church, and I acknowledge my-
self subordinate to it. I believe in
the infallible dogmas of the sovereign
pontiff,

(Signed,) Louis ' Davio’ Rier.”

THE SCOTT MURDER,

Pere Andre, Riel's spiritual adviser,
says that in reference to the Scott
murder Riel shortly before his execu.
tion said : **] have been reproached
with the death of Scott, but at this day

I think it was only a political mistake,
and by bringing the half-Lreeds to a
sense of what they were doing, 1
saved hundreds of other lives, I think
I made a mistake, but before God and
my conscience, I did not commit a
crime. Sir John Macdonald is now
committing me to death for the same
reason I committed Scott, because it
is necessary for the country's good. 1
admit that Scott’s shooting was mis-
managed, but I commended it because
I thought it necessary. He tried to
kill his guard. They came and said
they could do nothing with him. The
rebellion was on the eve of breaking
out all over the country, but as soon
a8 Scott was killed it subsided.”
HOISTING THE TRICOLOR IN MONTREAL,

There was a noisy procession of
students and  Riel's sywmpathizers
through the principal streets of Mon-
treal and a few windows were broken
and a few effigies burned on Monday
night. Tricolors were hoisted at half
mast here and there through the city,
but nothing specially objectionable to
any section of the population occurred
until the tricolor appeared at half mast
on the City Hall, the Union Jack hav-
ing been taken down. The fact was
brought to the attention of Lieut -Col.
Straubenzie, Deputy Adjutant -Gen-
eral, by some of the officers of the
city regiments.  Col. Straubenzie im-
mediately reported the matter to Col.
Harwood, who is in command of the
district in which the City Hall is situ-
ated. Col. Harwood acted with com-
mendable spirit, condemmning any act
which might lead to a breach of the
peace, and proceeded hmmediately to
the City Hall, interviewed ihe Mayor,
with the result that the flag was low-
ered. A report of the fact which had
been drawn up by Lieut.-Col. Strau
benzie to Deputy Adjutant-General
Powell. and asking for instructions,
has, in consequence of the commend-
able action of the Mayor, been held
over,

It appears that the flag was hoisted
on the authority of Alderman Robert.

His Worship said he ordered the flag
to be taken down, as he considered
that the Riel questionis not a muni
cipal matter. The order was given to
the chief messenger, but when he told
the .iilllilnl' to execute it he could not
find the key of the trap door of the
City Hall capola. The Mayor him-
self proceeded to the cupola with some
of the City Hall stafl’ and personally
superintended the forcing open of the
trap door, which being opened one
of the men ascended and lowered the
“il}_} Ald. Robert stated to a reporter
that he ordered the flag to be put up
and took the key home with him,

“\\"I'\' did you take the key?" en-
quired the reporter.

“Oh,” was the vreply, ‘“simply
because I did not want the flag to be
taken down.”

SMASHING WINDOWS,

At Quebee a series of resolutions
was passed condemning Riel's execu
tion “*barbarous outrage,”
demning Orangeisin as ** the worst en
emy of the Queen and the British
Empire” and Sir John A. Macdonald
as a trattor, It also deseribed the con-
duct of Sir A. P. Caron in the matter
as an outrage upon all deceney and
propriety.  The windows of the Chron-
icle office were smashed —an outrage
protested against by Le Canadien
which says the mob did not belong to
the n'il_\'.

BURNING SIR JOHN

IN EFFIGY THE CHIEFTAN'S LUCK, AND
FRIENDS CLING TO HIM, HOWEVER,
AND HE IS RESCUED  WITH HIS
LEGS OFF.

An attempt was made on Wednes-
day night to burn Sir John Macdonald
in eftigy on Wellington Street, but it
was not exactly a success, There was
a good deal of talk during the day
about what was going to be done, and
East Sherbrooke was first decided upon
as the place where the demonstration
should take place. The police were
consequently on the alert on Wednes-
day evening at an early hour to pre
vent any disturbance, but nothing oc
curred until after 9 o’clock when the
streets were comparatively deserted,
At that hour the merchants of Well
ington Street had put up the shutters,
the rain was falling copiously and on
this main thoroughfare as he paced up
and down his dreary *“‘beat” Censtable
Bell }N-luivl'wl, no doubt, on the
thought that the lot of a policeman
“was not a happy one.” Suddenly,
however, the stillness of the night was
broken ll\ S]lllllllll'_{ near Flotcher's
corner and it was evident that not
withstanding the pouring rain Riel's
sympathizers had determined to mark
their lllm’linlbl'n'l.‘lllnll of the execution
of the rebel leader. A erowd was
quickly collected by the harangue of a
fellow from KEast Sherbrooke and an
irregularly formed procession marched
down Wellington Street and met an
other crowd with an efligy and a rope
around its neck. The rope was carried
by a young limb of the law, and the
eftizy, which was saturated with coal
oil, having been set on fire was given

the position of honor, and amid
shouting it  was  brought back
to Fletcher's corner. In the mean

time the blaze had gone out—Sir John
was very inconsiderate in this matter
all through—Dbut the nvise continued.
This brought a certain citizen to
the scene of action. He was not ex
|'.\«'h'!])‘ ]»n-p:u‘ml for a lnr/u, and pro
bably did not anticipate one as he bore
a shiny beaver on his head. He heard,
however, that the efligy was that of
Sir John and he became at once inter-
ested.

*Whom are you burning,” he said :
“1f you are going to burn Sir John
say so. I am alone but | will not
submit to see Sir John burned in
effigy,” he remarked with increasing
emphasis, and although there was no
very decided response yet as the limp
representation of the great chieftain
was subjected to the indignity of the
torch he could stand it no longer,
With the remark that it had gone *‘far
enough” he rushed into the crowd and
striking right and left made his way to
the efligy, which he seized. a blow
from a stick having in the meantime
beaten his beaver over his eyes. After
having the efligy in his hands he was
beaten back to the sidewalk,

“You've got your hat spoiled, col
onel,” remarked an onlooker.

“Sir John will give me another,”
was the reply.

Two young sympathizers of Sir
John, one of whom was Colin Ander-
son, got the effigy in their possession
and it was carried off in triumph by
them and some of their friends who
arrived from the Salvation Army
Room and elsewhere, But disorder
still reigned although the principal
cause had removed, and in a
melee one elderly citizen having been
brought to the earth by two others,
his son seized a cane and laid out both
his father’s antagonists and then clear-
ed a way right through the erowd. In
the meanwhile the chief of police had |
been telegraphed for and one Dussanlt
who had been freely using language to
incite the crowd having been pointed
out as one of the instigators of the
trouble, Constable Bell was instructed
to take him into the hotel and keep
him quiet. Dussault’'s friends there-
upon went to his assistance and in the
struggle which followed his clothes
were literally torn from his back. The |
chief having led his men into the
crowd carmied the prisoner off to |
the station, he receiving a blow over |
the eye and one on the back in the
struggle. The legless efligy of Sir
John was in the meantime trailed
down by hig friends to the hall of the
L. P. 0. 8. where it was analized |
by Bob Hetherington and J. Loug-
head. It was found to ’

with hay and straw, a great mistake |

according to a local authority who says
hay will not burn. A half a pound of
powder was found inside done up in a
paper. Had it exploded during the
melee a good deal of injury might have
been dune, as was the case in St. Hya-
cinthe, where Sir John exploded most
unexpectedly and injured several on-
lookers, Dussault was let off after
having been detained about an hour.

It is said that the assailant of the
chief of police is known and is quite
probable a number of arrests will be
made. Dussaualt, it is said, would
have gone with the police willingly
had he not been badly advised. The
crowd attempted to rescue him as he
was being taken to the police station
by forming in a body across the street
in a couple of places. The police act-
ed well under the circumstances and
deserve the greatest credit.

FURTHER DISTURBANCES.

On Thursday evening again the po-
lice had their hands full. A rumor
had got abroad that the efligy which
had done service as Sir John was to be
rechristened Riel, legless though it
was, and burned. The Riel crowd
were determined, they said, to prevent
this. Several little scrimmages took
place and the police were obliged to
take a ringleader, who had been incit-
ing the crowd to acts of violence, to
the station. The police also took
possession of a number of formidable
looking lnlmh;ecms about two feet lung
with thongs in which to twist the
hand like a policeman's baton.  About
ten o'clock some youngsters rolled a
tar barrel out on the street opposite
Wilson's music store, set it on fire and
shouted *“Riel!”

(l":nm OUr Corre s,m:u(r'nf, Nov. 16th.)
The pvnpl«' of Lake .\lw_(:unic Vil-
lage are alive to the possibilities of
the future of the place. A connection
with Quebec by a railway extension
down the valley of the Chaudiere and
the construction of the proposed
Franklin and Megantic line through
the Dead River Valley which would
give very direct railroad communica-
tion between Quebec and Portland,
are spoken of as highly probable with-
in the course of a few years and an
impetus will, no, doubt, be given to
the scheme by the greater activity
to be shown in the construction of the
International line east of this place.
“With the increasing travel and
freight when the Canadian Pacific is
constructed through Maine we shall
want a large steamer here,” said Mr.
J. A. Chicoyne to the EXAMINER cor-
respondent, “and it ought to be finished
by July Ist, 1887. 1am told on good
authority that the International road
will be completed through to the con-
nections at Moosehead Lake by Jan-
nary Ist of that year and the steam-
boat ought to be ready by the Domin-
ion Day following.

A Dash for Freedom.

Last Wednesday morning James R.
Woodward of Sherbrooke, Que., gen-
eral manager of the Quebec Central
Railway of Canada, was arrested by
sheriff Bowley at the Memphremagog
House in this place, on writs in_favor
of Jas. D. Mowry of Norwich, Conn.,
demanding in damages over $£20,000.
These suits are founded on judgments
recovered in Canada against the person
arrested and others. The Quebee Cen
tral connects with the Passumpsic
Railroad at Sherbrooke, and Mr.
Woodward applied to the superinten-
dent of the Passumpsic road, who
happened to be in town, for permiss-
jon to run an engine and car from the
Quebec Central Railway over the
Passumpsic road to this place, for the
puepose of conveying his attorney
from Sherbrooke to Newport to advise
him in his dilemma, which was gran-
ted. Very soon after obtaining this
favor it was ascertained that his attor-
uey had just passed through Newport
on a train bound for Sherbrooke ; the
attorney got the news of the arrest
and the desire of Mr. Woodward to
sce him, at Stanstead Junction, only
five miles north of here, and immedi
ately returned to this place. Not-
withstanding this, Mr. Woodward,
doubtless for the purpose and use
hereafter dc-\'clnp\-\l, ordered the
engine and car from his road to New-
port.
