The ntraits are filled
with drift ice during the winter, but there
is little doubt that a steamer might be
constructed sufliciently strong to endure
the shock of ice floes, and sufliciently
owerful to force its way through them.
"he establishment ofgregulax communi-

cation with the Island. would be of im-
mense advantage to that Province, and
of great benefit, likewise, to the other
Maritime Provinces. At present it is
practically isolated during the winter.
A precarious communication is kept up
by meaus of hoats across the narrow
channel from Cape Tormentine, by which
a few passepgers and the mails are con-
veyed to and fro, but no tratfic of any
extent can be ca ried on byso slight and
dangerous a means of transit.

Îtev. Dr. Jenkina, in continuation of

his course of special lectures, «lélivered

a discourse Inst evening in St. Paul’:

Church, selecting as his subject in the

first eight verses ofthe6th chapter of the

Book of Revelations. Having read the

text, relating to the opening of the four

seals, snbrequently mentioned, he asked:

Why did the revealed church introduce
into the work of Heaven that new song
whose accents hadfallen upon their ears
the preceding Sabbath %evening? Why
did the innumerable angels who encircled
the throne respond harmoniously to its
strains of jov? Why did every creature
in the universe join in the adoration of
the Lamb, and the four living ones, the
seraphic beings, who symbolized the con-
nection of the church with the great
scheme of Providence? Why did they
place the seal of their amen to the gen-
eral fchorna? The answer was clear:
because the Lord had power to disclose
the future of the church, and because,
having this power, he was about to exer.
cire it. ‘What should they do then
ifthey were ro far above them in know.
ledge—they who were, near the source
of all knowledge—thus exulted and re-
joiced, it surely became them to be glad
that the things which must be hereafter,
were made known to the Church op
earth. He quoted theline “I saw when
the Lamb opened one of the seals,” and
explaining that Christ alone had power
to open the reals of the book, being the
great revealer of the events of the future
to the Church, he referred to the
command “‘ Come and see,” and stated
Lis belief that what the Apostle described
was written offigured on the roll, a more
natural interpretation in hisopinion than
that of supposing that each seal was a
scenic representation independent of the
hook ; while as the first four seals had
so much in common, they would be con-
sideredin juxta position. He continued :
From what was stated before the close
of the Apocalypre, they would very na-
turally expect that the fulfilment of the
prophecies of this hook, would certainly
begin to he realized soon after the
Apostle’s time, [They had already shewn
that John conld not have written the
Book of Revelation earlier than the
reign ofBl)omitian, about the vear 97, n
conclusion which set aside the theory
that this chapter symbolized the destruc-
tion of Jerusalem. They should there-
fore with the best light they coul! com-
mand, examine theYhistory of the period
which immediately followed John's
death, in order that they might ascer-
tain whether any occurrences corres-
ponding with these four symbols took
place at or about that time ; they should
alro. try and asceitain whether there
first symbolic prephecies related to the
Church simply, or whether they referred
to the relations to, the Church,
of the external world; it * was
evident that they referred to the
latter. Certain interpreters had been
thrown off their guard by supposin
that the white horse and the moun
conqueror of the first scene referred to
the progress of Christianity, and to its
peacefulfrinmphs i they had overlooked
the fact that there were other horses
which by color and appearance of their
riders must bp accepted as beingconnect-
od with the progress of war, destruction,
misery, and death and to regard the
white horse as an emblem of Christian~
ity, would require cognate interpretation
modified of course bydifference in color,
in the other three ;—ifthe riderof the
white horse was taken for Christ, and
for his ministers in the earliest success
of the Gospel, the remaining symbols in
all consistency must be accepted as re-

rrenting faithless ministers, but the
horse had ever been the emblem of war,
and of the progress of human rule
eapecially when mounted by an arm
rider3 the natural view to take of these
Apocalyptic hoyses, was he thought,
as representing the condition
of the Roman Empire im.

He agreed with Elliott and Barnes that
the four horsea represen successive
conditions of the Roman Empire in the
two centuries following John’s death,
and added they were now in a position to
enquire whether anv such conditions
fairly corresponded with the pre-figura-
tions. The true method being to refer to
the most trustworthy sources of history
of that period ; here they could not over
look that atrange providence which had
constrained all those who had sought the
interpretation of the Book of Revelations,
to draw largely from a writer whose pre-
judices were uniformly opposed to Chrjs-
tianity, and who could not, therefore, te
suapected of having conatructéd à his
for the purpose of illustrating oneof the
darkest and most difficult portions of
the Christian Revelation.

to him that sat thereon to take peace
from the earth, and that they should
kill one another, and there wus given
unto him a great sword. This symbol
was not difficult to understand ; the red
horse represented war, as the white
horse typitied peace, and the period of
Romanhistory to which, it appeared to
upply, comprised the century following
the death of the two Antoinines, when,
trom the year 193 to 284,said a historian,
there were 32 emperors and 27 pretenders
alternately hurling each other from.

THE VILLE DR HAVRE DINARTER.
Loxpoy, Dec.6.

The crew of the Loch Earn, which ran
inta and sank the Ville de Havre, have

into port by the British Queen, which
took them offfthe Loch Earn on the 29th
ult., at which time she was in a sinking
condition. The account of the Ville de
Havre disaster given by the rescued
crew represents that the captain and
second mate of the steamer came on board
the Loeh Eary shortly after the collision
and did not assist in” saving any of the
assengers, and that the majority of the
french crew exhibited lamentable cowar-
ice.
The captain ofthe Loch Earn makes

the following statement :—
After fifst sighting the steamer, and

seeing she was coming dangerously
near, the captain of the fioch Earn rang
the ships bell and ported his helm. The
helm of the steamer was put to the star-
board, but the steamercame right across
the Loch Earn’s bows. The people in
the first boat from the French steamer
did not eay she was sinking, but the
captain of the Loch Earn, observing the
steamer was settling down, sent out his
boats. Neither the first French boat nor
the second one, which arrived shortly
afterwards, bringing the lst and 2nd
captains of thie Ville de Havre, attempt-
ed to return, but in spite ofthe expostu-
lations of all the crew who were left on
board the Loch Earn, and the threata of
her mates to fire upan them, they re-
mained alongside the sliip.

The clothing of the French "officers
who reached the deck of ti.e Loch Earn
was dry, showing no signs oftheir having
beenin water. Finally some English-
men seized and manned one of the
French boats, and went to the rescue of
those struggling in the sea. Only one
of the French boats’ crew assisted in the
rescue. be captain of the Loch Earn
considers that a great loss of life resulted
from the fact that his vessel had drifted
such a long distance from the steamer
after the collision before it was possible
to shorten sail, fromthe tardiness of the
steamer inishowing signals of distress,
and from misconduct -of her crew.

The death of Mr. F. P. Pominville, Q.

C., which occurred un Friday evenin
will occasion korrowtoa very large cir-
cle of friends. The decénsel gentleman,
who was the legal! partner qt the late Sir
George Cartier, held à lnghly honorable
position at the Bar ofthis city for many
years. Asa lawyer he was ever faith-
ful and devoted to the iuterests of his
clients ; and in private life an well as mm
his iut ccourse with his professional
brethre ., his many amiable qualities
gained him in no ordinary degree the af-
téction and esteem ofall who enjoyed This
acquaintance.

The Hon. James Leslie, a Senator,
died at his residence in Parthenais
street, on Sunday morning. The deceas
od was in his 8th year, being born Sept.
4th, 1786. He war a son of Capt. J.
Leslie, 15th Regiment of Foot, who vas
Assistant Quarter Master (General to the
myof General Wolfe at the capture of
Quebec. He was born at Kair, Kincar-
dine, andjeducated at Aberdeen. For
many years he was engaged in business
as a merchant at Montreal. He was a
member of the Executive Council of
Canada, and President of that Lody in
1848. At a later date he held the office
of Provincial Secretary and Registrar.

vinces in 1840, he represented the East

BIONOT®, Was celebrated on Saturday
DM" noon in a temporary building erect-
ed adjacent to the works on Hochelaga
‘Bay. A day or two ago the wharves
were high and dry, but the annual
ricing of the river took plac much
earlier than usual this year and conse-
quently the company, as in the case of
inspe tion of the Northern Colonization
Railway, had to view by faith and not by
sight. Numbers present, however, had
watched the construciion of the wharves
and seen them when completed, thus
being well aware of their substantial
character.
The contract is for about 4,400 feet of

wharfage, of which 2,100 feet have Leen
completed. The works commence at
Molson’s Wharfextending castwards,the
first 900 feet being intended for local ves-
ela and the rest for ocean vessels draw-
ng: drenty-four feet. At the natural
height of tater the wharf ie nine feet
above it, and the wood work is 40 feet
wide, heing tacked by deposits taken
fromthe river. During the building of
the wharves, the Harbor Commissioners’
dredges have lifed about 200,000 yards
of sand and mud. The works were com-
menced on the 15th of Mav last, although
the contracts were given out in the pre
vious winter, and must be completed
next year. Including dredging, the
whole works will cost about $300,000.

REMAUKS. QUEEN CHARLOTTE—Was consort ~
George HL and daughter ofthe Duke of
Mecklenbury-Strelitz. Luxury was in
her reign banished from the Court, and
insteud ofthe nightly Corot George
11s time, the royal pleasures were uf
the purest, simplest kind. The reign of
teorge IIT., as 1t was the longest, so was

it the most remarkable iin the annals of
England.

Ricuarn IT.—July 16th, 1377, saw the
youthful Richard Il. of England, in the
innocence ofearly age, issuing from the
palace gates of the Tower of London,
splendidly: apparelled in white robes,
and Surrounded by a retinue of nobles.
He was on his way. to Westminster
Abbey, to receive a crown which, after
twenty troubled vears, he was to ac-
knowledge himself unable to retain, and
which he was to resign into the hands
ofan usurping cousin in this very palace;
and then to await in his dungeon a vio-
lent death! ;

His Grace THE Dern or WELLINGTON
was born at Dargan Castle, in Ireland,
May 1, 1769. Died at Walmer Castle,
Septen ber 14,1832, In June, 1813, he
won the brilliant victory of Vittoria.
Following up this great victory, Welling-
tout drove the French out of Spaiu, beat-
ing Soult at the Pyrenees, He then
crossed the mountains and invaded
France. On February 27, 1814, he de-
feated Soult at Orthes, and again under
the walls of Toulouge. Before this battle

dication. ngton was created Mar-
quis of Douro, and advanced ir the
peerage with the title of Duke of Wel-
ington. On the escäpe of Napoleon
from Elba, Wellington resumed the
command of the army, and on July 18,
1815, he defeated Bonaparte at Waterloo,
From 185 to 1818 Wellington resided in
Paris, and during this time his life was
twice attempted. On September 14,
1852, he was seized with an epileptic fit
and died on the same day. ile was
buried in St. Paulls Cathedral,

Much has lately'been written about
warm and cold winters in England. A
correspondent of the Cologne Gazette has
been consulting old chronicles and favors
the readers of that journal with a few
curious data of abnormal winter tem-
peratures in Germany, whose winters, as
18 well known, are as a rule much
s*verer than in England. In_the year
1241 the trees ‘were in bloom in the
month of Marchand the cherries were
ripe in May. In 1289 there was no win-
ter, go to speak, at all, and the tempera-
ture was 80 very apring-like at Christ-
man, that young girls decorated them-
selves with violets at thatfestive season.
In 1538 the gardens were greenin Decem-
ber, andin full bloom in January. In
1572 the trees were covered with “foliage
in February ; the same took place in
1648. There was likewise no winter in
the years 1607, 1609 and 1617. In 1659
no snow fell, and there wasno frost. In
January of 1722 people were able to dis-

nse with firing, and all the trees were
in bloom in Fe ruary. In 1807 there
waa also almost no winter, The mild
winter of 1834 are still remembered by
many peopeople. Even in higherlatitudes
similar phenomena have been observed.
In St. Petersburg, for exemple, on New
Year’s Day of 1780, the thérmometer
stood at eight degrees (Reaumur) above
freezing point.

AN“INCIDENT OF BALAKLAYA-—When
