U.S. Eighth Army Headquarters,
Korea, Nov. 13.—(#)—UnMed Na-
tions' troops today stopped a series
of co-ordinated communist attacks
along the muddy east coast of
Korea.

The Reds attacked along a three- |
mile front in the Kosong sector. |
The attacks began before midnight.
Shouting Reds kept coming through
the darkness until 5 a.m, by 7:10
a.m., the Eighth Army said, the last
communist soldier had been driven
back.

The Kosong sector is 45 miles
north of the 38th parallel, and the
northernmost point of the front.

It was the only action aside from
patrol clashes, reported in the eve-
ning communique,

Sixty miles northwest of Kosong,
U.N. warships carried their siege
of Wonsan into the 271st day. Des-
troyer guns set a big Wonson sup-
ply dump aflame Monday.

Skies cleared Tuesday and U.S.
Fifth Air Force fighter-bombers
cut North Korean rail lines in
more than 100 places.

ﬁ—egotiations— May Reopen

With U.K. On Food Sales

Ottawa, Nov. 13— -—The pos-
gibility arose today of fresh Anglo-
Canadian negotiations for the sale
of Canadian farm products to the
food-short United Kingdom.

Agriculture Minister Gardiner
indicated this in the Commons last
night whenhe disclosed that he
plans to discuss food sales with
officials of the United Kingdom
and other countries at an interna-
tional agricultural galhering in
Rome.

He plans to leave for Rome Mon-
day next and return about Nov.
29th, stopping off in London on
the way back.

Mr. Gardiner, speaking in the

Throne Speech debate, made il
clear the change of government
in the UK. had influenced him

to attend the Rome gathering, the
annual meeting of the United Na-
tions Food and Agriculture Organ-
jzation. He understood the new
British ministers of food and agri-
culture would be there and he felt
it would be well to meet them.

Canada now has only a few food

agreements with Britain, compar- |

ed with the big contracts of the
war and early post-war years. Pres-
ent sales cover cheese, wheat and
apples. There are none for pork,
beef, eggs and poultry, all major
commodities in the contracts of a
few years ago.

Mr. Gardiner made his an-
nouncement in response to a Sug-
gestion by George Drew, Progres-
sive Conservative leader, that Can-
adian farmers be told how the
British austerity program, with its
Ipossible reduction in purchases

from Canada, might affect produc-
tion plans.

The Progressive Conservative
leader also urged the government
to call a conference of Prairie
farm lcaders, including the west-
ern ministers of agriculture, to
consider what should be done to
help western producers. They
faced “very real disaster” because
of the slow movement of grain,

Mr. Gardiner said that problem
will be discussed when he attends
a meeting of western wheat pools
in Regina this Friday. It also
will ccme before the annual Fed-
eral - Provincial conference here
carly in December

Hinting at some Federal assist-
ance for the west, he said the gov-
ernment is considering western
crop conditions, though he could
not say just now what might be
done,

he promised the farmers would be
encouraged to produce more as
soon as a market could be assur-
ed,

‘Of Steers Is Given By Agronome

“Livestock Hints," was
topic of a recent radio address by
{ W, G. MacDougall, County agricul
‘| turalist,

Mr. MacDougall discussed de-
| horning of steers (all steers must
| be dehorned for the 1952 Winter
| Fair), stabling, breaking to haltex
and leading, care ol steers, feed
| ing, and feed records

|  Following is a partial text of
Mr. MacDougall's talk.
“Most breeders dehorn their

market cattle as calves, when they
are only a few days old. This is
done with the use of caustic
potash, If this is not done when
the calves are a few days old, and
the horns are allowed to grow,
then the dehorners or clippers
have to be used. It is advisable to
dehorn in the c¢ool weather when
the saw or clippers are used.

Those figures ought to be enough to prove
to anyone that good soil conservation practices
will make a sponge of the topsoil so that it
soaks up water for future use and insures more
productive croplands. Not only that but this
extra water that soaks in raises the ground
water level and keeps wells filled and springs
flowing.

All of that water is a clear gain in addi-
tion to saving the topsoil which will not be
washed away if the water does not run off.
Ground cover, terraced fields, and farm ponds
built where they will catch the runoff will
thus enrich the farmer and save the people
below him from floods caused by the five-
sixths of the rain that would otherwise run off
and carry topsoil with it

LD JACOBY
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LITTLE LEARNING IS DANGER-
OUS THING

A little learning is a dangerous
thing in bridge as in anything
else, The other day I saw a cou-
ple of good players butcher a de-
fense in a way that cimply
wouldn’t occur to average players.

West opencd the king ol dia-
monds, and East very properly
played the queen. His motive was
very simple and very correct. He
wanted West to continue the dia
monds,

Any average West would under-
stand what was expected of him.
He would lead a second round of
diamonds, forcing dummy to ruff,
, After that, declarer could huff
and he could puff, but he couldn’t
capture East’s King of trumps. He
would be wunable to take two
trump finesses with only one
trump in the dummy.

However, West was no average
defender. He had heard about the
“suit preference” signal, and he
was one of those players who like
to work a good thing to death.

West said to himself: “My part-
ner is trying to indicate which
suit to shift to. A high diamond

means the  higher side suit
(hearts), while a low diamond
means the lower side suit

(elubs).”

So West shifted to a heart, and
South proceeded to wrap up the
slam and the rubber, South ruffed
the heart, got to dummy with a
club, and led the eight of spades
from'dummy. The eight of spades
rode around successfully, and
dummy continued with the three
of spades. South won the second
trump finesse with the queen,
drew the last trump with the ace,
and then ran the clubs to discard
his losing diamonds.

screenings are more expensive
than oats and barley, increase the
oats and barley accordingly.

“It will be noticed that the three
mixtures recommended vary. The
first being for the f{irst three
months of feeding; the second for
the four to six months, and the
third for the balance of the feed-:
ing period.

“It will be noticed that barley
is the basis of the ration. Do not
feed steers a dairy ration, as they
may contain such feeds as cotton-
seed meal, which tend to make the
fat yellow.

“The steers should be started
with the grain mixture gradually.
It will usually take about four
weeks to get the steer on a full
grain ration., Start with about 1
1b. per 100 lbs. of liveweight of
calf. Just give what he will eat,
do not give more than what he will
eat readily, Then, increase gradu-
ally to 1% or 134 lbs. daily per
100 1bs. of liveweight, The rate of
increase €epending on how readily
it is eaten. Some feeders recom-
mended a 14 per cent protein ra-
tion; if so, the above ration can be
changed to meet the require-
ments, lessen the amount of oil
rake and add more oats and bar-
ley.

“Minerals are all
They should be added at the rate
of 3 lbs. per 100 Ibs. of mixture,
Equal parts of ground limestone
salt and bone meal are recom-
mended, or a good commercial
mixture.

“Mixed hay should be used. Tim-
othy hay is not satisfactory. The
first month, you can give the steer
ul the hay he will eat Then, as
the grain ration is increased, the

amount of hay will be lessened. |

This is necessary to make thc; steer
increase his grain consumption. If

the hay is not of good quality, mo-|
lasses may be diluted (one part|

molasses to 3 parts water- and fed

on the hay. If silage or roots are|

available, they may supplement
the hay in reasonable quantities.

“Example: 3 1bs. silage is equiv-
alent in dry matter to 1 1b. of hay.
It must be remembered that rough-
ages fed must be in the proper
proportion to the grain being fed
in order that the steer will con-
sume the necessary grain to make
rapid gains on weight and put on
the proper fleshing.

“All cattle feeders should keep
a record of feed cost. The steers
should we weighed when the feed-
ing commences. Then, weighed at
intervals during the feeding pe-
riod. By weighing regularly, you
will have a check on whether sat-
isfactory gains are being made or
not.”

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UNTREATED DIABETES
HAVE MANY SERIOUS

CONSEQUENCES !
By Edwin P, Jordan, M.D.

What can happen to the person
with diabetes who either does not
know that he has the disease, or
who fails to control it satisfactor
ily by diet, insulin, or both?

If everyone were aware of the
dangers, they would certainly
make an effort to be sure of know-
ing whether or not they have dia-
betes; if they did have the disease
they would surely get proper
treatment and stick by it.

Persons with diabetes are more
liable than others to hardening of
the arteries and the complications
connected with such a situation.
In the feet and legs, for example,
the combination of diabetes and
hardening of the arteries often
leads to infection, and sometimes
death of a tissue, or gangrene.

People with diabetes are like-
wise more susceptible to coronary
thrombosis or angina pectoris,
both involving the heart, than
those who do not have the disease.

Serious eye complications are
not uncommon in patients with
undiagnosed or unsatisfactorily
treated diabetes. Negleet of the
disease can lead, in severe cases,
to progressive loss of weight and
eventually even to death.

In faet, in the davs before the
discovery of insulin, people severe-
ly stricken with diabetes almost
invariably died.

Even today there are far too
many people who are careless
about their diets or insulin and |

consequently develop serious com-
plications which carry ahem off |
many years before their normal
time.

The lesson from all this is that
diabetes must be diagnosed as
carly as possible and exact treat.
ment with diet, and if necessary,
iusulin, must be set up. And just
as important as this, the victim of
the disease cannot be careless
about following instructions if he
or she wishes to avoid painful or
serious complications and possibly
even early death,.

When elementary schooling was
concluded they went into service
flying training school.

Now the student pilot begins in
the service training stage. Unlike
his predecessor who spent 10 to
15 hours aloft with instructors be
fore soloing, the students of today
spends 20 to 30 hours up before
making his solo flight.

The new method eliminates much
of the 75-hour elementary flying
training and all light craft train
ing.

Student pilots now take their
training in three phases, inter
locking and simultaneous. They're
marked on (1) flying ability, (2)
ground school work, and (3) char-
acter and leadership.

Pilots training prior to and dur-
ing the last war were not marked
on character and leadership during
their student period. A separate
schooling division for character
| and leadership—study of officer
development, orderly room duties
and drill—was the only training
for this. Now it is worked into the
| student training period and further
officer development is studied at
an officers’ school.

Another big change is the “plan”
system. Training is completed in
specific lessons or “lesson plans.”
| This enables changing instructors
to take over without wasting time
or ovérlapping in lectures.

Air Marshal W. A. Curtis, chief
of Canada'’s air staff, said of the
new method: “It's a far more solid

Voiced By Mayor

O0f Growing Town

Fdson, Alta, — Mayor W, H.
Kankewitt waved his arm expans-
ively over his prosperous town.

“We're not a boom town like
Edmonton,” he said. “I hope wo‘
never will be.”

But for all that Edson, 1,951 in
population by this year's census
sstimate, may well turn out to be.

Half way between Edmonton and |
Jasper, Alta,, this steadily-growing |
town is the only sizable settlement |
between those better-known places. |
It has added almost half to its|
population in 10 years—a growth|
inspired by no single factor. !

Now industrial expansion seems
likely to double Edson's popula-
tion within a few years.

“Where will we find the money
to expand our services as the town
grows?"” Mayor Kankewitt asks |

Edson, soon after the turn of
the century, was a staging point |
on the old Grande Prairie trail|
from the American border to the|
Peace River country. The railway|
put it on a permanent footing.

But Edson retains its frontier |
flavor. Mackinaws, ski caps and |
Cowichan Indian sweaters are
normal garb in winter. Talk of the
two activities which keep Edson
alive—the Canadian National Rail- |
ways and the lumbering industry—'
is everywhere. ’

Even the town police pass by!
the drunks unless they annny‘\
other people.

That casual approach to life may
not last long. Edson district may
soon have:

1, A multi-million-dollar wood
pulp plant at Yates, seven miles
to the northeast,

2. A recopened cement
about 14 miles away.

3. A brick-making industry, bas-
ed on nearby clay deposits which
could end Medicine Hat's Alberta
monopoly on buff-colored bricks.

Best estimate is that these three
firms, if present plans go through, |
will employ at least 500 persons, |
All are so close that most \mrkvrs;
could choose to live in Edson. With |
wives and families, they might|
double Edson’s population within
five years.

“Just imagine the headaches
that would bring,” says Mayor |
Kankewitt, retired former owner |
of an Edson department store. ‘

“I hope the expansion doesn't
happen all at once, as it did in
Edmonton. Town finances never
would keep pace. ‘

“Right now we're on top of the
world. The city’s power plant gives
up the revenue we need to pay|
for our new sewer system and
water extension. But where would
we get the money—without crip-|
pling ourselves—to give public
services to twice our present popu-
lation?

“So far our progress has been
steady. The town supports only
three unemployables, There’s work
for everyone.

Edson, 100-0dd miles west of
Edmonton, is mainly a railway
town, divisional point on the C.
NR. Logging is its next industry.
Only in recent years has the sur-
rounding grey-top soil been found
ideal for some forms of agricul-

plant

ture, particularly growing seed
polatoes.
The town spreads northward

from the railway yards some 14
