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Beating death puzzles police, neighbours

Peaceful Ste-Catherine faces deadly mystery

After searching for more than 24
hours, police found the body of Sainte-
Catherine de Hatley resident Gaétan La-
montagne lying in a pool of blood in his
neighbour’s basement Saturday morn-
ing.

Police believe Lamontagne may have
been beaten to death. An autopsy is
scheduled for today, and forensic spe-
cialists from Montreal were on the
. scene to aid in the investigation.

Lamontagne, 62, was reported miss-
ing early Friday morning when he failed
to show up at his work at the Olymel
firm in Magog. His truck was found
abandoned and slightly damaged about
a kilometre from his house, said Cst.
Serge Dubord of the Quebec Police

Force.

About 40 family, friends and co-work-
ers joined police and firefighters on Fri-
day afternoon to search for Lamontagne
in the woods around Sainte-Catherine.

Their numbers swelled to about 160
on Saturday, including dozens of his
coworkers. Staff from the cafeteria at
Olymel supplied lunches for the volun-
teers.

At 9:30 a.m. two friends of Lamon-
tagne noticed a smashed window in the
rear of a cottage located at 29 Martin
Rd., near Lamontagne's house. Inside

they found his battered body in the
basement.

QPF Cst. Dubord said the cause of
death was not yet known, but firearms
were likely not involved.

“If a gun is used, police can normally
tell right away,” Dubord said. Since no
bullet holes were found, “we may pre-
sume he was killed with a blunt instru-
ment or a knife.”

Lamontagne was apparently looking
after the house for a neighbour who
only used the cottage in summertime.
Police speculated Lamontagne may have
surprised a robber or a squatter, Dubord
said.

Lamontagne left for work Friday at
5:30 a.m. His wife noted that he left the
door open, and forgot his glasses. His
family said he had no enemies.

Richard Cliche owns the land next to
where Lamontagne's truck was found
near Route 108, and aided in the search.
Residents are troubled by the violent

crime, he said.

“This is a small, quiet village. This
shouldn’t happen here, but then,
there’s all types all over the place.”

Cliche said people were most trou-
bled by the way Lamontagne was killed.

“If it was a robbery, then it’s normal
to strike out and then just try to get
away. But people say that he was severe-
ly beaten, and his body was hidden be-
hind a sofa. Why would somebody do
something like that?"

The sole consolation, Cliche said, was
that Lamontagne's body was found.
Cliche participated in the search for
Herbert Colt, the Ayer’s Cliff resident
who disappeared more than a decade
ago, but was only discovered by chance
last summer by a hiker.

rs. Alice Frost tried to do her
M civic duty Sunday, going to the
advance polling station to vote.
But when she arrived she faced not only
a 20-minute wait but a wait in the snow,
on the cold pavement outside the
polling station.

Her son Martin immediately decided
he could not have his mother wait in
such conditions and drove her home.

Like many elderly electors, Mrs. Frost,
91, registered to vote in advance. Need-
ing two canes to walk, she didn't want
to wait in the long lines on election day.
Judging from Sunday’s wait at the
Bondville polling station the many se-
niors present could have sworn the full
election was underway.

“We've been here for an hour,” said
Mrs. Ruth Cook, 88, who made the trek
from the Knowlton House seniors resi-
dence to cast her ballot. Mrs. Cook's
niece Nancy Douglas, who accompanied
her, had to complain before they were fi-
nally allowed inside.

Club de Bonheur community centre
on Mill Road is the advance polling sta-
tion in Bondville. It appears ill-equipped to
handle the number of people who want to
vote in advance. There is only one polling
booth and very little extra space. “I have seen
polling stations in Montreal with long lines,”
said Alice Frost's son Martin, “but in this case
people have to wait outdoors. For people in
their late 80s and 90s, it’s not appropriate.”

According to Annick Dion, a return-
ing officer at the polling station, little
can be done to accommodate the voters.
“We do have certain laws to respect and
we cannot make the process any faster
than we have. We try to do it as fast as
possible. We gave people two days of vot-
ing, seven hours a day. It's just that
everybody got here at two o'clock at the
same time,” she said.

Although discouraged, most seniors
are not giving up. Six seniors from
Knowlbanks gave up at three o’clock but
were back at six to have their say. And
today Mrs. Frost will try again to per-

The Liberal campaign office also reported that
saboteurs have been calling homes, identifying
themselves as members of the Liberal party, and
then insulting those on the line.

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Monbaron plagued by memory loss since alleged drugging and rape

Ex-stripper tells of past life with Sabourin

osette Monbaron was back on the
stand in the Georges Sabourin
trial Friday, where she discussed
her past life and the events lead-
ing up to the ill-fated kidnapping in
October 1997.

“I was afraid to go out, I didn’t an-
swer the phone, I was paranoid,” the
44-year-old Monbaron told the court,
describing the after-effects of the al-
leged gang rape that sparked the kid-
napping and torture. Her problems
were compounded later when her son,
who had been seriously ill for some
time, died in July 1996.

At the beginning of her testimony
Monbaron told the court she didn't
want to speak of the drugging and
gang rape which she and Sabourin say
took place at the home of Hans Kaiser,

Aurore Tremblay and Marie-Claire
Guérif on Dec. 26, 1995.

Following the rape, Monbaron said
she has been plagued by periods of
memory loss. She said when she fig-
ured out what had happened, she
wanted vengeance,

Under cross-examination by Crown
Prosecutor Michel Saint-Cyr, Monbaron
discussed her life with Sabourin, and
his involvement as an informant for
the RCMP. The former exotic dancer
said she had been raped before, and in
1991 was drugged by an old friend she
was staying with at the time.

Monbaron said she did not take part
in either of the two break-ins and van-
dalisms at Kaiser's Pierrefonds home,
or in another vandalism and break-in
at Kaiser's East Bolton home. She testi-
fied that when they went to Kaiser’s
East Bolton home just after midnight

“He dedicated body and soul to improv-
ing services for fire safety, and not only in
his city but across Quebec, Canada, and the
United States as well," said Marcel Ethier,
vice-president of the Canadian Association
of Fire Chiefs. Mayor Jacques Perrault also
highlighted several of Denault’s achieve-
ments while he was director of fire safety in
the Sherbrooke area and President of the
Canadian Association of Fire Chiefs. During
that time, Denault helped install a 911 call-
ing center and implemented procedures for
emergencies.

“We were given the opportunity to know
a remarkable citizen,” said Perrault in his
eulogy, summarizing the reason so many
Sherbrooke residents attended the funeral.

Liberals feeling post-debate depression?

Charest urges home crowd to keep on trucking

ith little more than a week left
in the election campaign, Jean
Charest rallied hundreds of

local supporters Saturday, urging them
to get out and fight for a Liberal victory.

Still lagging in polls after last week’s
debate, Charest is counting on a coali-
tion of Liberals and other federalists to
win on Nov, 30.

He's repeated everywhere he’s been in
the last few days that a switch to the Lib-
erals is the only way Quebec can escape
another referendum and move on to
more important priorities such as health
care, economic development and job cre-
ation.

“The day after the election we will
form a Liberal government for all of Que-
bec and for all Quebecers, and not just
those who voted for us,” he told the
crowd, charging that Parti Québécois
Premier Lucien Bouchard is concerned
only with the interests of Quebecers who
share his separatist ideals.

“We are offering a program of con-
struction, not of confusion,” Charest
said, attacking Bouchard’s commitment
to negotiate a social contract with the
other provinces. He said Bouchard’s PQ
government has all but absent from the
inter-provincial debate on a new power-
sharing agreement with the federal gov-
ernment.

“He wants to renovate the house he is
planning to demolish,” Charest said,
charging the PQ leader had taken an
abrupt mid-campaign turnaround.

Charest’s Saturday morning rally was
held in the basement of Notre-Dame du
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Charest tells supporters he needs their help to bring in the vote Nov. 30

Perpétuel Secours (Our Lady of Perpetual
Help) church, in the North Ward neigh-
bourhood where he and wife Michele
Dionne grew up. He urged organizers
and party faithful to meet voters in their
homes, in public places and in the work-
place to encourage them to vote for him.
He added that campaign workers must
keep working to ensure that those who
say they support the Liberals actually
cast ballots next Monday.

Among Charest's enthusiastic sup-
porters were Compton-Stanstead Tory MP
David Price, a longtime friend and politi-
cal ally who has been campaigning with
local Liberal candidates, and Sherbrooke
Mayor Jean Perrault, whom Charest
praised effusively.

“Mr. Perrault could have been a candi-
date for us, but this riding was already
taken,” Charest joked.

In a brief encounter with local re-
porters, Charest made a rare mention of
local campaign issues, which he said in-
clude health care, the ambulance call
centre, and manpower training.

Charest also told reporters said he’s
not worried about local polls that show
he may be neck-and-neck with PQ oppo-
nent Marie Malavoy.

Although he’s not the incumbent this
time around, Charest wryly commented
that some polls during the last federal
election race predicted he could lose his
seat but “after thatI got an even
stronger majority than the time before.”

He added that those erroneous polls, like
the recent ones, did not mention his
name.

Charest also rejected the notion that
some Liberals may be hesitating to vote
for him because they fear that if he wins
Sherbrooke but loses the province, he
won'’t stick around for a stint in opposi-
tion.

Some Sherbrooke voters are also elec-
tion weary-after a September federal by-
election to replace Charest, a municipal
election early this month, and the cur-
rent provincial race. They may not relish
the idea of yet another vote in the near
future.

Charest has commented repeatedly this
election is “the battle of his political ca-
reer”. He refused again Saturday to specu-
late on what could happen if he lost.

Charest has touched down in the rid-
ing only a few times since his campaign
launch almost a month ago. He's count-
ing on volunteers to ensure a personal
victory in Sherbrooke while he cam-
paigns across the province.

As Conservative leader Charest could
count on local organizers to fight his bat-
tles in absentia. Many of those federal To-
ries, who voted Liberal in provincial
elections, are campaigning for Charest.
But some quietly wish they had a little
more help from him.

Charest's tour handlers would not say
if he will be back in Sherbrooke during
this final week.

Before heading for Montreal, Charest
visited a new hardware store where he
was met by supporters, polite voters
who remained non-committal, and at
least a few who turned away.

ADQ’s Dumont vows to revive get-tough crime bill

Convicts who commit murder, rape
and other serious crimes while sup-
posed to be behind bars have exposed se-
rious problems with Quebec's judicial
and parole systems, says Action Démoc-
ratique leader Mario Dumont.

Dumont is calling for serious reforms
to early prison-release programs. He
made a swing through the Eastern
Townships on Friday.

While not mentioning her by name,
Dumont pointed to the case of Isabelle
Bolduc, a Sherbrooke woman who was
kidnapped, raped and murdered by
three paroled convicts. He said the
Bolduc case is one of many in which
prisoners released before completing
their sentences then commit other

crimes.

Dumont said prisoners who are re-
leased for so-called humanitarian rea-
sons after only a third or even a quarter
of their sentences have a shameful
record of returning to crime. He said
many are released despite the objec-
tions of experts, and few are adequately
monitored once back in the community.

“Putting criminals back into society
without supervision is irresponsible,”
he said.

“We must stop releasing prisoners
anytime for any reason,” he said, adding
that it is a waste of money to pay police
officers to keep arresting and investigat-
ing criminals, Crown prosecutors to
prosecute them and judges to sentence
them if they are not going to serve their

sentences.

“These are huge costs to society, not
to mention the costs to victims of crime
and their families,” he said.

He also said courts should use more
modern and cost efficient sentences
which include community work and su-
pervised living on the outside. Dumont
also suggested privatizing prison man-
agement and the transport of prisoners.

Dumont said Action Démocratique is
the only party proposing to get tough
on crime. And he called upon Jean
Charest and Lucien Bouchard to com-
ment on where their parties stand on
public safety issues.

The 27-year-old Dumont, only recog-
nizable face in the fledgling party, was
joined by local ADQ candidates Patrick

Rouillard of Sherbrooke, Isabelle Mar-
quis of Johnson and Olivier Chalifoux of
Megantic-Compton.

The Townships candidates are cam-
paigning on shoestring budgets and
have not made much of a splash. But
Dumont said the party's chances im-
prove every day. He said ADQ candidates
are out meeting voters but the party's
greatest hope for success are their new
ideas.

Among other things, the ADQ is
proposing a freeze on referendums in
favor of an offensive on Ottawa to gain
new powers for Quebec,

“This is ‘what people want from Mr.
(Premier Lucien) Bouchard ,” Dumont
said. “The appropriate way is a construc-
tive approach like the ADQ."”

ost of the pundits say either
M that Lucien Bouchard was the

winner of the great debate or
that it was a draw. So do the pollsters.
(Oh, sure, some say the leader of the
party with his name enshrined up-
staged them both, but a one-man party
isn't what provincial elections are
about. Montreal municipal elections
maybe, but that hardly applies here and
now.) Never mind that the premier fre-
quently lost eye contact with everyone,
looking for an escape route

Charest never lost his com- DoN
posure. The premier was HEALY

supposed to win, so he did.

And I'm not the first to compare the
scoring with that of Olympic figure
skating judges.

But it isn't all biased judging. No, Mr.
Charest suffers the disadvantages all
handicapped people do.

Handicapped? Yes, handicapped. It's
in the genes.

You see, Jean Charest's problem is the
same one that gives the Equality party
such a hard time. He is logical. And
logic gets one nowhere in politics, at
least not in this province, and this
province is all that counts at the mo-
ment.

Maybe it’s his political past (all feder-
al until a few months ago), perhaps his
English mother, but there's no doubt
about it; he thinks logically.

DEAR EDITOR,

Damn! Just when I was beginning
to understand the politics of Quebec,
one of the players goes and changes
his spots. That's what Bill Johnson has
done. This leader of the fringe Al-
liance Quebec rabble, this gnat of the
ruling classes, this finger-pointing
smirf (I feel better now), has been deaf-
eningly silent since the beginning of
the election campaign.

Health funding criteria inadequate — director

he director general of the CLSC-
TCHSLD La Pommeraie says the
money sharing practises of the
Montérégie regional health board does-

n't take into account the rural reality of

Brome-Missisquoi.
“We are long past the time when the

government favoured the granting of

more resources to underprivileged
CLSC's or those working in rural loca-
tions,” said Michel Asselin at the annual
general meeting of the health care insti-
tution. “We recognized however that
the special environment of these CLSC's
required additional means for them to
carry out their mission.”

Under the existing rules the Régie Ré-
gionale de la Santé et des services Soci-

aux de Montérégie bases its budget on
the age and sex of the population, its ed-
ucational level and healthy life ex-
pectancy. La Pommeraie is arguing
these criteria don’t take into account
factors of isolation, remoteness of ac-
cess points and the distances involved
between the patient and the service.

To make its concerns known the
board of directors of La Pommeraie has
decided to document its case and estab-
lish a strategy to get their message out,

Asselin compared a 250 bed nursing
home in a large urban area to the
Brome-Missisquoi situation, where the
same number of patients are spread out
between four facilities.

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Feds bite tongue on
Quebec election

f federal Liberals have any qualms
Iabout the way the Quebec election is

shaping up, they're not saying.

In defiance of polls suggesting a sep-
aratist Parti Québécois victory on Nov.
30, federal ministers and officials are re-
fusing, publicly and privately, to con-
template the possibility that federalist
champion Jean Charest seems headed
for defeat.

The determination to avoid even the
remotest hint of concern about the way
the election is playing out was on dis-
play Wednesday as federal ministers
from Quebec uniformly applauded
Charest's performance in Tuesday's cru-
cial, televised leaders’ debate. Although
pundits generally concluded Charest
did not land the knockout punch he
needed to reverse the Liberals’ slide in
the polls, his federal allies had nothing
but praise for Charest, while they poked
holes in the arguments advanced dur-
ing the debate by Premier Lucien
Bouchard.

It's not a case of burying their heads
in the sand so much as a horror of say-
ing anything that might be construed as
prematurely writing off Charest and,
hence, contributing to his defeat.

Officials are well aware a PQ victory
would have serious repercussions for
the federal government but to discuss
them now would be to undermine
Charest which, in turn, would make the
repercussions for the Chrétien govern-
ment all the more serious.

In particular, charges that Prime
Minister Jean Chrétien is a liability to
the federalist cause would escalate,
along with calls for his resignation, if it
appeared his government had begun
planning for a PQ victory two weeks be-
fore the vote. Chrétien is already in
enough hot water for some ill-timed
comments at the start of the campaign,
in which he suggested constitutional
change isn't necessarily required to ac-
commodate Quebec's aspirations.

Moreover, the issues the federal gov-
ernment will have to confront if
Bouchard wins re-election are, by them-
selves, highly charged. Discussing them
in the midst of the Quebec campaign
would be disastrous.

Among those issues:

* How quickly to resurrect Plan B,
the hardline approach to clarifying the
rules for another referendum and
spelling out the consequences of seces-
sion. The Supreme Court ruling on the
legality of secession last summer laid
the groundwork for new rules of the
game but left it to politicians to work
out precise details.

The federal government put Plan B
on hold for the duration of the Quebec
election but, should the PQ win, will
eventually have to spell out what, in its
opinion, constitutes a clear referendum
question and clear majority.

* How to proceed with the sensitive
social union negotiations with the
provinces. Bouchard has joined a com-
mon provincial front in demanding se-
vere restrictions on Ottawa's ability to
create or change national social pro-
grams. The talks have effectively been
put on hold during the Quebec election
campaign.

Failure to reach a deal could be used
by Bouchard as a springboard into an-
other referendum, arguing that the fed-
eration has once again proved it doesn't
work. A compromise deal with the fed-
eralist provinces, leaving Quebec isolat-
ed, could similarly provide ammunition
to Bouchard.

Intergovernmental Affairs Minister
Stéphane Dion blasted Bouchard for
contending during Tuesday's debate
that a separatist government is better at
extracting concessions from Ottawa
than a federalist government. In partic-
ular, he questioned Bouchard's con-
tention that the PQ forced Ottawa to
approve a constitutional amendment al-
lowing Quebec to transform its reli-
gious-based school system into a
linguistic-based system.

“It was unbelievable,”
porters.

“Mr. Bouchard and his minister did
nothing to build consensus in Quebec
(on the school issue). . . . It's the govern-
ment of Canada that did the work.”

Dion said Bouchard only joined the
social union negotiations “at the end”
and was an obstacle to an agreement
transferring responsibility for manpow-
er training to the provinces. Advances
have occurred “despite” the PQ, not be-
cause of them.

Renamed NDP-Quebec features Rose brothers

ne of Quebec’s most notorious
Oqcparatisls happens to agree with
hard-line federalists on a couple
of crucial points

Over lunch in the St. Denis area of

Montreal, Paul Rose, the terrorist mur-
derer turned leader of the Social
Democracy Party (SDP). casually re-
vealed his support for part of the federal
government'’s so-called Plan B

Would you believe partition?

“This may stun you. Our party is sym-
pathetic to aboriginal peoples and we
believe they have the right to self-deter-
mination,” says Rose

Rose says if Indians and Inuit people
in the north decide to keep their territo-
ries in Canada or form their own na-
tions rather than join an independent
Quebec, their wishes should be respect-
ed. In 1995, the Cree and the Inuit voted
overwhelmingly in their own plebiscites
to stay in Canada.

“They were here first. They shared
the land with us and we can not force
them to be part of an independent Que-
bec. We'll have to negotiate,” says Rose.

Rose. who bashed his face with a
brick to disguise himself when police

were looking for him during the 1970
October crisis, doesn't stop there. He
says the next referendum question
should be: “Do you support an indepen-
dent Quebec separated from Canada?”
Anything else, he says, will allow “nego-
tiators and lawyers” like Bouchard to
create some new partnership with
Canada

Rose doesn't want that. He wants a
clean break with Canada and the cre-
ation of a francophone state without
free-trade agreements or membership
in NATO and other international bod-
ies. He sneers at PQ plans to use Canadi-
an currency if Quebec does separate,
saying a new nation must control its fi-
nancial policies.

Rose can't be a candidate in the elec-
tion because Quebec law prevents a con-
victed murderer from running for
office. Now 55, he was paroled in 1982
after serving 11 years of his sentence for
the murder of kidnapped Quebec
Labour Minister Pierre Laporte. He has
settled in a suburb of Montreal with his
long-time spouse and two children.

His younger brother Jacques, who
served five years of an eight-year sen-
tence for being an accomplice, is run-
ning for the SDP in the Laurentians.

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Canadians best remember Paul Rose
as the hardest hard-liner in the Front de
Libération du Québec (FLQ). During his
trial Rose disrupted proceedings con-
stantly. And his raised fist as he was
taken away to prison is one of the en-
during memories of the time.

Since his release Rose has completed
a PhD in sociology at the Université du
Québec at Rimouski where he also
served as a teaching assistant.

In a controversial article in Saturday
Night in 1984, Rose said his cell of the
FLQ was against violence but admitted
Laporte’'s death was not an accident.
The minister died from strangulation
with the chain that held a religious
medal around his neck.

He sounded less than fully repentant

in the article: “To focus on the death of

one person is to misread the situation.
It 1s true that Laporte's death bothers
me less than the death of some worker -
still it is the death of one man.”

‘Roy Semak, an anglophone SDP can-
didate in Rosemont, says Rose may be re-
viled in the rest of Canada but “he is a
hero to young leftist Québécois.”

Rose even tacitly encourages compar-
isons to Louis Riel, who was hanged for
treason after leading two rebellions

Richmond skater Mark Dunlavey has fan club

n a province where young boys
Ispend countless hours daydreaming

His training coupled with a full
course-load at Richmond Regional high
school doesn't leave him with much
time for a social life.

“I don’t have time to go out,” and he
doesn’t have a girlfriend, “yet". “There’s
a lot (of nice girls) here but, when I'm
done with skating and my homework
and all, I'm just too tired.”

He’ll have a chance to make it all
worthwhile over the weekend.
