enant. A solid Republican line-up, 
reinforced by four Democratic votes, 
put the reservation across exactly as 
ft came from the foreign relations 
committee and in virtually the same 
language which the President declar­
ed on his western tour would cut the 
heart out oi the covenant and mean 
the rejection of the treaty. The vote 
by which the reservation won was 46 
to ',ri.

The fight for reservations having 
thus been carried to a climax, th- 
Republicans presented for future ac­
tion a closure proposal designed to 
bring final action on the question of 
ratincation within a week. A less 
sweeping measure, proposing limi­
tation on the reservation debate only, 
had been put in by the Democrats 
earlier in the day, but it was rejected 
when the Republicans voted to sus­
tain a pomt oi order against it.

A vote on the question of clamp­
ing down a closure on debate will 
come Saturday morning, and the Re­
publican -leaders say it will depend 
entirely on the Democrats whether 
the move rallies the neceasary two- 
thirds to make closure effective. The 
Democratic leaders were not ready 
tonight to say how they would vote, 
being fearful that agreement to so 
sweeping a programme might im­
peril their chances to secure action on 
a ratification resolution of their own.

The article of the reservation as 
adopted by the Senate follows: “The 
United States assumes no obligation 
to preserve the territorial integrity 
or political independence of any other 
country or to interfere with contro­
versies between nations—whether 
members of the League or not—under 
the provisions of article ten, or to em­
ploy the military or naval forces of 
the United States under any article 
of theaty for any purpose, unless in 
any particular case the Congress,

DISCUSSION RE 
THE TECHNICAL 

SCHOOL SHE
Some are Now in Favor of “Old 

Coffee House” Site Instead of 
King Street Lot.

In municipal circles today, the prin­
cipal topic of conversation, and one 
concerning which numerous rumors 
are circulating, is that of the Techni­
cal School, the preliminary plans for 
the erection of which have been made, 
but concerning the location of which, 
there has now arisen considerable 
argument.

At a meeting of the council some 
weeks ago, it was 'ided in the ur i- 
al manner, to build the new school 
on King Street, next the present 
site of the Central School, the grounds 
reaching from the latter edifice to the 
C. P. R. tracks. This was generally 
conceded to be about the best site 
that could be found, and it was prac­
tically .decided that this would be the 

j location of the new building. So much 
sc, in fact, that the city attorney was 
instructed to go ahead with proceed­
ings to expropriate, if the deal could 
not be put through any other way.

An element has now arisen, how­
ever, which seeks a more Central lo­
cation for the Technical School, and 
the matter is to be taken up at the 
next meeting of City Parks and Real 
Estate Committee. The site which is 

; proposed by certain of the alderman 
is that known as “The Old Coffee 
House,” and the lot immediately be­
hind it, which commands a splendid 

' outlook over Strathcona Square, and' 
which is Ideated at the corner between 
the Court House building and that 
of the Bell Telephone Company. The 
advantages of this latter site, accords 
ing to the claims of its advocates, are 
that a more central location could be 
secured, that no expropriation would 
be necessary as the owner would be 
willing to sell, that the site would 
cost less than the King Street lot, 
and that there would no nave to be so 
much destruction of buildings on the 
newly proposed site. It is expected 
that the matter will be publicly dis­
cussed at the next meeting of the City 
Council.

MORE ATTENTION 
RE THE FEEDING 

OF DRY COWS
Should Be Remembered that Even 

Though the Cow is Dry, the 
Developing Calf Must Be Nour­
ished.

The dry cow receives little attention 
from the majority of dairy farmers, 
for they consider that a cow not in 
milk doesn’t require a grain ration, 
and there is a tendency to consider­
ably reduce the ration of the dry cow 
in order to save feed. It should be 
remembered, that even though the 
cow is dry, the developing calf must 
be nourished. If it takes all the energy 
of the feed to develop the calf, the cow 
remains thin and consequently has no 
reserve power, when she freshens. 
The aim should he to feed a ration 
which will flesh up the cow in pre­
paration for the se..son’s work. The 
cow which is kept on little more than 
a maintenance ration from the time 
she is dried until she freshens never

gave the amount of miTk and fat dur­
ing the milking period she would have 
had she been in good' condition at the 
time of dropping the calf. By limit­
ing the ration for six weeks or two 
months, you may save a little in feed, 
but you lose many times what you 
saved before the lactation period ends. 
A pound of meal a day during the dry 
period ifi' worth as much as two or 
three pounds of meal fed after the 
cow has freshened.

Feed the dry cow, hay. silage «r 
roots and1 a grain ration of two parts 
of any two of the following meals; 
bran, ground oats, ground corn, 
ground barley, plus one part of ground 
oil cake. To the thin cow feed 4 to 7 
pounds dadh- if the cow is in good 
flesh, give hay, silage or roots as 
needed and one to two pounds dailv 
of the above-mentioned grain mixture.

The time to start feeding grain to a 
cow is when she is dry, and after 
freshening she should be put on a full 
grain ration just as soon as she can 
be safely worked up to it. Give your 
cows a chance and one way to do so 
is to feed them a grain ration when 
dry.

TO THE BY-LAW

Vote on Transfer of Property is 
Almost Unanimous—Other News 
Around Town.

BEDFORD, Nov. 14.—On Monday 

and Tuesday last the voting in re­
gard to whether by-law No. 61 should 
be passed or not took place, with the 
result that at the close of the polls 
on Tuesday the vote stood 129 to 2 
in favor of passing the by-law, the 
valuation of the property being $316,- 
215 for and $2,980 against The re­
turning officer was Mr. A. T. Gould.

The following shows in what way 
the town was at a disadvantage under 
the old system : In the spring of 1916, 
under written agreement, the town 
agreed to transfer to the Bedford 
Light Company for six years the 
waterworks system, which cost the 
town about $38,500. The town also 
agreed to pay the cost of completing 
the system, about $8,00°, and agreed 
to pay interest at 7 p.c. on the cost of' 
extension, if the town took back the| 
system before the end of six years— 
about $1,350. It also agreed to take 
over the electric light plant at a cost 
of $18,500. The town owes the El­
ectric Light Company today in round 
figures about $29,500.

In the meantime the town derives 
not one cent of revenue from this, but 
must pa’r interest on ahe money bor­
rowed to install the waterworks, am­
ounting annually to $2,275, and also 
interest on the cost of extension, 
which up to December 31, 1919, will 
amount to about $1,350.

By the passing of by-law No. 51 the 
town will benefit in that the above 
property will be returned to the town, 
the revenue from which will more 
cover the interest on the total invest­
ment, thus relieving the taxpayer of 
his taxes in this direction.

OF FINLAND TO 
LABOR SOCIETY

(Associated Press Despatch)
WASHINGTON, D.C., Nov. 14.— 

“Finland is to be admated to the In­
ternational Labor Conference on the 
same conditions as obtain in the case 
of other countries which have not ad­
hered to the covenant of the League 
of Nations.”

The end of the two days’ debate on 
the majority and minority reports of 
the committee on administrations end­
ed in a substitute motion presented 
by L. C. Christie, of the Canadian 
delegation on behalf of Hon. N. W. 
Rowell, who was unable to be in at­
tendance at yesterday afternoon’s sit­
ting of the conference.

Mr. Rowell had presented the min­
ority report of the committee, a re­
port which took the stand that “Fin­
land could not be admitted to the In­
ternational Labor Organization with­
out first becoming a member of the 
League of Nations. In its new form 
Mr. Christie said the resolution would 
secure the practical object on which 
all were agreed so far as Finland was 
concerned, and at the same time would 
not prejudice the constitutional foun-

i dation of the International Labor Or­
ganization. Gino Baldesi, Italian 
workers’ delegate, who presented the 
majority report favoring admission of 
Finland, accepted the substitute mo­
tion with the addition of a provision 
that the conference in extending an 
invitation to Finnish delegates is not 
giving a ruling on the question of 
principle.
