faith by which it waa dictated. It is really 
refreshing to see the trenchant manner in which 
this long-suffering supporter of the Cartier- 
Macdonald Ministry wields his pen, and threa­
tens his patrons—hear him :—

Now we and all Montreal desire to see and 
hear no more nonesense about this matter. 
Either the Government of Canada has some 
influence with the Company or it has none. 
Either the Hon. John Rose, member for the city, 
has some influence with the Government, or is 
a cypher there. If the Government have the in­
fluence which the holders of £3,000,000 of bonds 
ought certainly to have, and the Hon. Mr. Rose 
has the legitimate influence, which a member 
for the largest constituency in the Province 
ought to have, to procure the merest act ot jus­
tice for his constituents, it is high time to have 
done with this shilly-shallying. If the company 
are unwilling to grant, the government unwil­
ling to enforce such a measure of justice for 
Montreal, as Kingston and Three Rivers are 
both receiving, then the sooner Mr. Rose 
ceases to be a member of that government, or 
member for Montreal the better for him and 
his constituents. We did our best to aid 
his election for this city, as did several of 
the gentlemen present at the interview 
the other day. We all did so because we 
looked for his influence in the government, and 
in the Parliament as likely to be important 
to the best interests ol the city. On that ground 
we urged his election—if he has no such influ­
ence, then we aided to deceive the electors who 
placed him in Parliament. It becomes our duty 
to set ourselves right with him aad them. If 
the G. T. Railway people are determined to 
carry on war, either covert or open against 
Montreal, the sooner we secure the services of a 
man who will carry on the war heartily and 
efficiently on our side the better. This is a 
matter on which east-enders and west-enders 
can both afford to unite, and we hope to see Mr. 
Young and Mr. Holton, and their friends as 
vigorously urging on the Board ot Trade, and 
the citizens to act unanimously in this matter 
as Mr. Workman and Mr. Delisle have shown 
themselves.

Robbery by a Female Servant.—On Monday 
last, the 20th instant, Mr. Joseph Deeming, 
missed from his safe the sum of 120 dollars. 
Suspicion was at once awakened that the money 
had been abstracted by one of the servants. In 
consequence of this, Mr. Wenham, who is in the 
employment of Mr. Deeming, was induced, on 
Friday night last, to mark a sum of money he 
placed in the safe. The next morning, it was 
found that ten dollars were missing. On this 
discovery, Mr. Deeming, communicated to 
O’Leary the fact that his suspicion fell upon one 
of his female servants, a girl, 18 years of age, 
named Agnes M'Oormaek. O’Leary went to 
the girl and charged her with the robbery. 
She at once admitted her guilt ; delivered up 
the money and also placed in the hands of the 
Detective 50 other dollars ; which she had 
stolen from a friend, who had been visiting at 
Mr Leeming’s. It subsequently appeared that 
on the Saturday preceding the Monday on which 
the 120 dollars, were stolen, the money had 
been placed negligently in the safe—which 
was not locked. On the Sunday while the 
family were out, the girl, noticing the 
fact had abstracted the money. It was 
also discovered, that the girl meditated leaving 
her situation on the evening of the day on 
which she was arrested. She had stated, in 
Mr. Leeming’s house, that she was married on 
the Queen’s Birth-day, and, in fact, had on that 
day obtained permission to be absent. Further­
more, yesterday moruing, there were found in 
a cupboard, in her room, two table cloths and 
a large parcel of currants—a fact which would 
seem to indicate the assumption of the duties of 
married life. O’Leary, however, is of the 
opinion that she is not married, having arrived 
at the opinion by an artifice which he put into 
operation. Yesterday morning, the girl was 
brought before Mr. Ooursol. She appeared to 
feel acutely the disgrace of her position. When 
asked by the Magistrate whether she would 
plead before him or take her trial at the Court 
of Quarter Sessions, she burst into a loud 
scream, and after sobbing violently for several 
minutes, said she would plead guilty. She was 
then removed, to be brought up for sentence 
this morning.

Stranqe case of Theft.—Yesterday morn­
ing, before Mr. Coursol, a middle aged woman, 
poorly clad, named Eliza Daly, was brought 
up charged with stealing a pair of trowsers, 
valued at a dollar, the property of a man 
named Beard. It appeared from the evidence 
that the prisoner stole the trowsers, in order to 
make a pair each for her two children. She 
pleaded extreme poverty, and accused her hus­
band—a dwarfed, sharp-faced, decrepid little 
object who was present—with driving her to 
misery by his drunken habits. He retorted in 
a peevish tone of voice, and with a peculiar 
grin on his shrivelled countenance, said that 
she ought to mind her own business. 
The Magistrate asked him what he 
did for a livelihood. He snarled 
back, that he was forced to beg. The Magis­
trate told him that he ought to feel ashamed of 
the condition, to which, through his intempe­
rance, he had brought his wife. Notwithstand­
ing this, however, the Court would take, in ex­
tenuation of the offence, the fact, that the 
woman had pleaded guilty, and that she had 
two helpless children.

The following is the congratulatory address 
which the Free Church Assembly agreed to 
present to the Queen on the occasion of the 
Anniversary of her Majesty’s birth day, with 
the Acknowledgment of its receipt :—

May it please your Majesty,—We your Ma­
jesty’s most dutiful and loyal subjects, the min­
isters and elders of the Free Church of Scot­
land, in General Assembly convened, rejoice in 
the opportunity which the return of this auspi­
cious day affords of approaching your Majesty’s 
throne with renewed assurance of attachments 
to your Majesty’s person, of loyalty to your Ma­
jesty’s Government, and of regard for every 
member of your royal house.

Although no longer connected with the State 
as an ecclesiastical Establishment, we remain 
unchanged in our devotion to the great princi­
ples ot the British Constitution, and give 
thanks to God for the civil and religious free­
dom which are thereby secured to all your Ma­
jesty’s dutiful subjects.

We congratulate your Majesty on the termin­
ation of the war in India,—on the success of 
your Majesty’s arms in suppressing rebellion 
throughout that wide region of your Majesty’s 
dominions,—and the restoration of peace under 
circumstances which have so manifestly 
called for hearty thanksgiving to Almighty 
God.

It is our joy that we are warranted to hope 
that both India and China, through the changes 
which have recently occurred in our relations 
to those continents, have now been opened up, 
as they never were before, to the extensive 
introduction of the glorious gospel of the grace 
of God.

We watch with deep anxiety the progress of 
that war which the Almighty, in his sovereign 
providence, has permitted to break forth on the 
Continent of Europe, and, while acknowledging 
with grateful and adoring hearts, the Lord’s 
mercy to this nation in so often, in former con­
flicts, keeping the battle from our gates, we re­
joice to learn the determination of your Majes­
ty,—in full accordance with the will and wish­
es of your people,—to maintain a strict neutra­
lity between the contending Powers ; and we 
doubt not that your Majesty, while thus ab­
staining from all armed intervention, will seize 
every opportunity of employing the whole in­
fluence and moral power of this country, for 
the purpose of restoring peace to Europe, and, 
at the same time, securing the blessings of free­
dom and liberty of conscience to those who, in 
Italy, have so long groaned under civil oppres- 
ion and ecclesiastical tyranny.

That your Majesty’s life may be long spared; 
that spriitual and eternal blessings may rich­

isThe Grand Trunk City Terminus.—It 
never agreeable to attribute under-hand and 
discreditable motives, other than those borne on 
their face, to the acts of official men—be they, 
like Mr. Rose, servants of the public or, like 
Mr. Blackwell, managers of vast quasi-provin­
cial works, such as the Grand Trunk Railway, 
over the management of which, in the public 
interest, it is the right and duty of the journal­
ist to exercise a certain amount of supervision. 
It was, therefore, not without pain that, while 
enlightening cur readers, a few days ago, as to 
what appeared to us the very extraordinary pro­
ceedings of the Grand Tiunk Company, in con­
nection with the establishment of a terminus to 
their road within this City, we expressed a 
doubt of their good faith in the matter, and a 
suspicion, grounded upon the palpably unjust 
and unreasonable character of Mr. Blackwell’s 
proposition to the city authorities, that their 
object was not to fulfil but to evade their ob­
ligation to bring their road into the city. We 
explained the nature of Mr. Blackwell’s propos­
al and mentioned that it was under the con­
sideration of a special Committee of the City 
Council, to whom had been referred the whole 
subject, of the City’s claims to have a terminus 
to the road forthwith erected on some conveni­
ent site within its limits. We are not aware 
whether this Committee has arrived at any de­
cision on the matter referred to them, nor, iu 
the existing anarchy at the City Council 
Hall, can we tell when any decision or 
report of the Committee may be ex­
pected to be made. We are glad to
find, in the meantime, that we have our Minis-- 
terial contempor iry, the Gazette, entirely with 
us in our views as to the bad faith and insin­
cerity of the Company’s conduct in the 
matter. It, the Company, ought to know, 
and does know, says the Gazette — in 
the name of many intelligent citizens — 
that the city is not now in a position to 
make this present (the site of the St. Anne's 
Market) to the Company, and that it is by no 
means likely that the Government would allow 
another railway bridge to be thrown across the 
Canal at the head of Wellington Street, thereby 
needlessly multiplying the hindrances to navi­
gation. But, adds the Gazette, such an offer 
they knew would serve as well as another to 
lead to delay, and that was what they wanted. 
Our contemporary goes on :—

They [the G. T. Company] felt it was not 
quite prudent or wise, perhaps, to say frankly 
to the people of Montreal, we do not intend to 
give you this accommodation ; we wish to hurry 
the Victoria Bridge through, and take all the 
traffic past yon—none to your doors- Such a 
frank and manly explanation might involve un­
pleasant complications, and therefore it has 
been evaded by a series ot protracted négocia­
tions and pretended offers.

Theatre Royal.—The play, last night, was 
“ Richelieu,” Mr. Barry Sullivan assuming that 
character. The house was thronged by a 
numerous and fashionable audience. On mak­
ing his appearance, Mr. Barry Sullivan was 
greeted with loud and long-continned applause. 
In this play, which the ability of Barry Sullivan 
has made pre-eminent by his genius, he appear­
ed last night with magnificent effect. He held 
the audience spell-bound by the manner in 
which he rendered the passages, which sparkle 
through this play like diamonds of thought. 
The author and actor seemed to be blent into 
one, so truthfully did the latter interpret and 
personate the meaning of the former. Riche­
lieu, one would think, again lived and breath­
ed, for the impersonation of Barry Sullivan was 
of that deep, impassioned nature which belongs 
alike to the natural man battling with the 
world, and the natural actor battling on the 
stage a successful fight, alike against adverse 
criticism, and in the preservation of fame al­
ready nobly acquired. Mr. Sullivan’s acting is 
what might be called visible thought ; 
for that which he finds in his 
author he places, unadorned by 
false glitter, or distorted by fictitious acting, in 
all its freshness and truthness before his 
audience. His enunciation is perfect every 
word is emphasized, where stress should be laid; 
every syllable rings out, freely, audibly and 
forcibly. Uniting thus all the requirements of 
an actor and a reader, it is no wonder that Mr. 
Sullivan met, last night, with such an enthu­
siastic reception and recognition, and that he 
was called before the curtain in a tumult of ap­
plause. Mr. Sullivan was well supported by 
Mr. Fisher, Mr. Copland and Mr. Jack—men 
who have within them, the mettle of actors. He 
will appear to-night in the “Gamester.” We 
would advise every one who admires the highest 
art in the best of acting to embrace the oppor­
tunity whioh will be afforded them this evening 
and this week.

A Hoax.—On Saturday last, one or two of 
our contemporaries gave publicity to a story 
which, at the time, we rightly supposed to be 
incredible. It was to the effect that a man, 
named Griffin, lately from Ireland, had been, 
on the morning of the day previous, robbed of 
a large sum of money, in the neighbourhood of 
the Tanneries, and that a portion of the 
money in question consisted of £100 in 
one-pound Bank of Ballymena bills, and that 
he had been maltreated. Having been made 
aware that there is no Bank of Ballymena—an 
inconsiderable inland town in Ireland—and 
learning from the proper sources that no reli­
able account of the alleged robbery had been 
obtained, we resolved to withold such an im­
probable rumour till it were seen whether it had 
any foundation. Yesterday we made the ne­
cessary enquiry, and found that the story is al­
together a fabrication. We are gratified in 
thus being able to state that the assertion, 
which made it appear that a desperate highway 
robbery had been committed so near to our good 
city, and in the midst of a respectable and in­
dustrious community, is totally and entirely un­
substantiated.

Burning of the Steamer “Malakoff.”— 
About one o’clock on Sunday morning a fire 
broke out on board the steamer Malakoff, lying 
in Tate’s dry-dock. The Water Police at once 
gave the alarm, and under their Chief, Mr. Mc­
Laughlin, turned out to render all the assist­
ance in their power. Their efforts, however, 
as well as those of the Fire Brigade, were of no 
avail, for the flames, in less than half an hour 
after breaking out, had enveloped the- vessel 
from stem to stern, and though the basin in 
which she floated afforded plenty of water, the 
circumstance was of little consequence in ar­
resting the progress of the fire. About a quar­
ter to two o’clock a barge, in the immediate 
vicinity of the burning vessel, also took fire. 
It spread with such inconceivable rapidity, that 
no exertion could stay the ravages of theflames, 
and a little after two o’clock there was present­
ed the melancholy yet grand spectacle of two 
vessels on fire, burning fiercely and fast, with­
out a single chance of saving any portion 
whatever. The shower of sparks was terrific, 
and the heat, within a wide distance, almost 
unsupportable. The flames lit up the river be­
yond the Victoria Bridge, and could be seen 
reflected upon the wood barges above the cur­
rent St. Mary. In the presence ot a vast num­
ber of spectators the vessels continued to burn 
till about half-past three o’clock, when the 
charred and flaming spars, having, one by one 
cracked and dropped into the basin, and the 
steamer being consumed below the bulwarks, 
the water poured in and the fire was checked; 
not, however, till the vessel had been rendered 
a bare and blackened mass. About the same 
time the barge shared the same fate. Shortly 
afterwards the crowd dispersed. How the fire 
originated remains a mystery. The Water Po-

Recovery of Goons Stolen at a Late Rob 
bery.—At the last Court of Queen’s Bench, an 
old offender, named Thompson, was sentenced 
to be imprisoned in the Penitentiary, 14 years, 
for stealing, from the sheds of the Grand 
Trunk, at Longueil, a number of bales, con­
taining, bags, cotton, etc. On his arrest only 
part of the property was discovered. On Satur­
day last, Constable Valiquette, City Police 
was informed that Thompson’s wife, who lives 
in the village of St. Jean Baptiste, about a mile 
from Montreal, was endeavouring to dispose of 
goods, which corresponded with those her hus­
band had stolen. She was arrested. Constable 
Whelan, of the same force, was directed to 
search her house. In the cellar, which had 
been before examined, he found three bales of 
cotton. They were conveyed to the station 
house, prior to being rendered up to their 
owners. The woman remains in custody. The 
recovery of these goods, long supposed to be 
beyond recovery, shows, that our municipal 
police, are as active as ever, when occation calls 
for the exercise of promptitude and discretion.

Kossuth’s Plan of Operations.—A corres­
pondent of the Times professes to give an out 
line of the plan of operations agreed upon be­
tween Kossuth and the Allied commanders. 
He says :

Various are the surmises among English 
journalists as to the conditions existing be­
tween the Allies and the ex-Governor of Hun­
gary. The tacts are these: Before the out 
Dreak of the war, Kossuth and Klapla, making 
up their old differences, agreed to act in con­
cert for the benefit of their common country, 
and the latter on his return from Turkey, pro 
ceeded to Paris, where he held frequent inter­
views with Prince Napoleon, and thence to 
Turin, where he was received with open arms 
by Count Cavour, and also presented to the 
King. After sundry propositions and refusals 
on one side or the other, Kossuth at last offer­
ed to proceed to Genoa, and there issue a pro­
clamation to the Hungarians calling on them 
to desert the Austrian army en masse, he to or­
ganize the deserters into a corps and become 
its chief. When the number should reach 15 - 
000 or 20,000, he demanded that with a small 
division of French troops, under a French flag, 
he should be authorized to cross the Adriatic 
and the Austrian provinces into Hungary, and 
there promote insurrection.

The 
advent of Palmerston to power has evidently 
induced Prussia to take this decisive step, and 
to join Austria in the struggle against France. 
The English people will now perceive the truth 
of what we have before asserted, that Lord 
Derby’s Government alone preserved Europe 
from a general war.

The “Post” says that the formation of the 
new Cabinet is proceeding rapidly and in the 
most satisfactory manner, and that it hopes to­
morrow to complete the publication of the 
ministerial arrangements.

The “ Advertiser" believes that after Lord 
John Russell had accepted the office of Foreign 
Secretary, any office in the Cabinet which he 
might prefer was offered to Sir James Graham. 
The Right Hon. Baronet, however, declined to 
accept any office on account of the infirm state 
of his health ; but assured Lord Palmerston that 
he would cordially support the new Ministry.

The Bridge of Life —Andison, in his ‘ Vision 
of Miraza, ’ introduces the following allegory :

‘ The Bridge, thou seest, said he, is Human 
Life ; consider it attentively. Upon a more 
leisurely survey of it I found that it consisted 
of three score and ten entire arches, with 
several broken arches, which, added to those 
which were entire, made up the number about 
an hundred. As I was counting the arches 
the genius told me that this bridge consisted 
first of a thousand arches, but that a great flood 
swept away the rest, and left the bridge in the 
runious condition I now behold it. But tell me 
further, said he, what thou discoverest on it 
I see multitudes of people passing over it, said 
I, and a black cloud hanging on eache nd of it. 
As I looked more attentively I saw several of 
the passengers dropping through the bridge 
into the great tide that flowed underneath it, 
and upon further evamination, perceived that 
there were inumerable trap-doors that lay con­
cealed in the bridge, which the passengers no 
sooner trod upon, but they fell through them 
into the tide,, and emediotly dissapeared.

Those hidden pit-falls were set very thick at 
the entrance of the bridge, so that throngs of 
people no sooner break through the cloud, but 
many of them fell into them. They grew thin­
ner towardsthe middle, but multiplied and laid 
closer together towards the end of the arches 
that were entire. There were, indeed some per­
sons, hut their number was very small that 
continued a hobbling march of the broken 
arches, but fell through one after another, 
being quiet tired and spent with so long a 
walk. ’

Wbrt can be a more perfect picture of human 
life than the above, and yet it was written and 
published in the spectator so far back as 1711. 
No doubt the profound author was at that time 
contemplating the first graduated life table 
ever published. The earlest English Life Table 
properly so called, was invented, the illustrious 
aetronomer, who first ventured to predict the 
return of a comet, which appeared accordingly 
in 1759. It was shortly before the period when 
Addison wrote his 1 Vision of Mirza, ’ that this 
table was published. Dr. Halley was the first 
to show how the price to be paid for an assur­
ance of a life might be justly and scientifically 
regulated, and pointed out the real odds bet­
ween assuring the life of a man aged 20 and 
that of another aged 50 ; his table proving it to 
be 100 tu 1 that the former am' little more than 
30 to 1 would not die in a year, R,

ENGLAND.

The London Times, of 13th June, says :—We 
have reason to believe that her Majesty, as a 
mark of special favor, will confer upon Lord 
Derby the Order of the Garter vacant and will 
summon an extraordinary chapter of the Order 
for that purpose.

Her Majesty will also confer the Grand Cross 
of the Bath upon Lord Malmesbury, and Sir 
John Packington.

In the House of Commons, on the 11th 
Lord Hartington brought np the report upon 
the address, as amended, and agreed to on the 
motion of Lord John Russell.

Her Majesty’s speech was ordered to be taken 
into consideration on Friday next.

The House then adjourned till Friday the 
17th.

The Times leading Article, of the 13th June, 
has the following :—

The vote on Saturday morning left no choice 
to the ministry of Lord Derby, however tena­
cious of office, except at the earliest possible 
moment to place their resignation in the hands 
of Her Majesty.

At an early hour on Saturday morning the 
Cabinet assembled, and agreed to place their 
resignations in the hands of the Quesn. This 
was done, and the fact of the ministerial resig­
nation was formally announced by Lord Derby 
at the Banquet of the Merchant Tailors Com­
pany, at which several ministers were present.

On the afternoon of Saturday, Lord Gran­
ville received a summons from the Queen, to 
wait on her Majesty at Buckingham Palace. 
We have reason to believe that her Majesty, 
after listening to all the objections which Lord. 
Granville had to offer, commanded him to form 
an Administration which should at once be 
strong in ability and Parliamentary influence, 
and should at the same time compre­
hend within itself a full and fair repre­
sentation of all the sections into which 
the Liberal party had been notoriously divided. 
Furnished with this commission, Lord Gran­
ville waited on Lord Palmerston, and communi­
cated to him the views of the Queen. In the, 
handsomest manner, and without the slightest 
hesitation, Lord Palmerston consented to act 
under Lord Granville as Prime Minis- 
ter. In their first interview with 
Lord John Russell, he was disposed to 
insist upon conditions which would render any 
union or co-operation with Lord Palmerston 
impossible, whether the Government was pre­
sided over by Lord Granville or any other per­
son.

The Queen, upon being satisfied by Lord 
Granville that he would only be an obstacle 
instead of a means of facilitating the union be­
tween Lord Palmerston and Lord John Russell, 
sent for Lord Palmerston, who had audience of 
her Majesty which lasted for one hour and a 
half.

On Lord Palmerston's return from the Palace 
he immediately set out for Richmond to confer 
with Lord Jobrj Russell. He consented to serve 
under Lord Palmerstdn, but not under any 
other person, and he appears to stand on the 
letter of his agreement.
SUBMARINE TELEGRAPH TO DENMARK.

The London Times says that the Sub­
marine Telegraph Company are to sub­
merge a cable from Weyerbourne on the 
Norfolk coast to Tonning, on the shores of 
Denmark. The Cable will be 108 miles in 
length, and of three wires. The lino is expect­
ed to be completed in a month.

The Times Paris correspondent says there 
are rumours in military circles that the Empe- 
ror’s return to Paris may be looked for soon,

RUSSIA.
St. Petersburgh, June 11.

The Invalide Russe of to-day announces that 
the Russian Government has concluded a Com­
mercial Convention with the Messrs. Roths­
child, through the medium of the commercial 
house of Kaplin & Co., of St. Petersburgh. 
The details are not known.

The following is from the Times’ city article 
of 13th June :—

The various statements in circulation that 
Prussia will soon abandon her position of neu­
trality, caused a relapse in the Funds, although 
they rest on no definite or avowed authority, 
and are, nerhaps, merely encouraged at Berlin 
to meet the excitement in the other German 
States. Doubts as to whether a steady and 
powerful Government at home can even yet be 
hoped for, looking at the elements of which the 
Liberal party is composed, in the face of a com­
pact opposition of 310 members, had consider­
able influence in checking the disposition to 
buoyancy ; and it is also seen that any new 
Ministry will be placed at a great disadvantage 
by having to meet financial engagements, 
which should have been encountered by Mr. 
Disraeli in March or April, and which the dis­
solution enabled him to avoid.

There were no bullion operations at the Bank 
on Saturday.

The Daily News says :—The influx of gold 
from Russia will continue on a considerable 
scale. It is probable that the receipts from 
that quarter will reach £300,000 within a few 
days. More remittances will come forward by 
each succeeding steamer. In consequence of 
these shipments, the Exchange at St. Peters­
burgh on London is gradually returning to a 
point less unfavorable to Russia ; the last quo­
tation was 33j.

Despatches just to hand from St. Peters­
burgh announce large arrivals of shipping, and 
a material fall in the rates of freights.

The rise established in Consols this week 
amount to nearly 1 per cent., making 3] per 
cent, within three weeks.

The Times’ city article of the 14th says :— A 
belief that the new Ministry is in course of for­
mation, by Lord Palmerston, will inspire re­
spect abroad, and, without pretending to estab­
lish confidential relations with Napoleon, will 
conduct its intercourse with France in a consis­
tent and dignified manner, has given increased 
strength to the Funds to-day. The French 
proclamation, issued at Milan, to the people of 
Lombardy, likewise had a favorable effect, al­
though it is seen that such documents are 
merely intended to serve the purpose of the 
moment. The closing quotation for Consols 
was 93], both for money and account. French 
Threes are quoted at 63-05, showing an im­
provement of nearly ] per cent. The second 
instalment of 25 per cent, on the India Loan, 
of £5,000,000 falls due to-morrow. Little doubt 
is entertained that the convention entered into 
between Russia and the Rothschilds will result 
in the Rothschilds being the contractors for 
any future loan the Russian Government may 
require to raise in London.

The London Times says that Lord John Rus­
sell had accepted the Foreign Office under Lord 
Palmerston.

The Duchess of Brabant gave birth to a 
Prince on the 12lh.

Vienna, June 12.
Piacenza, Ancont and Bologna have been 

evacuated. The Austrians destroyed the forti­
fications of Piacenza before they left it.

Milan, June 12.
A part of the French army had passed the 

Adda without striking a blow.

Paris, June 13.
The Patrie says that the Austrians have 

completely evacuated the States of the Church, 
including even Ferara.

The same paper states that tne people of 
Parma have asked that the French troops may 
be seat into their country.

The Daily News of the 14th says :—Lord 
Elgin has been offered the Secretaryship of the 
Colonies ; Mr. Cobden the Board of Trade ; 
Milner Gibson will enter the Cabinet, and Sid­
ney Herbert will probably be Minister of War ; 
Sir G. C. Lewis President of the India Board, 
and Mr. Gladstone Chancellor of the Exche­
quer. Sir H. Bethell is also spoken of for the 
latter office. Sir James Graham, the Duke of 
Newcastle, and the Duke of Argyle have de­
clined to join the new Administration.
