TllW suPP°rt the first Of the reso- 
lutions of the hon. member for Kent, and would 
affirm the principle that the Government as a 
Government ought to avow their opinions upon 
the question of the Clergy Reserves, and state 
what they desired to do with these endowments, 
ihe hon. member explained at some length the 
meaning of the Government as he understood it 
with a view of shewing that it was incumbent on 
the ministry to avow their principles. The set­
tlement of them was looked upon as a final one 
and that was made under responsible Govern­
ment. He read from a despatch of Lord John 
Russell, in which that settlement was treated as 
a final one, andin which the principle was affirm­
ed that the responsibility of the Government 
could not be separated from the ministry under 
responsible Government. On that despatch the 
union act was based, and it was the foundation 
of our present system of Government. The hon 
member remarked_on the despatch, but was not 
distinctly audible in consequence of noise under 
the reporter’s box. Coming to the third resolu­
tion, he contended that it was unstatesmanliker 
find ridiculous. It held out a threat of rebellion, 
hyhich was, however, puny ; and might remind 
[them of the frog in the fable which tried to imi- 
^.ate the ox. The illustration given by the hon. 
member for Toronto yesterday evening of thej 
heterogeneous combination of the ministry wa: 
exact. It was formed without any principle! 
other than a desire to hold office. He read from' 
a newspaper a letter of Malcolm Cameron, dated 
March 25, 1851, and addressed to Mr. McDonald 
ot rerth. This letter strongly expressed Mr. 
Cameron s views in favor of a bill, and his con­
demnation of proceeding by resolution ; and also 
attacking very severely the Government of that 
day for proceeding by resolution, and even going 
to the extent of imputing corrupt motives, and a 
desire not to have the question settled, but to 
keep it open for the purpose of agitation. [The 
reading of this letter created loud laughter.] Did 
the hon. member mean to say, that that letter did 

[not express his views now ? He [Mr. D.] believed 
that the present settlement must be maintained, 
if peace was to he so ; rather than that settlement 
must be disturbed for the.attainment of this end. 
He combatted the impression that had been so 
industriously circulated respecting the alleged 
tyranny of the Church of England, and contend­
ed that no church was more tolerant, or whose 
institutions were better adapted to civil liberty. 
He sat down with stating that he would vote for 
the first resolution of the hon. member for Kent.

Mr. Stuart, after alluding to the different re­
solutions before the House, stated that he doubt­
ed not the government regretted the intemperate 
language which they had made use of in their 
resolutions. They would have obtained a much 
larger vote in that house if different language 

4had been used. He affirmed the principle, the 
JCanadian Parliament ought to have the right 
jto dear with this question. After referring to 
appropriation of the reserves, he came to the Pro­
vincial act of 1839, and read the last clause, 
which he stated was a direct conveyance to the 
Imperial Government of power to legislate upon 
the appropriaton of these endowments. The 
settlement of the Imperial Act of 1840 was re­
garded as a final one by the Imperial Parliament, 
and a large portion of the people of this country ; 
and it was evident from an expression in a des­
patch of the Governor General, that he also re-

Igarded that settlement as final, he having stated 
that he regretted the question had been opened 
again. He (Mr. S.) did not think that it became 
this house in such circumstances, to threaten the 
Imperial Government with collision, should they 
refuse to repeal their act. He condemned the 
principle of threatenings, and stated that he had 
seen quite enough of evil resulting from it.— 

j Whatever might be the intentions of the govern­
ment with respect to threatening, (and they had 
stated, that they had no hostile intentions,) the 
»*inguago of tho resolutions remained a threat.— 
Kxcept for that language he would have support­
ed the resolutions. He did not believe this the 
time to express any opinion upon Church and 
otate, the final disposition of the Clergy Re­
serves not having yet arrived.

Dr. Rolph at the beginning, and at other times 
in the course of his speech, was not distinctly 
audible in the reporter’s gallery.

opinion of this Province. AsRhe matter "stood 
Canada had three courses—first, they might leg­
islate by bill—second, by an address stating 
what they intended to do with the Reserves, 
while asking the power to legislate—and third, 
by an address simply demanding the power to 
legislate. This last course had been adopted by 
the Government, and he believed it was the 
wisest, as it would be the most likely to be suc­
cessful. If we said at once that we desired to 
secularize the Reserves, our request might be re­
jected on that ground alone : if we did not say 
»o, we had reason to expect the support of Earl 
Grey in the House of Lords. He asserted that 
Canada possessed the right to legislate upon the 
Reserves, and iu support of this view lie read 
from several despatches contained in a recent 
work of Mr. Lindsay, on the Clergy Reserves, 
published at the North American office, which 
he took occasion to say was ably written. He 
believed that it would be wrong for Canada to 
do anything which would admit the principle|| 
Itbat England had any right to interfere in a Ca- 
(nadian domestic question ; (hear, hear,) and to 
ask her to sanction our views upon the Clergy 
’Reserves, would be to do so. He would only con­
sent to ask for the power to legislate. If the 

Imperial Government had- ratified instead of 
disallowing the Canadian act of 1839, there 
might have been some plea for such language 
as he had heard used on this question, and saw

I in the despatch of Sir J. S. Pakington. The Im-I 
perial Government disallowed the Canadian act[ 
on the.ground that it was unconstitutional. He’ 
read from a despatch of Corel "John Russell, to 
Mr. C. P. Thompson, in 1839, in which Lord John 
stated, referring to the Clergy Reserves :—“ To 
this bill the royal assent could not have lawful­
ly been given until it had laid for thirty days 
before Parliament. It was not until the 15th of 
August that I received from the Lieut. Governor 
the document necessary to fulfil the constitu­
tional act of 1791. It was therefore impossible 
that the bill should be finally enacted by the 
Queen in Council until the commencement of 
the Parliamentary session of 1840. But had 
this difficulty not arisen there were, other motives 
which would effectually have prevented the ac­
ceptance of this measure by Her Majesty. Par­
liament delegates to the 'local legislature the 
right of appropriating the Clergy Reserves and 
the effect of the hill is to re-transfer this duty from 
the local legislature to parliament, with a parti­
cular restriction. ‘lam advised by the law of­
ficers of the crown that this is an unconstitu­
tional proceeding. It is certainly an unusual 
and inconvenient one. Her Majesty cannot as­
sume that parliament will accept this delegated 
office, and if it should not be so accepted the 
confirmation of the bill would be productive of 
serious prejudice and of no substantial advan­
tage. It would postpone indefinitely the settle­
ment of a question which it much concerns the 
welfare of this province to bring to a close; be­
sides I cannot admit that there exist in this coun­
try greater facilities than in Upper Canada for 
the adjustment of this controversy ; on the con­
trary the provincial legislature will bring to the 
decision of it an extent of accurate information, 
as to the wants and general opinions of society 
in that country, in which parliament is unavoid­
ably deficient. For all these reasons Her Majesty 
will decline giving Her assent to this bill.’’—The 
lion, member after reading the above extract, 
went on to contend, that after the disallowance 
of the Canadian act, the power which that act 
delegated reverted to the Canadian legislature ; 
and that it was an arbitrary and unconstitutional 
interference with Canadian rights for the impe­
rial parliament to pass an act of its own to con- 

Urol a Canadian domestic question. He called 
special attention to the opinion of the law of­
ficers of the Crown, that the Canadian act of 
1839 was unconstitutional, on account of its at­
tempting to make a retransfer of a delegated 
right. He read from a despatch of Lord Glenelg 
in support of this view; and among other ex­
tracts the following I think therefore, that to 
withdraw from the Canadian to the Imperial 
Legislature the question respecting the Clergy 
Reserves would be an infringement of the 
cardinal principle of colonial government, which 
forbids parliamentary interference except in 
submission to an evident and well establish-, 
and necessity.” He characterized the imperial 

jact of 1840 as a most obnoxious one; and argued, 
that for the reason stated in the despatch which' 
he had read, it ought to be repealed. (Mr. Smith 
said Lord John Russell introduced it.) Yes, and 
he (Dr. R.) was sorry to say, and to his disgrace, 
after the language which he had used in-the des­
patch which he had just read. No legislation 
can be paramount to truth, and he remembered 
the exclamation of John Locke—u That is a 
jstrange right that in thb exercise becomes a 
iwrong.,? Another philosopher has said “ that &

°f Lord Glenelg, as appenred from his despatches 
» o the Oovernor of U. Canada. The lands belongedJ 
to the country under the constitutional charter, 
and caring nothing for conservative 11 heari 
hears,’ he would make his appeal to ah enlighten­
ed country, he did not doubt, with success. Bull 
he did not stand merely upon this constitutional 
right, for he went back to the greater authorities 
of Magna Charta and the Bill of Rights ; and he 
had an authority which laid it down that when 
Englishmen left their native land to settle a 
plantation, they carried with them just so much 
of British law as was to be found in those Char­
ters and in the Common law ; so that the first 
thing they did when they arrived on new terri­
tory was to agree upon the laws bv which they 
would be. governed. The Corcyrians, when 
taunted with being only a colony, replied—“ it is 
true we are attached to the Parent State ; but 
when we left Corinth we left as freemen to enjoy 
the same rights as we had at home.” It was so 
with British Colonists, and he was proùd to see 
that spirit infused into these resblutioris. Colo­
nists had a right in the same spirit to ask for the 
repeal of the 3d and 4th Ÿic., and this on a great 
many grounds, which he proceeded to give. It 
had been said by some, especially the hon mem­
ber for Kent, that we should pass a bill and go 
on our knees to ask to have it passed ; but the 
hon. Attorney General had well asked in reply 
what would be done if the Imperial Government 
did not pass that bill ? The hon. member for 
Kent had stammered at first, when called on for 
his reply but at last he said that in that case he 
would agitate England, Ireland and Scotland.— 
Yes, agitate England, Ireland and Scotland, in 
favour of religious liberty in Canada ! Fancy 
the hon. member, with a bundle of Globes under 
his arm, agitating the three Kingdoms on such a 
ground as this. Here the hon. member gave an 
amusing account of the way Mr. Brown’s agita­
tion would be received respectively in the three 
Kingdoms, contending that nothing could be 
more opposed ^ to common sense than to hope 
by agitation in England to put an end to the 
State support of the Church, when it was 
well known that the dissenters could not obtain 
their own rights, and when from Ireland to India 
the Government kept up some favored church, so 
that military duty was required to be performed 
by British soldiers, under pain of the lash, in honor 
of the Idol Juggernaut. Was it to England then 
|that any man could go, with the hope of success­
fully agitating such a subject as this ? In every, 
country of Europe the Government had attempt­
ed to establish for itself a kind of theocracy, by 
which they gain the sanction of Heaven to aid 
them in the government of the earth. It was 
this system which had contributed more than 
anything else to drive European emigrants to pur 
shores. He united with all other Canadians to 
bring these emigrants to our shores. Let Cana-\ 
da be really the home of the emigrant. Let him 
satisfy his hunger by cultivating her magnificent 
fields, or aiding in her noble improvements ; 
but let it not be forgotten that they had other 
wants, and let them find here refuge alike from 
civil and religious tyranny—from the legislation 
of the European continent—from the legislation 
ol Great Britain

Mr. Brown rose to speak.
Mr. Hincks objected to the hon. membei’s 

speaking^on a point of order.
After some conversation Mr. Brown said the 

rule of the House should be observed.
Mr. Wright (West York) argued that the set­

tlement of 1840 had been regarded as final by the 
people of Upper Canada, and he spoke from an 
extended knowledge of the people. The late 
agitation had been got up /or serving the selfish 
ends of a few politicians, and not because of any 
feeling on the country,against the present disposi­
tion ol the reserves. He was not in favour of di­
verting them Irom the purposes of religion.

Mr. Shaw made a few remarks against the re- 
sqlunpns ol the ministry; intlsaid that he'would 
not ofiertHê government any factious opnosilion !

to the principle that there could be no just taxa- 
tion without the consent of the people taxed, and 
held that to take away this key stone of the arch 
would be to destroy the arch itself. It might be 
said by those in favsr of these reserves that they 
only asked for a little supremacy, but let it be 
remembered that the axe only asked for enough 
wood to make itself a handle; but that having 
obtained that, it -was able to prostrate the tallest 
lorests. The people of England, and especially 
of Scotland, were resolutely determined to keep 
the right of legislation on ecclesiastical matters 
within their own limits. In Canada nothing 
more was asked for than the. same right.— 
The same rights and the same privileges were re­
quired for the Canadian as for the larger Parlia­
ment of Great Britain—the moth wanted air as 
much as the man—and “ the poor beetle that we 
tread upon feels just as keen a pang as what 
a giant does.” Canadians in like manner would 
lament the obsequies of their .liberties with as 
much keenness as the greatest, nation which the 
earth had known. It had been said that Cana 
dians wanted nationality—we had .St. Andrew’s, 
Societies, Saint George’s Societies, and St. 
Patrick’s Societies; but no Society which 
recalled to us our Canadian nationality. In the 
neighboring States they had; a national jubilee 
which united all the citizens together. Here we 
ought to have a similar jubilee to celebrate the 
proclamation of our Great Charter by Gover- 
nor Simcoe, when he said, “I have brought you 
a Constitution—not an, .experimental Constitu­
tion ; but one that bas bççn tried and acted on— 
the very image and transcript of that Great Bri­
tain Canadians were once children and hardly 
walked; then they began to run; lastly they 
undertook to climb. To-day they possessed 
steamboats and ships as noble as those which 
floated on the Thames, Clyde, Shannon, and 
shortly we should have railroads still more 
magnificent than those of England. Canada 
came of age when she entered the Crystal Palace 
ana by his side stood the distinguished agricul­
turalist who had gained the colonial prize for 
agriculture in a colonial empire. All this prq- 
gress Canada was ready to make in connection 
with the British empire ; but in proportion as 
the advance was mighty, in that proportion she 
had a right to demand liberty to legislate upon 
all local subjects. Sir John Pakington iq the 
House of Lords had complained that he was 
overwhelmed with business. He could well 
believe it, when part of his duty was to look over 
the ecclesiastical concerns of Canada. He would 
call upon England to rèlieve us from this dicta- 
tion, because Englishmen once had a Parliament 
which found it necessary to resist the despotism 
of the crown—upon Scotland, because Scotchmen 
must remember that they once had Lords of the 
articles who were their Downing street—upon 
Irishmen, because they ijpùld not help remember­
ing that tiU incorporated with .the British Par­
liament, their legislation was overridden by dis­
tant authority. As a Canadian he boldly asked 
for this liberty—as an Englishman he would be 
proud to give it.

Mr J. A. McDonald said that the hon. mem­
ber who had just sat down had lavored. the 
House with a mass of verbiage ; hut without one 
single acorn of sense. He now called the atten­
tion of the hon. gentleman to a part of the sub­
ject, which he had sedulously avoided—he meant 
the resolution of Mr. Brown which pointed out 
what was to be done with this property when the 
control of it was obtained. Why not tell the peo­
ple of England, as one honest man would tell ano­
ther what they meant to do with the property 7 
The reason was that they knew a motion to secu­
larize the Reserves would not be passed in that 
House, and in order that Jthey might keep their 
places they still continued to maintain the affair in 
a position, which enabled them to keep it before 
the country. Now the hon. member declared 
that the Act of Victoria was unconstitutional, and 
yet he scoffed at the idea of nassing an act of our 
own Parliament against it. Now if this imperial 
act were, as he said, unconstitulional, how could 
there be any objection to pass an act in opposilion 
ton; It the imperial act was unconstitutional,

1 he hon. member, however, had not stated what he 
would himself do with the Reserves, and he suppos­
ed hisaddiess was known in case of any new com- 
binations. As he was said to be about to join the 
tory party, Mr. Chauveau read a piece rfuoenv' 
with which Mr. Cauchon!had tormerly ndnrn.' 
ed his speech, m whieff Ihe tories were treated 
very, scuryily. He aiterwards spoke of the 
religious institutions of Lower Canada, where 
ne said children ol all faiths were instruct- 
ed, without one parent having ever removed 
a child on account of his faith being interfered 
with. The religious unanimity, however, of L. 
Canada proceeded from the fact, that there had 
never been men in it who could’ write and scrib­
ble m newspapers such articles as had been read 
in that House (by Mr. McKenzie) the preceding 
night. In allusion to a remark of Mr. Gamble 
quoting the story of tho Puritans, “Resolved that 
the earth belongs to the Saints,”—“Resolved that 
we are the Saints.” He said that the latter reso-> 
lution had been much amended. First it was re­
solved that the Saints were the church of Eng­
land; then that they were the churches of Eng­
land and Ssotland ; then those of England, Scot­
land, Rome and the Methodists were the Saints. 
Now one farther amendment was asked for, to 
make all the people of Canada the Saints. It was 
no great matter after all. The Catholic institu­
tions were in no respect like these Reserves, and 
Lower Canadians need not be alarmed tor them ; 
since he recollected that the same thing had been 
said with respect to lo King’s-Oollege, which af­
ter all was changed from the first destination of 
its funds by conservative hands.

Mr. Cauchon began by recalling the fact that 
the man, who always was,the first lo stand up for 
the government in that House was the hôn. mem­
ber for St. Maurice, a gentleman whose mouth the 
government for their own sakes ought to stop. He 
here referred to the facts that-Mr. Turcotte had 
once said that the man who accepted an office 
irom the government was seven degrees below, 
not zero, but something he could not name ; yet he 
afterwards took office; and then upon another oc­
casion he had declared that if the lumber trade did 
not pay he would take to pol itics. Again ,that he had 
accepted office under the Conservatives; and had 
since accepted another office of .£75 a year, which 
it. was true, was small ; hut then every man had 
his own price. Since that it appeared that he had 
got £300, and he presumed that it was this, which 
had induced him to be so earnest in the support of 
the government. If .to-day, he said, £373 were, 
placed on one side of the House, and £100 on the| 
other, he would not venture to say to which sidei 
that gentleman would turn. Now he dared any 
one to stand up and say that he had ever got any- 
thing for^his opinions, and it was known that he 
sacrificed a iuciative office for his opinions.!!' He 
therefore did complain that a manTwKo in’this 
rejfiect at least, could boast of standing high, 
should whenever he got up be exposed to insult 
Irom such a person as the honorable member 
opposite. Opposing the use of the word “ colli­
sion” io the resolutions he said that the word be­
ing now too strong, it was represented that the 
collision was to be only a paper collision—not 
like a steamboat collision, when one to-day ran the 
iother down ; but merely friction of a piece of pa­
per. Then turning to Mr. Christie, whom he call­
ed the “ ghie ” of the administration, he Said that 
he did not consider that tie a principle, tor that a 
little wetting would dissolve it immèdiately. He 
again gave his views of the socialism of the Cleur- 
Grits Iriends of the ministry, which he found in 
(heir own press. He then expluintd that he was 
a party man to the extent of sacrificing minor 
considerations; but he left his party, when he 
found that it was opposed to his view ot great prin­
ciples. He farther accused Mr. Chauveau of'be-- 
ing angry because he was not made Solicitor Gen­
eral in 1.848; of having a dream that the Ad­
ministration would .not stand ; of voting for repre­
sentation based on population in opposition to the 
government ; and of speaking against the seculari­
zation of the Clergy Reserves at a time when he 
could not fail to have understood them. He had al­
ways voted to bring back the Reserves, and would 
do so still ; but he would not vote to say that he 
would come into collision with England if she did 
not please us.

Mr M EuniTT had heard this question discussed 
since 1833 but never before had he seen so much 
personal ill feeling manifested as during the last 
jhree days.

Mr. Hincks in replying stated that this debate 

had been characterized with more personal attack 
and cnminairon than any previous debate which 
he remembered, and that he much regretted it, as it 
was important that there should have been a deli-' 
beraie discussion and expression ol opinions on 
this impôt tant subject.

He-èônlëmtê<rrtûrt 
the agitation had never ceased, and that it was 
admitted even by tfte conservatives that the pre­
sent settlement could not stand. He believed it 
wou d he impossible to arrive at any settlement 
short of secularization that could prevent agitation.
I he hon. member for Kingston had characterized 
he resolutions as being both “insolent and impo­

tent, and much had been said against the unlor-

ml religion willToiiow. He~vvou]d ask for] 
fhJTpower lo legislate upon this question. The 
(Jesuits’ estates were appropriated for education, 
'and the Clergy Rererves would be appropriated 
-for the same thing, and then there would be no 
Jealousy.

Mr. Pukcottk spoke in French, and attacked 
Mr. Cauchon. He accused him of being actuated! 
by motives of disappointment in his opposition to 
the ministry. He had refused the assistant Secre­
taryship and £600 a year, in the hope of getting' 
a portfolio and a larger salary. He had made use 
of a little manœuvres to induce the belief in Upper 
Canada that he was going to lead a party of the Ca­
nadians which would overturn the ministry.

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Montreal Horticultural Society 

On Thursday last, the Anrumf*Exhit)Uion of the 
Society was held in the grounds of Mr. Guil- 
banlt, in Sherbrooke Street, inhere the different 
articles were shewn to great advantage, bv the 
judicious arrangements made for'their reception.
A spacious tent, of nearly 100 feet in length, 
with four tables, gave ample room for showing 
the flowers and fruit ; and the grass walks in the 
vicinity were appropriated for displaying the 
vegetables—the attractions of the shew were 
diversified by promenading through the grounds, 
visiting the collection of animals, poultry, &e. 
Tito whole scene was enlivened by the untiring 
efforts of Mr. Oliver and his band of the 20th, who 
played a choice selection of pieces throughout 
the afternoon. A large number of the junior 
visitors amused themselves with the very com­
plete gymnastic apparatus erected by Mr. Guil- 
bault, which afforded much amusement.

The show itself indicated a marked improve­
ment in almost every specimen presented since 
the last. The dahlias of Messrs. Cockburn à 
Brown would compete favorably with any col­
lection. The splendid pine apple, in a perfect 
state of ripeness, which occupied a prominent 
place at the entrance, was from the pinery of H. 
Atkinson, Esq., of Quebec. This is the first, we 
believe, ever exhibited in Canada. The Hon. J. 
Molson exhibited au India rubber tree of 28 feet 
in height; also, a wax plant, covering trellis 
work of 15 feet height. The Hon J. Leslie pre­
sented a collection of 20 varieties of feuschias.

The collection of annuals, comprising 30 vari- 
ties of salpiglossis, valso, phlox, verbenas, asters 
&c., was from the Hon. J. Young. Dahlias, in 
fine perfection, were from the same individual.

For the prizes for grapes, there were a large 
number of competitiors. Those from H. Atkin­
son, Esq., Quebec, were considered the finest 
specimens, and received the first prize. Fine 
bunches were shewn by Messrs. Lunn, Muir. 
Torrance, Morris and others.

Several fine floral designs were exhibited by. 
Mr. John Archbold, junr., and by Mr. Lawrence, 
gardener to D. L. McPherson. Apples, though 
fine, were not so numerous as last year. Pears 
and plums were in great profusion. Those from 
the Rev. Mr. Villeneuve were considered the best, 
The cultivation of peaches, we should consider, 
had much increased, judging from the fine speci­
mens shewn. Those from Mr. Jones, of Brock- 
ville, were very fine, and deservedly received the 
first prize. Mr. Torrance and Mr. Lunn exhibited 
several baskets of peaches grown under glass, 
which would compare favorably with any we 
have ever seen. Mrs. Mills’ gardener, Mr. Fer- 
guson, received a prize for a box of very supe­
rior honey, as did also Mr. Ferres, of Sorel. The 
latter gentleman, as usual, exhibited a great 
variety of flowers and vegetables, showing he 
was no tyro in horticultural pursuits. In the 
vegetable department, great improvement was 
manifest, both in the new varieties and quality 
of those presented for competition. Mr. Clarke 
exhibited 3 Canada squashes, weighing, respec­
tively, 120)t>, 12111. and 11211), each.

Indian corn, in great variety, was shewn by Mr. 
Thayer ; as were also varieties of squashes. Mr. 
Gwilliaum Chatelle presented very good speci­
mens of melons, pumpkins, cabbages, &c. Mr. 
Lawrence, of Brockville, exhibited savoys, for 
which he received a prize ; as also for beets, carrots 
and parsnips. The collection of vegetables of Mr. 
Davidson were worthy of every commendation. 
Mr. Weeks, gardener to J. Rose, Esq., received a 
prize for tomatoes. Mr. Sheriff Boston presented 
celery, turnips and carrots, which were considered 
very good. The prize for best cauliflowers was 
awarded to Mr. Deschamps, who appears to be 
always very successful in the cultivation of this 
vegetable.

Mr. Shepherd, seedsman to the Agricultural 
Society, exhibited a collection of 80 varieties of 
garden and flower seeds, which had been saved 
with great care, and appeared as perfect as any 
seed we have seen imported ; indeed, we see no 
reason for resorting to other markets for seeds, if 
such fine specimens as those presented by Mr, 
Shepherd can be raised here.

The sad calamity which destroyed a portion of 
our city by fire, included in its ravages several 
highly cultivated gardens belonging to members 
This, no doubt, prevented as much competition 
as usual ; but still we were glad to observe 
marked improvement in all the horticultural pro­
ducts exhibited, and the Society has every reason 
to congratulate itself on the success which has 
attended this, its Sixth Annual Exhibition.

We learn from Quebec that the Hon. John 
Young has resigned his seat in the Cabinet. The 
ground of his resignation is said to be his dis­
sent from the quasi protective commercial policy 
adopted by his colleagues.

The Roc/tcs/er Advertiser says:—“Mr. Hincks 
of the Canadian Parliament, thinks the best way 
to obtain reciprocity in the trade with the Stales, 
is to close their canals against our vessels. This 
would make the Buffalonians laugh, whatever 
face our neighbors at Oswego might put on.”

The comparatively slow rate of increase in the 
tolls on our St. Lawrence Canals, speaks volumes 
as to the course of the Western trade. It is every 
year passing more and more into the hands of 
our neighbors. Oswego, Ogdensburgh, and other 
ports, are acquiring the trade we ought to enjoy. 
The policy of the Government, we hope, will be 
to counteract this tendency, and by encouraging 
foreign vessels to pass down our St, Lawrence 
Canals, to bring the trade to our doors. The 
most effectual means, it appears to us, would be 
to levy on all American vessels passing down­
wards through the Welland Canal, the full tolls 
of the whole line of Canals to Montreal. By this 
means the Welland Canal would cease to he a 
subsidiary feeder to the Oswego Canal and the 
Ogdensburgh Railway, and become a veritable 
conductor to our Ships, our Canals, and our Rail­
roads.—Montreal Pilot.

This “ weak invention” would scarcely restore 
the gravity of the Buffalonians. It is not by 
Shutting, or impeding the navigation of, the Wel­
land Canal, to our American neighbors, that we 
can hope to attract the western trade, from Os­
wego and Ogdensburgh, into our channels ; but 
by cheapening and improving those channels. 
The Pilot's dodge might injure Oswego and Og- 
densburgli ancl benefit Buffalo, while it reduced, 
by one-half, our present receipts from the Wel­
land Canal—nay, it might even provoke Jona­
than into building a rival Canal between Lakes 
Erie and Ontario, within his own territory—but 
it would not induce one vessel to “ pass down our 
St. Lawrence Canals,” which would not equally 
have done so before resorting to so foolish and 
illiberal an attempt at coercion. We might, with 
as much reason and probability of profit, as well 
insist upon every subscriber to the Herald paying 
for a daily advertisement in our columns, whe­
ther he required it or not.

We had lately occasion to point out the plausi­
ble sophistry, by which our contemporary, the 
Montreal Witness, sought to turn the tables upon 
Veal liberty of conscience, and advocate the sham 
principle of prohibiting, by law, to all, what a 
conscientious/etc, rightly or wrongly, religiously 
objected to and refrained from. The following 
just and reasonable remarks we find in a late 
excellent article, on “The Sabbatarian move­
ment,” in the Toronto Leader :—

In addition to a direct invasion of the personal 
liberty of the subject we are threatened with the 
arresting of all correspondence by the stoppage 
of the mails and the closing of the post offices on 
Sundays. In this case the Sabbatarian argu­
ment is more plausible, but it will not for a mo­
ment stand the test of criticism. It is said, and 
said truly, that we have no right to compel any 
man against his conscientious dictates of duty to 
perform Sunday labor in the Postal Department. 
We not only accept this position : we are prepar­
ed to defend it ; but we deny the consequences 
sought to be drawn from it. In this country of 
free labor no man is placed under compulsion in 
the disposal of bis labor. There can be no com­
pulsion except where labor is reduced to a con­
dition of alavëry. Here every man’s labor is free. 
In the Postal department we accept none but 
volunteers. They know the conditions on which 
they enter that branch of the public service ; and 
no one asks a conscientious Sabbatarian to vio­
late his convictions of duty by accepting a post 
which his peculiar creed forbids him to fill. As 
Quakers are exempted from those obligations of 
military duty which are imposed on the rest of 
the community, so we never press against their 
will Sabbatarians into the postal service. We 
shall not malign them by supposing them base 
enough to offer as volunteers. Seeing that we 
never compel them to enter this service, and that 
their conscientious convictions of duty never 
permit them to beg an opportunity of giving a 
practical lie to their professions, it follows that 
there cannot be, at any time, a single Sabbata­
rian in the entire Postal Department, from the 
stage-driver upwards. If they be wrong in their 
views of Sunday and its requirements, they are 
not responsible to the Sabbatarians nor to any 
human tribunal for their opinions and conduct.

Uppek Canada Provincial Agricultural 
Show.—The Hon. Malcolm Cameron, Minister of 
Agriculture, arrived in Montreal on Sunday 
morning, en route, we understand, for the great 
Agricultural Show, to be held, at Toronto, if our 
memory is correct, on AVednesday, Thursday and 
Friday next. We cannot speak with certainty 
as to the days of the Exhibition, for the usual 
courtesy of an invitation has not been extended 
to the Herald this year ; and although we have 
just spent some time in searching the following 
Upper Canada papers, we have failed to discover 
any editorial notice or advertisement of the 
Show:—Kingston News, 18th Sept., Toronto 
Globe, 18th, Colonist, 17th and 18th, Patriot, 
17th, and. Hamilton Spectator, 17th Sept.

Champlain & St. Lawrence Railroad.—We 
yesterday paid a visit to the new works opposite 
the city, belonging to this road, and were glad to 
notice that they were so near completion. The 
pier from the land on the other side of the river 
is nearly camplete, and the rails are laid down 
for a considerable distance over it, from the island 
known as Moffatt’s Island. The wood work of 
the pier, extending 2000 feet further into the river, 
is nearly finished, and the whole work will be 
ready in a short time. The ferryboat only took 
eight minutes to cross from the new piêF to the 
wharf. A saving of~onè~lK)ïïf in crossing, and
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twenty minutes in returning, will be effected by 
this last improvement of the Champlain and St. 
Lawrence Railroad Company. The new piers 
extend 4000 feet into the St. Lawrence, and are 
built in a substantial manner. The President, B. 
Brewster, Esq., and several Directors, were in­
specting, the works while we were there.

Ogdensburgh Railroad.—In one of its recent 
financial articles, the Boston Post remarks that 
the Ogdensburgh Railroad is doing a fine busi­
ness, and that its earnings in the autumn pro­
mise to be very large. The most favorable 
feature, says the Post, is the handsome increase 
of receipts from passengers and local freight. 
Seven months have passed since January, and 
there is no doubt that in the year 1853 the 
Ogdensburgh road will earn enough to pay its 
expenses, the interest on all its bonds and floating 
debt. Should its earnings for the next nine 
months indeed show a corresponding increase 
above the same months of 1851, as has been 
exhibited in May, June and July of the present 
year, it will pay its expenses, interest, and a 
dividend besides.

For Australia.—It will be seen, by the ad­
vertisement, that the “ Ascutua,” 1,000 tons bur­
then, advertised to leave New York, for Port 
Philip and Sydney, on the 20th instant, will not 
sail until the 25th.

Important from Yucatan.—The New Orleans 
•fricayune of the 10th inst says—“We have re­
ceived some private information from Yucatan, 
stating that a movement is on foot in that statOj 
to apply to the United States for protection and 
annexation. Some of the leading men in the 
country are engaged in the movement.”

Thomas Bosworth, the English printer of “ Un­
cle Tom’s Cabin,” has written to the authoress of 
the work, saying—

“ I do not think it right to avail myself of the 
present defective state of the copyright laws, and 
to reprint the works of an author, though belong­
ing to another country, (which in my opinion 
does not alter the principle of the thing at all,) 
without making him or her a fair remuneration. 
I beg, therefore, to offer you a ‘ royalty’ of three 
pence on every copy sold, which I shall have 
much pleasure in transmitting to you in any 
way you may request.”

Scotch Emigration.—We learn from the Lon­
don correspondence of the New York Commercial 
Advertiser, that from the Highlands of Scotland, 
where the destitution of the Celtic race had at­
tained a point of chronic famine, no less than 
1200 persons have been shipped since June, by 
the instrumentality of a society formed in Lon­
don for the purpose. In this case, the repugnance 
of the people to leave their homes was overcome 
by arranging that the emigration should take 
place, not only in entire families, but almost in 
entire villages. Thus, the numbers have included 
both sexes and all ages, from the grandfather and 
grandmother down to the newly-born infant. A 
clergyman, in whom the parties had been accus­
tomed to place confidence, accompanied each 
ship, and the whole experiment was conducted 
more in the German fashion than has been at­
tempted on any other occasion.

An engine 
was coming down upon the track on which they 
were, and they crossed to the other track, not 
perceiving another engine coming in the oppo­
site direction.
r World’s Fair Edifice.—The plan adopted for 
the New York World’s Fair building is a Greek 
Cross, with à Dome over the intersection. Each 
diameter of the Cross is 365 feet long, and 149 
feet broad, and the Dome is 130 feet high.

The plan was furnished by Messrs. Carstenson 
k Gildemeister. Mr. Gildemeister is an architect' 
here of reputation ; Mr. Carstenson is the archi­
tect and designer of the Tivoli and Casino of 
Copenhagen, which are extensive buildings and 
grounds for the recreation and amusement of the 
people of that city.

There are in the building 111,000 square feet 
of space on the ground floor, and 02,000 square 
feet in the galleries. The structure is estimated 
to cost $195,000. The building is to be entirely 
of iron and glass, and is already advertised to 
open on the second day of May, 1853. The lay­
ing of the foundation will be commenced to-day. 
The other plans are very beautiful and ingenious, 
but the Directors are confident they have select­
ed the best. The committee who recommended 
the plan adopted consisted of C. E. Detmold, 
superintending engineer and architect ; Horatio 
Allen, consulting engineer; and Edmund Hurry,

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY,

Quebec, Sept. 20, P. M. N. 
To-day the Ministry gave notice of the intro- / 

duction of a Representation Bill, and a Registra- [ 
tion Bill.

The Hon. John Young rose and stated in his 
place, that he had resigned his office of Execu­
tive Councillor, and Commissioner of Public 
Works, and that he had been permitted by His 
Excellency to make explanations. He briefly re­
ferred to the circumstances of bis joining the 
Ministry, and stated that no difficuity had existed 
between him and his late colleagues, on any 
other subject, than the commercial policy of the 
country. He read the following letter :—

Quebec, 18th Sept., 1852.
Sir,—A memorandum of the Inspector General 

on the future commercial policy of the country, 
and the adoption of that policy by the Govern­
ment, places me in the unavoidable position of 
considering how far I can, under the circumstan­
ces, retain my relation to the Governor General 
as one of his advisers. I understand that it is 
the intention of the Government to pursue to­
wards the United States a retaliatory policy 
which is to be carried out—firstly, by charging a 
higher toll on American than on Canadian ves­
sels and their cargoes, in passing through the 
Welland Canal. Secondly, by levying a higher 
rate of duties on sugar, molasses, salt, tea, cotton 
and woollen goods, and on iron, hardware, leather, 
glass and paper manufactures, than the same 
articles will be chargeable with, if imported by 
the Gulf of the St. Lawrence. This policy de­
lays for an indefinite period, the making free the 
navigation of the St. Lawrence between Quebec 
and Montreal, to American vessels. It also in­
volves the like delay in the commencement of a 
Canal to connect the St. Lawrence with Lake 
Champlain, by charging a higher rate of tolls to 
Amercan than to Canadian vessels and cargoes. 
The American trade will be forced from Oswego 
and Ogdensburgh to Buffalo, and the Canal ond 
Railroad connected with it. Whatever might be 
the advantages of reciprocity in trade with the 
United States, far greater advantages would 
result to Canadian Commerce, by opening the 
St. Lawrence, by abolishing agricultural duties, 
arranging for a reciprocal trade with the British 
West Indies, and constructing a Canal to con­
nect the St. Lawrence with Lake Champlain, 
Uian could result from any retaliating policy 
against the United States. Such a retaliatory 
policy cannot fail to be understood by the 
American people, and the establishment of an 
aggressive commercial policy between the two 
countries, and while it may be productive of 
other immediate and remote evils, will in my 
opinion be subversive of the vast increase of 
trade which would follow the policy I have 
recommended. I entered the Goverement as 
an avowed friend of Free Trade. My views have 
been the result of some years of action and 
reflection, and were well known to my colleagues 
on entering the Ministry. To abandon Free 
Trade in order to carry out a retaliatory policy 
which I am satisfied will in the end be most 
injurious, is a sacrifice of principle I am not 
prepared to make, and a sacrifice which had I 
supposed it would have been required from me, 
would without hesitation, have prevented my 
having become a member of the Government.— 
Under these circumstances, I have the honor to 
request you to tender my resignation to His Ex­
cellency the Governor General of my office of 
Executive Councillor, and also that of Chief 
Commissioner of Public Works.
