Let thetruth be admitted, both parties are
" afraid of making Independence a plank in
their platform, and the efforts of party
. journals are all directed towards keeping
« the question in the background as long as

possible.
PARTIES IN ENGLAND.

Not very long ago there was always one
leading question to be asked in connection
with any review of the political situation in
England and that was, whether Toryism or
Liberalism was in the ascendant. All politi-
eal questions indeed were viewed maiuly in
relation to their probable effects on the for-
tunes of the two great parties. To-day the
econdition of things is different. Thero Is
“till political strife, and in a rough way it
wllows old party lines. We still see the
vestiges of anclent party organization; but
- we see also where the old political

. jdeas have given way to new ldeas and
methods. Conservatism scarcely knows It-
. gelf any longer as Conservatism, and Liber-
alism is nearly in the same condition. If we
- may trust Mr. Spencer, Liberalism is to-day
_bardly to be distinguished from Toryism.
The general situation may be described by
saying that the traditional views which
have heretofore governed party action no
longer suffice for the purpose. Men have
put off the old; but they have not
- a8 yet succeeded in putting on
the nmew. The old (illusion that the
policy of the party must be right has
vanished ; but the light that is needed asa
guide to what Is really right is slow in com-
" ing. As a natural result individualism is
brought more and more into play, there
-/ being mo great pressure of party opinion to
keep self-assertion in cheok.
The extent to which party organization
" has decayed will probably not be fully re-
vealed so long as Mr. Gladstone remains on
the scene of action. Amid the chaos of con-
flicting wills, his influence is still paramount
with a large majority of the House of Com-
mons, His policy may not be satisfactory
%o _the whole body of ‘his fol-
lowers, but he 1is prepared to as-
. pume responsibility for it, and,
as has often been proved, he can always de-
fend it by arguments that are never want-.
ing in force, and with an evident simeerity’
+ which, initself, takes the placo  of ‘many
arguments. Wanting Mr. Gladstone, the
.- Liberal party would probably find itselt be-
reft of the element of cohesion. The Whig
elements would tond in one direction, the
Radical elements in another ;and many minar
shades of opinion would probably also seek
independent expression. The Liberal party
" would in fact bo what the Conservative
party is to-day, lacking Lord Beaconsfleld.
