Thé peculiar advantages of Quebt_ac as
a seaport lies in this, that no dyedgmg is
required, either in its harbor or in the ap-
proaches to its harbor. Nature has given
us deep water, which it has not given to
Montreal, and Montreal must succumb to Que-
bec, as a place of business, just as Albany had

to,succumb to New York.

The superior energy of the Montreal Mer-
chants has succeeded in drawing to that place
a great deal of business which ought to have
never gone there, if the business men of Quebec
were what they should be.  But the su-
perior advantages of Quebec are now so
apparent, that in spite of the activity of
Montreal merchants and the supineness
of our own, Quebec must soon assume the same
position towards Canada, that New York and
New Orleans hold towards the United States.—
Quebec Colonist of Saturday.

Now, for Quebec read Greenock, and for
Montreal read Glasgow, and what becomes of
the Colonist’s arguments ?

he massacred near Delhi 10,000 prisoners, and
after he had taken the city he gave it up to vio-
lence, plunder and indiscriminate murder for
five successive days. When from Delhi he
marched to Meerut he put every living creature
within it to the sword. But all these barbari-
ties were done in open warfare. The heinous-
ness of the Sepoy cruelties consists in this—that
they have been inflicted most treacherously in
a time of perfect peace, by soldiers on their own
officers—by servants on their masters and mis-
tresses—and by men on helpless women
and tender babes that could never have
given them a moment’s provocation. = These
atrocities disclose to the'world what capabilities
of evil are in human nature, when it is inflamed
by rage, and distorted by false and cruel re-
ligions. ~ The British Government has taken no
account of the tendencies of those religions, and
has committed 'the fatal error of recognising
and indulging them. So far it is an amiable
wish on the part of our Government' to be the
most tolerant Government in the world as re-
spects religion ; but as it has been in the case
of Popery, so also in the case ot Mahommedan-
ism and Paganism, the Government has not
merely tolerated, but has encouraged and
sustained—thus sowing for itself the seeds of
dreadful calamities. ~What wonder after all
that the Sepoys have revealed natures so obdu-
rate and cruel ? The Bengal army has actually
been constructed on a recognition of Mahom-
medanism and Brahminism. And who does
not know that the Mahommedans have always
been the race most opposed to British rule in
India, and that their religion has always pro-
duced a fierce, vindictive, bloodthirsty charac-
ter? Who, also, does not know that the whole
system of Hindooism is marked by horrid cruel-
ties—and that its rites—the high priests of
which are those very Brahmins, whom our Gov-
errnment has favoured so long—are observed
with abominable tortures and obscenities ? The
present outhreak in India is indeed a religious
one in this sense—that it is the outburst of
those base and violent passions which the false
religions of that people promote. And this
truth it has made plain to every one—that as
surely as the true religion of Christ breathes a
spirit of love, the false religions that oppose
Christ’s Kingdom breathe a spirit of enmity
and croelfy—implcable and unmerciful hate.
That the ‘rebels will be signally defeated
and punished, so soon as the British army
is reinforced, there is no cause to doubt.—
The heroism of our countrymen and women,
when surrounded by hordes of armed men more

of the interior and, thus, advance the general
interests of the Western Country with those of
their own port and city. The Colonist may
rest assnred no business has been drawn to
Montreal, which ought to have been done else-
where, or which has not been for the mutual
advantage ofall parties engaged in it; although,
but for the energy of our merchants, the same
business might have been less advantageously
transacted at Quebec. Fair and above-board
competition i3 what the merchants of Montreal
have never sought to escape ; and if their com-
mercial rivals of Quebec will only confine
themselves to such, they will find no narrow-
minded local interests of Montreal brought to
bear against them. Itis not to injure Quebec
that we Montrealers strive to render our har-
bour commodious ‘and our channel to the ocean
safe for the largest class of sea-going vessels.
It is to meet the legitimate demands of the
vast western commerce of the continent; and,
surely, if by our' energy and enterprise we are
enabled to secure the profits of that commerce
to our poit, it can be no just ground of com-
plaint, on the part of those who might, but for
our exertions, have secured a portion of it to
themselves. It is notto us, but to the mer-
chants of the West, that the Quebec press and
people should address themselves. = Let them
satisfy them that the port of Quebec is’ better
adapted for the purposes of Western commerce
than ours, and all the energy of our Montreal
merchants will be of no avail against thier lau-
dable endeavors to make the most of those na-
tural advantages, as a sea-port, which they be-
lieve they possess, but have, admittedly, here-
tofore, so supinely neglected to avail them-
selves of. Fair competition, we repeat, is
what the merchants of Montreal are at all
times ready to contend with; but, as we
have recently had occasion to remark, there
is  an wnfair competition, with which they
are threatened, that may demand — and,
most assuredly, will receive-~the earnest
opposition of every merchant, of every man in
Montreal, who is worthy of the name. If the
admitted supineness of the merchants of -
bec is, as we have too much ground to fear,
about to be reinforced by the private or corpo-
rate interests of those who sway the manage-
ment of our two great monopolies—-the Grand
Trunk and Canadian Ocean Steamship Com-
panies—, if the whole weight of the subsidies
from the public treasury enjoyed by these Com-
panies is about to be thrown in the seale of
Point Levi wharves and warehouses against
those of Montreal ; then, indeed, the hopes of
the Colonist may be, at least partially, realized,
and, possibly, a great deal of business, which
ought to be done here, will be transferred to the
Land and Ocean Terminus of the double mon-
opolies, at Point Levi. Forewarned, however,

Advices have reached town that the Govern-
ment expedition that left this in July last,
reached Red River on the 5th September. The
party left Fort William on 4th August, and
stopped two days at Fort Francis, at the head
of Rainy Lake. The Jjourney on the whole ig
described as charming, notwithstanding some
little unpleasantness occasionally. They had
several interesting meetings with the Indians,
some of them fine stalwart men, but generally a
miserable set. The route taken lay from Fort
William to Dog Lake, thence to Rainy Lake,
La:ke of the Woods, Winnipeg River, and across
Wmmpeg Lake' to Red River. On Winnipeg
River, the party were twice, on the same day,
very near meeting with a watery grave while
running the Rapids. Once two canoes, with 11
men in each, were near being lost. They met
severe gales in crossing some of the traverses
on the lakes, but ultimately reached their desti-
nation in safety. Two of the men were at one
time seriously ill, as was Mr, Dawson, the head
engineer, whom they were obliged to leave be-
hind at the Islington Mission, on Winnipeg
River. The party, at the date of these advices
were still under canvas, but all well.  The rez
port of their safe arrival was received via Pem-
bm?. and Sl:.. Paul's, and we understand the sci-
enj:xﬁc portion of the party will probably reach
this early next month by the same route.

We repeat therefore that as a Catholic, we
protest against the accusation which we have
more than once met with in the columns of our
Protestant contemporaries — that, Catholics
necessarily sympathise with the mutinous
Sepoys, and would rejoice in the defeat of the
brave men now gallantly struggling against
fearful odds beneath the burning sun of India ;
and as we canpot but regret that any of our
Catholic contemporaries should even seem to
give occasion for so vile a slander, we cannot
refrain from entering our protest against certain
passages which appeared in the last number of
the Toronto Mirror. Not that we would accuse
or even suspect our contemporary of approving
the unmentionable atrocities of the revolted
Sepoys ; but it does seem to us he has allowed
very natural feelings of indignation against
British misrule, both at home and abroad, to
betray him into some very ridiculous exaggera-
tions. As for instance, when he gravely tells
us that:—

‘ The atrocious acts of the mutineers are not
those of the inhabitants of India, but of a host
of mercenaries, a horde of Anglicised Legion-
aries, who for the last century have been fed
upon the civiligation, the tracts, and the Bibles
of Christian England.”
And that :—
« Awful indeed is the manner of the revenge
of the Sepoys, but in British garrisons, and
under British officers they have learned their
civilisation.”
A very slight acquaintance with the: history
of India, and ofthe customs of the various races
which have inhabited that region  since the
earliest ages of which we possess any authentic
records, would have prevented our respected,
and generally accurate contemporary from fal-
ling into the above ludicrous errors. —In the
first place—the ‘‘mutineers” or Sepoys—are
¢ the inhabitants of India;” and, in so far as
the Bengal Army is concerned, are, for the most
part, of the very highest ¢ caste”—Hindoos of
the Hindoos. It is a fact well known to every
Indian officer, and one which has operated very
disadvantageously for the discipline of the na-
tive army of the Bengal Presidency, that ‘its
soldiers have been selected too exclusively from
amongst the high ¢ caste” Brahmins—that very
class, or ““caste” which is most tenacious of its
aacestral customs and the least amenable to
European influences. Indeed, though §we are
not in possession of all the facts connected
with the present outbreak; there can be no
doubt that one of its existing causes was the
strong attachment of the Bengal Sepoy to his
peculiar ¢ caste” privileges, and the  jealousy
with which he viewed all attempts on the part
of the British Government to ¢ .4nglicise” him,
and to induce him to adopt the customs of
European society .
The truth is that, so far from the Sepoy hav-
ing become ‘¢ Anglicised,” or having shown the

HORRIBLE TREATMENT OF-SAILORS ON
BOARD SHIP—THE CASE OI'$HE MID-
DLESEX.

To the Editor of the New-York Times.

On Thursday, Feb. 12, the ship “ Middlesex”
left Liverpool, arriving at New-York on Wed-
nesday, April 15, 1757,  She had & crew of 3
officers, 38 men, a aoctor, and a Liverpool pilot.
From Saturdwy, .he 1. of February, until
within two days of the ship’s arrival at this
port, the officers kept continually beating, flog-
ging, kicking, and otherwise maltreating the
crew with belaying ping and iron pins, so that
when the vessel reached port four men had died
from the injuries they sustained, and it was
found necessary to remove five or six others to
hospital in Staten Island. These were in such

To know that this class of
emigrants is populating. Western Texas al-
most exclusively, is sufficient .to
any well-informed .and unprejudiced ~ mind
that there exists in that section an Anti-Slavery
sentiment. ~ That these emigrants are opposed
to the institution of Slavery is no secret: they
publiely proclaim their' opposition to'that insti-
tution.

Itis not so much
thosé facts to which we wish to direct public
attention as to' the duplicity or criminal blind-
ness of that party in urging these foreigners, as
they arrive by hundreds and  thousands, into
organized political prominence, for the sake of
temporarily profiting by their votes, regardless
of whatever consequences may ensue.

BOSTON.

(From the Post.)
Saturday was a quiet day, and mercantile
payments generally were made with compara~
tive ease. At the opening of business, the
banks held $2,636,100 in coin, an aggregate
gain of $300,000 in the week over and above
the considerable demand at their counters, the
calls of'the country banksand of New York, the

specie in the midst of difficulties is highly en-
couraging. With their largely reduced deposits,
the books stand stronger with $2,650,000, than
they would with $3,000,000 in ordinary times.
And we are glad to be able to report an easier
feeling among those who retain bank confidence
The raising of large sums is as difficult as ever.
The outside market is ag bare ag ever, both of
money and confidence, But within the banks,
for regular dealers and for moderate sums,
money is not extraordinarily scarce at this
moment.  Of course, we are not blind  to the
fact that few pay anything but notes, that neigh-
bors help each other to the utmest, that
trade is next to nothing, and that some of the
leading retailers are beginning to offer their rich
goods at extremely low prices. All these evi-
dences of hard times are patent to every obser-
ver. Money is very scare everywhere, beyond
a doubt ; but; what we mean to say is, that it
is by no means as scarce in banks as it was a
fortnight ago. Many of the heaviest borrowers,
have been killed off; and thus far, the Boston
banks’do not hold suspended (not to say bad)
paper, to an inconvenient amount. It thus
happens that our banks are apparently fast ap-
proximating to the point at which they can
take care cfall the survivors that are held to
be worth saving. With a strong note or favorite
security, presented by a staunch application,
there is now a good chance of gettin g the money
at 6 to 10 per cent., within a day or two, if not
at the moment of applicatiou.

There is an utter lack of confidence in paper
in State street, conjoined with a very great
lack off means. . Especially is anything New
Yorkish in disrepute. All that New York can
get of us at present is from the diawing of spe-
cie on small checks, which amount to nothing
in the aggregate. %
Everything seems to be on firm ground in
Boston, with the mass of the mercantile com-
munity. The feeling here is quiet, but some-
what hopeful. The only great cause for anx-
iety is New York, where things seem 'to be get-
ting into “a dead lock.”

On Saturday, the announcement thit the
Michigan Central, Illinois Central, and New
York and Erie Railroads had suspended, made
some conversation, but excited little surprise.
The Michigan Central may be called a Boston
road. Itis stated, however, that there is rea-
son to believe that a large portion of the new
issue of bonds will be taken in Europe.

For foreign exchange there is scarcely a price,
while there is a large quantity on sale. The
transactions for the last steamer or two, how-
ever, were more numerous than they had pre-
viously been.

, The Boston share market is not worse, as re-
gards the amount of business that it has been
for many months.  Lower prices are obtained
for bank shares, but a panic of a fortnight ago
has subsided. Railroads are very well sustain-
ed. They are pretty scarce., The payment of
the bank dividends, by giving Somebody some
money to invest, materially strengthened the
stock. market: ¢ Minnesota” and Pittsburg”
“are occasionally sold, but little is done in any-
thing else in the copperline. Where anything
of any sortis forced upon the market, lower
quotations are inevitable. But neither in money
nor in stocks is there'an atom of panic at the
present moment in our good city-

his foe, he invariably seeks to accomplish his
object by outraging the latter’s female relatives.
Chivalry, to which we owe our respect for
woman, is a plant of exclusively European
growth ; nor do we believe that under any sys-
tem of training it would be easy to impress the
Asiatic mind with those sentiments of compas-
sion for the weak, and veneration for women
and children, which, before their conversion to
Christianity, were instanced by the historian as
characteristic of the barbarians of the Western
world. In the East, from the earliest ages, the
women and children of the vanquished have al-
ways been deemed the lawful spoil of the victor,
to minister to his lusts; whilst in Europe—
thanks to our adherence to the peculiar tradi-
tions of our Indo-Germanic ancestors, and to
the ennobling influences of Christianity, which
made the rude warrior gentle, .c., a gentleman
—female chastity has heen held in honor, and
cruelty towards the weak, has been almost uni-
versally stigmatized as the act of a coward.
Even the Roman heathen could applaud the
poet's maxim—“parcere subjectis, sed debellare
superbos ;” whilst we doubt if in the language
of any Asiatic nation there is a word to express
the European idea of “gentleman.”

It is also, to say the least, an exaggeration to
compare the prompt but righteous military exe-
cutions inflicted by Sir Henry Lawrence upon
armed mutineers, with the long protracted tor—
tures inflicted by Nena Sahib and his gang upon
unarmed women and children. According to
the laws of all civilized nations—Catholic or
Protestant—the crime of the soldier who takes
up arms against his officer is punished with
death; but to put non-combatants to death, and
to tortures worse than death—and that with
every refinement of cruelty that brutal ingenu-
ity can dsvise—is an act for which no gentle-'
man, no Catholic should attempt to offer any
apology.

But it is more than an exaggeration on the
part of our contemporary to assert as he does,
that “both sides are massacreing all they can
lay hands on.” Of the mutineers this is true,
but not. of the British troops before Delhi; and
it is a foul libel on these gallant men, of whom
no inconsiderable portion are Irish Catholics,
to insinuate that, because in fair fight with the
foe they neither give nor take quarter, like the
latter, they massacre “all they can lay hands
on.”, As yet there is not a single well authen-
ticated instance of the slightest violence offered
by the British troops to the women or children
of the mutineers, or indeed to any except the
mutineers themselves, who have richly deserved
the doom that has been awarded them. ' Qar
contemporary’s' moral sense must indeed be
dull if he cannot discriminate betwixt the right-
eous military execution of mutineers taken with
jarms in their hands, and the wanton massacres
of 'women and children of which the Sepoys
have been guilty ; and we certainly cannot al-
together acquit him of the suppressio wveri
when he cooly informs his readers that—¢ if
Nena Sahib has murdered several hundreds of
women and children at Cawnpore, Sir Henry
Lawrence has blown hundreds from the guns at
Lucknow—*“Hundreds”"—but of whom ? we ask.
Not of “women and children” but of mutinous
soldiers, who hardly deserve the honour of
dying a soldier’s death, and whose lives by the
law of every civilized community were justly
forfeit.

Neither is it strictly true that—* if the Sepoys
haye mingled indecency with cruelty, the Par-
liamentary Blue Book informs us that they first
learnt the praetice from Warren Hastings and
the European tax-gatherers.” We are no apolo-
gists. for the cruelties exercised by the, not
‘ European” but—native ¢ tax-gatherers” upon
the unfortunate ryots; but we deny that the
infamous practice so eloquently denounced by
the immortal Burke is of British origin, or was
‘“learnt) from Warren Hastings.” = The use of
torture for the collection of revenue has been
from time imemorial an Indian and indeed Asia-
tic institution, which every successive dynasty
has in its turn employed as a means of enforec-
ng payment of its demands upon the cultivators
of the soil. It flourished under the Emperors
of the Patan, as well as_of the Mogul dynasty ;
it existed in full rigor when the imperial sceptre’
passed from the hands of the feeble descendants
of Aurungzebe into the iron grasp of the British
soldier; and the charge to which the present
rulers of India are justly obnoxious is—not that
they introduced, but that they connived af, and
consented to profit by it ; and that in their alli-
ances with the native Princes, they did not ex-
pressely stipulate—as they should have done—
for the total abolition of the infamous custom.
The melancholy truth is that the Bast India
Company have ever been :more anxious about
their dividends, than the moral or material
welfare of their subjects ; and thus willingly
avalled themselves of the pre-existing native
machinery for squeezing the “lacs.of rupees”
out of the unhappy ryots. For this it is impos-
sible to offer any excuse; but at the same time,
it argues a gross ignorance of Indian history

They said that they required to
hear nothing further in order to indict him, and
therefore would not examine the three remain-
ing witnesses. ‘The Jury did return a Bill of
Indictment against Capt. Parmalee, but at their
next sitting they recalled or smothered it, and
did not “ find it.” Why?

THE SULTAN'S £1000.

(From the European Times.)

The Sultan’s contribution to the fund for the
relief of the sufferers in India is handsome—a
thousand pounds, and was accompanied by a
letter to the Lord Mayor of London from the
Turkish Ambassador, which enhanced the merit
of the gift. ~The Lord Mayor in acknowledging
the receipt travelled out of the usual routine to
explain that the mutinies were not caused by
any interference with the religion of the people.
‘ Persons of every religion in India,” says the
-civic monarch, “are left to worship God accord-
ing to their own persuasion, without any inter-
ference ; and the government is considered as a
trust from Almighty God, with a view to the
benefit of the people. . These fundamental prin-
ciples will never be departed from, and, with
God’s blessing upon them, India will attain to
a degree of prosperity which she has never yet
enjoyed.” The excellence of the motive which
dictated this effusions is more apparent than its
taste. But as %l_]e Sultan is  acknowledged
head of the Mal nedan faith, and as it is now
clearly proved thet the rebellion has been the '
result of Mahommedan intrigue and Hindoo
credulity, the city"oﬁicia.l considered it, no
doubt, a master stroke of policy to introduce
this touch of Liberalism, the greased cartridges
and the religious tracts notwithstanding. If
the Lord Mayor had convinced himself that the
Sultan was as ignorant of every thing connect-
ed with the outbreak as the North American
Indians or the Caffres of South Africa, this
mode of addressing him was pardonable ; but
we suspect that “his Imperial Majesty, my
August Sovereign,” to quote the titles given to
him by the Turkish Ambassad or, would be able
to give the Lord Mayor of London a somewhat
different version. - The Indian butcheries are
brutal and revolting eneugh, Heaven knows,
