1st.—Because, in Lig®trit, @efendant; by hig |-

counsel, offered evideace to prove the advan-
tages accruing and likely to accrue to' the pub-
lic from the sale and use of the manure, which
evidence was illegally refused and rejected by
the Judge.

Second.—Because the Judge, in his charge,
erroneously directed the Jury in saying'that
one of the rules by which they should be guid-
ed in returning their verdict was the maxim in
the civil law, “Thou shalt not use what belongs
to ihee so or in such manner as to injure or
annoy thy neighbour.”

Third.—Because the said Judge instructed
the Jury that the evidence tendered by the de-
fence thatno annoyance was felt, was not of
equal weight and entitled to the same consid-
eration as the testimony of the witnesses pro-
duced by the prosecution—though some of the
witnesges for the prosecution resided at a dis-
tance from the works, while those for the de-
fence lived in the vicinity., And also by de-
claring the evidence for the defence negative,
and that for the prosecution positive, compar-
ing the positive evidence to that of a person
who had seen an assault committed, to that of
a person who had not'seen it. il s

Fourth.—Because the 'verdict was" contrary
to the evidence and againstlaw and justice.

Mr. Drummond said that he hoped the Judge
who tried the case would now associate him-
gelf with another—Justice Mondelet, for in-
stance.  He was sure no Judge would take up-
on himself to say whether he was right or
wrong.

Mr. Johnson and Mr. Carter contended that
the Judge who' tried the case had ' a perfect
right, by himself, to hear the application. =

Judge Aylwin held, that,under the law; one
Judge composes the Court of Queen’s Bench in
banco ; and he himself had a perfect right alone
to hear the application.

After some discussion,

Judge Aylwin decided toreceive the motion
but make no order upon it till he should have

submitted the matter to the other Judges of:

Appeal, in order that a settled rule of practice
should be laid down with regard to cases of
reservation or motions for & new trial.  As to
the question eof whether the public advantage
was counterbalanced by the public annoyance,
he would also, as the point had not been ruled
before, lay it before the Judgesof Appeal. The
Judges would meet in December, and the deci-
sion would be given March following. In the
interim the defendant might carry on the busi.
ness but at his own risk.

OUR TRIP TO THE QUEEN’S DOMINIONS

Tuesday morning, Sept 20th, 2410 1-2 o’clock
found us on board the train, on the Salem and
Lowell road, en route for Montreal. We arri-
ved safely at Rouse’s Point, at about 7 o’clock,
and found ourselves under petticoat govern-
ment. We left at 7.I5, and after getting out
about 20 miles we came to a stop, and after
waiting patiently about an hour, we went in
search of the conductor, and on asking the rea-
gon of our delay, received the answer that he
did not know, ‘* unless we were stopping to
take breath.” Not much Yankee about him we
thought : but atter waiting about two hours a
train from Montreal came along, and then we
started again and arrived at St. Lambert, the
terminus of the road, at about 12 o’clk, (torty-
four miles in five hours.) with such a hungry
crowd aboard, as is seldom' seen. ' The passen-
gers made up their minds that if that was
Johnny Bull's style of railroading they prefer-
ed the other side of ‘the line ; but this delay
gave us an opportunity to look about us and
observe the jstyle of the residences of this lo-
cality.

Shifting engines at Rouse’s Point we were
left as the last train, and when we got to St.
Lambert’s we found the boat a large and com-
modious one, had got full and left, and we
| were compelled to wait its return under the
partial shelter of a flour shed, wet and muddy.
Here we had a partial yiew of the {famous Vie-
| toria Bridge, with its twenty-four piers, and
spans across the St. Lawrence River, that runs
at the rate of seven miles per hour.

On our arrival at dontreal we saw on the
whatf over fifty one-horse cabs, and about as
many caleches, a kind of a “one-horse shay,”
that carries four persons, and some eight or
ten omnibuses, some of them fitting rivals for
the Black Maria of Beston. [Not very com-
plimentary nor correct.] On each side of the
gangway was stationed a policeman in uniform,
similar to that worn by the Boston Police, with
a heavy ‘“billy,” some two feet long, whose duty
was to watch the hack-drivers and others. The
hack-drivers are a coarse and rough looking
set, like their carriages.’ After our appetites
were appeased, we left the Jadies and commenc-
ed our rambles about the narrow streets of, the
city. The buildings are mostly built of stone,
and have tin roofs—the streets very narrow
and dirty. The teaming of the place is done on
a kind of light truck with’ two high wheels—
not like the low and heavy ones in use in our
cities; they being drawn by one small horse
each, and capable of carrying only seven bar-
rels of flour at each load. There are some-
thing ‘over 2000 licensed teams in J&.Iont_real, as
we were told, each driver being obliged to pur-
chase a license. Their cabg are very small,
black, dirty-looking vehicles, such as would
not be'used in our citiés; at.any rate—most of
‘them. [Our public carriages are equal to any
in the United States.] ~ : =
' “Thefirst place we visited, was the' extensive
shoe' manufactory of Messts. Childs, Scholes &
Ames, where “we saw ‘some of ‘the finest an.d
best looking boots and shoes we ever saw, their
stock comprising all kinds, from & child's cack
“to'a fisherman’s boot. They employ nearly
400 ‘hands in the different departments, among
sewing machines, &c. Their ‘work: has alto-,
‘kind'-done’ in' this  icinity, ' theirs’ being all’
‘strong’ ard substantial, using’ the best of stock
-and workiien; and’ cannot fail ‘to give-satisfac-

The next place that ‘attraeted our attention
was the fire engine manufactory of Mr. Wm.
Perry, where we saw two fire engines of his
manufacture, that were  the most substantial
end stroE® machines we ever saw. One of them
was intended for the Provincial Fair at King-
ston, and #as certainly a credit -to the builder.
We found Mr. Perry a perfect gentleman, ready
and willing to gratify Yankee curiosity in every
particular; and after showing us his machines
he gave us an illustration-of the power of their
hydrants, one of which'is located near liis shop.
He attached a short piece-of hose, and with an
inch and an' eighth: pipe: threw a stream 165
feet,: So you see that the chance to run ¢ wid
We visited the
markets, St. Anne’s and Bonsecours—the first
being the nearést we looked around that, and’
were:much amnsed with 'the sights. The most
of the salesinén are women, and the customs
being almost entirely different from ours, we
found much amusement in looking round. We
found the people ready and willing at-all times
to humour our inquisitiveness in every particu-
lar.. The meats were very nice, and much less
per_pound  than here—also the vegetables ;
such caulifiowers we never saw in our markets
ag “Dame" Wiseman had in her waggon. The
prices'are much lower than for the same quality
here.. Butter is. sold in pats and wrapped up
in cabbage leaves in lieu of paper ; poultry, so
much each ; turkies, from 25 to 75 cents each,
and chickens from 15 to 25 cents ; geese, 30 to
50 cents'each, and not dressed, only the best of
the feathers'being taken off, they being brought
to market alive and killed to order, principal-
ly, The hogs are dressed by having the bristles
burned off instead of scalded—the hog is killad
and a pile of straw thrown on him and lighted,
and he is rolled round till the bristles are burn-
ed off smooth; it gives the pork a very dirty
appearance, However, but the dealers say that
the Canadians won’t buy scalded hogs—(this is
not the case.) In the Bonsecours market may be
found dealers in almost everything—crockery,
hardware, clothing, jewelry, &c. Under this
market i§ the Police station.

After leaving the markets we visited the
barracks of Her Majesiy’s troops, located just
below: the market. Here we saw quite & num-
ber drilling in- the yard, and among them are
quite a number of the Crimean heroes, seme of
them decorated with three or four medals each.
They were, very gentlemanly and  courteous.

But I am trespassing too much on your col-
umnsg, - and must draw to a close ; hut-I would
advise any. of your readers to visit Montreal if:
they have never done so, and rest assured they
will see.much to amuse and interest. 39

Although' I have not read the Memorandum
above referred to, nor had leisure'tolook into‘its
details, I am entirely satisfied that the -Home-
stead  Fund has been managed most faithfully
throughout, and at great personal inconvenience
to’ ‘those who had :charge of it. I ‘differed
from' ' the 'first Committee '“as ‘to - the
manner in' which = the’ Homegtead deed
should ‘be “ drawn, but' ‘their’ ‘views were
quite conscientious, and offered 'from the very
| kindest of motives. The Homestead has‘been
purchased ; it'is on Bond Street, ‘near the Ca-
tholic Cathedral, in a delightful part of Toron-
to, where my family now reside in'& more com-
fortable’ dwelling ‘of their own “than'they or I
ever before occupied. I'have received the deed
of the premises.’ “ As to'the balance, part is'in-
vested, and “part has beén handed over'to me.
Seven or eight persons-have small sums on hand
which-they will make good, and I intend short-
ly to publish’a detailed statement of all receipts
and expenditures. About $1,000 are to be laid
out in an additional brick building upon' the
homestead lot; and the aggregate payments-to
the'fund, in cash, including small'sums not yet
remitted by sub-committees, will amount to
nearly $7,000. " I think that, under: the circum-
stances, the Province did ‘its dutyin raising the
money, and did it well—that is, if I am correct
in' the view I take of the public services, other-
wise unrequited, rendered by me during thelagt
thirty-six years. ;

To the committees, to the trustees, and espe-
cially to James Lesslie, Esq.; (late treasurer,) I
offer my most grateful acknowledgments. But
for Mr. Lesslie’s unhwearied: exertions, at' great
personal inconvenience to-himself; the proposi-

THE NORTH-WES'{)%RN BOUNDARY DIS-
TE.
BRITISH OPINION OF THE AMERICAN CLAIM TO SAN
JUAN ISLAND-
From the London Times.

We are so accustomed to territorial disputes
with the American‘people, in which Englishmen
can hardly be'brought to take an interest, while
their adversaries give play to all ‘the excitement
peculiar to'them, fhat we canhardly be surprised
at the course which 'the so-called 'San Juan 'dis-
pute has:taken.” “The American papers,-and per-
haps’the ‘Ameriean government; will judge of  the
course most'advantageous to: themselyes by the
tone of ' public-opinion in England: It 'isto be
feared that the people of this country, immersed
in the vortex‘of European politics, will treat the
San Juan question as they have treated many
others, and that the Cabinet of Washington will
find the apathy of British opinion an excellent
ally in dealing with a British Minister. ' Itis with
no wish to sow dissension between kindred na-
tions, or to be wanting in that courtesy which
characterizes modern politics, that we express a
hope that on this question tkhe government of
Great Britain will be found true to itself, and to
those hardy and trusting adventurers who, under
“the supposed protection of the British flag,
We are
totally unsuccessful in concealing from the worid
the habitual practice of the English Government
in yielding to every demand of the American
government, and every usurpation of American
enterprise, tends to lower the esteem in which the
name of Britain'is held, and the effect on the ‘de-
pendencies of the English Crown is far more im-
portant than any notion which may be encoura-
ged in the minds of Frenchmen or Russians. The
fact is that’ the government and people of the
United States, by concentrating their whole pow-
er and all the vehemence of their disposition on
the politics- of their own continent, have been
able to win advantages over the mother country
which, however little they may be felt at home,
are not without the very greatest effect on the
subjects of the British crown in North America.
There may be something radically wrong in the
relation which the colonies of this country bear
to the parent State. They may be suckers and
‘not feeders, as alleged by more than one disciple
of the Manchester school. There may be no rea-
son why we, the inhabitants of an island on the
northwestern shores of Europe, should trouble
ourselves with the concerns of a few islets at the
distance of so many thousand miles; but as long
as we pretend to the supremacy over a great em-
pire—as long as Canada and Oregon and British
Columbia look up to the protection of our fleets
and armies—as long as we send out governors
and secretaries, generals and regiments—so long
are we bound to'support the national dignity on
the shores of the Pacific as much as if the French
Emperorhad declared war against us, and were
fighting for the leadership of ' Europe. With res-
pect to;the right of the island of San Juan we
are not here called upon to pronounce; dogmati-
cally. . The evidence, to our thinking, inclines
strongly in-favor of ;England. . There can be no
.doubt that the {¢.channel” which was used in 1846,
the treaty, was one which placed
the island nnder. the dominion of Great Britain.
The claim of the Americans arises from the fact
that since that time another channel has been
‘used by steamers, and has become equally well
'known with the former. But that the question
‘ought to be what was the channel within the
meaning of the treaty of 1846 is plain enough.
However, the dispute is like another dispute—one
to be 'settled by negotiation where scientific
measurement and lezal interpretation have failed.
Itis'the act of General Harney of the United
'States army, which has caused the great compli-
cation in this'matter. This officer, not content
to allow matters to remain in the same state as
during the last ‘thirteen ‘years, or even to wait
while ‘the question was referred home to the two
governments, thought' proper to take military
possession of the island, and to issue a proclama-
tion establishing the law: of the United States,
and commanding the payment of the regular
customs duties levied at the ports of the republic.
It appears that the Americans, in their usual man-
ner, had been talking of their undoubted right to
the island and their determination to occupy it,
and that Governor Douglas, with the no less char-
acteristic: moderation of English authorities, had
been holding back from making anything more
than a verbal claim. At last, however, the in-
tentions of the Americans were nolouger in doubt.
They laid in' large supplies, and collecied
materials for building barracks and constructing
fortifications ; they encouraged ' squatters to
occupy the island ; and finally a number of
American troops were landed, with alarge quan-
tity of ammunition, while reinforcements were
sent for from Oregon, and wherever else restless
spirits might be fonnd willing to embark in the
enterprise of ousting the Britisher from a portion
of his territory. The moderation of the British
authorities -evidently arose from no fear of
the superior. force of their adversaries, for the
crews of the ships of war on the station would
have been quite sufficient to crush the few troops
which General Harney had placed on the island.
But the temper of the government at home is so
uncertain, and the tendency to underestimate
these American disputes is so strong, that a man
in office might well be afraid to call upon the
military or naval authorities to assist him against
a presuming enemy.. Governor Douglas, in the
true style of a colonial authority, endeavored “ to
avoid a collision,” He might have removed the
Americans from San' Juan, and held that ¢ tem-
porary possession” during thenegotiations which
the Americans now boast ; but the fear of the
Colonial Secretary for the time being was before
his eyes, and he thought it better to confine him-
self to' a'well written protest, which probably
his opponents laughed: at. . /The American officer
who has committed this act was induced probably
by the expectation that it would make him great.
Harrison, Jackson and Taylor were raised to the
Presidency by:their warlike exploits.- The com-
mander who rescued a Hungarian some years
since from an Austrian brig would probably have
been ‘started for the same high office if he had
only taken the precaution of firing into his ene-
my. What question, then, that if Harney had
been superior in an encounter with the Britishers,
he would have been sure of some  great position
in his native State, if notin the councils of  the
federation ? = Governor Douglas has probably
deprived the bold commander of his merited re-
ward by not sending against San Juan a force so
small that it could have been readily repulsed,
and left the gallant' American ‘free to give a
glowing narrative .of his brilliant exploit. - We
have every, reasen to hope that President Bucha-

No kind of boasting or. hectoring is, we
hope, likely to have anyeffect on the government
of this country. ‘ 'We have yielded more than we
ought on many American questions, simply be-
cause the public opinion of the country cannot
be enlisted in these paltry disputes, while the des-
tinies of the world are being decided at our doors.
But there has probably never yet been an instance
of a spot in dispute. between the two nations
which has been violently seized by one of them
on the sole responsibility  of ‘an ' inferior- officer.
Such an' act requires an explanation from the
government at Washington, and doubtless Mr.
Buchanan will at once declare that General Har-
ney acted without his sanction; and that the po-

this ‘appeal to main force, Of the;island itself
we know nothing, nor can we belieye that the
possession of it is of much value to either party,
though it is certainly worth more to us than it
can be to the Americans.; .

QUARTERLY REPORT OF THE SCOTCH
IRON TRADE.

On the issue of my last quarterly report a de-
gree of sensitiveness arose in the market, and
extensive purchases were made atfrom 493 to
b0s cash; and 518 open three months. Immediate-
ly thereafter, the declaration of an armistice be-
tweeen France and Austria, coupled with a re-
duction of duty of about 20s per ton on the im-
port of iron into, Russia, created an intense ex-
citement, and large buying ensued, particularly
on Continental account, which communicated &
considerable impulse tothe trade—the price fluc-
tuating between 51s 6d and 54s, accordiag as
the current of political intelligence confirmed or
contradicted the expectations of a speedy close
of the war, or its indefinite extension, The aver-
age price io July was 51s 8d ; August52s 10d;
September 518 945 against 53s, 658 1d, and 548
4d, in these months respectively last year.

Meanwhile, those prices proving unremunera-
tive to the producers, have tended to curtail the
production, there being now ten * farnaces less
in blast than at the beginning of the year. Itis
important to observe that the returns since June,
1857, have regularly shown an increase in the
stocks, but, for the first time, a decrease has now
to be noted. This unexpected feature is owing
to the total deliveries exceeding the supply by
15,000 tons. s

The shipment and local consumption have
reached 245,000 tons in the guarter just closing,
being an increase of 30,000 tons over the corres-
ponding period of last year, and of 317,000 tons
over the same period of 1857 when the price
averaged 70s; per ton, with'131 furnaces in blast.,
The stocks in warehouse-keepers and makers
gtores are consequently reduced totf 315,000 tons.

The malleable iron works and foundries in the
district have continued actively employed, and
shipbuilding on a large scale is going on at our
various building yards, whilst there is an 1n-
creasing demand for all kinds of machinery.
The element of labour,in connection with manu-
facturing industry, is assuming an importance
which cannot be over-estimated; and in Do
branch is this of greater consequence thanin the
manufacture of iron, the cost of which toa large
extent congsists of wages. Already the sale
coalmasters have besn compelled to advance the
pay of their men 6d per day, and apprehensions
prevail that the strike which continues so obsti-
nately at certain of the works will eventually
lead to a general demard for the restoration of
the deduction pteviously submitted to. _

Taking into account that the aggregate trade
and commerce ef the country is rapidly expand-
ing; and that new and important outlets are
opening for Iron, it may be asserted with truth
that the prospects are of a hopeful character.

Tar Repurse At THE Pmimo.—The China
Mail gays :—The Mongolian, Prince Supg-ko-
lin-sin is believed to have commanded in per-
son, and is described to us as a dark, tacitarn,
determined, and energetic man, only about 36
years old, and much dreaded by the Emperor,
He is a Prince of the Empire, and severe in his
manner. The news of the disaster was
certainly known in Canton, and we th'mk
here also; before the Aden arrived, having
come direct overland. The Chinese are unan-
imous in thinking that the Emperor was afraid
of being ousted from his capital by a large
force of foreign soldiers, and relying upon this
fear, Sung took the responsibilty of the affair
upon himself. A handbill, witha rude litho-
graph, [not a purely Chinese work] o['.the hght,
making the cannon balls nearly the size of the
ghips, has been largely purchased here and at
Canton. The following is an accarate transla-
tion of the account it gives, in Chinese, of the
fight :—“News from Tien-tein.—The barbarians
started from Shanghai on the 15th day of the
fifth moon, and on arrival communicated with
Sung Wang (Prince Sung), and allowed him
three days to take away the wooden and iron
obstacles in the river, and he answered that
they must stay in the outer ocean until the
Commissioners, Kwei liang and Hwas}mqa, ar-
rived at Pekin, when they would be invited to
go to Pekin. The barbarians were not wil-
ling to agree to these terms. The same day
they tried to pull away the stukes by means of
their ganboats and men-of-war. The forts fired
upon them. The battle lasted from the 23rd to
the morning of the 24th, Five or six hundred
of the Sons of Devils (Kwei-chee) were killed,
snd one head officer [Ping-tan] with more than
thirty of the officers [Ping chung.] They, (the
foreigners) seeing that the fire had slackened
in the forts, called their sampans to land to at-
tack the foris; but the slackening of the fire
was a device [Kei] of the Chinese soidiers, and
about 400 of the devil’s soldiers [Ping-kwe]
were killed. Their boats were knocked to
pieces.. We have heard that the men-of-war
are to rendezvous at Chusan, but do not know
what will follow.”

| How tHE AMERICAN MiNisTER WAS CONVEYED
70 PEEIN.—The Paris Pays says:—‘ The last
news from Shanghai, establishes beyond a doubt
the arrival of Mr. Ward, the American envoy
at Pekin. This diplomatist ascended the Ki-
Tcheou, Yun-ho, one of the branches of the Pei-
ho, accompanied by all the members of the
Legation. Arrived at Ning Ho Fou, the
American corvette which had brought Mr. Ward
was retained in the port. The members
of the Legation, under the guidance of a
mandarin, were placed in a huge box, about
five metres long by three broad, which was
closed everywhere but above, so as to prevent
those it contained from seeing the country.
This box, or travelling chamber, provided with
all things necessary to the comfort of the tra-
vellers, was placed on a raft and taken first up
the river, and then up the Imperial canal, as far
as the gate of the capital. Here it was placed
on a large truck drawn by oxen, and in thig
way the minister of the United States and the
members of the Legation entered the town of
Pekin." They were perfectly well treated by
the Chinese, but were not allowed to see any-
thing. The truck was drawn into the courtyard
of & large house, which was to be the residence
of the American envoys, but from which they
were not to be allowed to go out. . At the last
dates, they were awaiting their interview with
the Emperor.. They had not been allowed to
have any communication with the outer world,
but were permitted to send a despatch to Mr.
Figh the American congul at Shanghai, inform-
ing him of their safety. After the interview,
the American Minister was to be re-conducted
to the frontier in the same way as that in which
he came.”

MaN DrowNED YESTERDAY IN HUMBER BAy.—
Last evening between seven and eight o'elock
a cabman named George Marray reported at
the police office that, at four'o’clock in the after-
noon, & man, whose name has not been  ascer-
tained left the wharfatHumber in a small row
boat: When a considerable distance out in the
bay, the boat was seen to capsize and the man
to. cling to the bottom of it. In a few moments
and before it ‘was possible for assistance to
reach him he sank and was lost to view. The
man had been drinking in McDowell’s tayern at
the Humber, in. company with two others—all
| three having arrived there in the boat. He

supposed that the deceased resided in Toronto.
These facts were given to Murray as he was
passing the place with a request that he would
communicatle them to the police authorities of
thig city, which he did as soon as he gained

Lorp Jorn Russenn’s CoNrEssioN or PoLiri-
0AL Farra.—Lord John Russell, we learn by
late English papers, was, on the 28th ultimo,
while on a vigit to that city, presented with
the freedom of Aberdeen. At the pregentation,
by the Lord Provost, there were present some
3000 persons, and his lordship availed himself
of the opportunity to enlarge upon what he
called the general principles by which his pub-
lic life i3 guided. In the exemplification of
these general principles, he limited himself, in
a great measure, to his views of Parliamentary
reform; in matters domestic; and to the Italian
question, in matters continental. On the first
subject, that of Parliamentary reform, his lord-
ship is evidently little inclined to Mr. Bright's
views or to any greatly extended addition to
the Parliamentary suffrage. He said«—

Now, let me at once say, that all my humble
labours have been employed, sincerely, to im-
prove our existing institutions. I have not
found fault with the great principles of liberty
established by our ancestors. I believe that
the people of this country have enjoyed free-
dom under those institutions. I see nothing
in the improvement of chose institutions which
shoald at all tend to shake their foundations.
But I believe that, while they continue from
time to time to be improved, it would be rash
and unwise to attempt those organic changes
which would unsettle any of the great founda-
tions of society. (Cheers.) I say this, like-
wise, in all bumility, because I feel that to at-
tempt to frame, as some have proposed to do, a
new system of representation, is a task entirely
beyond my abilities and my strength, and I
should never veature to enter upon the task of
amending the representation at all if it were
necessary that the whole frame of the represen-
tation should be placed on a new basis.
(Cheers.) Gentlemen, the matter of represen-
tation, as indeed the whole matter of govern-
ment, i3 one of extreme complication, and
requires great nicety in the adjust-
ment of the geparate parts. You
have most of you seen, I dare say, the machin-
ery for spinning cotton into cotton thread.—
You observed the power of the immense ma-
chine, and the way in which that power is
directed by the fly-wheel to a number of differ~
ent wheels' some with a horizontal movement,
and some with a perpendicular movement. The
power passes to the whole machine. You have
afterwards seen its most minute parts and most
ingenious contrivances—al one time advanc-
ing, and at another receding—producing the
thread ; and you have seen that, finally, human
hands to adjust those threads were necessary,
eyen to the most minute, intricate, and compli-
cated workmanship. Well, no doubt, that iz a
sight which displays immense art, and great

mechanical skill in‘ those' who contrived it,
and even in those who superintend its working.
But, depend upon it, that machine which pro-
duces a cotton thread is not moreintricate, or
more complicated, than the machinesy by
which good government i3 produced. [Ap-
plause.] And, while we are mere workers in
the machinery, there have been men among
our ancestors who, not only by their heads, not
only by the vastness of their conceptions, . the
tertility of their minds, but at the sacrifice of
tbeir lives, the shedding of their blood, have

contrived and given ug this great fabric in
which we live and have our being. [Applause.]
While, then, gentlemen, it is necessary, in
dealing with machiuery of that kind, to be cau-
tions and to consider every step that we take,
at the same time it has been my opinion—an
opinion which ! have expressed in the Houge of
Commons, not only in speeches, butin a direct
resolation to that effect—that greater numbersg
of the people are entitled to the franchise of
voting for members of Parliament, and that the
strength of the whole constitution will be im-
proved by that admission. [Cheers.] And
here again let me refer to the principles of our
Government. In other countries—in some
countries, at least—there is an abstract princi-

le of government. In Franee and in the
United States everything is baged upon unijver-
sal suffrage. It is singular enough that T should
have to name France and the United States as
having the same principle of government, But
go it i3 and the person at the head of the
State, and the representatives of the people in
both copntries, are chosen by universal suf-
frage directly ; in both there is a Senate be-
tween them which is only chosen indirectly by
that means. And what can be more different
—what can be more distinct in practice and
Workm'g than the Governments of these two
countries? The institutions of France, no
dpubt, suit the people of France ag the institu-
tions of the United States suit the people of the
United States ; but for my own part, I am go-
ing to point out te you what is the principle of
our own Govemment, which is, I think, a
totally different one. The principle of our Go-
vernment is not to go upon abstract right—
not to found anything upon a theoretical asser-
tion that every man has a right to take part
in the Government, but it is to find everywhere
where are the fittest persons in whom a certain
degree of power shall be placed, and to give
the power to those persons.

As to Lord John's special department, that of
foreign affairs, he thus foreshadowed the
policy of the Palmerston Ministry :—

‘ Well, then, gentlemen, he said, though we
can claim no credit for having enabled those
people [the Italians] to assert their freedom,
although we have been bystanders, and, I think,
for very good and sufficient reasons have taken
no part in the hostilities of this spring, yet I
think we are now bound to say,and we do say,
and we have said, that against any interference
of foreign force to prevent those people having
their own Government, and conducting their
own affairs as they like, we do most loudly and
solemnly protest. [Cheers.] And therefore,
gentlemen, be the terms of the treaty now nego-
tiating what they may, if hereafter, consequent
upon that treaty, there shall be that of which
you have heard, no doubt, and which has been
frequently talked of—if there shall be a con-
gress of the Powers of Burope—if it shall be
the wish of those Powers which have taken
part in those hostilities that in the final gettle-
ment of Italy and the acknowledgement of the
different States belonging to it, the other
Powers of Europe should take part in those
consultations, we might assist only upon one
condition—namely, that with respect to using
foreign force, in order to compel fulfilment of
the conditions of peace, whatever they might
may be, 50 as to interfere with the right of the
people of that country to manage their own
concerng ; that if such could be the object, or
may be the result of such a congress, England
must stand apart and take no concern. [Ap-
plaunse.] But, gentlemen, [ feel convinced—and
suchis the language, not of one of those Powers,
but of both those Powers—that, whatever their
opinions may be as to what has taken place—
and the Austrian Government cannot but be
expected to disapprove of the revolutions in
Modena ' and Tuscany—yet I believe neither
Power has any inclination to interfere by
force with the decision of these peoples.

[Cheers.] ‘T think it a matter of great im-
portance, that it should be so, because,
gentlemen, that system, which is rather

disguised than expressed by the phrase, ‘ the
balance of power”—that system means that the
different States shall be independent—that they
shall manage their own concerns—and that no
one State shall have the preponderance in
Hurope, or dictate what should be the consti-
tution or what should be the internal govern-
ment of the rest. - And happy as we are in this
country in independence long acquired, it is
not only our interest, but I think it must be our
wish, to see. that every State in Europe,
whether they prefer a system which we think
not compatible with liberty, or whether they
prefer a just and temperate system of represen-
tative monarchy; or whether they prefer any
other form of government, provided they do
not interfere with their neighbours,—1I think
that the independence of the several States of
Europe is an object which Great Britain ought
to feel a sympathy and interest in. Be assured
that, so far ag 1 am concerned, while I have
the honour to hold the seals of he Foreign-
office, it shall be for no mean purpose—ifor no
selfish interest that I skall endeavour to use the
name, and the influence, and the authority of
Great Britain, [Cheers.] This country holds
high a beacon which may save the rest of the
world. It is not for us to arrogate any dicta-
tion with respect to what others may do ; but
it is our duty, when we do speak, to speak in
the language of a free people—as the loyal and
obedient subjects of a Monarch who reigns in
the affections of her people.

In answer to this portion of Lord John’s
speech, the Paris correspoudent of the London
Times, writing oun the 2nd instant, remarks :—

Lord John Russell’s speech at Aberdeen, so
far as it can be judged of by the very brief
telegram received here, gives satisfaction to the
Liberal party, who lay to their souls the flatter-
ing unction that ‘there is an understanding
between him and the Emperor. ~ Other people
say very much the contrary, and affirm ' that
His Majesty is in anything but a good humour
with England and its Government.

pianists of the day—their grand duet on two
instruments was a great and most successful
effort., The late hour at which the Concert
terminated precludes our saying more this
morning.

Fire A1 CapTAIN MATTLAND’S.—Last evening
a fire occurred at Captain Maitland’s, Dorches-
ter Street West. It broke out ‘about five
o'clock, and by six o'clock had almost wholly
destroyed the interior of the house. The neigh-
bours were, fortunately, speedily on the premi-
ses. Among them we noticed the Hon. Geo.
Moffatt and James Hodges, Esq., who took a
very active part in rendering assistance, having
brought their servants with them to the scene
of the disaster. The fire is supposed to have
been caused by an accident with some plumb-
ing work, which was going on at the house ;
but we are not aware upon what evidence this
supposition rests.

THE CRICKET MATCH

WITH THE
ALL ENGLAND ELEVEN.

[From our Special Correspondent.]

Hawuinron, October 18, 1859.

This morning broke gloomily, heavy clouds
hung over the mountain, and showers of rain
succeeded rapidly the short intervals of fair
weather. However, people’s hopes were high
that, later in the day, the sun might show his
face, and it was some little consolation to
know that you, at Montreal, had no better
weather to begin with.

The English Eleven, or the ‘“Eleven of Eng-
land,” as they prefer being called, arrived in
town by the 11:40 train from the Falls—Nia-
gara Falls—where they had been spending
Sunday, and then were taken into town, to the

Auglo-American Hotel. There they lunched,
and, af one o’clock or thereabouts, they were
driven to the grounds where, at once, they
pitched stumps, here and there, and proceeded
to practice a little batting.

The ground, notwithstanding the rain, was
in capital condition.
ing the summer to the depth of a foot or two,
and sods have been placed over the sand. I
should have said that, in addition to this, the
whole field has been under-drained, 8o that no
water stands for even a minute.

The arrangements made for the members of
the Press, for the reception of the Kleven and
the Twenty-Two, for the ladies, and even the
ordinary spectators, I find to be very good.—
In spite of the wet weather I find very little
grumbling, but many remarks very complimen-
tary to the Hamilton people.

The Cricket field comprises about six acres,
and the sodded part in the centre about two.
The Kleven say the ground is the best they
have yet seen in America.

At about half-past two the Eleven tossed up
for the choice of innings, and won. They de-
cided to send the Twenty-Two to the wicket,
and it was arranged that the stumps should be
drawn at half-past five. Just at this time the
weather became finer, and it became possible
to play.

Grundy commenced the play by bowling at
Phillips’ wicket. The first over was a maiden.
In the second over, Starling cut a ball of
Stevenson's for a couple, and the rest of the
balls were well stopped. The next over was a
maiden, Phillips playing very carefully ; but
then Starling was bowled by Stevenson.

Bayley, of London, now joined Phillips, and
stood the remaining balls of the over. Then
came another maiden, and another, the bowl-
ing being very close, the fielding good, and the
batsmen wary. Phillips next made a single,
and then Bayley was bowled by Grundy, not
having made his duck’s egg.

Harris, of London, the fourth player, ran one
for Phillips and stood one ball of that over him-
self. Several maidens ensued, both Harris and
Phillips playing carefully, until at length a
loose ball to leg gave Phillips a chance to lift it
over the benches for three, amid great ap-
plause. In the next over he was caught by
Ceesar, off Stevenson, at cover point.

Worswick, of Kingston, took his place, but
Harris, thinking him wot an acceptable partner,
let a ball of Grundy’s slip into his wickets.

Ryckert then joined Worswick, and had a
narrow escape .at once, for Jackson, at slip,
seemed to catch him, and he walked away from
the wicket, but Geo. Parr reversed his decision,
and Mr. Ryckert’s life was prolonged for a time.
Worswick then made a pretty drive to the off
for two, after which Ryckert had another
escape from being stumped by that wonder,
Lockyer, which, however, was of no use, for a
ball of Grundy’s took his off stump.

Deykes
now lifted a ball to the one for three, and
Heward was bowled by a ball which struck his
back, dropped, and ran into his wicket
gently.

Jones now went to the wickets, made a cut
for two, and was bowled by Stephenson by a
shooter.

Deykes then made a
cut, and Pickering, in trying to run three for
it, ran him out.

Baltimore, Oct. 18.
We understand that Col, Lees telegraphed
that it would be necessary to bring on troops
from Fort Monroe, and asks that they be de-
tained at Fort McHenry. All the rioters now
living are barricaded in the engine house. In
the armoury enclosure a number of citizens are
imprisoned with them, whom they refuse to
release.
Several companies of Virginia troops are on
the ground; they have placed a guard in the
village.
The Marines have charge of the armoury.
Several citizens and also several rioters have
been killed.

The insurrectionists are commanded by Capt.
Brown, of Kansas notoriety. They numbered
originally 17 white men and 5 negroes. Several
of them were shot.

Two men of the Martingburg Company were
shot dead whilst charging on the armoury.

A portion of the insurgents have left, under
the command of Cook, with a large party of
slaves ; and are supposed to be moving towards
Pennsylvania. I

A. Evans, one of the insurrectionists, is
lying dying here, shot through the breast. He
is from Connecticut, but has been in Kansas.
He says the whole scheme was got up by
Brown at a fair in Ohio, who represented that
the negroes would rise in thousands, and Mary-
land and Virginia be made free States.

Col. Shriver, of Frederick, has just had an
interview with Brown in the armoury. He
asked to be allowed to march out with his men,
and avowed the intention of defending himself
to the last. They were very strongly posted in
the engine house, and cannon cannot be used
against them for fear of injuring the prisoners
whom they still hold.

Some sixteen persons are known to have been
killed.

F. Breckham, railroad agent, was shot dead
from the armoury.

Three rioters are lying dead under a bridge,
shot by Sheppardson troops.

Captain Cook, who is second in command of
the insurgents, is said to be posted in a school-
house, four miles distant, with a large body of
run away slaves.

The armoury was taken possession of about 9
o’clock on Sunday night. It had been so quiet-
ly done that the citizens knew nothing of it
until the train was stopped.

The President of the Ohio Railroad tele-
graphs to New York that the insurrection is
entirely suppressed. All the outlaws are killed
or arrested. All the freight and pasgenger
traing are running with entire regularity and
safety and no damage been done to any portion
of the railway track, train, or property.
