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CANADA TEMPERANCE ACT OF 1475

Many of otr readers are congratulating them-
selves and the country upon the passage by the
Dominion Parlisment of the I'emperance Actof
1878, which certainly reflects great credit upon
the Hon. Mr. Scott, who prepared the bill on
behalf of the (Government, and upon those mem-
bers of both Houses who for the time laid aside
their political differences and heartily co-operat-
ed with each other and with the Government in
perfecting the measure. We are extremely
anxions that something better and more endar
ing than & mvre outburst of enthusiastic joy
from temperance people should follow the vie-
tory achieved in the halls of legialature, Earnest
efforts should be put forth to make the conntry
thoroughly acquainted with the provisions of the
new Act, with a view to bringing it into opera-
tion in all places that are ready for its adoption.
The Act is an additional recognition of the neces
sity for legislative action with reference to the li
quortraffe. In its preamble the desirability of pro
moting temperance inthe Dominionisclearly stat.
ed, The new Act repeals the Dunkin Act in the
entire Province of Quebee, except in the Counties
of Argenteuil, Minsiesquoi, Richmond and
Brome, and the local municipalities where the
Dunkin by-law is now in force ; these counties
and municipalities can continue to enjoy the ad-
vantages of the Dunkia Act so long as they see
fit to doso, but when once repealed it ceases to
be applicable to them and cannot again be sub-
mitted, The new Act may be voted upon in any
of the counties where the Dunkin Act is now in
force, and, if adopted, it ipso facto repeals the
Dunkin Act as far a8 thst county is concerned.
It applies only to cities and counties, a county
being defined as inclading every place, except a
city, within the territorial limits of the county,
and also a union of counties where united for
municipal purposes, The difficulties experienced
under the Dunkin Act in consequence of the
forma to be olkserved by officers of municipal
bodies are extirely removed, inasmuch as the Act
is to be brought into foree through the Governor-
General instead of through municipal councils,
The fist step to be taken in any county
where the submission of the Act is desired, will
be to obtain the signatufes of at least one-fourth
of the eloctors to a petition, (forms of which
will probably be furnished by the Alliance,) the
petition, when duly signed, to be deposited with
the sherifl or registrar of deeds, for publie examn-
ination for ten days, then forwarded to the Gov-
ernor-Gieneral through the Becretary of State,
with evidence that the necessary forms have
been complied with, On receipt of such petition
Hiz Excellency issues s proslamation naming a
date on which & vote will be taken, and giving
instructions as to the mode of proceeding.  The
vote is to e by ballot, and to be taken through-
out the county or city in one day. The Act
contains most satisfactory arrangemetta for
taking the vote, and provides for the prevention
of corrnpt practices, and the preservation of the
peace in connection therewith ; it also prohibits
the sale of lignors during the day of voting. A
majority of the electors voting decides whether
or not the law ehall be adopted in auy city or
county, and the declsion no reached is unalter-
able for a period of three yeara. 1In the ovent of
the law being adopted, a petition of one-fourth
of the electors and a vote of a majority of those
voling ls necessary to secure its repeal. Whore
thought desirable to mbmit the Act, the vote
must be taken at least one hundred and fifty
dayn before the expiration of the annual licenses,
at which time, il adopted, it comes into opera:
tion, 'The Act prohibits the common sale of in-
toxicating liquors, bat affords opportunities for
obtainiug wine for sacramental use, and lquors

_|chance of being punished for other people's
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sale liquor is liable to a fine of §30 for the first of.
fence,$100 for the second offence,and two months
imprisonment for the third. An employee is held
eyually guilty with the principal. The Collector
of Inland Revenue in the district is charged with
enforcing the law,' but prosecutions may be
brought by or in the name of any person.
Right is given to search places where there is
reason to suspect liquors are kept for illicit sale,
and the liquor, with kegs, barrels, ete., may be
forfeited and destroyed. No appeal from any
conviction except such as are made by ordinary
justices of the peace is allowed, and several pro-
visions of the Crook's License Act are incorpor-
ated to give completeness to the Act. This
law is & decided improvement on the Dunkin
Act, and we ex: ect its valne will be thoroughly
tested in several counties before long, It is

JHUSTICE IN MONTREAL,

We have hitherto abstained from expressing
ourselves with regard to the miscarriage
of justice which made the last session of the
Court of Qaeen’s Hench to outdo ite predecessors
in those characteristics which bring contempt
on the administration of justice and manifest
the unfitness of our present system of trial
by jury for the protection of the rights and
libes tica of the citizen. Dy Protestants in Mont.
treal that session will long be remembered as a
fitting sequel to the proceedings of the Grand
Jury, which last summer refused to find
a true bill agaiost the alleged murderer of
Hackett, or the party who shot at and wound-
ed Elliott. Many felt that the action of
the Grand Jury last year gave serious cause for
doubt as to the impartiality of justice being ren-
dered in this city when party feelings have a
share in the strife. This doubt has been changed
to certainty by the deings of the court during the
term recently closed. But a new danger to Pro-
testants, which they scarcely thought of before,
haa been developed at the late trials. Ilespect-
able Protestants heretofore considered that if
.[they avoided public gatherings and street
| corners where trouble was likely to occur, and
endeavored on all occagions to shun every ap-
| pearance of evil, they were secure, even in Mont-
| real, from danger of the assassin’s stroke, or &

crimes. But this last fond hope has been
dispelled by cthe recent developments in
the Court of Queen's Bemch, and after this

| some street corner at night and exchange blows
or pistol shotas, if the Catholic portion of the com-
batants chance to come off second best ju the
combat, respectable Irotestants in general will
have an uncomfortable feeling of dread until the
vanquished have decided who to blame for the
assault, Jest, not knowing their opponents, the
defeated party may fix on any other Protes-
tast and have him tried and conviected
before a  hostile jury, quite irrespective
of any evidence which may be adduced
to prove that they were in another part
of the city atthe time the row took place, Lib.
eral Roman Catholics, especially if they belong
to some Oddfellows’ or Freemasons' Society, are,
if anything, in a worse position in this respect
than are Protestants, since their complaints will
not be listened to so readily, when they have
been unjustly punished by a court and jury
who are ncminally their co-religionists, hut
really their bitterest foes. Ja it mot a species
of refined cruelty for a I’rotestant who has un-.
justly been charged with a serious offence, to
have all Protestants eliminated by the Crown
prosecutor from the jury which is to try him
in the name of & Protestant Queen, and after-
wards to hear the judge at the close of a
very partial address to this packed jury
of Roman Catholics say, “‘that we know no
“ man's religious belief in this court ; ('atholic
“ aud Protestant are treated alike.” Yet, when
a Roman Catholic prisoner is to be tried, three-
fourths or perhaps all the jury are of the same
religion and sympathize more or lews with the
prisoner. We would desire to protest in the
strongest terms against the partial and one-sided
use made by the Crown of ita right to challenge
jarors during the recent trials,. When a Pro-
testant was on his trial all respectable and in-
telligent-looking Protestants were carefully or-
dered to “‘stand aside,” and their places filled
by Roman Catholics ; while when a Catholic
Union man was being tried no similar efforts
were made to keep off those notoriously in sym-
pathy with him, but the reverse, and
the result was that the latter were al-
most invariably tried by the very per-
sons whom they themeelves would have chosen,
For proof of what is here alleged we have only
to refer to two or three of the trials which have
recently taken place, A respectable young man,
a Roman Catholie, whose only crime seems to be
that he is also an Oddfellow, was arrested while
standing quietly on the sidewalk looking at the
foolish movements of a dronken man and was
taken to the pdlice station and locked up for
nearly two days. e was then taken before the
Recorder charged with loitering, but was ac-
quitted. As he had a pistol in his possession at
the time of his arrest, this young man, who had
boen unjustly arvested and confined in a police
cell, was afterwards brought before the Court of
Queen's Bench at its last term to answer the
unjust charge of “baving a pistolin his posses.
“ gjon with the intent therewith to maliciously
 and unlawfully injure some cther person.” Not
aparticle of evidence was adduced toshow that
the acensed had ever meditated an injury to any
one, Numerous respectable witnesses proved
that he had alwa ys borne a good character and
was eober and industrions ; it was also proved
that threats had been used against him and that
lie carried the pirtol purely for self-defence, yet
the Judge charged strongly againat the defend.
ant, and the jury, after being thirty hours locked
up discussing the case, could not agrec, nine
being in faver of a verdiet of gullty and but
three for acquittal. A majority of the same
persons were shortly alfterwards empannelled in
another jury to try & young man who belongs to
the Catholic Union.

THE BISHOPS AND THE ELECTIONS.

Some time since, we referred to the influence
exercised by the Romish hierarchy in the last
loeal elections.

The bishop of Montreal, though a
thorongh Ben, is known to be less violent in his
Ultramontanism  than his brother of Three
Rivers, and four Liberals secured their eles-
tion in our district, In the district o
Quebee, on the other hand, where the arch-
bishop holda sway, whose sympathies are sup-
posed to lean rather from than towards the De
Bouecherville clique, though no one so far has
been able to report a decided opinion expressed
by him oue way or another, notice was given

But if neither
courage nor law will protect’ Protestants in
Montreal frofn open and secret murderous at-
tacks ; if the murderer of Hackett is to go free,
whilst the man acoused of having winged Gun-
ning Bell is to be punished, i s there no way of
putting down the lawless violence which is ruin-
ing your superb city? Certainly there is,
Did mot the wvery class that murdered
Hackett, and Iay in wail at Welling-
ton bridge for Young Britons, and fired upon
a lady and gentleman passing in a cab, did not
that very class present the Rev. Mr, Carmicha«!
with a handsome token of respectful regard for
having spoken kindly of them? I believe there
is no class that can more readily be killed with
kindness than Bons of Erin. ‘Therefore, I would
be inclined to prescribe for them coals of fire
upon the head. Nor are we to forget that in all
ordinary circumstances this class, so dangerous
when irritated, is,with the exceptions common to
almost all classes, inoffensive, hard working,
frugal and thrifty. I have known a very exten-
#ive contractor, himself a Scotchman, to say that
he found it much easier to get along with w bug-
dred Irish than two Bootch Iaborers. The
hundred worked awsy quietly and content-
edly, whereas the two were continually
scheming and planning and consulting with others
how to do less work or get more wages or some-
thing else. It is nonew thing for Griffintown
to be regarded with fear. In old times,especially
at elections, it was considered a most dangerous
region ; and yet at the very worst times 1 have
‘hesrd such men as Mr, Splers and the Messrs,
Wards say that they felt perfectly safe in liviog
there, for neither by night nor day were they
or theirs in any way molested. It is to be re-
membered nlso that the Montreal Wirsmss,
which certainly spoke out freely enough about
Irishmen and Romanism, circulated as freely in
Griffintown as any where else, and was probably
read by more Irish Roman Catholices than avy
other pager.

Neither are we to forget that Irish Roman
Catholies have rome provocation at p t,
though certainly nothing to warrant illegal vio-
lence, They are right in saying that the Orange
procession of the 12th of July is a very different
thing from their 8t. Patrick's procession or the
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their opponents.  They of
course, but their remonstrances were of
no avail, and they had to content them-
selves with a promise that they would be
permitted to make a rebutting case, that their
witnesses who had been dismissed would be re-
summeoned when they required them, and that
they would be at liberty to adduce any further
evidence they might desire. None of these
pledges were ever redeemed. A great deal of
evidence was collected, most of which the
Orangemen declared themselves willing and able
to overthrow, but they never were allowed an
opportunity of doing #o ; and, finally, the com-
mittee concluded their labors without making
any report, a fact of great significance when the
composition of the committee is taken into con-
sideration. These facta should be familiar to
Mr, Kirwan, and should have prevented him
from laying 8o much stressa upon the evidence
obtained by such means. He, moreover, is
eloquently silent as to the first forma-
tion of the socicty in 1705, and yet, if
he has pernsed =0 carefully the report
of the Parliamentary enquiry, ofa copy of which
he is the happy possessor, he will then see that
the first Orange lodge was proved to have been
formed to resist the aggressions of an organized
Roman Catholic secret society, known as ** the
Defenders,” The evidence of Colonel Vernon,
taken in the enquiry, is all that is necessary
show the way in which Protestants were t

at times. An unfortunate Protestant school-
master established himself at Fork Hill, in
County Armagh, to take charge of a school en-
dowed by a gentleman of the name of Jackson.
His presence gave offence to the Roman Catho-
lica in his double capacity of Protestant and
schoolmaster ; they broke into his house in the
dead of night, and the following is & description
of the treatment to which be and his household
were subjected :—"'They threw him down, put a
“ cord round his mneck, and forced his
“ tongue out, which they cut of, and
“then cut off the joints of his fingers
“ joint by joint. Hisa unfortunate wile
** screasued out ; they took her, and cut off with
*a blunt instrument the joints of her fingers,
“ they then cut off her breasts,—seized her som,

* ginning of what all of his sort might expect.”
In the face of such evidence it might be as well
not to lay much stress on Urange ** horrors.”
There is, however, a more serions charge to be
brought against Mr, Kirwan. He has laid weight
upon Lord Gosford's declaration that the Orange-
men were ‘‘lawless banditti,” and yet, having
the evidence before him, he could not but be

. The clam that could plan and exeacute

numberless secret murders in Ireland, where the
authorities and police and courts of justics were
all ready to punish assassination with the ut-
most rigor, are not likely to be deterred from
similar deeds of darkness in Montreal v re the
authorities, the police, and “the conrts, or at ail
avents the juries, are pretly smre to favor them,
But il meeting force with force Is not the rem-

pr jon of the Féte Dieu ; neither of thess
celebrate victories over Protestants, The former
is a mere pageant, unless intentionally made
offensive ; the latter, however objectionable on
other accounts, and we regard it as exceedingly
objectionable, is more an assertion of religious
liberty by a conquered people than as a com-
memoration ‘of any victory over Protestants.
The insult of this procession is to God, not to
man, If, indeed, there was a procession
to commemorate a great Roman Catholic
victory over Protestants, had there been any
such, except the massacre of St. Barthol
mew, the case would be parallel.  The battle of
the Boyne was one of the most memorable and
important conflicts in history, terminating as it
did the internecine strife between despotism and
constitutional government, which had raged
fiercely for half a century or more in England,
Scotland and Ireland. It laid a sure foundation
for Britain's prosperity and power, and cannot
be remembered with too much gratitade ; but it
should remain where it belongs in history. It
would be as wise and kind to have an anuual pro-
cession on the anniversary of Waterloo in Que-
bec or of Gettysburg in New Orleaus, as to have
an Orange procession oo the 12th of July in
Montreal. If Irish Roman Catholies are foolish
in taking offence, thero is mo reason why Irish
Protestants should be foolish in giving it.
The latter cannot beat the former in rowdyism.
I believe that Orangemen have no intention of
insulting any one by their processions ; they
merely mean to vhow their devotion to constitu-
tional liberty. (This makes it all the more extra-
ordinary that they have always, before this year,
as a body, sided with the priest party), but they
can never persuade Roman Catholics,either Irish
or French-Canadian, to regard an Orange 12th of
July procession otherwise than as an insult and
challenge to Irish Romanists, They know that
it does give offence, that it is an element of dis-
cord and danger, and knowing this they should,
it appears to me, voluntarily and readily waive
their unquestionable constitutional right to
walk the streets in whatever way they like.

THIALS OF AN AMERICAN OCOXSUL.

Luigi Monti in a clever volume, entitled
Adventures of a Consul Abroad, tells of the difhi-
culties of an American Copsul, without private
wesns or traiviog for the position. The story
purports to be told by one Bamael Bawmpleton, o
Cape Cod rchoolmaster, who, through the influ-
encoof his wife’s * Uncle Zach,” obtaived a
position as American Consul at 8 Mediterranean
port where, as was represented to hin, the daties
would be very tritling, and living would cost
very little, so that he could prebably save
yearly a thousand dollars out of his salary of
fifteen bundred, When Mr. Sampleton arrived
at Verdicuerne, however, he found that his pre.
decessors bad been rich men, in the babit
of speuding from filteen to twenty thou-
sand dollars a vyear; that the Eoglish con-
sul had an official iocome of six thonsand
<dollars ; the French four thousand aud half the
fees ; the Austrian four thousand and the house
rent, and the Russian six thourand and all the
fees. He found his own fifteen hundred barely
sufficient to enable him to live in three rooms on
the third flat of a clerks’ lodging house,one reom
being vsed as an office. He found that instead
of the duties being trifling that they were
abundant and very troublesowe, and that they
required a knowledge of some half a dezen
different languages, whereas he only possessed
one, He found, moreover, that his entire

iguoramee of etiquette and social obsery-
ances, and his utter inability to give enter-
tainwents upon his income, bronght him into
many difficulties, and there are amusingly
told, By hard study and great attention
and perseverance, however, Mr. Sampleton
in three years und a hall mastered his position,
and feeling that he could perform all his duties
‘with a good assurance that he knew what he was
about, he began to enjoy his work, However, he
speedily lost interest in it when he found that he
would shortly be superseded by a change of ad-
minlstration at home, He waited to see his
successor, & Kentuckian, who he found had also
arrived perfectly ignorant of the duties of his
office, which he believed to be very trifling.
The contrast between the Amerfcan and English
system of appointments is very effectively
brought out—the Enpglish consul having been
twenty-four years in his position, whereas each
American consul took three years to learn his work
and in the fourth was probably superseded, The
other point which Mr. Monti makes is that un-
less men possesaing wealth and willing to spend
it for their country's good are chosen, the con-
sul's salary would need to be much larger, or the

But in
anticipatiomof this, Nel dus had tak
immense paius to store the town with pro-
visions ; and it was reckoned to containenough
to snstain the inhabitants for twenty years,—
the rather, as the vast area of the city contain
ed large and numerons gardens, in which no
small quantitiesjoi vegetable produce might
be raised.  Cyrus caunsed a line of circumval.
lation to be drawn around it, with a large and
deep ditch ; and upon the banks thrown up in
excavating it, he built towers at regular in.
tervals, ns watch-towers, and stations for the
troops on guard. Thoe Babylonians ‘:.mfeucd
themselves to be mightly diverted by these
proceedings, believiug themselves to be quite
secure.—Kitte, It was during this siege that
a great feast was held by the young Belshazzar
while his father Nabonnedus was away at
Borsippa.

of a broad canal, so as for a time almost to ex-
haust the stream. This great basin, which in

Cyrus sent up a strong detachment to the head
of the éanal to this lake, with orders
at a given time, to k down the great bavk
or dam that  was between the lake and the
canal, and 8o turn the whole current of the
river into the lake.—Aitre.

Bursting into the palace, n band of Persians
made their wn‘ to the presence of the mone
arch, and slew him on the scene of his impions
revelry. Other hands carried fire (Jor. 40 :
32551 30, 32, 58) and sword through the
town. When moming came, Cyrus found
himself undisputed master of the city, which,
if it had not despised his efforts, might with
the greatest euse have baffled them.— Rewlin-
son's “ duzient Monarchies.

Such a cow is scarcely worth
owning, except to fatten for beef. The length
of time a cow may be milked depends muchon
previous management. If a heifer is milked
after her first calf as long as possible, and has
Huu.l milk producing food to stimulate the
ow of milk, she will retain this habit through
life. More care should be taken in feeding
and milking heifers on this account, Give
them roots, and milk as long as a drop can be
got. I like to have heifers come in the first
time when not over two years old, and a little
younger if possible. Then let them go farrow
severul months, so that the heifer may get
greater size, und also to let the milk seeretion
ren on a8 long as possible, unchecked by a
new pregnaney. In this way if a heifer is
naturally a good milker, she has the best
;.-hnm'e to test her capacity, and also to increase
t.
Muck depends on the way & cow has been
kept. Cows accustomed toa great variety of
food are invariably good eaters and almost al-
ways heavy milkers. Thus, the best cows
in a neighborhood are usually these of poor
men whose one cow is made a pet of, and has
all sorgs of food. Such cows are usually a
good bargain ot almost any price, though
they will rarely do as when taken from
thelr own old homes and turned in with the
lens varied fare sceorded to larger herds,
Milkmen have learned that it is important to
give cows a variety of food. Hence their pur-
chases of bran, menl, roots and oil-cake. It
may not pay farmers to take so much pains,
but they can promote the thrift of their herds,
and their own profits by chunging the animal's
food as often as possible. — Correspondent Conn-
