He was well and healthy 
two months ago “Somewhere 
in North Korea” when seen 
by a Chinese correspondent 
named Pang.

Noel was captured last win­
ter in Northeast Korea.

Pang said he had no fur­
ther information about Noel. 
But be added that the com­
munists held “many” U.N. 
correspondents as prisoners.

As far as is known only 
two other U.N. correspond­
ents have been captured. Sev­
eral others are missing.

Communists Fulfil Pledge 
To Maintain Neutrality Of 
Negotiation Area, Allies

U. S. Eighth Army Headquar­
ters, Korea, July 16—(A3)—Allied 
officers said today the communists 
are prepared to launch a massive 
attack if cease-fire negotiations 
break down,

A pooled dispatch from the ad­
vance base at Munsan quoted the 
unidentified officers are saying the 
Reds could throw 72 divisions at 
the allies. A Red division is us­
ually figured at 9,000 to 10,000 
men.

They said the Reds could sustain 
such an attack five to seven days.

Eighth army plans in case the 
cease-fire talks fail are secret. But 
officers have noted signs of a 
Chinese-North Korean build-up. 
They assert the United Nations 
troops are ready for wnatever the 
Reds try.

There has been little ground 
action since the cease-fire talks 
started. Both sides have had time 
to rest and rebuild.

The allied air effort has been 
slowed only by the weather. U.N. 
planes have pounded incessantly at 
Red airfields to prevent the com­
munists transferring their planes 
to bases south of the Yalu river 
boundary with Manchuria.

Allied naval forces also have 
paid little heed to end-the-war 
talk. Cruisers and destroyers have 
shelled F.ed rail and highway 
traffic, and have pounded harbor 
installations on both the east and 
west coasts of North Korea.

Force Needed To 
Retain Freedom

Sept. Iles, Que., July 16. —(CP) 
— Defence Minister Brooke Clax- 
ton said Sunday that “if we want 
to remain free we must increase 
our armed forces, those of our al­
lies and of all those who think like 
we do.”

Mr. Claxton made the statement 
in a brief speech :n French at the 
unveiling of a plaque in memory 
of three Second World War dead 
from this St. Lawrence North 
Shore community celebrating its 
tercentenary.

“By such collaboration,’' he said, 
“by such collective effort, we 
shall merit the priceless blessing 
of liberty.”

He told Sept. lies’ population of 
2,000 that democracy’s fight for 
freedom did not end with the Sec­
ond World War.

“International Communism di­
rected by Moscow pushes on the 
whole world its atheistic yoke, to 
enslave the free nations to its 
materialistic cause is its aim.

“That is why in every democra­
tic country the watchword is that 
of Junius: ‘Eternal vigilance is 
the price of liberty.’ ”

The band and a guard of honor 
from Quebec City’s Royal 22nd 
Regiment were on hand for the 
unveiling.

Costliest Of 
Floods Passes

Kansas City, Mo., July 16.—(Æ*)- 
The costliest flood in American his­
tory passed its destructive peak in 
the Kansas City area today and 
surged on eastward in Missouri.

But this metropolitan area of 
900,000 persons and eastern and 
central Kansas still reeled from the 
impact.

The twin furies of fire and flood 
lashed at Kansas City, Mo., and 
Kansas City, Kas., for the fifth 
day.

Four industrial districts were 
under water. Transportation was 
crippled. The water supply was 
curtailed. A seven-block area burn­
ed fiercely — just as it has since 
last Friday.

In eastern and central Kansas, 
the swollen Kansas river, and its 
tributaries receded, permitting some 
of the thousands of homeless to re­
turn to mud-caked areas.

More than 75,000 persons in both 
states were driven from their 
homes.

But many of the towns still lack­
ed' power and water facilities.

Eastward in Missouri, the Mis­
souri river crest rolled towards the 
central part of the state. There 
were no great industrial cities in 
its path.

Seventeen deaths have been caus­
ed by the flood.

Gen. Lewis A. Pick, chief of the

Train and highway transport­
ation in both states is drastically 
curtailed. The National Guard, the 
Red Cross, army, air force, navy 
and Coast Guard have thrown men 
and money into the fight against 
high water. • And has poured in 
from coast to coast and from 
Canada.

In the Kansas City area, muddy 
waters still swirled over thousands 
of acres of industrial districts. The 
depth of the flood water ranged up 
to 20 feet.

A fire, fed by more than 1,000,- 
000 gallons of oil which has been 
burning since last Friday, has vir­
tually destroyed 24 buildings and 
damaged others. At least 14 men 
suffered injuries battling the 
flames.

The fire, in lumberyards and the 
storage tanks of six oil companies, 
has been brought under control only 
to flare up again.

Organizing Of Agenda Occupied Attention Of Negotiators 
During Two Fifty-Five Minute Sessions Today.

Munsan, Korea, July I 6.—(A3)—Cease-fire negotiators re­
ported they made ‘‘some progress" in two 55-minute sessions 
today tow'ard organizing an agenda for their Korean armistice 
talks.

Their next meeting was scheduled for 1 1 a.m. Tuesday 
(9 p.m. Monday EOT) in war-shattered Kaesong.

After Monday’s sessions United Nations negotiators an­
nounced:

"The Communists have fulfilled their agreement with 
respect to the neutrality of the conference site in that no armed 
personnel were observed.

Vice-Admiral C. Turner Joy, chief United Nations dele­
gate, commented during the noon recess "it is much better npw 
that we are not surrounded by guards.

Correspondents on the spot said both sides appeared to 
be in harmony at the end of Monday s session.

Tuesday’s meeting was scheduled for 1 1 a.m. — one hour 
later than usual — at the request of the Communists. No reason 
was given for the change in time.

Joy took the entire 5 5-minute Monday morning session to 
present further arguments in favor of the agenda proposed by 
the Allied delegation.

They took a two-hour recess at§ ’
the Reds’ request.

Then in the afternoon, Gen. Nam 
II, head of the Red delegation, used 
another 55 minutes to present his 
views.

They talked only about agenda 
items.’ An Allied announcement 
said:

“The United Nations command 
delegation reports that some pro­
gress was made to the formation of 
a mutual agreement upon agenda.”

A press dispatch from the truce 
cit> said the five North Korean and 
Chinese generals were scowling as 
they left the morning meeting.

But w'hen the . 'ternoon talks 
ended at 1:55 p.m. (11:55 p.m. Sun­
day EDT) they seemed amiable.
T' : five Red generals smiled and 
pcsed for U.N. photographers.

The camermen were with the 
s.cond party of 20 Allied press 
representatives to go to Kaesong 
under revised negotiating condi­
tions prescribed by the U.N. com­
mander, Gen. Matthew B. Ridgway.

At the end of the morning ses­
sion, Joy said the Communists had 
asked for a two-hour recess. He 
said the Allied delegation had talk­
ed the entire morning session, and 
by agreement the Reds would have 
the floor when the meeting resumed 
at 1 p.m.

After the Communists had had 
their say, the two delegations ap­
peared to be in accord.

The whole city had taken on a 
neutral tone as the result of Red 
acceptance of U.N. demands. De­
tails were worked out Sunday, 
when conferences resumed after 
a three-cay break.

AP correspondent John Randolph 
f id from all appearances the Com­
munists ere observing their agree­
ment.

There were no armed guards 
along the route from the U.N. 
peace camp to Kaesong. There 
were not at the conference site.

North Korean military police 
were in Kaesong, as agreed Sun­
day, but they did not come near the 
meeting place. They carried Rus­
sian-type burp guns.

Randolph, three other corres­
pondents and an army captain strol­
led freely through the city.

Members of the official Com­
munist party, who had remained 
wholly aloof Sunday, smiled and 
attempted to converse through in­
terpreters with Allied newspaper 
men Monday. Several Red photo­
graphers examined cameras carried 
by the Americans.

The U.N. and Red press parties 
arrived in Kaesong for the first 
time Sunday afternoon, and began 
busily photographing each other.

In a two-hour session Sunday 
negotiators patched up differences 
that had led to the interruption of 
cease-fire talks. Ailed headquart­
ers announced conferees agreed:

“1—The road leading to the con­
ference site shall be open to un­
restricted use of vehicles of the 
United Nations command delega­
tion. No notice will be required 
for such movement.

“2—The neutral area, five miles 
in radius, with a traffic circle in 
Kaesong as its centre would con­
tain no armed personnel except the 
minimum need for military pur­
poses. Such personnel (military 
police) could be armed with small 
arms.

“3—Any personnel required for 
security at the conference site 
would be unarmed. The conference 
site would be defined as an area 
having a radius of one-mile, cen­
tred on the conference house.”

Otter Plan 
To Increase 
Food Output

By STAN SWINTON
Rome, July 16—(A3)—How can 

world agricultural production be 
progressively increased to feed 
growing populations and simul­
taneously raise living standards?

The 18-ccuntry council of the 
United Nations Food and Agricul­
tural Organization takes a look at 
the problem in a report just 
issued.

It says the answer lies in 
achieving these goals;

Full employment of farm labor.
Professional training of farm­

ers.
Improved farm management.
Emigration to and land settle­

ment in underdeveloped areas.
Increased international invest­

ments- in agriculture.
Technical assistance for under­

developed countries.
Education to raise the cultural 

level of farmers in backward 
areas so they can take full advan­
tage of technical assistance when 
offered.

In many parts of the world the 
farmers’ main problems are lack 
of credit facilities, high taxation 
and the fact farms are too small 
to be efficient, the report said.

The F. A. O. suggests govern­
ments scientifically plan action to 
solve these three farm-manage­
ment problems.

F. A. O. noted some progress in 
the field of international farm in­
vestment. Loans are being increas­
ed to under-developed countries by 
the International Bank for Re­
construction and Development and 
the Export-Import Bank.

A training centre at Lahore, 
Pakistan, has been so successful in 
instructing technicians in plan­
ning economic development of 
agriculture that two more are

Tehran, Iran, July 16 —(A3)-— 

Premier Mohammed Mossadegh 
proclaimed martial law in Tehran 
today and ordered a big roundup 
of Communists following rioting in 
which between four and 16 per­
sons were killed and more than 
150 injured.

Police arrested more than 200 
Leftists following last night’s 
rioting, which started with a Com­
munist demonstration protesting 
the arrival of President Truman’s 
representative, W. Averell Harri- 
man, for talks with Mossadegh on

woods near his home at the village 
of New Elm, a few miles from 
here.

R.C.M.P. laid the charge while 
Mrs. Smith remained in hospital 
at Halifax, suffering a woung 
which police said she received 
when she turned the rifle on her­
self.

Police said an argument started 
shortly after Bizeau and Mrs. 
Smith went into the woods on 
what they termed a beer-bottling 
expedition. During an ensuing 
scuffle, the .32 calibre rifle which 
Bizeau carried discharged and 
Bizeau dropped dead.

Mrs. Smith’s 13-year-old dau­
ghter said she saw her mother 
turning the rifle on herself. She 
said she grabbed her mother’s 
arm but the bullet ripped into 
Mrs. Smith’s shoulder.

Reports varied on the number of 
casualties in last night’s fighting 
between the Reds and Mossadegh’s 
National F renters. An official po­
lice communique said one police­
man and three civilians were kill­
ed. Earlier, however, the govern­
ment radio reported two police­
men kil'cd, and a high police 
source said 14 civilians were dead.

The police announced 62 of their 
men had been wounded. A police 
source estimated 96 civilians also 
had been wounded.

The riot in Parliament Square 
at dusk last night which was 
broken up by police rifle fire and 
army tanks, heightened the ten­
sion between Communists and 
Mossadegh’s Nationalists which 
has existed since the nationaliza­
tion law was passed in May.

The Mossadegh government, 
while standing firm on its pro­
gram to get the A.I.O.C. out of 
Iran, is worried about Tudeh 
(Communist) efforts to use the 
popular oil nationalization issue to 
spread Communist influence and 
disorder.

Today’s crackdown on the Tudeh 
party is the sharpest since an at­
tempt to assassinate the Shah in 
1949. Since then the Tuden party 
has been outlawed but has con­
tinued to flourish under such 
front organizations as the “Par­
tisans of Peace” and the “Society 
to Fight the Imperialist Oil Com­
panies.”

Prospectors

A Northern Wings Ltd., aircraft 
brought them here early yester­
day where Dr. Gerard Beaulieu 
treated them for malnutrition, ex­
posure and countless bites from 
black flies.

L>r. Beaulieu said the Walsh 
brothers were “extremely weak” 
but would pull through fine.

Michael, 56, and James, 49, lost 
20 pounds each in the ordeal.

Veterans of seven years’ field 
work in Northeastern Qu choc’s 
Ungava region, the Walsh broth­
ers were prospecting in the Lake 
Ashua nippi area, just south of 
Ungava, when their food supplies 
became low.

Instead of waiting for a pick-up 
plane June 14 as scheduledi, the 
prospectors decided to proceed 40 
miles through tundra and come, 
down tffe Moisie River to Sept 
lies by raft.

They had two food caches along 
their proposed route but were un­
able to find them, they said. When 
food ran out they lived off wild 
fruits, lizards and frogs kgs.

Baudouin Formally Succeeds 
Leopold As Belgian Monarch

nd Harriman 
d Iran broke

Brussels, July 16 —(A3)— King 
i Leopold III gave up his throne 
today stepping down in favor of 
his elder son, Prince Baudouin.

The King signed the audication 
document ending his 17-year reign 
at 12:19 p.m. (7:19 a.m, EDT) in 
the ballroom of Brussels' Royal 
Palace.

The abdication act was counter­
signed by Prince Baudouin as 
Chief of State and by Premier 
Joseph Pholien and Justice Minis­
ter Ludovic Moyersoen.

Nearly 200 other prominent 
government personalities gathered 
to witness the dramatic ceremony, 
which came after years of bitter 
wrangling over the King’s mar­
riage to a commoner and r.is rela­
tions with the Germans during the 
Second World War.

Before he signed, Leopold called 
on the nation to rally round his 
son, who succeeded his father im­
mediately as King of the Belgians. 
Leopold spoke first in Flemish, 
then in French—his country’s two 
national languages.

Leopold keeps the title of King, 
but no longer will be “of the Bel­
gians.” That makes him a sort of 
honorary monarch, with the pres­
tige and honors hut without the 
responsibilities and powers.

Baudouin does not receive the 
Royal powers until tomorrow, 
when he takes the oath to the con­
stitution before Parliament. In the

interim 24 hours the Cabinet will 
hold the Royal powers.

The King has asked that the 
abdication ceremony be kept as 
quiet as possible. It was in sharp 
contrast to his spectacular horse­
back entry into Brussels 17 years 
ago, at the start of his reign fol­
lowing the death of his father, 
King Albert, in a mountain­
climbing accident.

Leopold's road to abdication 
began in 1940, when he surrender­
ed his aimy to the Germans 
against the advice of his minis­
ters. Later he was accused of being 
pro-German.

His opponents also bitterly at­
tacked his marriage to the com­
moner Mary-Liliane Baels in 1941, 
His first wife, the popular Swed­
ish-born Queen Astrid, was killed 
in an automobile accident in 1935.

After Belgium’s liberation in 
1944, the country split over the 
King’s future. While the bitter 
argument raged, Leopold went 
iiito exile in Switzerland.

He returned July 22, 1950, after 
a national referendum showed 58 
per cent of the Belgian voters 
wanted him back. But Socialist-led 
opposition brought strikes and 
riots which threatened the country 
with civil war.

Aug. 1, 1950, Leopold tempor­
arily delegated his constitutional 
powers to Prince' Baudouin and 
became King in name only.

Long Time Yet 
Ere Mosquitoes 
Can Resist DDT

Canadian mosquitoes, unlike 
some of their relatives in the Uni­
ted States, have not become im­
mune to DDT. They just haven’t 
had the time.

According to Dr. C. R. Twinn of 
the Household and Medical En­
tomology unit of the Department 
of Agriculture in Ottawa, it 
takes many generations for a mos­
quito or any other insect to build 
up resistance to an insecticide.

Canadian mosquitoes, he states, 
with only about one generation a 
year, aren’t keeping pace with 
some of their southern cousins 
who have been able to take on a 
biological armor to the sprays. 
And too, the little stingers don’t 
breed in concentrated areas so 
they don’t get exposed to DDT in 
large numbers like the insects in 
Florida, for example.

But this is the catch: If Cana­
dians continued to use DDT at the 
present rate, resistance of the 
pests to DDT is expected to widen. 
Already, says Dr. Twinn, house­
flies are becoming slightly tough­
ened to our insecticides.

Dr. Twinn says DDT is still the 
best mosquito control. But if that 
doesn’t work, he suggests trying a 
spray with five per cent lindane, 
gunning it on the little pests or 
their hideouts at three-week in­
tervals during the fly season.

If results still aren’t too good, 
you could try a solution of two 
per cent chlordane, which must be 
kept away from food because of 
contamination.

Dr. Twinn also issues a warning 
not to mix all three insecticides 
together because mixing them will 
speed up the development of re­
sistance in the pests.

Higher Costs And Tax Boosts Lead 
To Request For Phone Rate Increase

To meet increased operating 
costs and higher taxes. The Bell 
Telephone Company of Canada 
will apply to the Board of Trans­
port Commissioners for authority 
to increase rates for telephone 
services, Frederick Johnson, pre­
sident, states in a message to 
shareholders enclosed with divi­
dend cheques dated July 16.

The message says that higher 
rates authorized last year were 
based on the cost level existing in 
1949. Since then, ope rating costs 
have moved upward at an aeeeler- 
ating ivace.

“The combined effect of two 
major factors — increased wage 
costs and higher taxes — would 
alone make it imperative that we 
again request authority to in­
crease the price of out services,” 
the message says.

“We will, therefore, l>c compel­
led to apply to the Board of Trans­
port Commissioners for approval 
of rate schedules in keeping with 
prevailing costs."

The message does not indicate 
when the application will be made 
or the amount of the increase that 
will be sought.

Exactly two years ago, share­
holders were informed that, rising 
costs would finally compel the 
company to seek authority for 
higher ’ rates. After extensive 
hearings, the Board permitted 
temporary increases to he put into 
effect in July, 1960, and later ap­
proved all the new rates that had 
been applied for, effective Jan. 1 
of this yrear.

“The new rates were based upon 
the cost level existing in 1949,” 
the message adds. “No allowance

whatever could be made- for fu­
ture inerease» in the cost of la­
bor or materials or in taxes.”

While increased wage* and 
higher taxes have accounted for 
the most significant increase* *> 
expenses, the price of nearly 
everything is higher now than Jt 
was two years ago, the president’s 
message says.

"Flair wages are necessary to 
attract and retain the type of em­
ployees required by the business, 
and we must keep our wages in 
line with those paid for simila* 
skills by other firms in the com­
munities we serve. Consequently, 
wage rates were increased in 1950, 
and it was necessary to again in­
crease them in 1951.

"Federal income tax rates wore 
Increased last year, and this ycair 
they have been still further in­
creased through the imposition of 
the Defence Surtax. The federal 
income tax rate applicable to the 
company has been increased since 
our last rate application from 3v3 
per cent to 45.6 per cent, an in­
crease of more than one-third."

CANADIANS GREAT TRAVELLERS
In proportion to the populations of their 

respective countries more Canadians travel to 
and spend more in the United States than do 
Americans visiting Canada. In 1950 Canadian 
tourists in the United States spent 7 3 per cent 
aa much as Americans did in this country. But 
Canada’s population is only one-tenth that of 
the United States. It is common to think of 
visitors to this country as comprising the tourist 
trade and to lose sight of Canadians travelling 
abroad.

It is the size of the favourable balance on 
tourist account at the end of the year, and not 
the gross intake of foreign exchange, that 
sflfects Canada’s balance of payments position, 
says the Canadian Bank of Commerce. The 
favourable balance in the tourist section last 
year, $53,000,000, provided an interesting 
contrast to the $316,000.000 unfavourable 
ev«r-*ll balance. The 1950 net credit was. 
howevar, sharply lower than the $94,000,000 
and $ 145 ,000,000 earned in the two previous 
years. In part this reduction was caused by 
decreased spending by foreign visitors in this 
country, but was mainly due to increased 
spending by Canadians in foreign lands, 
especially in the United States.

American visitors account for the major 
part of Canada's credits on tourist account. In 
1950, their spending in Canada was 3 per cent 
less than in 1949. Contributing factors were 
the Korean situation. Holy Year pilgrimages to 
Rome, and easier travel conditions in Western 
Germany. This year the Festival of Britain 
may compete strongly for tourist dollars.

Progressive relaxation of Canadian import 
and travel restrictions during 1949 and 1950 
released a pent-up desire to visit the United 
States and to import consumer goods, many of 
them luxuries.

Since World War II Canada’s trade has 
been largely bilateral — that with the United 
States increasing notably in both directions — 
rather than in the traditional triangular pattern 
of earlier days. Canada must, therefore, ex­
pand her exports, both visible and invisible, to 
the United States. The tourist industry in Can­
ada has by no means reached its maximum de­
velopment; we must attract Americans in the 
middle income bracket who have a car and two 
or three weeks’ holiday with pay. It has been 
estimated that a longer summer season for 
tourists would expand our credits from this 
source by 20 per cent.

WHY FATHER OF ATOMIC CONTROLS 
HAS DISINHERITED BRAIN-CHILD

Washington — (NEA) — A proposal that the 
United States withdraw from further United Nations 
consideration of the so-called Baruch plan for inter­
national control of atomic bombs and atomic energy 
production recenlty has been made by David E. 
Lilienthal.

Mr. Lilienthal is now a private business con­
sultant, but he was formerly chairman of the Atomic 
Energy Commission. Before that he was chairman 
of the small group of leading American scientists 
and industrialists who in 1946 drew up the first plan 
for international control of atomic energy materials 
and production. So Mr. Lilienthal is now in effect 
disowning his own brain-child.

After the Lilienthal plan was announced, it was 
refined for presentation to the United Nations under 
the direction of Bernard M. Baruch.

An international atomic Authority wag to be 
established. It was to have the right to enter any 
country, make land and air surveys, manage mines, 
check accounting, make reports, Manufacture of 
atomic weapons was to be banned by all countries, 
but development of atomic energy for peaceful pur­
poses would be permitted, under inspection.

No country would have veto power over the Au­
thority. Violators of its decisions would receive 
swift and certain punishment. In exchange for 
these guarantees, the U.S. would share its atom:c 
secrets with the world.

These are the essentials of the plan which Mr. 
Lilienthal, in answer to a question by this reporter 
on a “Meet the Press’’ television interview, says the 
United States should now abandon. His reasons are 
simple and direct.

HERE ARE HIS REASONS
First, Russia now has atomic bombs of its own. 

So there is no big secret for the U.S. to share with 
the rest of the world.

Second, Russia has shown in the six years since 
the end of World War II that it has no intention of 
allowing representatives of other countires to have 
free movement within its borders. International 
inspection is the key to effective atomic energy 
controls.

U.S. government officials, however, express no 
sympathy for the Lilienthal idea of withdrawing the 
Baruch plan for atomic energy control. “We’re still 
for peace, even though it's impractical,” says Gordon 
Arneson, State Department advisor on atomic energy 
matters. Ultimate international control of atomic 
bomb production is considered the only possible 
answer.

The international control'plan proposed by Mr. 
Baruth has been periodically reviewed by the U.S. 
Atomk Energy Commission. Chairmen Gordon Dean 
and Commissioner Henry D. Smith have taken 
special interest in the subject. A EC scientists be­
lieve there are adequate checks for keeping the most 
accurate books on production of fissionable materials. 
These controls would also be effective in hydrogen 
bomb production, since the A-bomb triggers the 
H-bomb.

Furthermore, a group of 26 congressmen, headed 
by Sen. Ralph Flanders of Vermont, last March urg­
ed President Truman to seek complete disarament 
through the United Nations, and to keep pressing 
for this goal until it was achieved. “Complete dis­
armament” naturally includes a ban on atomic 
weapons, under international controls,

RUSSIA KEEPS THE DOOR SHUT
Actually, the United Nations has been moving in 

this direction ever since last October. That was 
when President Truman proposed that the UN deal 
with both atomic energy control and limitation of 
conventionad armaments at the same time. Up to 
now, two commissions have been working on the two 
problems, separately. Both have admitted they were 
stalemated by Russian refusal to permit inspections 
or a census of armaments.

The Russian proposals have been for all countries 
to reduce armed forces by a third and to ban atomic 
weapons first, before taking up the question of con­
trols. The Russians have also refused to sanc­
tion inspections of any kind. That’s what stymies 
disarmament moves. No meetings of either the 
UN atomic energy or conventional armaments com­
missions were held last year, because the Russians 
walked out.

A UN committee of 12 has held three meetings to 
explore the possibility of combining the work of 
these two commissions. The committee’s members 
are representatives of the Security Council, plus 
Canada. Frank C. Nash is the American represen­
tative.

This committee is now considering an American 
plan which calls:for two things. First, “regulation, 
limitation and balanced reduction of all armaments 
and armed forces, including international security 
and police forces.”

Second, “The UN plan for international control 
of atomic energy and the prohibition of atomic wea­
pons should continue to serve as the basis for any 
plan for the control of atomic energy unless and 
until a better and no less effective system can be

THE FARM LABOR QUESTION 
To the Editor.

Sir:—-I liken your editorial con­
cerning “New Comers And The j 
Farms,” and concur in the view 
that “the need for more farm help, 
especially for the dairy farms of 
Eastern Canada, is â crying 
need . ...”

The fact is, sir, that just as the 
labor needs of the agricultural in­
dustry is no match for the bar­
gaining-power of urban employers 
of skilled, semi-skilled, or tempo­
rary labor; so, also, the needs of 
the upsurging defence and manu­
facturing industries are continu­
ously on the inside track and, 
obviously, win prior consideration 
in the immigration pattern?

I notice, also, this reference to 
the steady migration of “displaced 
persons” who, for a variety of 
reasons, have merely used the farm 
as a way-station to the pavements: 
“The lure of high wages and 
shorter hours in the towns and 
cities has proved irresistible.”

This latter trend is undeniable 
and, in all the circumstances, 
understandable. But the fact re­
mains, and will call insistently for 
appropriate attention by the Im­
migration policy makers, that there 
are almost 200,000 fewer workers 
on Canadian farms in 1951 than as 
recently as 1943. This very serious 
situation has been cushioned—may­
be obscured is the better term—by 
the gigantic trend to mechanization 
along the rural front. This move­
ment, of course, can be traced to 
the same basic cause as those DP 
folk responded to — i, e. higher 
wages and shorter hours — but

SETTLE FOR A PROFIT It 
BIDDING IS HIGH

When both sides are bidding 
away like mad you often get the 
chance to settle for a sure profit. 
It doesn’t pay, of course, to sell 
out too «heap—but it’s even more 
unprofitable to wind up with a 
loss simply because you’re too 
greedy.

The best rule ig to bid as nat­
urally as possible in these situa­
tions. Double when you have good 
defensive values; keep bidding 
when you have good offensive 
values; pass and leave it up to 
your partner when you have at 
ready told your story.

Today’s hand is a lesson for the 
average player rather than for 
the expert. West doubles four dia­
monds because he has good defen­
sive values — including four 
trumps that may produce a trick 
and that are sure to be trouble­
some to declarer in any case.

Some experts might get away 
with passing four diamonds. East 
might then bid five clubs—and an 
expert East would make that con­
tract. I suspect that most average 
players would find five clubs a 
very difficult contract. Maybe 
they’d make it, and maybe they 
wouldn't.

The double of four diamonds 
yields a far surer profit. What’s 
more, if the East-West cards are 
well played the double will bring 
in juat about as much revenue as 
an East-West game at clubs.

West opens the king of clubs 
against four diamonds, holding 
the trick. He sees the singleton 
spade in dummy and acts prompty 
to eliminate ruffing tricks. That 
is, he leads a trump at tha second 
trick.

South wins and leads a spade. 
West steps up with the jack of 
spades and leads a second trump. 
That ends the threat of a spade 
ruff.

South -wins the second trump 
and leads a second spade, where­
upon the defenders win and re­
turn to clubs. South must ruff and 
lead a third spade. The defenders 
merely continue clubs to make de-

Machines Cause 
Of Union Action

Washington, July 16 —i,JP)— A 
' union's plans to publisn nine new 
daily newspapers to combat “the 
monopoly newspaper situation" 
appeared yesterday to oe import­
antly concerned "also with the 
growing use of teletype-setters.

These devices, which cut down 
the number of jobs in a newspaper 
composing room, are being in­
stalled in more and more news­
papers. Some have been put in 
after strikes were called by the 
union, the International Typo­
graphical Union (I.T.U.), "and 
some for reasons of gener^ eco­
nomy. '

A paper which uses a teletype­
setter gets its wire service news 
in the form of a perforated tape. 
This tape is run through a device 
attached to a linotype and trips 
the mechanism which sets the 
type.

The I.T.U., announcing Friday 
night it plans to start the publi­
cation of new papers in nine cities, 
said their type would be set by 
linotype operators.

BEWARE OF STARCHY FOODS
WHEN YOU’RE ON A DIET 

By Edwin P. Jordan, M.D.
The amount of energy used up 

in a day varies from person to 
person; a farmer or lumberman 
will use more than someone who is 
tied to a desk. Consequently a 
diet which will enable one person 
to shed unwanted poundage will 
be more than enough for another.

Nevertheless it does not do any­
one harm to know what foods 
supply the most energy (or fat) 
and how to make a rough calcu­
lation of the diet.

The value of most food sub­
stances is measured in calories 
which is an expression of the 
amount of heat they can produce. 
But excess calories can also be 
stored as fat, so for practical pur­
poses if more calories are taken 
m than are used up, a person will 
gain weight,

The reverse is also true, but re­
ducing diets should be carefully 
planned so that they will contain 
enough of the necessary food­
stuffs like proteins, minerals, and 
vitamins.

In general, a reducing diet 
should be low in fats and in 
starches or carbohydrates since 
the latter are converted into fat 
by the body. Most people recog­
nize fatty foods such as butter, 
margarine, fat meat and cream.

But many have only a vague 
idea about the starches and starch- 
containing foods. Sugar, potatoes, 
most cooxed cereals, and sweet 
foods like pie, ice cream and candy 
contain an enormous amount of 
starch for their bulk.

As a rule these have to be al­
most completely eliminated when 
one is trying to^ lose weight and 
their place taken by more bulky 
foods which have fewer calories 
and yet fill up the stomach.

Many people, too, do not realize 
that whole milk is more fattening 
than skim milk and that some 
vegetables and fruits contain a 
lot more carbohydrates than oth­
ers. For example, corn, hominy, 
lima beans, macaroni, rice, ban­
anas, grapes, and plums contain 
so much starch that they are dif­
ficult to take at all when one is 
trying to lose weight. 
Non-Fattening

On the other hand asparagus, 
braccoi, sprouts, lettuce, spinach, 
tomatoes and several others are 
low in fattening elements.

Proteins such as lean meat, 
eggs, cottage cheese, and fish are 
almost always included in a re­
ducing diet as are skimmed milk 
and a small amount of bread.

Anyone can have devised for 
himself a diet containing lO'OO 
calories, 12'0'0 or whatever num­
ber he will need to lose. It is usu­
ally necessary to actually weigh 
the extremely low calorie diets 
and it is often wise to do the 
same on the others—at least at 
first.

The rest of it is up to the per­
son, but there is this to say: if 
they stick to it they will notice
