But he became
disillusioned with Liberal
ism as he watched a Liberal
government in his native
New Brunswick abandon all
the principles that he thought

Liberalism stood for. He
finally came to the conclu-
sion that the underdog

Tories came far closer 1o his
political convictions than the
ruling Grits. He joined them,
and became one of the Key
factors in the PC's victory
there in 1952

Since then he has establish
ed quite a reputation for
helping undirdog Conserva-
tives become winners. He is
by profession an advertising
and public relations execu-
tive, now heading his own
firm, Dalton K. Camp and As-
sociates. His technical know
ledge of the advertisiag busi-
ness combined with his in-
tuitive flair for politics has
produced a very rare combi-
nation which made him a
matchless manager of elec
lion campaigns

After the New Brunswick
victory in 1952, he went back
to help Hugh John Flemming
score a repeat victory in
1956. He then went over to
Nova Scotia, and heloed run
the campaign which brought
Bob Stanfield to power. In
1958, he performed the same
