In the in-
tervals of presentation the large audi-
ence was treated to a characteristic
programme of songs—including ‘“The
Brook,” by the Primary Department,
and a spirited rendering of “A Song of
Holidays,” by theGirls’ Department,
Miss Sloan made. the. report of the

Primary Department, Miss Peebles that
of the Girls’ Department and Mr. E.
M. Campbell that of the Boys’ Depart-
ment, all of which reports pointed to a
very successful year in the matter of
work and attendance.
Dr. Robins, addressing the meeting,

referred to the careful attention and
preparation necessary in a child's life.
Among the children were those who as
men would make their mark in the his-
tory of the provinces as men of

thought, worth and honesty. Women
would not occupy the same positions,

but their influence would be none the
less felt and so it benoved the girls to
be equally careful in their studies and
attention to discipline. Dr. Robins
pointed out that he had had a band of
faithful and successful assistants. The
excellent work of the year was due in
great part to their self-denial and self-
restraint. As regards the pupils there
was no lesson so useful as that of
faithful,’ loyal obedience to regulation

Boudreau, and Mr. C. Johansson, of the
Manual Instruction Department, The

loss of Mr. Johansson was particularly
regrettable for children ought to know

The rounding out of the cotton merger by
the controlling interest in the Montreal Cot-
ton Company being secured by the syndi-
cate soting for the Dominion Textile Co.,
now seems to be almost an accomplish
act. A member of the purchasing syndi-
cate stated to The Herald to-day that dur-
Ang the past ten days quite .a number of
additional stockbolders of the Montreal Cot-
ton Company had accepted the original of-
fer, and the indications were that within a
few aays enough more of thestock woul
be secured to permit of steps being taken
to have the Montreal Cotton Company oper-
ated by the new company formedby the
Textile interests,
He stated emphatically that the syndi-

cate had not made any increased offer to
the shareholders of the Montreal Cotton Co.
either through the Royal Trust Co. or any-
body else; and it was altogether unlikely
that any increase whatever would-be made.
If later on any increase were made it would
be given to the shareholders who had come
in under the present offer as well as those
who took advantage of the better offer.
The Textile Company, he added, was en-.

tirely satisfied with the progress that had
been made, as every day now brought the
deal nearer its completion.

It has passed into atradition
that the construction of that’railway
cost. one life for every sleeper laid,
The cemetery near Colon, knownas
“MonkeyHill,” bears witness in the
multiplicity. and variety of its head-
stones to the great mortality and the
cosmopolitan nature of the labor em-

THE MUTINY AT ODESSA.

Odessa, the scene of yesterday's
mutiny, fs the, principal port on the
Black Sea, from whence the main ex-
port of Russian grain finds its way to
England via the Dardanelles and the
Mediterranean. In population it fs
only exceeded by St. Petersburg, Mos-
ccw and Warsaw, and nowhere else
is there so large a number of foreign
merchants, a fact due, ofcourse, to the
extent of its shipping trade.‘

It is a dire commentary upon the
chaotië* condition which prevails in
Russia that the Black Sen fleet, pre-
served from destruction at the hands
of the Japanese by that claupe inthe
treaty of Paris, of 1835, confirmed at
Berlin in 1878, hich prevents the
egress of any warship from the Black
Sea to the Mediterranean, should now
be threatened with annihilationat the
hands of Its own crews. The Knisz
Potemkin was only bullt In 1901, and
is a battleship of 12,480 tons, with
heavier armor and guns than any of
her sisters in.the Black Sea. The nor-
mal complement of her crew is 800,
and of course the most interesting
question of the moment 1s whether the
mutiny will extend to the other ships.
Odessa itself Is not strongly fortified,
its protection resting upon the recon-
structed and nearby Sebastopol, once.
More the great arsenal of Russia in
these regions’ Nicolaieff, ‘ Kuburu,
Ochakoff, Kertch and Batoum, the
othér principal ports which the mu-
neers: could reach, are all fortifled
and garrisoned by Russian troops of a
kind,

iterranean, via Constantinople, would
be barred to the mutineers.

way; but the history of naval mutin-
fies, from the Bounty and the Nore:

THE WEST INDIAN
STEAMER SERVICE

(Written for The Herald by Colin
“ Mackay.)

‘Halifax, N.S., June 28.—(Special.)—

The discussion which took place at Ot-
tawarecently touching the need of Im-
proved steamship service betwean
Canada and the Carribean colonies does
not seem to have been very fruitful of
practical suggestions, though Mr. Fiell-
ing Indicated by implication the main
condition ‘of any improvement. The

Pickford and Black service undoubtedly
fulfils all the purposes which it wus
originally intended to serve, and per-

baps someth.ng more. The company

has four boats, two of about 1,300 and
two of 1,500 net tonnage, making regu-

lar trips between Canada and Demera-
Ta, calling at Bermuda, the Windward

Islands and Trinidad on both the out-
ward and return trip. A boat leaves

Halifax every fortnight, and the round

trip, which includes a call at St. John,
N.B., occupies between six and seven
weeks. The company also maintalng a

monthly service to Jamaica, touching at

Bermuda and Turk's Island, one boat

,of 700 or 800 tons being employed In the
service. In addition, the company éur-
îng the past few yeargghas frequently
found it necessary to
tered freighter for short intervals in
order to handle the increasing ghi»-
ments of sugar to Canada.
The regular boats usually have as

much cargo as they can comfortably
carry both going and returning, hut the
service is hardly calculated to favor the
development of trade between Canada,
and the more southern Carribean col-
onles, which, as it happens, offer great-
er opportunities than the rugged, vol-
canic islands of ‘thenorthern group.

Odessa, June 29.—The most sensu-
‘tional development that has yet occur-
ved of the revolutionary spirit which
fiw misery of the people has produced
in Russia has burst Jerth here with
startling suddenness. The crew of thz
battleship Kniaz Potemkin, the flagship
of the Black Sea fleet, broke into mu-
tiny, killed their officers, except eight
who went over to the mutineers and are
‘among their leader, and now, with*thé
assistance of equally desperate struz-
gling laborers ashore, hold the city at

_ their mercy. Late last night the battle-
ship arrived in the bay from Sevastopol.
accom ied by a torpedo boat, both
flyingthe red flag of revolution instead
of the imperial and national standards.
They ignored the signals from shore,
and when the port authorities sent a
munch to communicate with them, the
boat was driven off by the torpedo boat,
wh!ch threatened to sink her if the order
was not obeyed. All night the torpuz:do
boat patrolled around the flagship,
which lay anchored off the town.”When
morningcame, it was some time before
the populace realized what had hap-

“pened, the numerous rumors being as-
cribed to the malevolence of the strik-
ers, who throughout yesterday kept che
cite in an uproar. Therumors, how-
ever, quickly crystallized into faci,
when the torpedo boat, her guns cleared
for action, ran into the harbor and
seized the Russian collier Esperanza,
with a cargo of 2.000 ton of coal, and
took her alongside the battleship.

LIKELY TO PRECIPITATE CRISIS.

St. Petersburg, June 29.—The Black
Sea squadron, which left Sebastopol
Tuesday, under command of Vice-Ad-
miral Kruger, was due to arrive at
Odessa. last night, and a battle with
the mutineers may occur at any mo-’
ment.
The Kniaz Potemkin {is a more

powerful ship than any in Kruger's
squadron, and the gravity of the situ-
ation is ingreased by the fact that
the cityis practically in the possession
of the strikers. Should the sailors of
Kruger's ships join the mutineers, the
Government would have to face open
revolution, which would spread like
wild-fire to other towns in the Black
8ea Littoral.
The news of the mutiny coming when

Poland is in a state of ferment, when
Agrarian disorders are coming to a
head. and wheh the Government is at-
tempting mobilization involving 200,000
men, may easily precipitate a crisis,

and theauthorities are endeavoring to
keep it from the public. Nevertheless,

the liberals and agitators have ways
of spreading the tidings, and the news

was known here in all the cafes at
midnight. -
The radicals hail the event as the

dawn of an actual armed revolution,
and sav Omiltchug's name will -go
down in history as that of a martyr
who precipitated a Russian revolution.
British underwriters are gravely con-
cerned. Thre is a large trade between
Odessa and Liverpool, and there are
many British officers and agents at
the former place. It is known.that
nine British vessels are now there.
Some have already reported that their departure has been delayed by the
strike. i ‘
The possibility of employing British

warships to overawe the. mutineers
and protect the foreign residents, of
whom 500 are British ,is being dis-
cussed. .

THE SMALL HOUSE
PROBLEM SOLVE

Montreal Has Many Work-

ingmen’s Dwellings—The

Casein Toronto.

  

Montreal has the best “building laws
in the country, vettér than those ex-
isting in Toronto, where the notorious
lack of small, comfortable working-
men’s houses, is responsible for a great
deal. of dissatisfaction. So marked
has the absence of these.small dwell-
inghouses in the Queen City become,
that a prominent Toronte journal—
the News—devoted recently nearly two
columns to the causeof the trouble,
and quoted several noted architects on
the subject. ce
One of these gentlemen went after

the Toronto building by-law in heated
fashion. He terms it an instrument
bristling with useless, expensive frills,
that must have taken the authorities
an immenseamountoftrouble to in-
vent, and that actually costs the peu-
ple who want small houres, hundreds
of thousands of dollars. Referring to
the Toronto city architect the critic
goes on to say: ;
‘Before this high-priced official was

appointed, & workman could take a
piece of paper and with hls two-foot
rule draw his simple plan, take Ît to
Mr, Coatsworth or Mr...Copping; two
practical men and gethis permit with-
out delay. - :
“The new by-law contains three pag-

es af instructions how to apply for per-
mits, and requires that ‘all plans and
drawings shall be drawn to a scale of
not less than one-eighth, etc.”
“I am told that it sometimes takes

two weeks to get the permit, and that
it a builder bullda several houses from
one plan; the City Architect’ requires
separate plans for each house.
“Under the old regulations, shingles

laid In mortar were permissible. Mr.
McCallum requires two thicknesses of
asbestos ‘paper under shingles; ‘and sm-
gle ply under gravel, slate; or iron
roofs, This asvestos paper is controli-
ed by a trust, and as soon as. the by-
law was passed the price was put up
from 2 1-2 to 4 cents per lb.
“Section 43 requires fireproof con-

crete or brick party walls bétween
frame or roughcast houses.
“It would take’ too much space tu

point out all the ridiculous and non-
sensical requirements of ‘this by-law,
but its effect has been to paralyze the
butlding of small houses. The exten-
sion of the brick limits ts another un--
necessary step which has aggravated
the situation. . 4 =
Examples are given of whode the

“small house’ required by a certain
carpenter, cost $1,800; and the remedy
suggested is to permit frame houses
to be erected in the city limits.

IN MONTREAL.

Building. Inspector Chausse when
seen In reference to the small house
problem, read the situation as set
torth in Toronto, and admitted that
the legal limitations were unnecessarg
“In Montreal,” sald Mr. Chausse,

“we've got what is called third class
houses, These are small, cosy little
bulldings, and should not cost more
than $1,600 at the outside, They are
not frame houses you understand, for
we do not allow such buildings inside
the city limits; theyare brick encased
and can be made most attractive.
dwelling houses.
$1,600 the permit is issued in a day,
though we could take. eight days. by
law; the plan is stamped and handed
back to theproper person. ;
“Section 26, of by-law 260, describes

the house in question. The walls must

must they be over thirty-five feet in
hetght.  Thé walls must be cased In
four-inch brick, and the roof may be
Mansard if only over two stories, or
back ten feet from the ‘sidewalk.
“80 tar as the Toronto law goes, wé

do not insist on sheets of asbestos un-
der gravel roofs, or under roofs of
iron—but we like the party wall, and
call for them in all such buildings. We
cannot help the risein price of any ma-
terial such as asbestos, and surely no
one thinks that iz our fault, if a trust

| secures control of any particular com-
modity. - , .
“Two" years ago, there were 1,000

permits for houses, this vear sees 900
already, and last year had 1,300. Most
of these were $1,200, $1,000 and up-to
$2,000. Montreal is certainly not de-
ficient in small houses.”
“It might be well for Toronto to se-

cure a copy of Building Inspector
Chausse's “handbook.” It is a most
valuabie treatise on architecture in larg
cities, and copies have but recently
been asked for from Winnipeg and

-Victoria.
