The Bridge To Be Completed
About September Fifteenth

UNTINGDON has been getting along

without a bridge from Henderson
Street across the Chateauguay River to
Chateauguay Street for the summer months.
While there has been some inconvenience
and some traffic congestion at times, gen-
erally speaking it has not been as bad as
was first supposed. The causeway built a-
cross the bed of the river for one-way
traffic no doubt helped some, but this was
not used to any great extent by traffic, at
least, certainly not heavy traffic.

The bridge at Lorne Avenue came into
greater use and has withstood the extra
strain rather well considering it is no
better a bridge than the one taken down
at Henderson Street. No doubt in due
course, this too will have to be replaced.

From the look of what has been com-
pleted to date of the new bridge, it should
be a very imposing structure and one that
will add much for our town.

Compromise

CANADIANS have sent four minority
governments to Ottawa in the 14
federal elections since the First World War.
None has managed to last more than a
year.

This has led some people to suggest
that, as a nation, we lack the instinct for
compromise needed to carry on for long
with a government lacking a majority.

These same people like to point to
some European countries where a clear
majority for one party is unheard of,
but where there through subtle negotiation
minority governments are able to prolong
their life for several years.

At the 56-day session just ended in
Ottawa, the House of Commons approved
creation of a department of industry which
will help manufacturers open new plants
and improve their products.

It ereated o $400,000,000 fund to pro-
vide low-interest loans to municipalities,
and set up a $100,000,000 fund for the
