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Quick-thinking grandson saves grandfather from drowning

Ten-year-old Brandin Johnston, the
youngest son of Jeanine and Gavin
Johnston from Huntingdon, is quick to
shake his head and say he’s not, but his
family is proud to say they now consider
him their hero.

In mid-August, while vacationing
with his family at Lisbon Campground
in New York State, across the Saint-
Lawrence River from Cardinal, Ontario,
Brandin and his grandfather, 67-year-
old Jacques Legros, were out fishing,
which over the years has become their
own unique tradition.

This year, however, their tradition
almost turned into a tragedy in a split
second as Grandpa Legros toppled out
of the boat into the water. And this year,
like every other year, he was not wearing
a lifejacket and to make matters worse
he doesn’t know how to swim.

“I had caught a fish and I asked my
Grandpa to put it in the basket so we
could keep it because it was a good
one,” says Brandin. “And then he
flipped out of his chair and fell in the
water. I didn’t know what to think. I just
jumped in after him because I knew he
couldn’t swim and | saw his head go
under the water. I knew I had to go and
get him. Now, I can’t believe 1 did that.
[ saw him go under and I just did it.”

Brandin struggled, but he was eventu-

ally able to get his grandfather to the
surface and had him hang against the
boat’s motor

Jacques Legros hasn’'t worn a life-
jacket since having heart surgery a num-
ber of years ago because it feels “too
tight” against his chest, he says, and he
often just prefers to use them as cush-
ions to sit on because of the comfort,
like the chair he uses in the boat, it pro-
vides his artificial hips.

The Quebec Boating Council
announced just this past spring that
more people drown in Quebec each
summer while boating than while swim-
ming, and those deaths could have been
prevented if the boaters had worn their
life jackets or personal flotation devices.

Jacques Legros came out of this boat-
ing disaster with numerous bruises all
over his body, but also with a renewed
respect for his grandson and especially
for boating safety.

“From now on I will wear a lifejacket
or some form of floatation device,” says
Legros.

Brandin was wearing a lifejacket
when the accident occurred and he vows
there are new rules he will personally
and strictly enforce when going fishing
with his grandfather or anyone else for
that matter.

A group of friends living in Montreal
who enjoy running, all in their mid-
twenties, including Hemmingford native
Kim Wiseman, are organizing a continu-
ous 24-hour extreme endurance charity
event for the Canadian Cancer Society.
They intend to run 149,000 vertical
metres up the stairs at the Percival
Molson Stadium this September 10th-
11th (noon to noon) in order to raise
money and awareness for cancer.

“We're doing this because it is chal-
lenging. Instead of a walk or other noble
causes, we wanted this to personify the
struggle people have with cancer every-
day: something that is really going to
challenge our bodies and our minds,”
says 25-year-old Wiseman.

“It is not something we can just pick
up and do. It is something very, very
challenging and, like cancer, not every-
one is going to be able to complete it,”
she says.

Organizers of the event, The Credo
Project, which means “believe™ in Latin,
is a young group of people who believe
in humanity and want to do extreme
endurance, athletically-inclined events
such as this - their first Step Up For The
Cure event.

“We rcally want to do crazy intense
events,” says Wiseman. "It is taking a

different twist on charities. Period.”

She figures the older population has
always been quite involved voluntecering
for charity events. But she feels it is now
just as important to get more youth
involved, to get them to help out and
think about the big picture by creating
fundraising events that have an clement
of challenge and a fun-factor to spark
the interest of younger adults to partici-
pate.

This first edition of Step Up For The
Cure, September 10th-11th at the
Percival Molson Stadium in Montreal,
will be a two-ticred event. One event
will be the team of very strong athletes
who will be expected to run 15 sets per
hour of 76 stairs continuously for 24
hours to reach their goal of 149,000 ver-
tical metres. The 149,00 vertical metres
was chosen since it is estimated 149,000
Canadians will be diagnosed with cancer
this year, according to Canadian Cancer
Statistics, and about 66,000 will dic, says
Wiseman.

I'he other part of the event is where
the fun-factor comes into play as the
community is being asked to get

involved and attempt to run a million
stairs.

“We rcally want people to come run
one set, half a set, or even if they can

run five steps to add to our million-step
goal,” says Wiseman.

I'he Step Up For The Cure event will
be family oriented during the daylight
hours with numerous activities aimed at
entertaining kids and as the evening
progresses it will be geared more to
voung adults with bands and DIJs to
keep the momentum going throughout
the night and carly morning hours.

“Come cat, drink, and support all our
runners. We're also having a candle vigil
at 10 p.m. in memory for someone,” says
Wiseman.

Not easy

Running up stairs is certainly not
casy, she quickly admits.

“It 1s hard. The first time 1 did it |
did maybe five sets, 76 stairs per set per
hour. It's hard. Now, I can mavbe do 10
or 12 sets,” says Wiseman.

She  would  really  like  the
Chatcauguay Valley to get involved to
help sponsor the event “because so
many people in our lives have been

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Huntingdon buys another textile factory building

For less than $200,000, the town of
Huntingdon and Arthur Roskies, the
owner of the Huntingdon Mills former
textile factory on Dalhousie Street,
signed a notarized sales agreement for
the building last Thursday, August 25.

“My family has been in the textile
industry for four generations and so today
is a sad and historic day for me because it
means the end of the textile business my
family was engagedi in,” said Mr. Roskies
just after signing the deed of sale he
politely said was for “an undisclosed
amount.”

In a town hard-hit by the closure of
two of its major employers in the past
year with the closure of the Cleyn &
Tinker and Huntingdon Mills textile fac-
tories, Huntingdon Mayor Stéphane
Gendron firmly says, “taxes will never go
up” to pay for the newly purchased
Huntingdon Mills building.

“We are finishing the Financial Report
of 2004, that will be published in early
October, and we are estimating the sur-
plus for 2004 will be around $260,000. So
we are taking a portion of that money to
pay Huntingdon Mills cash,” says Mayor
Gendron.

In fact, he says, “next year, taxes will
stay at the same rate [$1.19 residential
and $1.32 industrial] or, if we can, we will
lower it a little bit. But there will be no tax
raise. Never.”

® The Roskies family originally had tex-

tile mills in Poland and Hungary and
came to Canada in 1939 to establish
Huntingdon Woolen Mills. As the indus-
try progressed over the years, their pro-
duction of woolens changed to synthetic
fabrics and in 1965 the company’s name
was changed to Huntingdon Mills.
Arthur Roskies son was the fourth

generation to be involved in the family’s
textile business. Tragically, however, he
was killed in a traffic accident in 1988.

“So after that, I decided I didn’t want
to be in the business and sold it in 1992 to
a group of investors from Montreal,” said
Mr. Roskies, who kept ownership of the
building even after the textile business
was sold a second time to American
investors that went bankrupt in
December 2004.

While Mr. Roskies has fond memories
about the 66 years of textiles being pro-
duced in Huntingdon, he said he is trou-
bled when he looks to the future of the
textile industry in Canada overall.

“It is very difficult for any textile busi-
ness than it was yesterday because of
China. It is cheaper to bring in a finished
garment. It costs more for the fabric than
the finished gar-

good things,” he said.
The town of Huntingdon will be

renaming the Huntingdon Mills building

(in English) “The Roskies Family
Industrial Complex”.

According to the mayor, “the munici-
pal evaluation for the building is $1.3 mil-
lion and we got it for less than $200,000.
Mr. Roskies had a good life based on the
workers work and he wanted to give
something back to the town. I think he
has a good attitude for allowing us to
have the building at such a lower price.
He could have sold the building for
more.”

And as for the future, “it is a good
move,” says Mayor Gendron. “We

already have tenants who will be moving
in a few weeks” into The Roskies Family
Industrial Complex.

As children of all ages go back to
school this week, Brandin Johnston of
Huntingdon, who will be 11 in October,
will be among them. When asked how
he spent his summer vacation he could
have had a very grim tale to tell. But
instead, thankfully, his entire family has
a story we should all celebrate.

There is not a standard definition
that can be used to describe a hero, a
heroine. It depends on the situation, the
outcome and ultimately the admirable
traits of the person involved.

lhere are certainly countless mytho-
logical, legendary figures in literary
work and folklore describing characters
with great strength and ability that are
admired for their achievements and
noble qualities. But mainly, the central
figure 1s always someone that shows
great courage.

Yet, standing at four feet, five inches
tall and weighing 95 pounds, Brandin
Johnston is not the proverbial modern
day Superman with a big red cape out to
save the day. He acts and looks like any
other kid on any other day.

Nevertheless,  Brandin  Johnston
clearly demonstrated he was prepared

to quickly help carry his grandfather
from danger; read the article on page 1
for more details. And without hesita-
tion, he had plenty of courage and was
prepared to physically work, withstand
the stress and only afterwards got “real-
ly, really scared.” He is also extremely
shy to admit he did something good. For
him, he just needed to save his grandfa-
ther who couldn’t swim.

It could be argued this young man’s
heroic act was only a natural reaction to
deal with a situation because no one
else was around. Yes.

But he also accepted to do what was
right, dealt with an internal as well as an
external struggle, had plenty of perse-
verance, and didn’t give up no matter
what. He went through with it, having a
choice or not, so that would be my defi-
nition of someone being quite heroic.

Not to blow this story out of the
water, no pun intended, shouldn’t we
therefore be glad that today’s hero can
be found in all makes and sizes? And
when they are young in age, it gives rea-
son to have hope for a better future for
all of us.

Working on a minimal budget, the cast
set to learning their lines while rehearsing
in Paquet’s garage before moving to the
old mill, where the particulars of the set’s
design, lighting and sound had to be mold-
¢d to the stage space available in the mill.

Luckily, the community rallied around
the production as volunteers donated
props, lights, sound equipment and their
time to transforming the mill into a per-
formance ready stage.

“There are a lot of people here who
support community theatre,” says Porter,
“because cvery time we have needed
something  somebody has magically
appeared,” she adds, noting how happy
and surprised she was by the community
and their response.

“Long before the mills were here this
community was thriving and this is just our
way of saying that when people work
together there is lots of culture and so

much to offer in this area.”

The combined experience of her back-
stage crew and onstage talent is proof
enough of the local talent spilling out of
the Valley.

“It has just been a great effort togeth-
er,” says Porter of her close-knit cast,
whose chemistry ignites on the stage.

For Hébert and Paquet, the play marks
their first appearance on stage since high
school, and both regard their perform-
ance as a reckoning of unfinished busi-
ness leftover from their youth.

Duchow, the youngest member of the
cast, who has performed in the past with
the Avalon Singers, grabbed at the
chance to perform onstage after having
wanted to try her hand at acting for a few
years, Saumier, who has been acting for
several years, is the only professionally
trained actor of the group, though you
would never guess by the mature and bal-
anced performance of the cast as a whole.

“I've been in a lot of plays and this is
one of my favorites,” says Saumier, not-
ing how naturally the cast worked togeth-
cr.

“It has been a totally different experi-
ence for me because I've never done the-
atre here,” says Saumier, commenting on
how surprised he has been by the local
reaction to the play.

“It’s hard to get crowds like these in
the city, never mind Huntingdon,” he
says, his voice echoing an incredulous
tone. “It’s funny that in a rural area there
is so much more support than in the city.”

The sell-out crowds and glowing
reviews from audiences should not have
been altogether unexpected as the
Chateauguay Valley boasts a long tradition
of support for the arts.

“It was mostly to get the ball rolling
here again,” says Paquet, in the hope that
the play will serve as the beginnings of a
revival in community theatre in the area.

“I'm so happy to see the group doing
things again, and they are doing a wonder-
ful job,” says Shirley O’Hanlon-Moore, a
former president of the Valley Players and
one of its founding members.

“I've always wanted to do a murder
mystery,” she says, harkening back to
when she was directing plays of all genres.
“I think most people enjoy that type of
thing,” she smiles.

And judging by the disappointed faces
of those turned away at the door, people
not only like it, they want it. As such, it
would seem the stage has been set for the
return of the Valley Players, and a new era
of community theatre.

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Nothing serves as a better reminder of
how appreciated the quality education

“They keep me young, I don’t feel my
age when I'm with them,” she laughs,
adding that even after 25 years, and all
the changes that have characterized the
daycare, she still loves coming to work
each day.

Over the years, and through different
government grants, the daycare played
with the available space to accommodate
growing numbers of children at its origi-

nal location on King Street, before even-
tually taking over the old bowling alley on
Fairview Road.

The daycare now has space for 76 chil-
dren, and employs upwards of 26 people,
including two cooks, assistants, educators
and administrators.

“At the beginning with daycares not
being very well recognized parents were a
little hesitant,” says Curran, noting how
much the times have changed.

“Now more and more people are want-
ing to come to daycare,” she says, adding
that the daycare now has a waiting list of
parents vying for openings for their chil-
dren.

"I really believe that CPE
Kaleidoscope is one of the best childcare
centers in Quebec,” says Louise Valin, the
daycare’s new Director, who has worked
to develop 35 childcare education centers
in 'Quebec, including Kaleidoscope,
before coming to work exclusively in
Huntingdon.

“Our educators are excellent,” she
says, noting how the atmosphere between
the educators and the children is educa-
tional yet amiable and fun. High levels of
communication with parents, and in many
cases grandparents, regarding the day-to-
day workings of the centre are also key
factors in the success of the daycare, and
in maintaining the high levels of trust
bestowed on the educators and staff by
busy parents.

adjusted properly, Ormstown native
Caitlin MacDougall took action and
made car and booster scat safety the topic
of a project she was developing for the
Farm  Credit Canada National
Scholarship Program through her local 4-
H.

Her proposed project, a car and boost-
er seat safety clinic, went on to win at the
provincial level, and was then selected as
the national recipient of a $2000 scholar-
ship, and a budget of up to $3000 to carry
out her project.

“Thirty-eight percent of the popula-
tion in this area are children under the
age of eleven, so you are looking at a
large part of the population that could be
seriously injured,” says MacDougall.

MacDougall, in collaboration with the
Sareté du Québec, and police officer
Stéphane Coté, provided free car and
booster seat safety inspections and
adjustments for parents and grandparents
concerned for the safety of their children
at the IGA parking lot in Ormstown
August 20.

“People are more interested in check-
ing now,” says Cot¢, adding that it is “only
small things sometimes that we change,
but they are important.”

The town of Ormstown has been hold-
ing safety clinics for the past three years,
however thanks to the infusion of her
FCC grant, MacDougall was able to
design an advertising campaign to attract
more people to this year’s clinic.

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Une rentrée scolaire perturhée

La rentrée scolaire ne se passera pas
sans heurts a I"école secondaire Arthur-
Pigeon et dans les autres institutions de
niveau primaire du Haut Saint-Laurent.
Tous les établissements d’enseignement
de la commission scolaire de la Vallée-
des-Tisserands (CSVT) seront paralysés
le ler septembre (demain) par une
gréve des employés de soutien.

Les 450 membres du Syndicat
Soutien scolaire de la Vallée-des-
Tisserands, affilié a la CSN, ont choisi
ce jour-la pour déclencher un premier
arrét de travail, lequel fait partie d’une
série de debrayages du Front Commun
CSN-FTQ qui vont s’étendre jusqu’au 6
septembre partout a travers le Québec.

Ces employés syndiqués, qui ont voté
massivement en faveur de moyens de
pression dit lourds, se disent exaspérés
par le manque d’ouverture du gou-
vernement Charest aux tables de négo-
ciations. «Apres des dizaines de rencon-
tres de négociations, nous n’avons
jamais senti le moindre soupgon de
bonne foi de la part de nos vis-a-vis,
souligne Ginette Guérin, présidente la
Fédération des employés de services
publics (FEESP), rattachée a la CSN.
On peut se rencontrer tous les jours
pour négocier mais si la réponse a nos
demandes est toujours «non», nos mem-
bres finissent pas perdre patience.
Jinvite donc le gouvernement a négoci-
er plutot qu’a chercher a tout imposer»,
déclare-t-elle.

Par le biais d’'un communiqué de
presse €mis vendredi, le directeur
général de la CSVT, Claude Haineault,
a annoncé que les cours étaient sus-
pendus dans les écoles primaires et sec-
ondaires pour la journée et reprendront
normalement le lendemain.

Chez les enseignants dans le Haut
Saint-Laurent, le mot d’ordre a été

donné de ne pas perturber le débrayage
des employés de soutien dans les écoles.
«C’est clair que nous sommes solidaires
avec nos collégues», a indiqué au
Gleaner/La Source Dominic Tremblay,
enseignant a ['école Arthur-Pigeon.
Incidemment, les professeurs de I'étab-
lissement vont profiter des activités de la
rentrée scolaire pour entamer une série
de moyens de pression.

Le Front Commun CSN-FTQ rappelle
que plus de 50 pour cent des salariés
jouissent d’un statut précaire. A la CSVT,
53 pour cent du personnel de soutien sco-
laire travaille quinze heures et moins par
semaine.

«Contrer la précarité, la sous-traitance
et la privatisation des services fait partie
des priorités des employés de soutien,
soutient Mme Guérin. Au niveau salarial,
l'offre du gouvernement de 12,6 pour
cent d’augmentation sur six ans, incluant
I'équité salariale, est carrément insuff-
isante et représente un appauvrissement
pour les employés de I’Etat, compte tenu
de l'inflation.»

Les directeurs des écoles du Haut
Saint-Laurent n’ont pas l'intention de
donner de consignes particuliéres aux
employés de soutien en gréve pour ne pas
perturber cette période de rentrée sco-
laire. «A partir du moment ou une organ-
isation syndicale émet un avis de gréve et
que c’est légal, ses membres ont le droit
le débrayer et de s’en prévaloir. Il n’en
tient qu’a eux de I'utiliser correctement»,
confie la directrice de I'école primaire
Notre-Dame de Huntingdon, Linda
Gagnon.

Les employés représentés par le
Syndicat Soutien scolaire de la Vallée-
des-Tisserands-CSN occupe diverses
fonctions dans les établissements. Ils sont
secrétaires dans les €coles, agents de
bureau, surveillants d’éleves, respons-
ables et éducateurs en services de garde.

Les entreprises d’ébénisterie industrielle et architecturale du Suroit
ont besoin de main-d’oeuvre qualifiée
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exhibés. Des dizaines de voitures ont attiré I'at-
tention des mordus de performances
motorisées.

Le prix de l'essence continue de
grimper dans le Haut Saint-Laurent, suiv-
ant une tendance qui se manifeste partout
au Québec depuis quelques semaines. Et
pendant que la colére des consommateurs
gronde, les proprictaires de stations-servic-
¢s doivent suivre une consigne des
pétrolicres qui dictent plus que jamais la
marche a suivre.

Le jour ou l'essence a la pompe va
atteindre le chiffre magique d'un dollar le
litre est finalement arrivé, Et s'il faut se fier
a certains experts, le prix risque de grimper
encore d'un cran dans les semaines a venir.
Déja que les conducteurs de véhicules se
font difficilement a lI'idée d’avoir a payer
encore plus cher pour faire le plein.

A Huntingdon, il en cottait en début de
semaine 1,07% le titre d'essence ordinaire
sans plomb. A Ormstown, le carburant se
vendait un peu moins cher. 1l en coutait en
cffet 1,038 le titre pour remplir le réservoir
de sa voiture ou de son camion,

M¢éme les municipalités situées non loin

de la frontiere américaine ont di essuyer
une fluctuation du prix de I'essence. Alors
que son prix atteignait le dollar le litre il n'y
a pas si longtemps, il s’est retrouvé le week-
end sous la barre du huard. Il se chiffre
présentement a 1,01% a Saint-Antoine-
Abbé¢ et a Franklin.

Les récentes hausses du prix du carbu-
rant ont commencé a donner de gros maux
de téte a certains consommateurs du Haut
Saint-Laurent. Certains vont méme
jusqu’a aller a Valleyfield oi méme dans
les stations-services situées a Akwasasne, a
Chateauguay N.Y, a Malone ou a Messina,
dans I'espoir de réaliser des économies.

Il faut se demander pourquoi les gens
de Huntingdon doivent payer plus cher
I'essence que leurs concitoyens de
Havelock, de Saint-Chrysostome ou
encore de Franklin. Pourtant, toutes ces
localités se trouvent dans la méme MRC et
sont situces le long de la frontiere canado-
américaine. Comment expliquer que bien
des gens font une «round» jusqu’a Franklin
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ou a Havelock pour simplement aller faire
le plein et rentrer chez eux ensuite, alors
qu'ils préféreraient le faire dans leur
patelin.

Parce que géographiquement parlant, le
Haut Saint-Laurent se trouve non loin des
Etats-Unis, il va falloir que les propric-
taires de stations-services fassent compren-
dre aux deux grands paliers de gouverne-
ment que la région doit bénéficier d'une
forme de statut particulier en ce qui con-
cerne le prix du carburant. Déja, des détail-
lants situés a Havelock et a Franklin béné-
ficient de mesures leur permettant de ven-
dre un peu moins cher I'essence, évitant
ainsi I'exode de leurs clients vers les sta-
tions-services de localités américaines
avoisinantes.

Les détaillants du Haut Saint-Laurent
n'ont pas intérét a perdre leurs précieux
clients, au risque de devoir fermer bou-
tique un jour ou l'autre. Mais d’un autre
coté, ils peuvent dire haut aux grandes
pétrolieres qu'ils doivent écouter les préoc-
cupations des consommateurs qui veulent
payer un juste prix.

Ce serait dommage pour les détaillants
locaux de laisser les clients s'en aller faire
le plein a Valleyfield, 4 Sainte-Martine ou
encore aux Etats-Unis. Certains I'ont déja
fait. Mais a cause d’un certain laisser-faire
provenant de nos gouvernements, les con-
sommateurs finiront par étre tentés de
regarder si le gazon est plus vert dans la
cour du voisin.

Lister explained he intends to load this
bus, called the Rainbow Bus, with much
needed school supphies and basic life
necessities. He then plans to drive it 7,000
kilometers from here to Mexico. He will
lcave the bus there to be used for local
school transportation and to provide mini
mal ambulance service. This is part of a
project Bob, his wife Glenda, and a couple
from Vancouver has been doing to help
make that part of the world a better place.

For nine years now, the Lister’s have
been helping impoverished Mexican chil
dren, in the surrounding arcas of Pucerto
Vallarta, reach their potential through edu-
cation, which in their project’s motto.

The Lister’s visit the small fishing vil-
lages beyond the popular tourist destina-
tions to help get school supplies and equip-
ment to the underprivileged areas.

“These people are very poor. Their
houses have no facilitics -no electricity or
running water - and no high school within a
two-hour drive. The kids go to grade six
and then go to work,” said Lister.

Scorpion bites are the leading cause of
death among children in this arca. Very few
have the luxury of shoes and must walk to
school in their bare feet. The Rainbow Bus
will not only transport the students, but will
carry oxygen, which is required when
administering the scorpion bite antidote.

As part of a grass roots project called
I'he Mexican School Project the Lister’s
evaluate the needs of the community and
then provide materials to build schools and
supplics to stock them. They also drill wells
and install bathrooms. Many of the existing
schools are merely bamboo walls and dirt
floors with no running water. The new
schools are cement block buildings with
gaily painted decorations, and are much
more conducive to learning. The commu-
nity does the actual construction,
