ExoLAND does not Intend to surrender the
supremacy of the seas. The proposition
just made tothe British Parllament by Lord
George Hamilton, firs* Lord of the Admir-
aity, that the nation shall spend over a hun-
dred milllon dullars In bullding new war
vessels of various kinds, from ponderous
men-of-war to torpedv boats, will probably
take other countries by surprise, and yet it
18 quite what England might be oxpected to
do. Forsomé years past criticism of the
navy bas been common enough, and Lord
Charles Beresford has kept hammering
away al the Government for not spend-
Ing more money on men-of-war, Even
now ILord Charles s not gatisfled,
and takes the ground that Britain's
paval strength should be equal to the
navies of France and any other great power
combined. Lord Wolseley said the other
day that If England had provisions enough
to keep ber golng for two weeks she could
drive out any army that succeeded In ef-
fecting & landing on her shores. The thing
18 to prevent a landing being cffected,
and this can best be done by strengthening
and increasing the navy. Von Moltke once
sald that he knew of sevendifferent ways of
gettlng an army Into England, but he did
not know of one way of getting It out again-
lnd, of course, a wise general of an army
always keeps a line of retreat open in case
of necessity. It is not often that such an
one is prepared to burn his boats behind
him, It is evident that Britain 1s deter-
mined to be prepared for whatever eventu-
alities the future may have In store.

THS question of tho care of Insane per-
eons I8 onoce more before the Quebec Gov-
ernment. Among the criticlsms pnssed
upon the present system le that of Hon. Mr.
Gagpon, who asserts that the medical
service 1s not complete at Lieauport, where
there are only threes doctors for twelve
hundred patients, nor at Longue Pointe,
where there are only two doctors for nine
bundred petients, and these two have to
make up thelm own prescriptions. Mr.
Gagmon goes further by stating that he had
more trouble with Beauport asylum than
with any other and that he found it quite a
trouble to' get patienta liberated. It isto
be assumad that the Provinclal Secretary
bas made these criticlsms with a
full knowledge of the facts and real-
izing his reeponsibility as a member
of the QGovernment under which the
obsolete eystem of farming out Insane
patlents is perpetuated. That there should
be no hurry in the matter of liberating
patients 18 perfeclly natural when it is
borne In mind that the patients are farmed
out atpo mugh per day. The farming out
system has boen abandoned in all other
countriés bat Quebec and It stlll ngers on
hers, Although commission aftor commis-
slon appointed by the Government has
pointed out its defects and recommendad
a change, If not in regard to all the in-
stitutions for the care of the insane, at least
in regard to such .of them as wie not in the
hnndg of the Bisters of Providence. It s
