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CAB-HIRE.

We have already commented on some
of Siv John Macdonald’s utterances at '
Parkhill. The hon. gentleman at that
pic-nic was in the humour for explana-
tions, and among other things which he
found needed explanation, was the fact
that he had charged the expenses of
what was virtually keeping a carriage
to the public. Sir John has] on many
occasions, shown that his reading of the
Code of mewm and fuum the fucem, in
the case on point being that of the pub-
lic,is of a very eccentric description.
‘What he said about the carriage was
shortly this,—~that he had been accused
of taking 8400 for cab-hire; that this
was true; but that with all the expenses
of his position, he was unable to keep
a carriage on his salary, and yet that
be had frequent occasion to visit the
Governor-General. He thought the
public could afford the expenses of his
riding. Then, remembering that Mr.
Mackenzie either does not find it neces-
sary to go so often to the Governor-
Gieneral’s, (who, it may be said, en pas-
sant, is every day at his office, next door
to the Ministry of  Justice,
for the despatch of business),
or else that he pays his own carrisge
here, he added that Mr. Mackenzie was
now receiving a great desl more money
than he did. To begin with what Sir
John spoke of as $400 a year was really
above $§1,100, so that if it were devoted
to calling on the Governor General, he
must have been a very steady courtier,
for that would have paid for a geod deal
more than a trip daily. Misrepresenta-
tion, therefore, in a very essential par-
ticular was, to say the least of it, on
the frontispiece of this defemce. But
let wus apply the rest of the
apology to common life. Sir John is
a member of a large law firm, in which
they doubtless have a managing clerk.
Suppose that in addition to a salary
which the manager had agreed to ac-
cept with much satisfaction, Sir John
had found some twenty per cent addi-
tion made at the end of a long term for
charges never previously sanctioned ;
and suppose the clerk when asked to
explain were to say yes it isalso quite
trune; but I am a poor man, and I
thought you could afford it. We think
that in the case of the clerk,
it would be called embezzlement,
or some very ugly word. If Sir John’s
salary was not enough for his needs, it
was his duly to ask for more, otherwise
any agent may spend tke money of his
employer, on grounds such as he alleg-
ed at Parkhill. It is, of course, true
that Mr. Mackenzie has a larger income
than Sir Joan had, until the last six
months of the latter's term of office.
Because Bir John raised his own
salary, and, of course, his successor
received the benefit of it. Bat
what Sir John forgot to tell the
Parkhill andience was that this compar-
ison had no bearing upon the case, even
if we could allow that a man in high
position has a right to supplement his
avowed salary by what the Americans
popularly denominate stealings, merely
because be chooses to think the salary
inadequate- The truth is that Siv John
did not pay for his own carriage as Mr.
Mackenzie does, when he got the pay
that Mr. Mackenzie has. He raised the
salary, and still wen’ on charging for
the carriage, which he mnow says he
charged for on account of his salary
being small.

THE EIGHT HOUR LAW.

Among the vagaries which tock place
in the recent flush times, when every-
body got what he liked whother as in-
terest for capital, or as wages for
labour, was the so-called eight hours
movement. It has always beenevident
that any man who coulé afford to live
by working eight honrg a day was per-
fectly right,if he so chose to refuse to
worlk for more. But to imagine it pos-
sible by any law, to make eight hours
work equal 1n value to ten, was one of
those monstrous absurdities, which none
but a lanatic conld be ecapable of,
though the imagination was not reserv-
ed for the Iunatics of to-day. When
Shakespeare made his popular agitator
declare, that for the future the three
hooped measure of beer should have five
hoops—that is to say, that five penny
worth’s of beer should be sold for three
pence, -he was only forestalling the pre-
tence, that by calling eight hours a days
work, the wages for eight should be
made to equal the wages for ten. Ho v-
ever, the demagogues in Congress suc-
ceeded in passing a law declaving that
eight hours should, for the future,
be a days work in Government
employments. But instead of thereby
effecting anything towards their pre-
tended purpose, they only demonstrated
the absurdity of their project. It is
plain that if in Government dockyards,
and similar places, men were paid one-
fourth more than elsewhere, every work-
man wonld rush for such a privilege
even more than they do at present
Then the outside men, who did not ob-
tain the advantage, would naturally feel
that they were very ill treated, especial-
ly as they wonld be paying their share
of the taxes to the Government ; all em-
ployers of labour wouid eventually re-
duce the period of a day’s wurk to eight
hours, without reducing the pay. But
this took place when the Fool's Para-
dise, in which we were all living, was
upon the point of crumbling ts pioces—
when profits, or hoped-for profits, and
wages had both been pushed up to such
a point—as to make it impogsible for the
public to purchase services, which had
become so excessively dear. Goyern-
ments may, of course, create a ¢lass of
Stute-paid labourers, as they can any
other State-paid class, and they are
indifferent to the profit of their work,
because they no not live by profits.
But private individuals can only
proportionately pay for wages the
money they obtain as profits; in
other words cannot pay more than
they can make. To attempt more,
thevefore, would simply be to stop pay-
ing anyihing at all ; and men have been
since too glad to take Jess, than the old
wages for ten hours work, ingtead of in-
sisting on having these wages for eight
hours. In the Dockyards of the United
states, thereforg, the rale has been to
agree with the workmen to fake a ger-
tain rate of wages for eight hours, and
to give one-fourth more to those who
choose to work ten hours, which all
were expected to do. The question of
the legality of this course hag been
brought before the courts, and has been
sustained. The law mcans, and accord-
ing to the Judges, can only mean, that
eight hours is to be accounted a days
work, when no special bargain exists,
but that if people choose to do more
work than eight hours daily, they are
entitled to get more pay for it. If it
were notso, Congress might reduce a
duys work to four hours or two hours,
and ull the working meéu in the country,
except the favoured Government hands,
might see three and four times their
own wages given to men, whose sole su.
periority of muerit, consisted in their
having devoted themselves to politics
rather than to their trades,

THE VANDERBILT RAILWAY
SCHEMES.

One man is seldom so strong or so
wise as all the rest of the world. That
has been discoverad by many who have
for a time seemed to be invineible in all
their undertakings, but who, by the very
continuation of their power and author-
ityover theirfellows havearrayed against
themselves a formidable league of en-
emies, which at last was too strong for
them. This bas not been the case only
with great politicians and conguerors.
In the ordinary competitions of life,
such as we all bave to struggle through,
extreme success rarely follows any man
during a lifetime—still less can he hand
it over to hisson like an estate. In
trade and all other similar things there
are maxims which indicate the bounda-
ries of individual achievement. We
have long heard that what man has
done man may do; that there
are as good fish in the sea as
ever were caught, und similar
homely adages, all going to prove, that
no one man can hope to be always
blessed. Mr. Vanderbilt senior, possess- |
ed of great shrewdness and resolution,

but also favoured by particular circum-

stance, vaised himself to the control

of a vast railway system. But it is too

much for any single person to aspire to

the autocratic command of the traffic

of a continent. The farther he passed

his domain, the more rivals he bhad to

encounter, and the less profitable did

his ventures become. On the vast sphere

of the North American Continent, he

and, since his death, his son have had
the experience of Railway magnates in
England, and have found that every ex-
tension made it more necessary to make
a new extension, in order to save the
last from being utterly worthless: At
last Vanderbilt the second has, by ob-
taining the control of the Michigan
Central, added to the Lake Shore and
the Canada Sonthern Railroads, secured
an almost monopoly in his own hands
of the great route from New York to
Chicago. For one thing, he probably
supposed that by so doing he had thrown
out the Grand Trunk altogether, unless
it would pool at his own terms. He has,
doubtless, conquered for the moment;but
will probably find, as we have already
hinted, that the World, or even a Con-
tinent, is too rauch for one man, though
a millionaire, successfully to contend
with, for any length of time. What is
gained in these cases by surprise, or by
well-thought-out strategy, is often lost
by the steady pressure of numerous
forces, ench weak by itself, but a.l at
work, and all wearing out their single
opponent by fatigue, if niot by direct
resistance, We have little doubt that
he will find many competitors in the
United Stales for the Chicago traffic,
aund we are glad there is reason to be-
lieve that arrange.ents have been made
or are likely to be made 1n England—no
doubt in conjunction with some Ameri-
can interests—f\ r assuring to the Cana-
dian railroads their fair share of the
great carrying trade of North America.
It would be an extraordinary and also
a lamentable thing, if one man or
one combination could succeed in
monopolizing so vast and influential
a trafiic. Some of the Michigan papers
state very distinctly that the necessary
arrangements for maintaining a Cana-
dian connection with the capital of that
state have been completed in London-
We are disposed to think this a little
premature, but we entertain, no doubt,
that this vaunting Vanderbilt ambition
will like 80 many others overleap itsalf,
and fall on t'other side aftera period more
or less brief of apparent, and yet, it is
likely, very costly triumph.

—On reference to our telegraphic
items, 1t will be noticed that a painful
accident occurred at Port Lewis, which
might be inferved arose out of party
spirit, but we are in a position to assure
our readers that sach is not the case);
more especiclly as a rumour prevailed
here, yesterday, that the soldier was a
Catholic, and the nnfortunate officer a
Protestant, Both belong to the latter
creed and the shooting was purely acci-
dental.

BURDEIT VS. ABBOIT.

The late Lord High Chancellor Eldon
stated that James Mansfield was one of
those who early in the life of Eldon—
then Mr. Scott—advised him (Scott) to
take a country judgeship in the north
of Englnnd. as there was no room for
him ( cot.t.{iin London. And yet, said
Eldon, I lived long enough to make
Mansfield Chief-Justice of C. P,

—The King of Italy has placed at the
disposal of His Holiness Leo XIII. one
of the healthiest and most beantiful of
his royal country g.slaces, in consequence
of the continued indisposition of the
Pope, which is now giving rise to serious
anxiety among his physicians, who are
urging his speedy departure from the
Vatican. His Holiness is suffering from
general (indisposition and mnervous de-
bility, which is mainly atzributed to the
intense heat in Rome,

~—1t is an immense pity that Canada
is not nearer to Italy, or Italy close
alongside this dominion pending the
decision of the French Chambers rela-
tive to the new eommercial treaty. The
Italians refused to continue the existing
treaty, and the conseguence is that the
French are losing at the rate of eighteen
millions annually on their imports of
vegetables, fruits and other edibles. The
commercial treaty between Italy and
Austria has been extended to the end of
the present year.

—In England no less than’§735,000,-
000 is spent annually in aleoholic drink,
and certain members of the House of
Commons are using their utmost en-
deavors to stop the * traffic ” altogether.
Such men who would thus legislate
must live inja Fool’s Paradise ; and their
own common sense—if they are imbued
with any—should convinced them how
utterly impossible it is to make man
sober by Actof Legislatare. True the
Government might take steps— which
we have not time or space to go into
now—to ameliorate the law with regard
to the sale and abuse of intoxicating li-
quors. In Aberdein (Scotland) drunk-
eness is 8o rife and on the increase to
such an extent, that six new vans bhave
been ordered to be built, to take home
drunken people. It is computed that
8250,000,8% would not meet the re-
quirement to compensate those engaged
in the liquor trade, and it is argued by
those who are averse to any such mea-
sure being brought before Purliament,
that it would be a grossinjustice to pass
a Bill without providing compensation
to the vendors of aleoholic drinks.

8 A Raport was presented from the Stan-
ding Committee on Agricultural, recom-
mending the Jdistribution throughout the
varions Ceunties of the Province,of a seriva
of printed questions to elicit information
concerning the progress of Agriculture Co-
lonization and Immigration.

Hon. Mr. Marcaanp brought down the
annual report of the propuetors and di-
rectors of the Beauport Lunatic Asylum
and a number of returns to addresses. The
House then went into Committee on the
Bill to provide for the abolition of Districts
Magistrates Courts, Mr. Lynch in tne
Chair.

Mr. Dunaxer moved te amend the bill
by exempting the districts of Ottawa,
Rimoueki, Bonayenture, Gaspe and Bean-
harnois, from its operation until the estab-
lishment thereon of County Courts,

Dr. Laserae objected to the district of
Beauharncis in which his county was com-
prised, being included in the amendment,
ia the district in question, there was absao-
lutely no necessity for a Stipendiary Ma-
gistrate.

Hon. Mr. CHURCH spoke in favor of the
retention of the Stipendiary Magistrates
Courts inthe Ottawa district, where it

was self-sustaining and rendered an 'in
estimable public service. He hoped the
Government would see theix way that dis-
trict in question should not be deprived of
80 desirable an auxilliary to the interests
of justice.

Hon. Mr. Jovry said the House had sanc-
tioned the principles,that the Government
ought to be allowed to put an end to cer-
tain distriet Magistrates Courts, where the
interests of justice woull not suffer, The
question now was, whether the House was
going to take upon  itself to
dictate what courts should be re-
tined and what courts should be
abolished  withont that information
necessary to enable the law officers of the
Crown to arrive at a proper decision in the
matter. If they were to adopt these prin-
ciples they would fall into a very undesir-
able system of log rolling, which might
eveatually end in one member preventing
the suppression of the court in his district,
and thus in the long ran wholly defeat tho
object of the measure. In his own county
he knew that the people would be dis-
gusted with the abolition of this court,
god he believed he could say the same
thing of the people of Chateauguay.
Moreover, it was obvious that the Govern-
ment could not aceépt the am:ndment, ag
it proposed to bind them to the establich-
ment of county courts, an undertaking to
which they were Inno way pledged, aad
in regard to which they had not made up
their mind. He hoped his hon. friend
would be satisfied with the declaration,
that the Government in their action 1n tha
matter intended to be consistent with the
opinions they had enunciated when in Op-
position, that is to say, they recognized,
that it was abgolutely essential in the
inteypsts of justive to retain some of these
courts, in distyicts whose geographical
situation and territovial extént repdered
ench an addition to the ordinary machi-
nery of our legal system most desirable if
not positively necessary.

Hon. Mr. Ross objected to the amend-
ment, as injudicious at present. He
spid that the Act establishing Dis-
trict Magistrates Courts practically,did not
limit the Government of the day in the
number of sugh covrts they might ap-
point, and he thought that equal latitude
should be given to the pregent Goyern-
ment in the matter. The establishment
of the system had been experimental. In
some cases it had given great satisfaction,
in others its results had net been at all in
propostion ty the cost.

Hon. Mr. Ievise s;ad he supported the
measure with a certain amount of hesita.
tion. He thought the Government would

agt more wisely by waiting until another
session, when they would be able to secure
better information on the subject. He ad.
mitted that as a whole the system had
been & failure, but believed that it should
not he abolished in haste, although work-
ing ineffectually, unti] the necessary ma-
chinery to take its place was proyided.

One of the soldiers at the back of the car
had a revolver in his hand. Another volun-
teer stood behind him. The one who had
the revolver fired it oyer the heads of
the people. That was the first
shot fired. I could not say positively
which direction the other shots took. I
was standing beside a tree in the centre
of the field with another young man and
we dodged bebindjthe tree. About 20 or
80 shots were fired from the train. The
boys in the fleld were 80 excited that they
all rushed to the same tree where I was
standing and it was really very laughable
to see some 60 boys trying to get behind
oue tree. By this time the train had pro-
ceeded about 40 yards further on, and the
last shot was fired. I watched the train
through the bridge, the last shot was fired
before it reached the bridge. Some of the
boys yelled out “ it is only blank cartridge
that was fired.” Two or three boys at the
other end of the flsld were said to be shot,
and the others cleared down to see who
were shot. One little fellow said he was
shot. We got his paats down and locked,
but saw no signs of a ball having passed
near him, While I was in the fiald it was
reported that another young Frenchman
was shot, but when I arrived to where he
was, he vaulted over the fence holding his
coat tails, and was going away to report
the matter to the St. Henri police. I
looked ull round the field, but did not see
that any other person waa shot, and these
I speak of were not shot that I am aware
of. One of the policemen afterwards
came up ard got the crowd of boys to-
gother and spoke to them. I do not know
what he said. The match was then com-
wenced and played, and resulting in a
vietory for the Linnet Club, I saw no-
body hurt, nor did [ know that anyone
was even scratched. Willie Payette came
up to me and I asked him if he was shot.
“Yes, he said, I am shot right there,”
holding his hands against his stomach.
But he did not seem to be hurt as he
played four games after that. He was
dresged in his light lacrosse suit,

Joux ScunrioN, boiler-maker, and a
friend named Michael Hooper, saw nothing
offensive in the conduct of the volunteers,
who were merely waving their pocket
bankerchiefs and cheering on passing the
platform. They did not appear to be in
liquor, but seemed to be giad that they
were going home.

B. Ronuaxp, the little boy, aged 13, who
was ghot in the posterior, declares that he
was sitting quietly on the fence when he
aaw the train approach. When the train
was very near stopping he saw one of the
soldiers fire one shot from his revolver.
About 16 boys were on the fence. Rolland
got afraid and tried to run. Other shots
were then fired right and left from the
train, and he received a shot which struck
his hip-bone, and passing through the
flesh came out the other side. He is pro-
gressing favourably under the care of Dr.
Lachapelle of St. Henri.

Mr. J. B. Corzarer, the Justice of the
Peace, before whom the depositions were
taken on Saturday,has handed them over to
Judge Coursol, together with a large num-
ber of the names of persons who witnessed
the disgraceful occurrence.

The Witness has received the following
statement frem an officer of the 53rd bat-
talion, of Sherbrooke :—

After leaving Bonaventure Station the
men were subjected to vile and abusive
fhreats at several points. Qa pas:ing the
Tanneries a perfect shower of pistol shots
and stones were fired into the train from
both sides. The men sprang to arms,
but were forcibly prevented by the officers
from firing into the roughs. Great excite-
ment prevailed and some one evidently ate
tempted to stop the train that they might
get out and punish the cowards that fired
into the train, the bell rope being broken
in the attempt. Many voluntee: s saw stopes
hurled at the train, and also saw several
persons with revolvers taking deliberate
aim and firing at the Volunteers in the
cars. One man on tke lacrosse ground
leveled a short rifle and fired, the ball
coming in at an open window, cne of our
oilicers having a very narrow escape ;
others were seen at the open windows of
houses along the track, resting the revol-
vers and firing. Col. Ibbotson yesterday
called a meeting of his officers to ascertain
the facts, and they also stated most posi-
tively that not a single shot was fired by
their men, and that they did not see a shot
fired, although the rattle of shots and
stones against the train was quite audible.
Eight balls, I earn from an official, were
found in one car, besides stones. Several
civilinns were on board as far as St. Lam
bert; they may have fired, but it is quite
as possible thavif any were shot 1t was by
their own frieads. If any person were in-
%m:ed it must have been from the cross-

ring of the ruffians themselyes.

The London Economist has the folloving
on the subject of Sugar Bounties :—* It is
lmpossible not to sympathise with the
operative nugnr refiners who laid their
case before the Chancellor of the Exche.
quer on Thursday last. The demand for
their labour is being curtailed by what is
unquestionably a verylunfair competition.
France and other contirental nations levy
an import duty upon raw sugar, but allow
@ drawback when it is exported after being
refined. Frpln the way in which it is cal.
eulated, this drawback very largely ex-
cecds the amouant of the import daty, It
1s asgerted] that the forexg’ﬁ refiner gets
from 21 to 31 per ton more of a drawback
than he paid in duty upon the raw ma-
terial, and this bounty gives him, of course,
a great advantage over the Euglish refiner
who gets 1o such Government subsidy,
According to the statement of the work-
men, the result of this is that French and
other sugars .

. Loxpox, Jaly 15.—The News says it
is intended that Cyprus shall be perma-
nently garrisonedygy a small body of
European troops, to be supplemented
by the local militia organized by the
officers chomganying General Wolseley.
The stay of the Tndian troops in the
island is temporary. Gen. WPolseley is
expected at Malta on Wednesday. He
starts thence for Cyprus on the 20th
witk the transporcs conveying the
troops.

AUSTRIA.

Viexsa, July 15.—The Political Cor-
respondence says the Porte has instruot-
ed the authorities of Banjulak to notify
the population that the Austrian army
will enter Bosnia with the most friendly
intentions, and that the relations be-
tween Austria and the Porte continue
to be most amicable. The populations
appear to be tranquilized, and even the
wsurgents seem disposed to subwmit to
the Austrians.

Lonpox, July 15.—~A Vienna des-
patch says that negotiations are pro-
ceeding between Rome and Athens,
which, if successful, will pledge Italy to
assist in the defence of the Greek coast
in the event of a war between Greece
and Turkey.

GREECKE.

ATHENS, July 15.—A telegram from
Lamia states that a great fire is raging
thronghout a large district of Thessaly.
The village of Sophiordes is partly
burned, and the harvest is totally de-
stroyed. The fire began at numerous
distant points, and is wndoubtedly the
work of incendiaries.

TURKEY.

NEw Yorxg, July 15.—A Constanti-
nople special says : A great conspiracy
against the Sultan was discovered at
Stamboul and 50 arrests made. There
is considerable excitement, and man
high dignitaries are reported involved.

MEXICO.

Crry or MEexico, July 15.—Colonel
Mackenzie’s invasion of Mexican soil
has caused considerable excitement, the
people believing that Mackenzie acted
upon a wide construction of his orders,
and that his object was to raise a border
war for annexation purposes. The
Treasury is now said to be depleted,
consequently much complaint is made
by the Government employees and claim-
ants. Fears of coming disturbances
continue to creaute uneasiness and impair
business. A famine is reported in the
States of Sonora and Sinaloa. At
Mazattan there was absolutely no flour,
and people were emigrating.

UNITED STATHKS,

New Yorg, July 15.—A special from
COrow Creek agency, Dakotah, says an
emissary of Sitting Bull has been there,
and has gone to the other agencies on a
secret mission,
A despatch from Fort Thompson,
Dakotah, dated July 11th, says the In-
dian Commissioner ﬁuyt dropped on the
Urow agency on that date without no-
tice. Heobtained the books and papers of
the Indian Inspector Hammond,and dic -
covered frauds and robbary unheard of,
even in Indian agencies. Dr. Living-
stone is agent at Crow Creek, and he
and the agent Craved at Cheyenne, and
Gregory at Lower Brule have been con-
spirators together. Therobberies of the
Indians are traced back to 1870, They
built a hotel at the Government expense,
and supplied it with beef, potatoes, milk,
grain and bay from the Government
warchonse. Tavingston was a partner
with the Indian trader Hudson. whom
he supplied with Indian goods, which
were sold to the Indians. He drew pay
and rations for three hundred Indians
more than were al his agency. Living-
stone owns a controlling interest in three
silver mines in Nevada, about all the
real property in Yorkton, and has grat-
ified his piety by presenting stained-
glass windows and marble fonts to the
churches. His agency,as well as theothers
have been seized. The “ring” threaten
Hammond’s life for exposing them.
Gen. Hammond has superseded the
ents at COrow Creek, Brule, and
Cheyenne by army officers.

Getting his men
into ition, Col. Miles fired upon the
hostiles who returned it. The Indians
sustained considerable loss, those pres.
ent estimating their dead at 15. iles
casnalties consists of two men wounded.
Shortly after one o’clock the Indians
fell back towards the mountains. This
is the first time during this campaigne
that the hostiles have attempted to
charge, and seem as if they were driven
to desperation. On Friday the Inliars
completed thes destruction of Coguse
station, which on the day previous they
bad partially destroyed. It isfeared that
the Meachoms has met a eimilar fate.
The forces in the Amontilla [cotntry
amount to 7000 and it is thought wiil
be sufficient to bring the hoftiles to
terms in afew days. :

Whit is to be gained by the alarming
array of legal psoceedings, by the assignees
of the Company, it iz really difficult to
divine, but by to-diy’s meeting, results
may be accomplished, which will be of great
and important interest to the creditors,
that what is lawfully due them will not be
spent in useless proceedings in the Police
Courts.

Porice Cosstanue Dismissep.—Yester-
diy morning Constable Charles Eacock, of
the City Police Force, was discharged by
Acting Chief Naegle, on a churge of in-
subordination. Mr. Naegle stated to our
reporter, that a cortain charge had been
preferred against Eicock, by Sergeant
Lecuyer of Point 8t. Charles, which ba was
in the act of investigating, when Eacock
became intemperate in bis language, and
was accordingly summarily dismissed. The
first churge made appears to be, that of
loitering, en Wednesdry or Thursday even-
ing last, sccording to the statement of
another officer. Mr, Bacock alloges that
he resides at Point St. Charles, and that he
has not spoken to Sergeant Lecuyer at the
Powmt for some months past. On the night
in question (Eacock) bad been to chureh,
and was afterwards conversing to two em-
ployees of the Grand Trunk Ruilway when
the patrol, under the command of Sergeant
Lecuyer, came along. Mr. Eacock finish-
ed his conversation, bade his friands good
night and went home, Yesterday morning,
to his surprige, he was summonad before
Acting-Chief Naegle, and charged with
being in company with a gang of loafers at
Point St. Charles on the night in question,
and that when he was seen by the police
he moved off to another gang, and spoke
with them. Mr, Hacock declared the

charge to b2 a trumped-up one, and zaid
that Lecuyer and several of the men under

him had Leen watching, or rather
“ hounding” him reund for some
time past; that he knew that
the statement had gone round the

Point “ that the thing had already been
fixed ” to move him from the force, and
thav he would therefore resign. M.
Naegle replied that that was “not the
way to do business at all,” and that as
Eucock had declined to listen either to the
charge or the judgment :iven, he was dis-
missed there and then for gross miscon-
duct. Mr. Eacock has been a member of
the force for three years and more, and
has never been either censured or fined for
misconduct or breach of departmental
rules in any form, uotil the present time.
Since the articles, and anonymous letters
huve appeared in the Bvening Pogt, his life
in the force has been made very unplea-
gartand hasnot caused bk to be sorry that
fa has left the force. He has always torne
an excellent character. It is presumed
that nu investigation will take place in
the matter.

The enquiry into the charge of forzery,
pro!crredqnzniut Mr. Goff by the Cumga
Agricultural Insurance Company, was re-
sumed yesterday in the Polies Court. My,
W. 8. Walker appeared for the defence,

Mr. ALEXANDER ALLAN STEVENSON de-
posed that he was 2 director of the Com-
pany from March, 1874, to May, 1878.
Was also a membsr of the Executive Com-
mittee of five, who were chosen from the
directors. Was present at a meeting of
the said committee on the 17th of July,
1877. 1 find in the minutes of the said
meeting the following : “After discussion
it was on motion resolved that inasmuch
as this Company is indebted to Edward H.
Goff, in the amount of $22,700.17, he is
hereby authorized to make draft on the
Company to the amount of said claim.”
Thers wns no such resolution passed
a% #aid meeting, nor were the con-
teats of the said resolution in any form
reduced to writing, and submitted in
that way to the meeting. Ineither saw or
heard of any papers at such meeting refer-
ring to the subject matter of the above
resolution. My recollection of what took
place at the meeting is this: —Mr. Goff
stated in a casual way that the Compaay
owed him a considerable amount of money,
which he wished the Company wasina
position to pay him. The amount was not
stated, but 1t was understood that a state-
ment would be rendered. Mr. Goff that
day gave us to understand thet he himself
was not quite sure of the amount, but that
he would get the book-keeper, Mr. Mace,
to prepare a statement. On leaving the
meeting that night with the Vice-President,
My, Desjardins, he remarked to me that it
was singular we should owe Mr. Goff a
large amount of money, seeing that the
Company held Mr. Goff’s note for a large
amount in connection with the sale of some
bonds of the Montreal, Portland and
Boston Railway. I replied he would see
when the statement was produced at
the | next meeting. The next meeting
of the Committee was held on the 24th of
September following, and Angus, Desjar-
dins and myself were present; the defend-
ant was absent. Mr. Desjardins and my-
self both expressed surprise at seeing the
aforesaid resolution, and passed a resolu-
tion ordering Mr. Goff to produce a state-
ment &t a subsequent meeting of the said
Committee, at a meeting on the 24th. Mr.
Campbell was asked how such a resolution
appeared on the minutes, and he stated
that he got it from Mr, Goff. The Presi-
dent, at the meeting of the 24th Septem-
ber I think, informed the Committee that
the resolution entered on the books of the
17th of July had been acted upon, and that
drafts to the amount of $19000 had been
givén by the Company. The Committee
replied that no such have been drawn, as
no sesolution had been passed authorizing
it. |As faras I am aware, the minutes of
the meeting of the 17th July have never
been confirmed for the above reasons, and
it wis at this meeting that I first heard of
My, Goff claiming to be the creditor of the
Company. I supposed at this time that
Mr. Goff was indebted to the Company.

Wirurax SmyesoN, City Manager Cana-
dian Bank of Commerce, deposed—I hold
the draft accepted by the Canada Agricul-
tural Insurance Company for the sum of
$10,000. T produce a copy of said draft,
marked E, and declare the same to be a
correct copy of the original ia the possess-
ion lof the Bank. I satisfied myseif that
Mr.3Goff was Manager of said Company.
After the resclution made by the Board in
regard to this particular draft, I satisfied
myself that the draft was authorized. A
copy of this resclution was signifi=d to me
by Mr. Campbell, the Secrerary of the
Company ; a true copy of which I now
produce, marked . T uls> satisfled my-
self that Mr. Goff had power as Managing
Director to ascept drafis. The $10,000,
viz., tho said draft was not advanced at the
time, It was the continuaticn of a debt.

Adjourned till the afternoon.

Yesterday’s mail announced the death of
her daughter-in-law,to day’s posters inform
all Paris that ber jewels are to be sold on
Monday next, and that a private view of
them may be had this afternoon. Monday
is but the first day of the first sale, and
there will be many sales, with many days
for each sale. Judgeof the quantity on
hand! I couns$ 810 lots in my present cata-
logue, and this does nobt extend to the
objects for the fourth sale—the cameos,
smaller jewels, medallions and a sort of
sweepings of unmounted pearls. The ques-
tion is, What will Her Majesty have to wear
as a trinket when all is done ? though truly
that is no concern of ours. She seems to
have placed everything m the hands of the
illustripus syndicate of hammer men of the
Hotel Drogot and jewellers from the Rue
de la Paix, who ape mauaging the sale as
priseurs or as ezperts, Her bracelets gre not
to be counted without more pains than I
care to take; of her necklaces and brooches
you may say the same thing; her diadems
gre here by the half dozen—any turned up-
side down, by the way, the batter to show
the rubies of the setting; another broken in
one of its graceful curves. It is too late to
say absit omen—the mischief has been done.
I said there were over three hundred lota—
that means, of course, that there are hun-
dreds upon hundreds of single articles of
jewelry, some of them of immense value.
Thne greater lots arein the form of parures,
thatis, full sets in one pattern of diadem,
bracelets, ear-rings, collar, girdle and ull
the needful odds and euds, There is Her
Majesty’'s set in emeralds, for instanca—
“a grand and superb diadem,”says the
catalogue, and it says no more than the
truth, with a “yery important” emerald,
weighing 166 carats, to form a clasp for the
stomacher, Then thereis Her Majesty's
set in tupazes (pink), with brilliants Lr
their setting, beginning with a crown,
which uses up forty-nine pink topazes to
start with, and five times as many bril-
liants to form its flowers. The collar of
this set, more modest than the crown,
takes but twenty-six topazes; the bracelets
but four each, and so on till we come to
the comparative destitution of the ear.rings
which take but three, “This lot will be
divided,"says the catalogue, and I cannot
wonder at it, seeing that few people would
have the courage to bid for it as it stands.
We find that even thusfar Her Majesty
could hardly complain of “nothing to wear,”
but we shall soonlearn that ghe was still
more liberally provided with a change.
In fact I think these sets would run to &
novelty for every dayin the week. Lot us
imagine her trying the emeralds on Mon-
day and reserving the topazes fer her
Tuesdays out. Wednesday basmnowto be
provided for, and itis easy—there cre
sapphires at hand.

I have been reading Epictetus lately on
the folly ¢f covetous desire, and, I fancy,
with paofit, for as I looked on the breast-
late I murmured, “This would do for me.”
et, after all, I don’t know how I could
use it, for if I had it worked up into a ring
I should certainly be arrested for carrying
a knuckle-duster with intent to do grievi-
ous bodily barm. To estimate the merit
of this act of renunciation we must consid-
er how much I leave undesired. Why here
is a pair of ear-rings in brilliants justly
qualified as “remarkable,” inasmuch as the
buttons weigh thirty-seven carats and the
pendants that aond ten more. And there
are diadems in brilliants, one, two and

tree, Many sanother orpament is, in
like manner, in duplicate or triplicate of
form. The collar of pearls numbered 202,

contains thirty-seven of these “treasures
of an oyster,” weighing 1,570 grains, and
for pendant “a splendid and unigne pear
pearl” —I am speaking by thecard—weigh-
ing 237. Lot 2 (of brilliants) is in the
form of a simple butterfly—the sport of
sunny hours, but decidedly one of tropical
breed, for it is nearly as large as a lady’s
hand. It is described as “a very
brooch,” but this must be the catalogne
maker’s chaff. Such an ornament would
dwarf a giantess. The body is composed of
four diamonds, the head of one weighing
twenty-two carats, and it is mounted in
silver almost as a matter of course. The
riviere of brilliants (lot 4) is—perhaps
fondly—believed by the expert of the Rue
de lu Paix who called my attention to it te
be without its peer in the market for the
antiquity and the “Golcondo purity”—
those were his very words—of its nine and
forty stones. After all this I will not at-
tempt to detain you with the mosaics and
the other trifles, including, I am forced to
say in regard to my present point of view
of value, the Book of Hours from which
Her Majesty read her prayers. For thisis
bound im comparatively worthless gold,
only *“ enriched ” with diamonds here and
there, and eked out in ornament with
paintings on enamel framed in chaser's
work. Nor will I say anything of the sun-
set pearls and diamonds lying in little
heaps on sheets of paper—a sort of milky
way hardly worth our notice after this su-
perb sequence of bright particular stars.—

THE PHILOSOPHY OF HORSE-
~ WHIPPING,

“The fellow deserves to be horsewhip-
ped ¥’ is-still a not uncommon utterance of
coatempt and indignation. Itisa remark
of little meaning, though the words are
strong, and it illustrates rather the wild-
ness than the justice of revenge. Perhapa
horsewhipping may be studied better, and
its charming want of logic more easily ex-
posed to-day.than itcould have been thirty
years ago. Horsewhipping,like other sym-
bolie ceremonies, once had a significance.
Now it hassunk to the condition of a
threat, or at most survives as part
of what the newspapers call a fracas.
One does occasionally hear  that a
subaltern of militia has horsewhip
an attorney, and it is believed t
great regimental rejoicings follow the illus-
trious feat. Whether the pettifogging
one was severely hurt or not, how he took
it, whether he revenged himself in any
wuy, the public is never told. It is enough
thut So-and-so has been horsewhipped.
Digeredit, rests on him, and he can never
clear bimsclf, and, so far, the vengeful
spivit of the gallant ensign may rest con-
tented. The cvitic of inat:tutions is not to
be 80 easily satisfied, and he iniists on
knowing why horsewhipping isso final and
fatal & thing, an attack to which there
seems to be no repartee.

Rules have been laid down for the guid-
ance of the active party in a horse-
whipping. They muy be found in a great
many works of fiction, and especially in
Irish novels of the sch of Mr.
Lever. It is mot impossible that horse-
whipping is an Ivish invention; in-
ternal evidence leads one to suspect us
much, There is a pleasing iuconsequence
in it'which 18 full of the Celtic genius. A
horse-whipping in a novel is a thing com-
plete inatself. It demolishes the villain,
who seems to be rendered incapable of
taking any revenge, and it not only de-
molishes, but exposes him. It has the
offect, as it were, of a sign from heaven.
No one doubts about it, or analyses its
meaning, or asks wherefore justice is m-
variably, by the nature of the case, on the
side of the whipper—not of the
whipped. The novelist always favors
the spirited young feliow who uses
the lash ; his enemy, or victim, is always a
graven hound, who never recovers from the
publicinsult. Thusa man can easily study
the nctive role in the works, for ex-
ample, of Mr., Trollope. He first
buys his new whip, and then he
lurks in the neighbourhood of the villain's
club. When tne cowering wretch (who
has trified with the feelings of a charming
girl) appears, our hero walks up to him
and catches him by the collar of the coat,
beats him till the whip breaks and then
tosses him into the kennel. There is some
satisfaction here; the bad man is severely
burt and disconcerted. Ia other encoun-
ters, described in a more realistic way,
there is only a scuffle ; but all the honour
and glory belong to the hero whe began
the row. These are the laws of horse-
whipping, as accepted by the novelist, but
they do not quite explain everything.
What, we ask, is the whipped one doing
all the time ? There are only three pos-
sible answers. The horsewhipped man is
either much feebler than his honourable
antagonist, or he is g0 overcome by cowar-
dice and conscious guilt that he cannot
make his hand keep his head, or, lastly,
virtue and victory are necessarily the al-
lies of him who deals the first blow. The
Higulanders knew that—

Who spills the foremose foeman’s life,
That party conquers in the strife,

and the first blow in horsewhipping ap-
pears to have the same moral value. All
the alternatives offer puzzles. In the first
case there seems to be little valor displiy-
ed in hitting & weaker man, and scrupu.
lously abstaining from hersewhipping a
stronger. The second hypothesis that the
person assailed is invanably a coward,
makes it not improbable that the assail-
aut 18 generally a bully. Besides, it is
impossible in the nature of things that
every one whom a voung fellow wishes to
beat in the market-place is a person who
will submit to a beating., By the third al-
ternative the illogical character of the
ceremony is exposed. Horsewhipping
being n game at which two ecan play, all
toe world would go armed with horse-
whips if the first blow is everything, and
people would watch their neighbours
closely, so as to strike the first stroke if
striking there was to be.

It has been universally agreed, on the
authority of generations of noveltsts, that
there is no repartee to g horsewhipping,
that it is final,that the party attacked takes
it like a lamb, and mever aftewards ven-
tures to Lift his bead. Itisa kind of or-
deal by battle in which the battle isall ¢n
one side, and the person punished is con-
vietedlby the very factof the penalty being
inflicted.

There was pechaps a time when horse-
whipping had a sort of meaning. When all
gentlemen wore swords, to attack a man
with & whip meant that he did not de-
serve steel.
