ARBUR DAY.

Some Further Notes Regarding the Ob-
servance of the Day in Mouoireal and
Vicimity.

The celebration of Arbor Day by the St. Pa-
trick’s Society at the Irish Immigrant® burying
ground at Point St. Charles; was somewhat delay-
ed by an objection raised by Kev.

The
mills memorial tree was planted in frent of the
monument by Mr. and Mrs. Whitney, lineal de-
soendants of the late Major. After the planting
of the trees te the memory of the dead of Ire-
land's four provinces, a move was made to St
Patriek’s Square’ Wellington street, where the
three Aldermen of Bt. Ann's Ward planted a
tree in homor of [reland.

A large assemblage of city officials, aldermen,
members of Parliament and of the press met in
frent of the Lity Hall about five o’clock last eve-
Bing to piant the trees on the marrvw lawns in
front of the building.

THE CONTEST IN JACQUES CARTIER. }
‘The Remission of the Liguor Fimes. -

The abrupt termination of the case against the”
return of the Hon. !lr.murmu“
Mr. Wartele, the P ial arer, from
making an explanation in the witness box in re-
gard te the remission of the fines of P. J. Gedin
and Andre Leger of. Lachine. It appears
that Godin snd ZLeger had made appliea-
tion,  to- the Municipal Couneil of Lachine,
for a.renewal of their liconses and had ver-
bal promises that they weuld be granted.
and that pending the gonfirmation of the same by
the Council they had gone ongns usual in the
transaction of their business, In the meantime,
and during the first fifteen days of May the pro-
vineisl police proceeded against them in the
Courta for selling liquer without license, and they
were twice fined, and the third time their liquors
wore eoonfiseated. Om the Tth ~of June
the Town Council of Laehine met and
confirmed the licenses, on the 8th the license
fees wore paid, and on the Dth the parties, on the
rocommendation of the Police Magistrate who
tried their cases, applied to the Provineial Treas-
urer for a remission of their fines on the ground
thut the Coumcil of Lachine was dilatory in net
carrying out its verbal promise in season. Mr.
Wartele states that in reply to this request he
said if they weuld bring the written statement
of the Council admitting that the famlt
lay with it, he would remit the fines. This state-
ment, signed by the Mayor and couneillors, was
presented to him on the 18th of July, and he
then and there promised unconditienally that the
fines would be remitted. This, he says, was ten
days before Mr. Mousseau was sworn in as
Premier, and before there was any
thought of his contesting Jacques Cartier.

Owing to the absorbing nature of matters be-
fore the Government, however, the Treasurer’s
report permitted the fines was not made te the
Cabioet Council until the 20th of August, the
Council passed it the 30th of August, and it was
signed by the Lieut..Governor on the 8:ih of Sep-
tember. It was during the interim between the
promise of Mr. Wurtele of the 18th of July and the
formal passingef the repert,that the contest in Jae-
ques Cartier took place, when the tavern-keeper
appealed te Mr. Moussean for a remission of the
fine and whea he (Mr.Moussean) is said to have re-
minded Mr. Wartele that he ““must not forget
these men.”” These men, although they had the
promise of the Treasurer that the fines would be
remitted, were impatient and suspicious at the
delay and no doubt toek advantage of the contest
in the county and the Premier's peculiar position
to push what they considered their just claime.

81a,—0On the 11th June, 1880, Sir A. T. Galt,
our Plenipotentiary at the Court of Bi. James,
Imm to the Colonial Becretary an official
teh in whieh ho states that, * Under the
B- \. A. Aect, the eotire control of both- Customs
snd Excise was made over to the Dominian
Parliameat, and that consequently it is desirable
that o treaty of evmmeres shall be made by the

“ The Government of Canada desires |

TROUBLE AMONG THE GDS.

The Rights of Theatrieal !.lmla.oru—.&
Peculinr Case at the Recorders Court
A— Hemily on Fure Plays. A

At the Recorder's Court this morning George
Villenenve, a gentlemanly looking young man
was brought up on s charge of -disturbing the
peace in the gallery of the Academy of Musie
last night, by singing and shouting. The
priaouer was aceompanied by u large contin-
geut of  fellow-students, and the entire
party seemed intensely amused at the proceedings,
especially when their eounsel teok the hign
moral grounds that ultimately proved smecessful.
1t was stated by Loais Haldimand whe was selling
opera books last night in the gallery, that hc
kept his eye upon the defendant the
whole c?ﬂ:“'ng, and that at the end
of every act he began singing, shouting,
aod geperally disturbing the assembly,
that when a gentleman came in with a lady and
neglected to remove his hat until he had taken
his seat, the prisoner with others would vociferate
“ Hats off” in stentorian tones. Also. that the

risoner gaid threatemingly to him as he was«

E:.“lng the theatre “I'll kpow you again.”

The above faeis were correborated by the

speeial constable and the ~ doerkeeper.

lhe defence ecalled a number of Iriends
of Villeneuve's who swore that he

did not disturb the peace, that he did not sing,

snd only called out * Theo and ** Carmen.”

A witness was called who stated that the play

advertised was *‘Carmen' and that *La Peri-

ekole " had been substituted, alse that the latter
was a most immeral play.

The counsel for the defence argued that the
troupe had no right te play sueh pieces in the
city, never having reeeived the permission of the
authorities; that his client had gone to the
theatre expecting to hear *Carmen’ which
was a meral play, and had been
disgusted te find that * La Perichole ' had been
substitated, and in consequence had ecalled out
ior the piece promised. He said that a number
of witnesses had sworn that Villeneuve had not
acted in a disorderly maoner.

The Reecorder in giving judgment tomehed
lightly upon the several points ranised by the
counsel, except one, upon which he expressed
himself with considerable vigor. He said that it
was clearly proved that an immoral
play had been substitated for s pure
one, and that therefore those present
had a perfect right to express their disapproval.
His Honer then went on to eay that if he ehonld
chaneed to be present in a theatré where such o
change in the plays had been made. he would
think himself perfeetly justified in rising and
hissing and acting in any manner, he thought
to express his disapprobation. The
Academy of Music Company forfeited all right
to protection from the law when they allowed
su;&plays to be produced in their thestre. His

r seeordingly dismissed the case.

UNIVERSITY OF BISHOFPS COLLEGE.
Some Impsrtant Changes in thé Currie
culam,’

The Medieal Facalty of this College have late.
Iy instituted some very important alterations in
their carriculum of stadies. There has been felt
for some time a necessity for altering the arrange-
ments of the different subjeets as heretofore
taught, in order to bring them more into aceord
Jwrith advancing modern ideas. This necessity
‘arises from the greater attention given to certain
branches which formerly reeeived comparatively
bat little notice, such as Gynecelozy, T]mtlpvel-
ties, Phyviclogy and Hygune, whmh new roqmm
to be more v ies in
eaairs having oecnrred thoagh death and other
causes, advactage has been taken to complete the
contemplated alteration. A very important
departare from the ordinary method of delivering
systematic class lectures on Anatomy will be
made, it being the opinion that very little actual
benefit to the student was derived {rom them. In
future, it is the intention to demonsirate all the
structures invelved in the pertien ef the body
uoder inspection, gromping them tegether, and
thereby enabling the student to gain a more<per-
feot knowledge of the relations of the different
systems. The extemsive subjeets of midwifery,
and diseases of wemen and children, will, in
tatare, be divided, midwifery and diseases of
children being still retathed by the preseat
Professor, Dr. Kennedy, diseases of women
or gyneeology forming a separate branch,
to which Dr. Trenholme is appointed.
In Tlike manmer Materin Medica and
and Therapeutics are separated, Materia Medica
whieh is eonjoined to Botany under Dr. MeConnell,
and Therapeuties to which Dr. H. L. Reddy is
elected. The other changes inciude the trams-
ference of Dr. Armstreng from Anatomy to
to Physielogy and the vacaney thus made in
Avatomy being filled by Dr. Foley. Dr. Wood
receives the appointment to Patholegy, resigning
Chemistry to which Dr. Young iselboted Professor.
It is‘belicved that these changes will strengthen
the present teaching facilities of the-scheol, stil)
being in aceord with the eurrieulam of profession-
al-study preseribed by the laws of this Previnee.
The Deanthip rendered vacant by -the death of
the late Dr. David is now held by Dr. F. W.
Campbell, the next senior member ; Dr. Kennedy
holding office as registrarof the Faculty. Unmen-
tiened bramches resmmain as heretofore.
