Auckland, N.Z.. May 14.— 
(CP)—-The Canadian cruiser 
Ontario sailed for home today 
after a 14-day goodwill visit 
to New Zealand.

On the homeward voyage 
the cruiser will stop at Suva, 
Fiji Islands, to drop off stores 
for New Zealand army and 
air force units stationed there. 
Owing to a waterfront strike 
no merchant ships have been 
able to ship the stores, and 
the Canadian navy made the 
Ontario available to New 
Zealand authorities.

Taipeh, Formosa, May 14. 
— (Reuters) —The United 
States will spend $5,700,000 
before the end of June to 
build up the Chinese national­
ist army, Maj.-Gen. William 
Curtis Chase, chief U. S. mili.

He said the money is in ad­
dition to $50,000,000 already 
allocated for building up the 
army.

The festival s honorary’ chair­
man, D. Parke Jamieson of Sar­
nia, Ont., said other groups from 
points without entries in the fes­
tival will be on hand, seeking dra­
ma tips from adjudicator Jose Ru­
ben’s criticism.

The New’ York theatre director 
at a press conference yesterday 
lauded the current little theatre 
movement as “a school not only to 
train the actor but also the pub­
lic.”

Fighting Along Front Limited Almost Entirely 
To Patrol Actions.

Tokyo, May 14,—<Æ*)—Chinese communist troops today 

expanded a threatening bridgehead across the C hoyang river 
on the central Korean front despite the pounding of American 
guns.

These forces northeast of Chunchon may spearhead a 
second spring offensive by the 500,000-man Red army, ex­
pected in about 10 days.

Elsewhere along the 100 - mile front, United Nations 
patrols probed no-mnn's-land with little opposition. However, 
two sharp clashes broke out on the western front.

One American task force ran into a Chinese ambush and 
pulled back after a battle. I he second prolonged fight began 
when an armored American outfit ambushed a Chinese patrol.

For the first time in the war, U.N. forces are getting a small 
but steady trickle of Chinese deserters, AP correspondent John 
Randolph reported from this front.

The Reds appeared* to be avoiding strong contact while 
rushing fresh troops into build-up areas on the west and central 
fronts.

Bad weather screened their movements Monday.
AP correspondent George MacArthur reported the Chinese

Simultaneously, Foreign Secre­
tary Herbert Morrison—interrupt­
ing his Whitsun holiday on the 
Isle of Wight—kept in touch with 
the foreign office by phone on the 
latest developments in ban.

There was speculation that the 
two events were connected and 
that Britain is ready to make a 
strong stand, if necessary, to hold 
Its rich oil concession in Iran.

But this speculation was without 
official confirmation. A war office 
spokesman stressed that the para­
chute brigade is not under sailing 
orders. He described the alert 
order to the brigade as routine 
war office business.

The unit now is assembling at 
Aldershot, 35 miles from London. 
It is known as the “fire brigade,” 
because it is geared for emer­
gencies.

Some sections of the British 
press have been demanding a 
stronger attitude toward Iran. The 
line taken by these puoiications is 
that Iran’s oil is so important to 
Britain and the Atlantic powers 
that Britain should resist, any at­
tempt by Iranian authorities to 
take over the installations of the 
Anglo-Iranian Oil Company, as 
Iran’s parliament has voted to do.

A few days ago the Economist, 
a weekly independent journal of 
opinion, saicF Morrison has drafted 
a note to Iran hinting that Britain 
will resist by force, if necessary.

Tehran, Iran, May 14 —f/P)— 
Fearing for his life, Premier F. 
Mohammed Mossadegh moved last 
night into the sanctuary of the 
parliament building. He says he 
will remain there until his “dream” 
—nationalization of Iran s huge 
oil industry—is completed.

Mossadegh fainted and fell from 
the rostrum yesterday aftei telling 
the Majlis (lower house of parlia­
ment) of threats on his life by the 
fanatic secret Moslem sect of 
Fedayan Islam, whose assassina­
tion tactics have made it a power 
in Iranian politics. Gamed to the 
parliament dispensary, he recov­
ered a few minutes later.

The jittery, elderly premier 
was laughed at during his talk by 
skeptical deputies, many of whom 
felt he used dramatics character­
istic of him to pressure tnem into 
quick action

However, the Majlis speedily 
acceded to Mossadegh’s demand 
that it elect five members to work 
jointly with a senate five-man 
group on a board to run the giant 
Anglo-Iranian Oil Company when 
it is taken over from British con­
trol.

All five board memoers named 
by the Majlis are known support­
ers of Mossadegh—making it ap­
pear there will be little compro­
mise with Britain.

Nationalization of the British- 
owned oil company has been ap­
proved by parliament. Starting 
with the assassination of Premier 
Ali Razmara last March, the drive 
for the take-over was marked by 
killings, strikes in the oil-fields 
and clashes by rival demonstra­
tors.

The communists appeared deter­
mined to keep South Korean 
troops from driving a wedge into 
the Red supply road linking Inje 
and Kansong on the Sea of Japan. 
Three Sunday battles wound up

the war as a struggle solely by the 
outer Mongolians to straighten out 
a somewhat-hazy border against 
Japanese-occupied Manchuria.

But the Japanese didn’t find any 
Mongols.

Instead the Japanese captured 
numerous bewildered Russian in­
fantrymen. They were young occi­
dentals who said they thought they 
were being sent to a labor camp 
and ended up on the front.

The Japanese intended to ride 
across the plains for a ringing 
sabre battle with the Mongols. But 
they rode straight into Russian 
machine-guns that cut them to 
pieces.

Then the Japanese tried out their 
own Mongolians as infantrymen, 
mixing them with other racial 
groups in a so-called Manchoukuoan 
division. The outfit collapsed, per­
mitting Soviet tanks to surround 
and destroy a Japanese division.

In the end the Japanese did most 
of the fighting themselves.

New York — (NEA) — The 

dance hand business, which had 
been hitting some pretty sour fi­
nancial notes since World War II 
began, is showing signs of perk­
ing up.

But whether It will ever get 
back to its pre-war glory D doubt­
ful. Ralph Flanagan, who should 
know aoout such things, isn't 
sure.

"Sure, I could be optimistic and 
gay the bands will be a* big in 
a few months as they ever were," 
says band leader Flanagan. "But 
1 honestly don't know, It’s pretty 
doubtful."

Flanagan is leading the first 
new hand to capture public fancy 
since the war. Most of the other 
top hands of today are hold-overs 
from the early 1940's and before — 
men like Tommy Dorsey, Sammy 
Kaye, Guy Lombardo. Flanagan, 
who has had only a little better 
than a year with his owr crew, 
is the only rookie in the top ranks. * * *

His orchestra has sparged the 
hand revival, pulling ,t up from 
the depths it was plunged into 
by the war But the 3l-year-old
former Sammy Kaye arranger and 
pianist thinks there are terrific 
obstacles these days, which may 
hold back the band business.

"Musicians are tough to ^et
today,” he says, "at least, it's
tough to get them to go on the 
road. It costs them, say, $5 a day 
in hotels ami maybe $3 a day to 
eat. Over a week, that’s $77. If 
they've got a family to support 
and a home, to maintain, you can

see they've got to earn a lot to 
make it worth their while."

Flanagan points out other rea­
son», too, why band» may not re­
gain their popularity peak of the 
pre-war period.

Back in 1940, he says, the big 
names in popular music were 
mostly all oand-lcaders — Glenn 
Miller, the Dorseys, Hurry James, 
Benny Goodman Artie Shaw, 
Sammy Kaye. Today, the big 
names are mostly vocalists — 
Frank Sinatra, Frankie Laine, 
Patti Page, Dinah Shore, Mario 
Lanza.

* * *

The vocalists are taking the 
play away from the bands, in 
records, anyway," says thé good- 
looking Flanagan. "So are the 
hill-billy bands and hill-billy sing­
ers. A|1 a guy has to Jo is get a 
cowboy suit and a guitar and he's 
in business.’

In dance halls, ballrooms and 
college proms, however, the band 
is still supreme.

"People still want to dance," 
says Flanagan. "Just after the 
war, a lot of idiots ruined i.he band 
business by playing music that 
nobody liked but themselves. No­
body could dance to it, or wanted 
to listen to it. I’m trying to give 
them some dance music."

Despite the obstacles Flana­
gan’s first year was a successful 
one. He says his was the first band 
in modern musical memory to 
make money its first year as a 
unit. It grossed half a million, in 
a 32,000-mile cross-country tour.

Flanagan has one cheerful note 
for lovers of dance music:

“Bop is dead.”

The new party i* heaued by 
university professor Kino Saari, 
In a vaguely.word'd maniGsto, the 
parly say» Finland ii split oyer 
domestic politic* because tnc mid­
dle class Is not organized. The 
party therefore appeals for sup. 
port from all ''wage earners 
business men, farmer* ai d pro- 
feaalonal leople who confess to 
the FlnnUn way’ of life.

The Finnish way of nfe, the 
manifesto add*, is based on Chris­
tianity, national unity and firm 
democratic principles. The party 
has, however, no clear-cut p;o. 
gram yet for protecting the in. 
terest of the middle classe»

For this leason it will he hand!, 
capped in fighting Finland's five 
other parties in the election cam- 
paign.

The Agrarians say: Why form 
a middle class party when ye are 
already looking after their in. 
terests? The Social Den oeraD 
accuse the tew party of trying to 
protect the interests of the middle 
class at the expense of the rest 
of the community.

To the Peoples’ Democrats- u 
merger of communists and left- 
wing socialists-—the Finn.ih Peo- 
pie’s Party is just a "fascist 
gang." The Conservative Party is 
uneasy over the .appearance of a 
new competitor, although they 
have not said much yet,

Finally, the Swedish People's 
Party, the protector ol the 
Swedish - speaking minority's 
rights, is worried about the new 
party's insistence on the "Finnish" 
way of life, The ‘‘Swedes’’ fear 
Professor Saari and his colleagues 
may he out to reduce facilities for 
the' Swedish-speaking population 
of this bilingual country,

TIMBER TO BUILD A BRIDGE

TARIFF REDUCTIONS
United States observers appear about as 

unsure as observers elsewhere concerning the 
manner in which Torquay tariff reduction# will 
work out, writes Canadian Press Business Edi­
tor Forbes Rhude.

They do seem to feel that the United 
States has made more concessions than she 
has received. To this the reaction of most 
outside countries would be that the United 
States should make the most concevions in 
view of the high barriers she erected around 
herself between the two world wars and in 
view of the high total of her exports,

Even though she has gone a long way in 
lowering her tariffs, outside observers think 
she can go a long way yet, and that it would 
be in her own broad interests to do so, as well 
as in the interests of other countries and the 
whole cause of freer international trade and 
increased world prosperity.

However, each individual American indus­
try may be expected to see the situation from 
its own point of view.

Sam Dawson of the Associated Press has 
he following to say on American reaction:

“The defence program and critical short- 
\ges of many materials appear to have taken 
» good deal of the curse off the tariff conces­
sions the United States is granting. At least, 
the first cries of pain from American industry 
aren't as loud this time (as on occasions of 
previous tariff cuts).

“American consumers can hope for lower 
prices on a large number of foreign items they 
buy — some foods, wines, Canadian whisky, 
many metals, chemicals, china, clocks.

“But here, too, world scarcities, would 
price inflation, and U.S. price control policies 
may cut down the benefits to American con­
sumers. It may turn out that they will go on 
paying just as much as ever, if not more.

“American manufacturers of many of the 
1,32 5 import items covered in the Torquay 
tariff cuts aren't going to be happy about the 
increased foreign competition. . .'

A DOG’S LIFE
According to an Associated Press despatch 

from Santiago, Chile, dated March 15th, repre. 
sentatives of the world's free labour unions 
presented documents in Russian, described it$ 
completely authentic, to the United Nations 
Economic and Social Council which cast re­
vealing light on conditions in Russia today.

According to these documents, strict or­
ders of Russia's policy system have kept slave 
laborers on near-starvation diets in prison 
camps while the same orders directed enor­
mously better feeding for dogs used to hunt 
them down. U.S. delegate, Walter M, 
Kotschnig accused Russia of starving and tor­
turing millions of slave laborers and quoted 
from what he said was a 1941 Russian plan 
which showed "more than 14 per cent of the 
capital construction planned for the U.S.S.R. 
in 1941 was to be the work of forced labor."

WHY ... AN IRON CURTAIN?
^’hy is it that any Communistic regime will 

not, under any circumstances, permit its citi­
zens to make an honest comparison between 
their way of life and ours?

In short, why an Iron Curtain?
The Canadian Industrial Preparedness 

Association asks these questions in its publica­
tion "The Bulletin" and answers them as fol­
lows :

If Communism as a system of living is in 
any way superior or even equal to that demo­
cratic system in which we believe, there need 
be no fear of comparison, no fear of free 
speech, no fear of a free press, nor any limita­
tion of universal suffrage, freely exercised. 
That all these and other liberties are suppress­
ed by Communists is, to our minds, proof 
positive of a definite knowledge of inferiority, 
of the inforiority of a system which can only 
exist by repression and force, and not in con­
sequence of the recognition of its merit by 
the masses.

We feel that this very apparent piece of 
evidence of the value of our type of freedom 
should make it unnecessary to bring forward 
in detail other Communist testimony as to the 
envy felt by the “red comrades" for a way of 
life they are not permitted to enjoy.

We need not mention the weakness of a 
policy which can only be introduced here by 
subversion and violence, aided by the lying, 
cheating and disloyalty of a minority. We 
need not point out that modern Communist 
theory is produced and directed by Russia, a 
country which by its mistrust of others, betrays 
its own untrustworthiness. Loyal Canadians 
have no authority in the Party. The others 
would sell us out for personal advantage.

If the innate virtue of the principles of our 
democratic system, as faulty as it is, be recog­
nized by our own citizens, as it obviously is 
by Communists, the burden of the cost of 
our preparations to ensure the defence of our 
country will be readily carried by all without 
complaint.

Can any Canadian be so stupid as to do 
anything else?

SHOTLD DOCTOR TELL HIS DYING PATIENT?
t Pathfinder)

If you're going to die, your doctor should tell you 
so, That's the viewpoint of Dr, Walter C. Alvarez, 
retired Mayo flinir consultant, gave ,1,000 doctors 
gathered in San Francisco at an assembly of the 
American Academy of General Practice.

Lying to the patient about an incurable disease 
rarely works, Dr. Alvarez said. "In a hospital when 
no one is around he reads his record. Or he hears 
nurses talking. His wife breaks down and weeps. 
Or his partner talk.» about what must be done with 
the business,

"Then if the doctor does not talk frankly, the pa­
tient is left with a great feeling of loneliness . . . 
full of questions ... 1 think the doctor should be 
honest."

To wives and husbands he suggested that doc­
tors ought to say: “Always before you ve faced 
things hand in hand; why don’t you now face this 
hardest of all things together?"

Children who are dying seem little aware of 
what is happening, Dr. Alvarez said. Teen-agers- 
are "more reluctant to go before they have had a 
chance to live." With old persons, the doctor need 
feel no qualms about discussing death. “The patient j 
will have little fear, and all he may ask of his 
medical friend is that he prevent suTering at the 
end.”

CRIME FLOURISHES 
St. Thomas Times-Journal

The Federal Bureau of Investigation has issued a 
report for 1950 showing the incidence of crime in the 
United States, except New York City,

Otherwise, as, might be expected, Chicago with a 
population of 3,606,436, leads the way with 257 
cases of murder or manslaughter; 5,433 cases of 
robbery; 4,339 of aggravated assault; 12,480 burg­
laries and 5,212 automobile thefts.

But Detroit with 1,838,517 residents, or slightly 
more than half that of Chicago, is-nearly as bad 
with 113 murders and manslaughters; 2,320 cases 
of robbery; and worse with 3.640 of aggravated as- 
sault; 9,474 burglaries and 3,757 automobile thefts.

Perhaps that is one reason why Windsor has 
such a crime problem. It spills over from having 
such a bad neighbor.

Cleveland and Philadelphia have bad records 
also. But Buffalo, another Ontario neighbor, and 
with a population of 577,393, comes out pretty well 
with only 18 murders and manslaughters; 66 robber­
ies; 141 cases of aggravated assault; 1,050 burglar­
ies and 705 cases of automobile theft.

In Southern Rhodesia elephants are increasing 
and creating something of a problem for water- 
supplies since the average elephant drinks fifty 
gallons of water a day and a big bull can drink 150 
gallons at one time.

Once again there were pitfalls 
to avoid.

Declarer solved his problem by 
leading a low diamond from dum­
my and ruffing with the jack of 
spades.

The 44.year.old researcher aaid 
hia work now on producing certain 
type* of weather, and preventing 
Olliers, was being dona tor the 
United States signal corps and 
the office o| naval research.

General Electric, he saia, was 
only interested in making ruin 
from the scientific, and not com 
mercial, viewpoint.

Dr, Schaefer himself, however, 
believes great benefits wilt some, 
day be derived trom con rol of the 
weather. He maintains that there 
should be government control of 
rainmakimt and that there will be 
need of international agreement*.

"Weather is no rospecler of 
boundaries," he said, "so if we're 
going to do anything about it. 
there has got to be a pi,in on a 
large soak ’’

Dr. Schaefer feels, too, that 
as the art of rainmaking is de 
vclopcd, there will be need for 
licensing those engaged in the 
practice ’»• order to proiect the 
public from unscrupulous opera­
tors.

While he discovered the method 
of seeding ciouds with dry ice and 
silver iodide he actually' has yet 
to make ary rain himself.

‘T work in the laboratory," h« 
sai. “Others do the seeding "

He said that close to 1,'HKI, and 
possibly more, rainmaking tests 
have been made so fa* m d that 
results have been very successful.

Let's Flay Pyramid Checkers
flV JULIA H. WOLFF

11 ERE’S « checker game played 
44- on 8 triangle board. The dia­
gram shows how to make the 
board of 25 squares and the play­
ers me four men each—which 
veil call the black* and the 
whites.

To start the game, the whites 
are lined up in squares I, 2, 3 and 
4, while the blacks are In squares 
R. 7, H and 9. Use two checkers, 
one on top of each other for the 
"leaders" or "kings,” which are 
placed in square 1 for the whites 
and in square 9 for the blacks, 
The object of the game 1* to send 
the kings to square 25, on top of 
the pyramid. The first player who 
does this wins the game.

In pitying you move one square 
at a time, either ahead, backward 
to the right or to the left, but 
never diagonally. In jumping or 
capturing only do players move 
diagonally, (Jumping and captur­
ing are two different moves, how­
ever.)

For example, a man In square 
12, can be moved to squares 18, 
11, 13 or 4, if those square are 
vacant. He cannot move to 17, 19, 
3 or 5.

"Jumping" works to the disad­
vantage of the jumper in this 
game, contrary to the advantage 
gained in checkers. Pieces are 
never removed from the board, 
either in jumping or capturing, so 
a player always has four men on 
ti e board.

A player must jump but he can 
jump only diagonally and back-

For ex- 
ample * man in square 18 can 
jump over an opponent * man in 
squares 11 or 13, which places 
him in square 2 or square 6, pro­
viding they are vacant.

"Capturing" a man is not a 
‘’jump.” A man in square 18 can 
be captured by an opponent in 
square 11 or 18, simply by moving 
the man in 11 or 13 to square 18. 
This sends the captured man back 
to the first row of the pyramid.
A white checker, when captured, 
must be placed in the nearest 
empty square to square 1. and a 
black checker, when captured, 
must he placed in the nearest 
empty space to square 9. Vou can't 
jump or capture your own men.

You must jump or capture when 
you can. If you have an oppor­
tunity to do both, you can do 
either, but of course it is usually 
best to capture rather than to 
jump. Double Jumps cannot be 
made, even by the kings.

In playing it Is bast to keep the 
king protected by the three men 
and maneuver him forward to­
ward the top. There can be a 
deadlock, but usually the best 
man wins.

Average attendance was in the 
neighborhood of 3,000 a game— 
not good for any championship 
match.

Coach Toe Blake of the Braves 
hit the nail on the head with his 
comment:

“It was just a case of too much 
hockey. The series should have 
been wound up weeks ago. Gosh, 
they’re well into baseball and 
everyone's thinking of golf and 
other sports.’’

Braves won the point series 
11-4. They took three wins, lost 
two games and tied one.

Braves looked like a winning 
team all the way. They battled 
through a scoreless first period to 
score the only goal of the second 
and then outscoi'ed Monarchs 3-1 
in the final.

Don Menzies led the Valleyfield 
attack with two goals, both of 
them coming in the last period. 
Jack Schmidt and Jacques Lari- 
vee got singles.

Monarchs made a last-ditch of 
fensive in the dying minutes. They 
yanked netminder Phil Hughes 
with less than a minute left in the 
game. The move backfired. Men­
zies broke up a Toronto rush at 
his own blueline and skated just 
far enough to get a clear shot at 
the empty nets.

When the final bell went, 
Braves leaped over the boards to 
receive the trophy, presented by 
George Dudley, secretary-manager 
of the Canadian Amateur Hockey 
Association.

Many with 
smaller hands find success with 
the interlocking, but if you have 
the natural physical asset of large 
hands you can use them to best 
advantage with the overlapping 
grip.

The correct use of the right 
hand in the overlapping grip is as 
follows;

Place the third finger against 
the index finger of the left hand, 
with the little finger placed across 
the second joint of the mdex fin­
ger.

Unlike the left hand, the grip 
of the right hand should be con­
centrated in the first three fin­
gers.
