|day afternoon near Richmond, when
the tender jumped the track and

{ment,

That no lives were lost is almost
[incredible, especially amongst the
Ifirst-class passengers, wnose car was
turned completely over. Another
miraculous feature of the wreck is
that, had the disaster oceurred thirty
.yards farther ahead, the whole train
would have plunged into the river.

HEleven passengers and two of the
crew were injured, while nearly all
received a severe shaking-up. Mrs.
John May, of Sherbrooke, and Bag-
gageman Deragon suffered the most,
the latter being badly cut and bruis-
ed by the falling trunks.

WORST IN TEN YEARS.
Intense excitement reigned in Rich-
mond and vicinity on Saturday af-
ternoon when it became known that
the worst railway wreck which had
taken place in the district for a
period of ten years had occurred at
Jefiery's Crossing, two and a half

of Richmond station,
The first news of the accident re-
ceived in the town was in the form
of a telephonic communication short-

miles west

1y after four o'clock from Mr. Wil-
liam Taylor’'s house near the cross-
ing. It was to the effect that the

Grand Trunk Montreal express, which
left Sherbrooke at 3.15 p.m., had
been derailed at the crossing while
travelling at sixty miles an hour,

that several passengers had been seri-

ously injured,; that some of the train
crew were badly cut up, that two
cars had been hurled headlong down
the embankment, and that the coach
containing the first-class passengers
had turned completely over.

DOOTORS RUSHED TO SCENE.

Word was immediately sent to Dr.
¥layes, physician to the Grand Trunk
Rallway Co., and to Drs. Tomkins
and Johnson, The news spread like
lightning throughout the town in a
few minutes. Telephone bells were
ringing incessantly as the informa-
tion was repeated from one to an-
other, messengers were flying in
every direction, and all who had
automobiles and teams made hur-
ried preparations to proceed to the
geene of the wreck. Conjecture
imagination ran wild as to the pos-
gibility of many persons having been
killed or the probability of the death
of the injured occurring before help
could reach them.

A BAD SPECTACLE.

It was a bad spectacle that met
their gaze. The express and baggage
car was the first to leave the track.
(It went down the fifteen-foot em-
‘ west side of the

bankment on the
track and was broken in two. In all
probability this car would have
tered the river but for the bush and
trees near the The second-
class coach swerved to the right and
plunged down the embankment on
the east side of the track., It was
badly smashed at the head end. The
first-class car left the rails and went
over the embankment., It lay partly
on its side and partly on its roof.
The parlor car and the Sherbrooke
coach also left the rails but remain-
ed on the track, as they were facing
the highway crossing. The end
the parlor car was smashed.

1000 FEET OF RAILS TORN UP.

The truck of the engine tender
jumped and pulled the cars a distance
of two hundred yards before they
were derailed, The rail was torn up
for a length of a thousand feet and
the ties were ploughed up for a like
distance. After the first car went
down the embankment the engine
gped along for 100 yards, but was
only thrown a few inches off the
rails and was not seriously dam-
aged, Had the accident occurred
thirty yards farther ahead a terrible
calamity would undoubtedly have
resulted, as the whole train would
have been precipitated into the river,

SPREAD RAIL CAUSRE?

The cause of the accident has not
been determined. It has been attrib-
uted to a spread rail, and this is the
opinion which the engineer is said to
Have expressed at the station.

LINES.
! There seems to be a general agree-
-rinent. that modern high-tension lines
operated at 60,000 volts and over |

are less subject to lightning disturb- |
ances than lower tension used to be. !

The result is partly attributable to

the bhetter and more thoroughly in-
sured insulation obtained with the
modern suspension insulator. The
well-constructed tower line of the
future will be practically free from
induced disturbances due to light-
ning strokes in the vicinity. Occa-

gsionally, however, lightning strokes
from cloud to ground may be expect-
ed to connect directly with the line
or include the generators in its path,

even in spite of the shelter of over- |

head ground wires. In such a case,
the discharges are apt to be so pow-
erful that bhreakdowns must oceur.
In other words, one can expect im-
provements in aerial line construc-
tion and insulation to be proof only
against indirect lightning strokes.
We can hardly aspire to make them
proof against direct strokes,—Eleetri-
cal World.

| FARLY ENGLISH BOAT RACES

| Boat racing was a long time com-
ing into its own as a sport, says the
London Chronicle. For the best part
of a century rowing was regarded
only as a laborious exercise2, and rac-
ing was confined to the professional
watermen of the Thames and other

rivers, mainly under the eacourage-
ment of various places ;of en-
tertainment, The proprietor of

Ranelagh Gardens otganized the first
regatta in 1775, and Vauxhall Gar-
dens pres2nted the prize for the first
pairs race. It was not umtil the
nineteenth century that the amateur
appeared, and even then at first the
crews sometimes carried a profission-
al stroke; 1815 is the earliest datz
of boating at either of the two uni-
versities, and after that another four-
teen years elapsed before the first
Oxford and Cambridge race was row-
ed.

Karly boat race crews often found
themselves in difficulties owing to
the bad policing of the river traffic.

Umbrelizs of sAfhcient Origin

As a shade from the sun, the um:
brella is an implement of great an.
tiquity, and can be seen in the paint-
and sculptures of very ancient
Egypt. From Africa it passed, as au
object of distinction, to Greece and
Rome.

During the Middle Ages, umbrellas
eceased 1o be used in Europe; but dur
Ing the 16th century horsemen, of all
people, revived the fashion in Italy.
