BISHOP DUPANLOUP.

The sudden death of this eminent
French prelate, statesman and distin-
guished luminsary of the Roman Catholic
Church, which is announocsd by cible des-
patoh, will strike the civilized world with
surprise and regret, although at the ad
vanced years of the illustrious deceased
the sad event might have been sooner or
later expected. Few men of the time
have occupied n more prominent place
in public attention by his position and
great talents than the Right Reverend
Felix Antoine Philibert Dupanloup,
Bishop of Orleans and Senator of Frarce,
who was born in 1802, received his cleri-
cal education in Paris, became in 1827
confessor of the Due de Bordeaux, was
employed in the same capacity by the
Orleans family, and some months before
the revolution of July was appointed Al-
moner to the Dauphin. In 1848 he at-
tended the death-bed of the famous Tal-
leyrand, of whom he was the most intim
ate friend. In 1841, the Abbe Dupan
loup was elected to the theological chair
at the Sorbonne. In consequence of his
lectures upon Voltaire, & riot occurred
among the students and the lecturer was
suspended ; but in April, 1549, he was
appoioted Bishop of Orleans and decorat-
ed with the Legion of Honor in the fol-
lowing year., Since that time, he was
very active in his writings against all at-
tacks upon the territorial possessions of
the Pope, M. Edmond About being his
chief antagonist. He attended the Ca.
tholic Congress at Mechlin in 1864, and
his address, produced a strong efect in
encouraging the hopes of the Catholie
party. During the sitting of the Vatican
Couxneil (1869 70,) the Bishop of Orleans
was regarded as the leader of the Galli-
can party and as adetermined “inoppor-
tunist,”” but when the Council had
solemnly declared the infallibility of the
Pope, he cheerfully scquiesced in its de-
cision. On the capture of Orleans during
the Franco-Prussian war in 1870, the
venerable prelate’s palace was taken pos®
session of by the Germans, who made
him & prisoner. After the conclusion of
peace, he gaye to the Provisional Govern.
ment and to the Republio g established
lus adhesion and support to & moditied
extent. At the general elections ot 1871,
he was returned to the National Assem-
bly for the department of the Loiret and,
since then, he voted steadily with the
Right, both as a deputy and a Senator, to
which latter pogition he was afterwards
chosen. Bishop Dupanloup, who was one
of the most eloquent pulpit orators and
the most effective French writers of his
age, has published numerous works,
chiefly on educational and religious sub-
jects. With lum passes away one of the
most brilliant members of the Roman
Catholic hierarchy of the present age
throughout the civilized world.

Panws, Oct. 2 <Sivce 1848 aud 1870, the
French workman’s miod has ocessed to be
Socialistic ; he now lights his pipe with any
printed bunkum about Iabor theorics, and
studivs whatever is prescnted to him as ex.
perience and fact ; bearing upon the relations
Letween employer and employed. He ad-
mits ot least, that Iabor is divested of all
postry, & common marketable commodity,
Itis in this proper sense plan of approsching
oarnings, that the ouvrier views the profits of
tae employer, while ths Istter on the other
band, is commencing to discover that a skill.
ed workman fo bsing paid his exact pound of
flesh, hes a furthor valoe—that of makiog
him loterested in h's labor, in his employer.
{'he system i8 «xtendiog ln Fraoce of em-
ployer afid omployed matuslly participating
1o the profits of ~ork, aud the case of the es.
tablishment Loclaire, occapled with house
psintiug and decoration is typicsl, and can
bs siudied in class 18 at the Exhibition,

M. LROLAIRS

was o common house.painter, but endowed
with remuarkable tct asud busioess powera of
a high order. From a gimpls workman he
Aroso to become & master, He wad aware
that whon the overseer turned nis back, the
workman enjoyed his esge, and that this evil
was not corrected, even by increased pay.
I'be latter only rendeced the men less inclin-
edtochavge In 1842, M, Leclaire resolyed t.
divide kig profits with the men, dedacting &
per cent for fnterest on capital, and a salary
of 6,000 friucs lor bis superintendence, 7T'he
cflect was magical ; the men ex«cuted donble
the amount of work, in & saperior style,
snd a! the ena of the year their
4:darics  reprerented  an  increase  of
50 per cent. The establishment at the end
uf 1876, conulsted of 1,900 members, who are
sffiliated according to seniuvrity, and paid
(ollowieg their skill. There I8 no “equal di-
vision of unequal earoiogs'' or nonsense of
tuat character.  There |8 8 governing body or
“keruel,” of the bLest workmen, elected by
ballot who, in reture, pominate two chefs,
with salmies equal to that eujoyed by the
tnte M, Leclalre,  The capital, io the resalt
of savings, of tho mssocistion, fa represvnted
by one quarier of s millioo ol francs; tie
provident fuud by the sum of & million, At
Ufiy ycars of age s member can clalm aa an-
oual pension of 1,000 francs. Suach are the
outlines of one of the solationg of the Iabor
queetion, The rallway priaters, Chaix & Co,,
divide 15 per cent, of their profits amoog
tueir stafl ; one-third yearly in cash; one.
third to the provident fand, and & similar
sum to the aunuity sccognt. Bot Messrs,
Chsix & Co, retain the direction of their
office ; iu ths Leclaire combination the nsso-
clates elect the directors, but the latter exer-
cise tho fullest powers a8 If sole governors;
it is & democracy t:mp.red with aristooracy,
aud it 1s the matured opiolon of practical
men in Fraoce, that no co-operative move-
ment can  succeed wolices the members are
prepared to willingly sabmit to an  experi-
enced director,

TREATIRS OF COMMRRORE.

The:o is less mist about the iatentions of
tbis country respectiug commercinl treatics,
‘Toe French are convinced they ca  not have
their cake wund oat it, and that of Iate, free
(ruderbas censed to be a theory, haviog been
superseded by & business transaction. 1f
France desites to sell hor silks, wines and
brandtes, &c, she must lower her tariff to
sllow purchasers to send In  exchange
some of their surplus products, whether
oatural  or masoufictured,  Fraoce ex-
ports five times a groater value of goods
than she imports ; KEoglsnd sloue purchases
from France 125 p. r cont more of goods than
¢he sells to her, Freuch, not so much free,
a8 fair teaders, demsaod their protectionist
countrymen, the cotton spinoers and iron
masters, 10 bear in mind, the nations! wealth
of the realm is made up, not by sny two spe-
cial industries, but by mi). Commercial tres-
tios muet be grappled with geriously next
your by France, as tiade casoot be left like
Mahomet's cofiin, or paralysed by a sudden
return to old tariffs, as Italy has doue, owiog
to French dilatoriuess to accept o liberal reci-
procity,

TUR LIBERALS AND ULTRAMONTANES,

It may be truly esid, there are only two
parties now o France, the Liberals and the
Uliramontanes, The Jatter cootinue to
allenate more and more even the moderate
portion of the nation from theic views, There
8 not the slightest danger that France will
retrogate from the stand she has taken on the
salatary principles of 1789—[reedom of con-
science and equality before whe laws, The
church by its unitiog politics with religion,
nnd the sawing of souls with civil supremacy,
is fast losing 1ts hold on the masses. The
Isy element ie leaveniog the country, and the
cry, resolute but not passiounate, is vxtendiog,
to respect religion, while compelliag its pro-
fessors merely to veepeet the Code, There
will be no pexsecution, but the Republic will
abolish the concordat if the clergy do not ob-
sorve ils clauses, Myr. Robert wade a blunder
in demanding his installation with all mili.
tary honors, in bis new diociese of Marseilles ;
the Government begged he would diss
scose with these, In the iInterests ot
peace: be declined, so tho minlstry
directed the garrison to line the streets In ac-
cordance with an old law, but ordered that
the letter of the Code be nlso observed, pro-
hibiting the supplement of a religious proces-
sion, Ultimately the Bishop renounced his
rights to honors, sud the Government has
galoed strength by the equitable mpplication
of the laws, It is at the same time a hint
full of significance to the Olerical party,

The Government s further resolved to re.
nounoce the “petting policy’’ towaids the irre-
coucilable monarchists, whom no conocession
can please, tave the surrender of the Republio
into their hands. But the nation has already
seen the three factions at work fn May, 1873,
and 1877, sud will have no recourse to auny
of them, provided the Bepublic continues to
be sagacious, and there is no reason to think
it will not be, Radical Lyons has just chosen
by s majority of three to one, a moderate,
iostead of & red Bepublican, Not a Monarch-
ist appeared to cootest the seat ; the same
evidence of political hopelessnessis observable
iu the coming pontests for the Benateetho
Republic can now distount its victories, Tue
Monarchists, whetber slogle-handed or usited,
cannot face o free ballot box. Again the Re.
publicau propagaodism is couducted with
untiring z2al, solely by meeus of the press
and plaio public speaking up. A uew class
of peseauts’ journals has sppeared, and Is
proviog an eflective wespon ; it consists of a
Upy sheot, cocasionslly and expressively
illustraed, with political matter bronght
down to the ‘mesnest capacity,” asd above
all, written in the local dialects,

‘The Exuibition lotteries have proved so
successful, that there is no good roason, why
they ought not to be continued, till not o
shiiling of debt be owiog eitber to the State
or the city of Paris, for the buildings, We
are now in the third million lottery, and the
tickots are purchased us rapidly as sorip was
subscrived for the ransom loans. Now what
lady in beholdivg the complete setof diae
mouds for 100,000 fre, but would uot invest
haif of hor pin mouncy to ty her luck?
