It was mentioned that the great
majority of rooming and board-
ing house proprietors are falling
in line with the City's enforce-
ment of the by-law but that
there is a small minority who are
endeavouring to create trouble.

R. 8. White, chairman of the
Recreational Committee, in his
report which was submitted by
W. C. Beamer, commended Lionel
Fournier, director of recreation,
for the excellent work he has
done since his appointment. The
report mentioned that two as-
sistants to Mr. Fournler will be
appointed shortly, one a female
to supervise crafts and arts, and
the other a man to run outdoor
and indoor sports.

Mr. White's report stated that
the director of the Recreation De-
partment is at the moment: or-
ganizing basketball for young
adults. Mr. Fournier is also doing
quite a job in organizing hockey
in Westmount but within the
Quebec Amateur Hockey Asso-
ciation framework. In the hockey
set-up all levels will be taken
care of.

Dent Harrison, chairman of
the membership committee re-
ported that the membership total
stood at an all time high of
1,100.

Earlier this week a delegation
of 30 guest house. owners and
operators were received before the
city council in the council cham-
bers for a hearing of their case.

Mr. Menard said the City
Fathers received them affably
enough but made no comment on
their statements. Since then the
city’'s course of action has become
apparent in their letter to the
Association.

Cremation seems to be gaining favour in most countries. Hugh
Dalton, Minister of Local Government and Planning, in the United
Kingdom, speaking to the annual conference of burial and cremation
authorities at Harrogate, in Yorkshire, recently, said that the increase
in Great Britain over the past twenty five years is very striking.

W. Ormiston Roy, of the Mount Royal Cemetery Company, here
in Montreal, reports that there were 600 cremations last year as
compared to only 3 fifty years ago.

Mr. Dalton in his address gave the figures of cremations in
Great Britain over the period 1925 to 1950 with the percentage of

cremations being shown in parn-
thesis:— i

1925 — Cremations 2,270; total
deaths, 539,000 (0.4).

1935 — Cremations, 9,614; total
deaths, 552,800 (1.7).

1945 — Cremations, 43,000; to-
tal deaths, 544,600 (8).

1950 — Cremations, 89,000; to-
tal deaths, 590,000 (15).

“Cremation leads to a great sav-
ing in the use of land for ceme-
teries'” Mr. Dalton said.

“The shortage of land in, and
immediately around our towns and

cities and the urgent claims of |

housing, industry, schools playing
fields, and other open spaces,
make it more than ever urgent
that we should place some check
upon the spread of cemeteries” the

minister added. |

“All new crematoria authorized
since the war are municipal. Of
the present total of 58 in England,
Scotland and Wales, 37 are muni-
cipal and 21 privately owned “Mr.
