Is Protestantism a filure? Ths assertion
from & Protestant Episcopal pulpit that Pro-
testantism 18 B failure suggests tuis question
and provokes the discussion on waich we haye
entered, You wi | remember that on last Sun-
asy eveniug I annouuced several topics as sug-
gested by the question, and involved in the
line of reply whioh I proposed to t. ke, The
firgt two poiuts were, the Christianity of Jesus
Ghrist, and Saceérdotalism, as a growth thereupon.,
To these topies we shall contine onrsslves this
evening. Ia view ‘of their high importance
and various bearings, lét me ask your patient,
candid, and devout attention, And may tne
Spirit of truth guide us into all truth,

Man, os he was, he came to restore all the sons

their God ; o that the Apostle Johu couls
write:  Buloved, now are we the sons of God.”
As he was the visible imege of God to men, fo
is he tue typical man, showing us wan, the
earthly child, redeemed from the power ol
evil, regenerated with Divine lifs, and lifted
through love and obedience to & conscious
uuion with the Heavenly Father., As wu
grow into the Cobrist-likeness, so do we grow
into couscivusness of the Divine sonship.

United States Life Tnsuranee Com-
panies,

2o the Editor of the MoNTrEAL HERALD.

Tho ¥ New York Times” of che 9th comment-
ing on the expenses of Life Insurance Mansge-
ment in the United States, says :

% That it must be admitted that there is
much in life insurance mansgement 88 seen in
this country, which demands the attention of
those who would have it permanently success-
fal. Although not a8 reckless or rocten as the
Tribune represents it, the system is far remoy-
ed from what it onght to be, 1t is often delu-
8ive in its pretences und promises, is as a rule
extravagant, and in its competition for business
frequontly neglectful of  conditions  that
are esgential to  lasting prosperity,
In the haste to acquire business, the blunder
which has operatea so disastrously in fire in-
siirauce is committed. Agents are tempted by
a0 unwise rate of commission to tndulge in folse
representations, and, with the help of medical re-
Ferees, to fasten upon companies riskswhick in pri-
dence should be declined.

The last annual returns to which we have
access are those for 1867, These show that of
forty-four companies organized, or doing busi-
ness in this State the ratio of expenses to total
income averaged more than 28 per cent., whils
the ratio of expense to preminms averaged
upward of 31 per cent. !hese averages are
greatly too large. Compared with the expen-
ses of Scottish companies—the most carefully
mauaged in the world—even 28 per cent, is ex-
cergive. It is about eighteen per cent. higher
thun it should be.

Uf the forty-four companies included in this cal-
culation, severalmaintuin expenses at @ standard
which s evidently incompatible with solvency.
= I'hng we discover one company whose every dol=

lar of premium income was absorbed by expen-
ses, woich actuslly amounted to 90 per cent.
of iucome from all sources. Another of our
City com.panies spent 76 per cenf. of its fotal
income, or 96 percent of its premiums for the
year. A Cloveland aud a Providence company
——sach having agencies here—charged to expen-
seg, respectively, 56 and 60 per cent. of their
enure income. BSix other of our companies av-
eraged more than 40 per cent. ; and ten conaid-
erably over 20 per cent. Oaly two in the en-
tire list are below 11 per cent !

These facts are certainly sufficient ts5 prove
the necessity of reform in life-insurance man-
agement. They are conclnsive as to the pre-
valence of an extravagance which, in the cir-
cumstances, is reckless if not criminal. They
show that some of the forty-four companies nre
not enfitled to confidence, and that the system
which involves the great majority in ,an an-
nusl expenditure out of all proper proportion
to the business transicted, is in many respects
bad, When it is remembered that the aggre-
gate annual income of the companies embraced

in our analysis exceeds $57,000,000, and that
the amount of insurance carried by them is

$468,000,000, the importance of the subjsct be-
comes apparent, With interests 8o vast and
deiicate at stake, economy and integrity are
qualities of management with which no com-
pany can afford to dispenss,

Reform is needod in the interest of those
who contemplate insurance as well as of those
who are elready insured. It is needed all the
more urgently because of the trifling informa.

How Business Passes Us.—There is pro-
bably nothing of so much importance to
the trade of this port as the subject which
is treated in the correspondence below.
We were under the impression that the
rates of freight from stations in Canada
West had been put right, so far as it was
possible to do so for the present. If this,
however, has nof been done, we might, with-
out ceremony, ask the Corn Exchange, or
the Board of Trade, “‘what are youabout ?’
The matter is one to which, we are satisfied,
the Grand Trunk would give some con
sideration. Indeed, it is possible that
the Company may not be aware of the dam-
age done to this city by diseriminating in
favour of others, and some of those not in
the Dominion atall. There are, of course,
in:many instances tangible reasons for such
differences, and amongst these may be the
searcity of freight; but so far as we have
been able to ascertain from those who have
their goods carried over the: ling, the re-
verse is the case, if we are to judge by the
time which it takes to bring Flour and
Grain t5 this market. If the trade with the,
Western States is cultivated because the
road does not always get a sufficient quan-
tity of goods to carry from stations on its
own line, there is some excuse for fosters
ing trade with others. But if itis a fact
that Flour can be carried through from
Chicago to Liverpool for 6s 6d stg., and
even as low as 63 we believe, while for the
same service from points west of Guelph,
the highest of these rates being charged,
we think there is fair reason for grumbling
and ample room for some improvement to
increase our own trade. 'We must be alive
to the importance of watching our own in
terest, and, when reformis necessary to our
existence let those whose duty it is remon-
strate against any grievance which affects
our welfare. The Grand Tronk managers
are not at all likely to turn their back up-
on any set of men who may take the troy.
ble to pregent what they couceive to be
unfair treatment. Let us try and show that
it will be advantageous to them as 8 Com-
pany as well as to ourselves, and the con-
cessions may be made in our favour :— '
Do the Com. Edilor of the Moxrrean Hiranp,
‘Sir,—Some time 8go you were good enough
to call the attention of the Grand Trunk Rail-
way Company to a variety of evils existing in
the rates of freight fro n Western points, whick
opcrated greatly to the disadyantags of Mont-
realers.  This, I think, hes been partly reme-
died. The Managing Director of the Road,
jwhen the matter was fai.ly placed befere him,
I understand, made such changes ss were more
equitable ; but it is of the greatest importance to
the trade here to have this question properly
brought before the Grand Trunk Railway
in order that we may secure at least in every
respec equal terms for the carrying of our
stuff with those engaged in this tradn west of
Montreal, Rates within our own territory are not
the only ones which damage Montreal. 1t is a
fact that you can carry flour from Chicago
through ta Liverpool by the Grand Trunk and
Ocean Steamship Co. atas low a rate ag yon
can from points west of Guelph. Is it any
wonder that you have fréquently to write * stag-
nation” in the Produce trade here, when almost
every possible disadvantege is thrown ia our
ways. - I feel gatisfied that if proper representa-
tions were made to the Grand Trunk Company,
some change would be made to render the rateg
more advantageons to Montreal.
