Stage set for playreaders’ group

The ghost of Charles Darwin has been
haunting a home on Grosvenor Avenue for
quite some time. However his spirit may be
exorcised tonight at Victoria Hall, in a new
play about the famous scientist who shied
away from the limelight during his lifetime.

“Someone has to let the world know who
was really behind the beard,” commented
Lionel Siegel. fresh from finishing the first
draft of his musical play called Origin. It will
be read tonight in the first of a free, monthly

series organized by the newly-formed
Westmount Playreaders.

Although Darwin is a household name,
beyond the basics of his theory of evolution
few people know much about the man who
revolutionized the 20th-century view of the
world, according to Siegel.

In fact, Darwin spent much of his life
avoiding conflict. He suffered from all sorts
of seemingly stress-related ailments includ-
ing upset stomach, headaches and dizziness.
And although he spent 19 years working on
his theory, writing to scientists the world over

about their work, he had to be convinced to
make his findings public.

“He kept the manuscript locked up in a
closet under the stairs. His friends kept say-
ing ‘publish, publish® but he said he wasn’t
ready,” Siegel explained.

It’s partly that disdain for self-promotion
that got the former television producer
hooked on telling the tale of Darwin’s life
and work. Siegel wrote and produced prime-
time series like 1960s-classic Peyton Place,
as well as The Six-Million Dollar Man and

“It hides the station and destroys
the view from St. Catherine
Street, and the whole view from
the cast,” Grosvenor Avenue resi-
dent Don Wedge said. “I'm wor-
ricd they (the buildings) may
become the slums of tomorrow.”

Although plans for the land were
made public in August, some res-
idents said they didn’t realize the
townhouses would close in so
tightly on the station house.

The project 1s still before the
city’s planning commission,
which has tried to keep a “cone of
vision” and 10 per cent green-
space on the site.

Canadian  Pacific intends to
donate the station house to the
local historical association once a
deal with the housing developer is
sealed.

The Westmount Examiner
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College teacher helps readers remember
in new publishing venture

Are you an escape artist, a detective, or an infi-
del?

These are just some of the categories of readers
described by two college professors in their com-
panion volume for book lovers. Answering their
quiz will tell you what kind of reader you are based
on your reading habits and preferences.

The religious reader, for example, hives by certain
commandments. Books are strictly forbidden
while lounging in the bath, and pages are never
folded as a reference mark.

Released last week, "A Reader’s Memory Book'
was put together by Claremont Avenue resident
Richard Pawsey and colleague Donna Canuel.
Both teach Enghsh as a second language at Lionel
Groulx College in Ste. Therese.

“Some people always have their books in pristine
condition, arranged on the shelves in alphabetical
order. Mine might end up under the bed with dust
and the dog’s blanket.” Canuel said.

The quiz may give you a good idea of what kind
ol housckeeper someone 1s, but you shouldn’t read
too much into personality types from the cate-
gorics, they insist. Pawsey was classified as an
infidel, an analogy he won't carry over into his
personal life.

“1I'm a loyal person and a good friend in real life.
But I'll read five or six books at the same time. I'll
start something then put it down or sncak away and
read for awhile,” he admitted.

In addition to the lighthearted questionnaire, the
book is intended as a best friend and confidante for
avid and fledgling readers.

“It really started because Donna would come into
my office and look on my bookshelves and say,
*You're stealing my books!” and 1'd say, *You have
a couple of mine.” It was hard to keep track of who
was borrowing what,” Pawsey recalled.

From there started brainstorming sessions over
coffee, which led to seven helpful sections for
readers. Forget Me Nots keeps track of books lent
and borrowed. Getting Your Words Worth Icaves
space for rating what you read. The Rcader’s
Registry is for listing idcal gifts and those
received.

“I read so many books that when people ask me
something | can now go back and tell them what it
was. Or I'll get to the store and I can’t remember
the title of a book | wanted, but now its in the
book,” Pawsey said.

The idea was quickly snapped up by a division of

Shifting boundaries, the proximity of
other schools, the number of English
schools in the same area, and even the con-
dition of the buildings themselves will all
have to be taken into consideration when
the provisional council begins making def-
inite decisions in the new year.

One of the biggest questions is whether
some students will have to change schools,

but this should be sorted out by the end of
March, the registration deadline for the
1998-99 school year. .

“A number of PSBGM schools have stu-
dents who come from quite far away and
are not living in the territory of the new
board,” Belrose said. “On paper, at least,
they belong to another board.” But she
was quick to add that the PSBGM’s main
objective in this whole process is to have
minimal disruption.

A quilt for a queen-
size bed in a traditional log cabin
design might take as long as a year
to finish but she also creates baby
blankets in polar fleece as well as
cheerful potholders. Whatever the
size, the result is a hand-crafted
picce of artwork that can be put to
good use in the home.

She said quilting 1s thriving and
is starting to be recognized as a
legitimate form of art.

. “It's more than a craft. If you

don’t know much about quilting
yvou might think it’s just hittle old
ladies. It's really taking off. On the
Internet you can get in touch with
quilters all over the world”™ she
commented.

Sometimes bylaws go too far

ou start to worry about society’s tolerance level when you

hear the amount of support being voiced for a bylaw in

Blainville under which Jechovah’s Witnesses are being fined
$250 for “soliciting door-to-door.”” Are they true “colporteurs,” or
pedlars of religious materials? And if so, so what? It’s as if this is
the one thing that scriously threatens the quality of life on this plan-
et (or in Blainville) —people who knock on your door and then
employ plain talk and strange magazines in an effort to take posses-
sion of your soul.

Shattering myths of Q

Myths are being shattered.

The myth of Jean Rochon—with his
‘virage ambulatoire’—being the greatest
Health Minister that Quebec has ever
known since Claude Castonguay and his
health insurance plan, has been shat-
tered in the past year or so, and now a
second myth has just kicked the bucket.

According to this myth, the former
Liberal government was responsible for
the largest deficit in Quebec’s history. In
fact, in the 1994-1995 budget year,
Quebec had a deficit of the order of
$5.7 billion, one of the largest the
province had ever seen. One must
remember, however, that when this bud-
get was presented, the deficit was at
$5.1 billion and was forecast to drop to
$4.5 billion during that year with the
sale of SIDBEQ and other Crown cor-
porations. Close to $600 million would
have been pocketed from these sales,
thus reducing the debt level for that
year. The only problem is that elections
were held and the Parti Québécois was
clected, but they decided not to carry
out these privatisations. On Sept. 29,
1994, Jean Campceau, then Finance
Minister, stated that Quebec’s finances
were in good order yet, during the
month of December of that same year,
Cabinet members saw the budget inflat-
ed by another $600 million to serve as a
cushion for pre-referendum negotia-
tions. This is what emerged from the
book published by Richard Le Hir who
was, at that time, the Cabinet Minister
responsible for Restructuration. On page
124 of his book, he relates his surprise
at seeing the budget swell and indicates
that Cabinet members weren't made
aware of the reasons for this increase.
Thus, what was to have been a deficit of
$4.5 billion for 1994-1995, ended up

being $5.7 billion, and this is the fault
of the PQ government. This was proven
in the National Assembly last week, and
during the whole debate the government
appeared rather silly.

A third myth is in the process of losing
some of its lustre. I'm talking about the
government’s effort to reduce its expens-
es in order to reach the zero deficit goal
set for the year 2000. | have said it sev-
eral times, and the message is only start-
Ing to get across this year. The govern-
ment is reducing its program spending
only by a little more than 0.6 per cent,
or just over $200 million out of total
expenditures of $40 billion. One could
say that as the financial year progresses,
the government is behaving like a father
mortgaged to the hilt, who decides to
get rid of his debts by mortgaging all of
his children. The father may come out
of the exercise unscathed, but it’s all of
his children who will end up taking the
rap. This is exactly what is happening
with the transfer of the deficit to munic-
ipalities, hospitals, universities, cégeps
and school boards. That’s not counting
the creation of new funds which will
allow the government to borrow sepa-
rately from the Finance Ministry in
order to offer services that were previ-
ously financed through the government’s
standard accounts.

People will remember this when the

next election rolls around.

students with a knowledge of science.”

Integrated Science 1s made up of three components including
the video component, student-centered learning and distance
learning. Working on the same project as other students in
Quebec, students in the science class are now working on
balancing 40 kilograms of books on six paper columns. By
working on the same project as others, the opportunity for
thoughtful dialogue presents itself often. Giving up their lunch
hour, the students find themselves learning, practising and
talking like real scientists.

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Pregnant women crave it. Business people who have moved away long for it. And Westmounters have been lining up for it. It's Dagwoods’ big,
wholesome sandwiches tickled with their special sauce which have people everywhere wanting more.

Public response to Dagwoods has been so positive that since the first location opened over eight years ago in Dollard des Ormeaux, owner Spiro
Krallis has opened five more including the latest addition on Sherbrooke Street West at Grey.

“I don’t consider this a job—it's fun and I'm having the time of my life,” said Krallis, 35. “It’s seven days a week but I work with a great staff and
the nicest customers. I'm having a blast.”

On the road as a sales representative for three years, Krallis realized what was missing from the restaurant scene was simple, top-quality sandwiches,
sliced fresh in front of the customer. A marketing graduate from Bishop’s University, Krallis knew he wanted to be in the restaurant business and
sandwiches would be his niche.

“The big difference between our sandwiches and the ones you'll find in other stores is that ours are made with bread which is baked fresh everyday,
never reused, and our cold cuts and vegetables are sliced fresh for the customer, not stored in waxed paper,” said Krallis.

Since they don't reuse their rolls the next day, leftovers from the Sherbrooke location are donated twice a week to the Old Brewery Mission. Krallis
said that, on average, as many as 60 loaves a day are put aside for the homeless shelter.

The Dagwoods experience begins with choosing either a whole
wheat or white roll of 12 or six inches. Along with a variety of
freshly-sliced cold cuts, each sandwich is topped with the perfect
proportion of edam cheese, lettuce, tomatoes, green peppers,
onions, pickles and hot peppers as well as the Dagwoods sauce.

Krallis said the most popular sandwich combinations are
the Club with roast beef, ham, turkey and cheese and the
Dagwood with ham, bologna, pepperoni, salami and cheese
although vegetarian sandwiches are also a popular choice.

“Sometimes the flavours of a sandwich can get drowned out
by too much of one ingredient.” said Krallis. "Our staff makes
sure all the vegetables and cold cuts are in perfect proportion
so that the customer can taste every ingredient in the sandwich.”

Krallis, father of two with another child on the way, said
without his staff, the business would not be possible. Outings
every few months along with special events encourage the entire
staff, who are mostly between the ages of 18 and 25, to get to
know each and have fun while working.

“I'm in this alone along with my really great managers and
staff,” said Krallis. “Without them, we wouldn't be the quality
sandwich store that we are.”

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Hay! Why not bale those leaves?

The city of Westmount exports
500 to 700 tonnes of leaves cach
fall, hauled away at municipal
expense. Some methods for resi-
dential leaf use have been dis-
cussed previously in this column,
but one i1dea was not mentioned
that could offer a solution both
for residences with large quanti-
ties of leaves and for the munici-
pality. Leaves may be compressed
into bales, like straw or hay.

This 1dea is not new. Plans for
simple manual baling boxes have
been available trom Organic
Gardening magazine for more
than 20 years. Of course, agricul-
tural balers have been around a
lot longer. Baling is an old idea
that just might catch on for man-
aging leaves.

A lecaf bale in the 40- to 60-
pound range is ideal for residen-
tial purposes, and can be used in
a number of ways. Bales can be
conveniently stacked for storage,
they can be used to make tempo-
rary structures such as compost
enclosures or cold frames, they
can be covered and used to insu-
late house foundations, and they
can be set over garden beds of
carrots or similar root crops to
keep the ground from freezing to
allow extended harvesting. A
group of bales, thoroughly moist-
ened and stacked tightly, makes a
sclf-supporting leaf compost pile,
rcady for use as humus in a year
Oor two,

A light-hearted use of bales
could be for children to build cas-
tles and snow forts with them.
High schools could compete with
onc another in leaf bale architec-
tural events, Children have been
having fun with leaves since time
immemorial, and leaf bales could
simply add to the fun.

The final destination of leaves
should be the soil. however.
Composting is one way to do this.
Shredding them into the lawn 1s
another method which should be
much more widely practiced.
According to Jeft Ball, a noted
gardening expert, “A dedicated
mulching mower can reduce a
two-inch laver of leaves to a half-
mch layer of confetti-sized pieces
of \L‘T’\' valuable organic matter
on the lawn. Chopped leaves are
the favourite food of carthworms,
who immediately begin pulling
them down into the soil.”

The problem is that many of us

.h;i\c much more than two inches

of Teaves to deal with, Baling
solves this by giving us a storage
method: bales of leaves can be
spread across the lawn prior to
moving several times during the
growing scason, teeding the
carthworms with all the good
consequences that implices.

Baling also provides account-
ability. Not only could we say
that address X produced six bales
of leaves, and bill accordingly in
a user-pays system. but we could
also measure the output of the
trees over time, another indicator
of their health. Baling should be
cheaper than hauling. Bales could
be left curbside for a specified
period. to allow snow-fort-minded

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Get a grip on your tires

Have you ever stopped to think
how much contact your car actuul-
ly has with the road? You stay on
the road courtesy of about four
hand-sized pieces of rubber com-
pound. It's well worth your while
to keep your tires properly inflat-
ed, rotate them at least once a year,
and replace them when the tread
gets worn,

Your tires can also be an carly
warning system for other prob-
lems such as alignment or a fuil-
ing suspension.  Suppose you
notice that the tread seems to be
more worn on the inside than the
outside edge. You probably need
your wheels aligned, Getting the
alignment fixed will improve your
car’s handling and fuel economy,
as well as giving you a more com-
fortable ride.

Does your car start to shake
when you reach certain speeds? It
could be that you need your
wheels balanced. All wheels and

tires have very slight differences
in the weight distribution, and at
the speeds they're turning that
translates into a powerful vibra-
tion.  All it takes to fix it is the
positioning of those little lead
weights around the edge of the
wheel,

Feathering is caused by incorrect
toe-in or toe-out. The tire drags
across the road, instead of rolling
casily. You need an alignment.

Wear on one side only means
that the camber is out of adjust-
ment. This, too, means you need
an alignment.

Cupping occurs when the tire
bounces, rather than rolling freely.
Small arcas of excessive wear
appear. This is generally caused
by worn shocks or loose suspen-
ston components.  You need to
have your suspension adjusted.

A series of cups suggest that the
tire 15 shimmying you need
your wheel balanced.
