Upper CANADA Ernmcrions—ConriNuep Tri-
unMpHS oF THE OprositioN.—We yesterday an-
nounced the resignation of Mr. Romain, and
the consequent election of Mr. Allanin the
York Division. This result, considering all
the circumstances, can only be looked upon as
a personal success of the latter over the former
gentleman—~both having belonged to the old
¢ compact” party ; both having expressly con-
demned the Cartier-Macdonald Cabinet; and
both engaging the support of leading and in-
fluential Oppositionists. HEven the Atlus can
only claim Mr. Allan as an ¢ Independent
Congervative,” who, “will not vote to favour
either the ins or the outs, but to carrry good
measures.”

In the Tecumseth Division,. on the other
hand, the contest was of a different character,
the ministerial candidate being Mr. Mercer
Jones, and the Opposition candidate Mr. Mac-
donald. The Division consists of the county
of  Perth—whose present representative, Mr.
Daly, has proved himself a thick-and-thin J. A.
Macdonald man—and of Huron, Mr. Cayley’s
old constituency. Mr. Macdonald, we learn by
telegram yesterday, has, nevertheless, been re-
turned by a majority of three hundred votes.
Then, in Haldimand, notwithstanding the com-
bined exertions of the ministry and of their
singularly inconsistent—and consistently sin-
gular—latest convert, the ¢ celebrated” Wil-
liam Lyon Mackenzie—the late member for
the county—Mr. Harcourt, the Opposition can-
didate, has beaten his opponent, Mr. Amsden,
by a majority of 62—the numbers at the close
of the poll being, Amsden 1127, Harcourt 1189.
In the Gore Division, likewise, we find even the
Hamilton Spectater admitting that, at the nom-
ination, on Monday last, the show of hands was
three to one in favour of Mr. Cowan, the Op-
position candidate—notwithstanding that Mr.
Alexander, like Mr. Allan, at Toronto, was al-
most as strong in his denuunciation of the shuf-
flers as his opponent; and in fact excused
himself for not voting for Mr. McDougal in
Oxford, on the ground of delicacy, lest he
might be supposed to be trying to make politi-
cal capital by so doing. The truthis, that no
man has the slightest ‘chance with any Upper
Canada constituency, who does not condemn,
ag Mr. Allan and Mr. Alexander emphatically
do, the conduct of the Macdonald-Cartier min-
_istry.

CorroraTION AFFAIRS.—On Wednesday even-
ing the city accounts for 1859, as audited by
Messrs. Lyman and Galarneau, were submitted
to the Council ; and they are to be published in
more or less of detail for the information of the
public. But mere debtor and creditor accounts
until analyzed, afford little information on the
true state of affairs they record, and that little
may often be delusive. We have, therefore,
put the city accounts through the crucible so
as to bring out their nett resalt in a shape com.
prehensible to all. Separate accounts are kept
of the city affairs proper, and those of the Water
Works as distinguished from the city; and we
begin with the latter. - The total debt due
for the Water Works department, then, repre-
sented by outstanding debentures or other
debts amounts to £565,798, of which there
should be imputed to the new Water Works
£364,892, the balance of £200,815 being made up
of sums due to the Department of an unexpended
amount of debentures ; but chiefly for the
purchase of the old Works, the making of the
Coté a Barron Reservoir and other additions,
before the new works were bégun, or forthe
purchase and laying of pipes and -other mate-
rials, the cost of which is due to extension, and
must have been incurred if the same accommo-
dation to consumers had been given by the old
system, supposing it possible that the old sys-
tem had been competent to afford the accommo-
datlon at all, Begides the eapacity for granting

pambers, £40,000 per annum. The total nett

receipts from the Water Works for the same pe-
riod—that is to say the waterrate, after deduct-
ing all charges ex cept interest—is £6404. The
balance is £33,956 ; but as there are £665,500 of
debentures still on hand, the interest on them
bas to be deducted, which leaves us to pay some
£30,000 per annum out of the assessments
other than the water rate, besides the sinking
tund. The rate comes to about £10,000, so
that the cost is more than three times the pres-
ent assessment. But against this we set the
use of the water in extingunishing fires, laying
the dust and other public purposes.

The entire city debt, cleared from the Water
debt, is £341,940. Real property, such as the
markets, estimated at £100,000, appears against
this as an asset. But we only mention the fact
here, as it does not affect directly our pecuniary
liability, though it may our solvency. There
are debts due to the Corporation reducing this
liability by £196,358, of which the Grand Trunk
debt stands in the accouut for £125,000, but is
now only £100,000, in conseq uence of a pay-
ment of £25,000, since the balance was struck.
The true debt of the city, therefore, in addition
to the special debt for the Water Works, is
£145,692. Of the credits standing against the
debt, however, a proportion bear no interest, so
that though the balance of liability as compar-
ed to active assets, is but £145,592 as stated
above, interest accrues on something  like
£160,000, or to the amount of £9600 per
annum.

We have stated the interest on the Water
Works debt, in excess of ths yearly nett receipts
at £30,000 ; this, with £9600 added for the in-
terest on the city debt proper, makes up a total
annual charge for interest of £39,600.

If we now turn to the Revenue we find that
it was last year, from all sources, £64,000, and
the ordinary charges, throwing interest out,
were £48,170, leaving a balance of only ?o.me
£15,000 or £16,000 to meet the demands a.ns.mg
on the public debt, so that we are adding
about £24,000 per annum to our actual indebt-
edness. - The sinking fund last year came to
£4,000, which must also be met ; but we do not
include that in the figures just given, because
we regard the capital debt as funded, or capa-
ble of being funded,and thus perpetually renew-
ble.

This may seem a somewhat bad exhibit, and
it should prompt to caution in incurring fresh
liabilities even for useful improvements, unless
they are likely to yield an immediate return,
but we suspect few corporations can upon the
whole show so satisfactory a financial state-
ment. The whole difficulty arises out of the
construction of the Water Worlks, but for which
our civie revenue would be in excess of the de-
mands upon it. But no rational man will
lament the determination to construct these
works in such a manner as to secure us against
the necessity of renewing them hereafter. They
will constantly add large sums to the city re-
venue and wlll next year afford an increase of
at least 50 per cent. over the profits of last
year. The rapidly increasing value of proper-
ty in the city also affords eyery reason to hope
that by reasonably good management the two
gides of the account may shortly again
balance, or any rate that any increase to the
public burdens required to meet the public debt
will be but temporary.

Tare LATE InviraTion.—In allusion to the
“ Norris Invitation,” the London Spectator
says, the informality in the mode of transmit-
ting the petition by a private hand, instead of
sending it through the Governor and the Colo-
nial Office, is said not to have formed the ad-
verse reason; which is not distinctly stated.

In connection with this matter,
the ministerial press in Toronto have lately
pnblished—and commented upon, with a good
deal of the vulgar spirit of the ¢ silver-fork
school” of literary genteelity—certain letters
of Mr. Norris to the Mayor of Toronto, on the
subject of - his 'mission, which, if genuine-
would, it must be admitted, indicate more ori-
ginality of thought and conception, than advan-
tages of education in the writer—they are, in
short, as to matter, sensible and business-like
enough, but a liltle deficient in their ortho-
graphy. The Globe, we are glad to see,
severely rebukes the paltry and ungentlemanly
spirit, displayed by the Mayor of Toronto, in
handing over these evidently private letters—
which could not have been intended for pub-
lication—to the tender mercies of his political
friends, the very small critics of the Leader,
Colonist and Atlas.

The Leader, it would seem, never heard of
Arkwright, Watt, Fulton, George Stephenson,
the Duke of Wellington, and many others whom
I could name, who were guilty of the horrible
crime of writing ungrammatically, and yet con-
ferred upon mankind the greatest possible
blessings. The doctrine which yonr cotempor-
ary holds seems to be this, that no Canadian
should do what Mr. Norris has done, buF some
one who has been in the habit of basking in vice-
regal sunshine, and quaffing champagne at His
Excellency’s (able, or, else who has not served
as a governmental flunkey, or picked the crumbs
off the table of some state-officer or another. In
short that no one should attempt anything un-
less what he has been accustomed to do—a doc-
trine summed up by sop in the trite apothegm
‘¢ a cobbler should stick to his last.”” Tf this be
the doctrine of the Leader I beg respectfully to
express my most unqualified dissent. I am not
unaware that this doctrine obtained tosome ex-
tent among the ancient Greeks, and now pre-
vails almost universally among the Hindoos, but
question very much whether it is at all sunited
te the Canadians of the nineteenth century.

I may be permitted to state that Mr. Norris is
entirely unknown to me ; indeed I am not
aware that I ever saw him ; but am ever ready
to honour him to whom honour is due ; and I
feel certain that the people of this Province
generally will testify their respect for him, by
cordially seconding the efforts he is making—
efforts which have already redounded very much
to the credit of Canada, and which, if success-
ful in inducing Her Majesty to visit the Province
cannot fail to be productive of the most, per-
manent benefits.

Gentnemen;—The undersigned, Piano-forte
makers and exhibitors at this Exhibition, would
respectfully beg leave to protest against the
award of prizes made this year witl_l regard to
Pianos; for the following reasons, viz. i-—

That although tour Judges were appointed,

only two of them pretend to any knowledge of
music or musical instruments, whereas last
year all four Judges were conversant with these
matters, two of them particularly being men se-
cond to none in this city for professionnl and
practical skill with regard to Pianos.
That neither of the two gentlemen who were
judges this year, and whom we have alluded to
above as being conversant with musical matters,
—although no doubt very good musical ama-
teurs, have the professional knowledge or skill,
or are so completely conversant with the me-
chanism of & Piano-forte, as to entitle them to
stand in the position of the only men who were
competent, in this city, to decide on the merits
of the article connected with this branch of our
manufactures.

That the Pianos now on exhibition were not
properly tried, in our opinion, so asto ena:ble
the judges to decide according to their merits,
as it requires a very powerful and expert player
to bring out the full uower and tone of some of
the instruments exhibited.

Although we object to the jury as constituted,
we do not in the slightest degree insinuate that
any partiality has been shown ; but we wish
simply to say that the gentlemen chosen for
Judges should all have had a thorough know-
ledge of the instruments.

In conclusion, we would say we wish to have
another trial of the instruments exhibited, before
say five or seven of the best judges in the city,
whose decision of course would remove afl
doubts and place all parties in the real position
they should occupy.

The Court opened this morning at ten o’clock
precisely.
STEALING FROM THE CUSTODY OF THE
AUTHORITIES -

A jury was sworn in the case of a man,
named Hilaire Ramillard, who stood charged
with the above offence.

Mr. Moxzk, Q.C., stated the case on the part
of the prosecution.

Mr. F. Cassidy appeared for the defence.

The tacts of the case are briefly these. On
the 11th May last, the prisoner, who was in the
habit of importing vehicles from the United
States, smuggled a waggon at the village of
Lacolle, St. John’s. The fraud was soon dis-
covered, and the waggon seized and placed for
safety in the keeping of a man named Weldon,
who locked it up in an outhouse. On the
morning of the 3rd June, the waggon was dis-
covered to have been stolen. About the 10th of
July ensuing, the prisoner brought the same
waggon toa Custom House officer named G.'O['-
don, in order that it might be entered as if just
then imported from the States, and the duty to
be there paid. It was discovered, however,
that this waggon was the one which the pri-
soner had previously smuggled; and though he
had stolen it from where it had been locked up,
and painted it anew as well as changed some of
the fixtures, it was at once recognized, and the
prisoner was then taken into custody and the
waggon again seized.

The prosecution having closed, Mr. Cassidy
addressed the jury for the defence, and called
up two witnesses in rebuttal ; but their evi-
dence was scarcely sufficient to contradict what
had already been adduced on the part ot the
prosecution.

Judge Aylwin then charged the Jury, who
retived, and, after an absence of five hours, re-
turned into Court with a verdict of ‘ Not
Guilty.”

CUSTOM

ARSON.

A jury was sworn in the case of a man,
named Augustin Roussel, charged with the
crime of arson.

Mr. Monk appeared to prosecute on the part
of the Crown.

Messrs. Morin and Ramsay were concerned
for the defence.

Mr. Monk stated the case as it afterwards
appeared in evidence. The crime against the
prisoner was for burning a barn situated at
the head of Papineau Road. The barn contain-
ed some hay, straw, sleighs, etc., cattle, fowl,
and quantity of agricultural implements. A
cow and three heifers, and four pigs comprised
all that was saved from the barn. The barn,
which was an old one was worth from between
twenty-five to thirty pounds. The property be-
longed to Mr. Francois Perrin; the prisoner
resided in the village of St. Louis not far dis-
that from where the barn was situated. On the
27th April last, Mr. Perrin had occasion to
proceed to the village of £t. Louis ; here he was
badly treated by a number of persons, amorngst
whom was the prisoner. For this conduct the
party were arrested and brought before Mr.
Coursol, the police magistrate; but having
given good security ior their subsequent ap-
pearance to answer the charge, they were al-
lowed to proceed home again. All passed off
well till the night of the 29th April. The
family of Mr. Perrin had retired to bed; but,
about midnight they were aroused by an alarm
of fire. Mr. Perrin rose up and proceeded in
the direction of the barn. Here he saw the
prisoner leaning on a truck, looking at the fire.
From the conduct and conversation of the pris-
oner Mr. Perrin believed it was he who set fire
to the barn. The barn was about twenty feet
from the dwelling house. It was all destroyed.
Before it was burned down and the stock de-
stroyed, the prosecutor engaged the prisoner
to carry water from a neighbouring well to

» throw upon the flames, but it was remarked by
The occasion of a temporary visit to Montreal,

several who were present that he always
dashed the water in another direction than
that of the fire. When the barn had been
burned down the carcase of a sow was pointed
out by the prisoner, who asked the prosecutor if
he would part with it or any of the entrails.—
The reply being in the negative, the prisoner
grew angry, and said something to the effect
that he had fired the barn or that it had been
fired—but which phrase the " prosecutor could
not now remember. Altogether, from his pres-
ence at the barn,what had happened preyiously,
his manner and conversation, there was no
doubt in the mind of the prosecutor that it was
the prisoner who fired the barn.

[The case had not finished when the Court
rose. ]

REPORTS.

In the matter of the portrait of the Hon.

Wilson, painted by Signor de Feo,jat
the instance of the Council, and for which,
having been mualiciously destroyed, he prayed
for compensation, the Finance Committee sug-
gested that the Council instead of referring the
matter to them should first decide upon the
merits of the petition, and this being done the
Finance Committee would be in a position to
say if they could afford the sum the Council
might resolve upon.

The Water Committee handed in a report on

the subject of water taps in which they recom-
mended that the only taps which ought to be
discontinued is the - one in Dalhousie Square,
and the other in St. Mary street, near
Fulham street, and that the remaining six be
allowed to remain till further orders.
From the same—The Water Committee, in
reporting on a petition sent in by some of the
residents of Little St. Antoine street, praying
that the might be exempted from water rates
because they were unable to introduce water
pipes into their premises on account of the
water in their cellars, recommended, after an
enquiry into the facts, that the petitioners
should not be exegpted from paying water
rates.

From the same committee recommending an
appropriation of £300 for procuring a small
engine to thaw hydrants, water pipes, etc.

From the same, recommending an appropria-
tion of £226 13s. 4d. tofill up an excavation
on the property of the Hon. John Young.

CITY FINANCES,

The Mayor read the following communica-
tion signed by Messrs. Galerneau and Lyman,
the City Auditors :—

“ We havegexamined the books of the Uity
Treasurer, E. Demers, Esq., and beg to report
that we find the accounts faithfully kept, and
in perfect accordance, for the year, ending the
31st January last ; and also bey to express our
entire satisfaction with the systematic and cor-
rect manner in which the accounts are kept "—
The Mayor then went on to say :—Gentlemen,
I am now about to lay before you the state of
our finances. It will be for you to pronounce
your opinion upon the expenses of the city as
here presented ; and to say if you are content
that the city shall pay the interest upon the
enormous sum due by the Corporation of Mon-
treal ; and to say also whether you will provide
certain amounts to defray the expenses which
may occur in improvements you may make
hereafter. The Corporation debt, gentlemen,
amounts to £341,940 11s. 1d. You must re-
collect, however, that £25,000 have been de-
ducted from this by the Grand Trunk meeting
their engagements. Then, again, the debt,
upon the Water Works amounts to £565,797
9s. 8d. The total sum then, owed by the city,
deducting the £25,000 I have already alluded
to, i3°£782,738 0s. 9d. You have now the en-
tire statement before you. Before I sit down,
however, I must bear testimony to the accura-
cy with which the city accounts have been
kept—accugacy which deserves the thanks of
the Council.

Alderman Bulmer remarked that the £25,000
had been paid since January last by the Grand
Trunk; the remainder was not yet due, but,
no doubt, it would be paid as soon as it matur—
ed. Inrespect to the Water Works, it would
be well to bear in mind that, though the ex-
pense they created was somewhat heavy, yet
they were worth nearly their original cost ;
their effectiveness was now fully recognized,
and he had been told that day, by a gentleman
ccnnected with one of the most influential of
our local insurance offices, that, from the 1st
November ensuing, it was the intention of all
the offices to reduce the rates of insurance
twenty per cent. [Hear, hear.]

The financial statement meeting with no op-
position, was then laid upon the table, having
been adopted as if by general consent.

Councillor Bernard begged leave to ask what
was the reason why the Council had as yet
taken no steps to carry into execution the
motion they passed last night for the improve-
ment of this street.

Councillor Thompson replied that difficulties
had been thrown in the way by the incomplete-
ness of the petition of some of the residents in
this street, but that it was now almost remedied,
and to-morrow the Attorney of the Corporation
would notice the persons now repairing the
building there, immediately to desist.

MOTIONS.

From Councillor Rodden—For the appoint-
ment of Committees, with a view to the con-
struction of an embankment from the Victoria
Bridge, to prevent inundations ; and for plans
to provide for the waters of the River St.
Pierre and ¢ the Tail Race.”

From the same—To authorize the Committees
to secure from being built upon or otherwise
disposed of, the land necessary for the continu-
ation of ‘ the Tail-Race” from the River St.
Pierre, to some suitable place below the Vic-
toria Bridge.

Councillor Roddem said there was no neces-
sity for entering into a lengthened explanation
of this motion. It was well known that a tail-
race was necessary—it was known that water
courses and drains were needed to carry super-
fluous water to the end of the city; and if this
were done the city would be greatly improved
in health as well as in general appearance. The
committee he called for would find it necessary,
no doubt, to propose the paving of Grand
Trunk street ; the Seminary allowed the Coun-
cil to neglect this. improvement last winter,
but if not paved soon, a prosecution would
be the result. The Council had a great deal
of property in Grand Trunk Street; property
which it was a pity to permit to remain lying
idle or unimproved. During the approaching
winter the employees of the Corporation might
be directed to examine the localities in the
vicinity to which he alluded, and then confer
with the Grand Trunk, Harbour Commissioners
and Government, so that permanent improve-
ments might be effected—an improvement in
which the efforts of the Council might not be
lost sight of. In regard to embanking the St.
Pierre, he was led to believe that, if the Coun-
cil went to work immediately, the work might
be done without the Council payiug a frac-
tion.

The motion was seconded by Alderman Mac-
ambridge.

Alderman Marchand said he thought the
motion was premature. )

Councillor Gorrie said the motion might be
well looked over for the present. ~ An embank-
ment was now being constructed by the river
St. Pierre ; and it was only fair that embank-
ment should receive a trial. Besides, this em-
bankment was, properly speaking, a matter for
the Grand Trunk Company.

Councillor Rodden said if the Grand Trunk
took the matter of the embankment into their
Lands, they would direct the tail-race over
which the Council aloneshould have con-
trol.

CHARGES AGAINST AN OVERSEER IN THE EMPLOY-
MENT OF THE ROAD COMMITTEE.

Alderman Clarke rose to propose & motion
for an inquiry into charges made against an
overseer in the employment of this Committee.
The name of the individual was Longtot, and he
bad, so far as Alderman Clarke could discover,
discharged his duties very reprehensibly. He
had assumed positions and authority which had
never been assumed by a regular city surveyor.
Without the consent of the Council he had
wasted large sums for cab-hire ; he had injured
the property of Alderman Clarke to the exte_nt.
of £50 ; he has acted in a manuner utterly in.
compatible with his -position, and had been
guilty of actions which ought to have_ caused
his discharge ; yet, in' spite of everything, the
Chairman of the Road Committee, Alderman
Valois, had, instead of discontinuing his ser-
vices, endeavored to procure for this employee
an increase of salary. Alderman Clarke
went on—Mr. Mayor, [ think this will be my
last year in this Coancil-irtehafore I leave, I
would like to let the public know something
about the internal management of the Road
Committee, The Chairman wishes to engross,
in himself, all the duties of the Road Depart-
ment ; and not to the city’s benefit. If the Chair-
man were like any other man, he would have
resigned this trast long ago, and at a time too
when he himself knew it was best' for him to
resign. . I think, as this is the last year I shall
be in the Council, it will be the last year he
shall be chairman of the Road Committee. The
citizens ought to be aware of his conduct; for
the business of the Road Committee deserves a
better head. A short time since, we were denied
a city surveyor—but when this inquiry is made
you will see the necessity there exists for an’
energetic, a permanent and effective city survey-
or. I only ask the members to have this mat-
ter investigated, and the public will see how
this department is conducted.

Councillor Cusson—Go and smoke a pipe.

Alderman Valois rose and denied that he had
acted remissly as chairman of the Road Com-
mittee. He hoped the good sense of the Coun-
cil, if an enquiry were made, would decide
whether the statements of Alderman Clarke
were well founded. As regarded the expenses
of cab hire, Alderman Clarke did not object to
such an item in the case of the late City Sur-
veyor; Mr. Doyle.

Alderman Clarke rose to reply, but was ruled
out of order.

Alderman Marchand moved, in amendment
to the proposition of Alderman Clarke, that the
following be appointed a Committee of inquiry:
—Alderman Bualmer, Councillors Rodden, Ro-
tot, Leprohon, Grenier.

The amendment passed.

NOTICE OF MOTION.

Councillor Bdrnard gave notice that he would

COMMERCIAL ETHICS.
(From the London Times City rticle, Sept.
20.)

Within the past fortnight details have been
giyen of various failures in Loncon and Liver-
pool. They were mostly connected with the
Hondurag timber trade, and have more or less
presented the old features observed in the ma-
jority of cases during the panic of last year.
The first on the list was ‘that of Messrs. Hyde,
Hodge, and Co., of London, for £160,000. Then
came Messrs. Carmichael, of Liverpool, for
£325,000 ; then Messrs. A. Montgomery and
fFRndd dranekats. Hyde, fiolige, and Co., endea-
voured to represent that the firm bhad abund-
ance of assets, and had heen permanently stop-
ped merely by publicity having been given to
the fact of their having been wunable to meet
certain engagements on a particular day.
Messrs. Carmichael, it was alleged, were of such
undoubted solvency that they would get assist-
ance even from the Bank of England. It seem-
ed strange thatwith the rate of money at 21 per
cent any respectable firms should find themsel-
ves in insurmountable difficulties and that sup-
posing such an event to bave arisen accident-
ally in one instance, it should have fataily com-
promised a whole circle. But the modern com-
mercial worid, for reasons best known to them-
selves, always obey the injunction to think no
evil, and between the day of a stoppage and
the period for the presentation of the balance-
sheet there is never any doubt of 20s. in the
pound and a surplus, and that it is a shameful
thing for any one to refuse to join in a general
chorus of sympathy. Simultaneously with the
disasters in the Honduras trade Messrs. Por-
telli, Schembri, and Co.,a house connected with
Malta, were announced to have failed, and in
this instance, also, there was great readiness to
testify to their respectability. The records ot
insolvency, in fact, like those of a cemetery,
seem only to comprise model individuals, the
inference thus inculcated being that sagacity,
prudence, and honesty do not commonly bring
any reward, and cannot in commercial transac-
tions be relied upon as safeguards. Happily, '
the publication of the hard figures in the reports
of accountants tends, although at the cost of
destroying a great amount of sentiment, to
check this dangerous illusion; and to show that
in trade, as in everything else, the * unavoid-
able” misfortunee upon which people set up a
claim for consideration are usually but the re-
sults of improvidence or misconduct. In the Liv-
erpool case which has just occurred it turns
out that there has been a regular resort to the
accommodation system on the usual magnifi-
cent scale—that is to say, to the habit of put-
ting bills in circulation falsely purporting to be
drawn for value received. In the other cage—
that of Messrs. Portelli—the chief partner has
deemed it expedient to proceed to the Conti-
nent without favouring his creditors with his
address. And these are the details which stil]
constitute an ordinary chapter in the mercan-
tile life of England! The question is, how is
it that such houses gain repute or credit ? Is
it possible for firms to go on and incur liabili-
ties for amounts ranging from £50,000 to
£350,000 without . those who trust them
having some opportunities of observing if
their business is being conducted properly ?
During the late panic it transpired that the
fictitious credit obtained by reckless traders was
to be attributed almost solely to the operations
of the provincial joint-stock banks. If any
given house was known to be in favour with,
one of these concerns it was always assumed-
that, happen what might, it would not be al-
lowed to stop, and that third parties therefore
might safely venture upon any dealing with it.
Is this solution open with regard to any of the
cases which have just happened,or must we
seek for some new one ? How came the con-
geries of accommodation bills lately floating
between London and Liverpool to get the
character of good paper ? These matters are
not carried on for years without an occasional
hitch, and when a difficulty occurred where
was the helping hand ? It would be useful if
the whole history could be known, but the com-
mon desire of creditors to hush up such affairs
18 said in this instance to be manifested even
with more than usal keenness. Certain it is
that at the meetings of creditors which have
taken place not g single resolution has been
adopted for a public condemnation of the con-
ductof those who have been parties to the issue
anq circulation of the fictitious bills proved to
be in existence. The proceedings in each case
appear to have been smooth, and a friendly
winding-up under inspection will finish the
affair. :

SOme months back several of the Chambers
of Commerce in the districts which had not be-
come rotten under the joint stock oank system
urged upon the Legislature that the manufac-
ture of accommodation-bills should be made &
penal offence. That such a law, however,
would be of no utility is demonstrated by what
18 now taking place. Higﬁer principles must
grow in the commercial mind before any such
strictness could e fairly exercised. It is of no
use to make laws in advance of public morality
Every day shows that the force of habit is in
favour of of the toleration of trading laxities,
and in that state of things the result ofa hard
enactment would simply be such as has been
Witnessed in the case of the Royal British
Bank, where the Government put forth all their
force to punish uninfluential offenders, and to
screen far werse cases that happened to be de-
fended by aristocratic or Parliamentary influ-
ence. A bad social condition must always be
allowed to work its own cure. Whenever
there is a real and universal feeling against it
the evil will cease naturally. Meanwhile it is
the task of the public journals, by reprobating
each new illustration that may transpire, to
show that the general tone of the: community
must not he supposed to have been reduced
to the same level as that of the commercial

class.

the depths of the Maelstrom. My, Proctor, the
enterprising proprietor of the Cave, sent to
Nashville and procured a long rope of great
strength expressly for the purpose.  The rope
and some necessary timbers were borne by the
guides and others to the point of proposed ex-
ploration. The arrangements being soon com-
pleted, the rope, with a heavy fragment of rock
attached to it, was let down and swung to and
fro to dislodge any loose rocks that would be
likely to fall at the touch. Several were dis-
lodged, and the long-continued reverberations,
rising up like distant thunder from below, pro-
claimed the depth of the heavy chasm. Then
the young hero of the occasion, with several
hats drawn over his head to protect it as far as
possible against any masses falling from above,
and with a light in his hand and the rope fast-
ened around his body, took his place over the
awful pit and directed the half-dozen men who
held the end of the rope to let him down !into
the Cimmerian gloom. :
We have heard from his own lips an account
of his descent. Occasionally masses of earth
and rock went whizzing past, but none struck
him. Thirty or forty feet from the top, he saw
a ledge, from which, as he judged by appear-
ances, two or three avenues led off in different
directions. About a hundred feet from the
top, a cataract from the side of the pit went
rushing down the abyss, and as he descended
by the side of the falling water and in the midst
of the spray, he felt some apprehension that his
light would be extinguished, but his care pre-
vented this. He was landed at the bottom of
the pit, a hundred and ninety feet from the top.
He found it almost perfetly circular, about
eighteen feet in diameter, with a small opening
at one point, leading to a fine chamber of no
great extent. He found on the floor beautiful
specimens of bluck silex of immense size, vastly
larger than were ever discovered in any other
part of the Mammoth Cave, and also a multi-
tude of exquisite formations as pure and white
as virgin snow. Making himself heard, with
great effort, by his friends, he at length asked
them to pull him partly up, intending to stop
on the way and explore a cave that he had ob-
served opening about forty feet above the bot-
tom of the pit. Reaching the mouth of that
cave, he swung himself with much exertion into
it, and holding the end of the rope in his hand,
he incautiously let it go, and it swung out
apparently beyond his reach. The situation
was a fearful one, and his friends above could
do no nothing for him. Soon, however, he
made a hook of the end of his lamp, and, by
extending himself as 1ar over the verge as pos-
sible without falling, he succeeded in securing
the rope. [Fastening it to a rock, he followed
the avenue 150 or 200 yards, to a point where
he found it blocked by an impassable aval-
anche of rock and earth. Returning to
the mouth of this avenue, he beheld an al-
mostly exactly similar mouth of another on the
opposite side of the pit, but, not being able to
swing himself into it, he fastened the rope
around his body, suspended himself again over
the abyss, and shouted to his friends to raise
him to the top. The pull was an exceedingly
severe one, and the rope, being ill adjusted
around his body, gave him the most excruciat-
ing pain. But soon his pain was lost in a new
and dreadful peril.

The young adventurer left his name carved
in the depths of the Maelstrom—the name of
the first and only person that ever gazed upon
its mysteries.
