Student charged
with death threat

A 16 year-old student at Chateauguay
Valley Regional High School was arrested
outside the school early Friday afternoon
in connection with uttering death threats
to some fellow students who were teasing
him.

The youth, who lives in the Hemming-
ford area, was later granted a conditional
release but will appear this week in Youth
Court in Valleyfield in connection with the
incident.

According to witnesses, the boy threat-
ened to go home and get a gun to use
against his tormentors,

In the absence of school administrators
who were away at a workshop, CVR's act-
ing vice-principal Andrée Roben called in
officers from the Haut-St-Laurent SQ de-
tachment who arrested the boy.

The vyouth has been suspended from
school pending legal procedures and/or a
decision by the school board’s disciplinary
committee

“Students must learn they simply cannot
say things like that,” said New Frontiers
School Board director Howard Simpkin on
Monday, following a meeting with CVR
principal Patricia Dagg.

A similar incident involving a death
threat occurred in mid-April at the Board's
other high school, H.S. Billings in Chateau-
guay, Simpkin said

Boy badly hurt in
motorbike crash

A young motorbike rider was seriously
hurt last Thursday afternoon just before
5 p.m. when he collided with a car at
the intersection of the Ch. des Prairies
and the Plank Rd. in Godmanchester.

According to officers from the Haut-St-
Laurent detachment of the Sdreté du
Québec, the 15 year-old St-Anicet boy
arrived at the intersection at the same
time as two cars. He waited for the first
to pass, but seemingly did not see the
second vehicle.

He was not wearing a helmet at the
time of the crash.

Police said the boy received a concus-
sion, a fractured pelvis, and a broken left
arm and left leg. He was taken by ambu-
lance to the Suroit Regional Hospital in
Valleyfield and later transferred to the
Montreal Children’s Hospital.

The driver of the car, a 28 year-old St-
Anicet man, called police to the scene of
the accident using his cellular phone.
Police said the motorbike is a total loss,
while the car received front-end damage.

Huntingdon’s baseball fans will have the
chance to “root for the home team” next
Saturday, as the brand-new team of 13-15-
year-olds mark their home opener against
the Frontiere Enchantée Royals at the
Arthur Pigeon field.

After opening their season on the road
last Saturday in Kahnawake, the local
squad is getting into the swing of playing
in the 20-team Sud-Ouest Minor Baseball
League — the first time in several years
that Huntingdon has been a participant.

Local organizer Jean-Luc Créte, along
with team manager Jean-Louis Royal and
assistants Mario Lefebvre and Wayne
McDowell, is delighted to see a renaissan-
ce of baseball in Huntingdon.

Playing for fun

“We've put together a good team,” said
Créte. “Some of our players have Little Lea-
gue experience and some have already
played in Valleyfield. But the priority is not
to have an elite team — mostly we just
want to encourage local youngsters to play
for fun.”

Half of the team’s 16 regular-season ga-
mes will be played at home, most of them
on Monday evenings starting at 6:45 p.m.
at the local high school field.

Saturday’s home opener will feature o-
fficial opening ceremonies, with special
guests including mayor André Brunette,
former minor-league presidents and repre-
sentatives of the Optimist Club. There will
also be drawings for prizes and other spe-
cial features.

Letter campaign
demands funding
for repairs at CVR

As summer holidays draw nearer and
no funding for badly-needed repairs at
Chateauguay Valley Regional High
School has been announced, members
of the school's governing board are tak-
ing the initiative to pressure the
Education ministry to come up with the
cash.

Last Thursday, all students took home
copies of a suggested letter to be sent to
Education minister Francois Legault, in
an effort to get large numbers of parents
and other community members on side.

The urgency of the situation at the de-
crepit 34-year-old regional high school
in Ormstown was brought home by the
collapse of 15 feet of cinder-block wall
in the school’s auto mechanics shop on
May 4. No one was injured, but the
shop remained closed for five days
while makeshift repairs were carried
out.

With an estimated $2 million needed
to repair the first floor of the school due
to worsening cracks in walls and foun-
dation, three classrooms also remain
closed because of mold problems.

Slowly but surely, the tapestry of Valley
history is getting some blank spaces
stitched in, allowing local people and visi-
tors alike to stretch their imaginations back
through the centuries to life as it might
have been for our own ancestors and their
contemporaries.

Over a quarter-century ago, the Battle of
the Chateauguay Museum opened at Allan's
Corners, and given the fact the few tangible
reminders of the 1813 Battle remain, cura-
tors did a good job of bringing it to life.

In the intervening years, Hemmingford
people have been active in preserving their
own community's past, by collecting and
displaying artefacts in their small but well-
organized museum.

Last year, in the context of Huntingdon's

75th anniversary, a great (but temporary)

display of local memorabilia was set up.

Now it is the turn of people who were
here long before either settlers or soldiers.

The Droulers site at St-Anicet has proven
to be a veritable gold mine of relics of the
Iroquoian people who lived here over 500
years ago. Young summer-job workers,
native and non-native, have built impres-
sive reconstructions of early long-houses,
even as archaeologists continued to amass
a treasure hoard of small items, each with a
tale to tell of the villagers' lifestyle.

Starting next weekend, for the first time,
the public can visit the site and see at first
hand the results of their efforts. The site is
still a work in progress — but it is surely an
asset to the region, historically, culturally
and as an attraction for tourists.

Uncertainly lingers

“Assurances were given that repairs
would be undertaken this summer.
Now, nothing is certain and the anxiety
level is increasing,” says a press release
issued last week by a four-member sub-
committee of the governing board. This
was sent to local and Montreal media,
with an invitation to view the situation
at the school today (Wednesday).

The sub-committee is spear-headed
by parent rep Evelyn Kruyk, siudents
Ashley Arthur and Lena McClintock and
teacher Don Rosenbaum.

The draft of the letter to the Education
minister reads in part:

“There is a growing list of problems .

. which urgently need to be solved.
The foundation is cracked. There are
huge cracks and crevices in walls and
floors. Recently, chunks of wall col-
lapsed inside one classroom, and it is
amazing no one was hurt. Many of the
windows are rotting, creating a problem
with mold which has closed several
rooms and shop areas. Outside, the
pavement is broken and full of huge
craters.

Heart of the community

“There have been discussions and
studies from engineers, those responsi-
ble in the school board and the MEQ,
but we still have no clear plan of action.

“The school is the heart of our region-
al community. It serves not only our
voung people, but a variety of commu-
nity groups, sports teams, cultural per-
formances and adult recreation activi-
ties. . . Please, let us not wait until there
is further damage or serious injury.

"We look forward to a decision from
your office betore the end of the school
year, so that work can begin this sum-
mer

A Presbyterian minister who grew up in
Huntingdon and still has family here was
recently cited for his 30 years at a Hamil-
ton, Ont., church, during which he also
amassed an impressive record of commu-
nity service.

Ten years ago in introducing his reforms,
Liberal health minister Marc-Yvan Coté
pledged to “put citizens at the heant of
decision-making” through elections to the
boards of health institutions.

For the first time, it gave the public a
direct role in how their hospitals and
CLSCs were run, and in March 1992, the
first elections were held.

The Parti Québécois health critic at the
time, Rémy Trudel, ridiculed the process
because only 141,000 people voted pro-
vince-wide.

Last week, the current health minister
brought in his reforms, putting the govern-
ment at the heart of decision-making. Elec-
tions will be eliminated and the Health
Ministry will appoint members to the
Regional Boards and indirectly to the
boards of health institutions.

The minister of course is Rémy Trudel,
who couldn’t help but reiterate his dislike
of elections in the health system. “0.9 per
cent [turnout] - are those universal suffrage
elections?”

Well, no. But neither the Liberals nor the
PQ ever did anything to support the pro-
cess, such as providing a minimum amount
of campaign financing or promotion.

Moreover, those who paricipated and
sought election treated it seriously, which
is why Trudel's extreme centralization of
decision-making has drawn such fire.

Members to be appointed

Under the planned changes, members of
Regional Boards will be appointed by the
government. The Regional Boards will
appoint most members of the board for
hospitals, CLSCs, long-term care facilities,
and other institutions. The community
(users and foundations) will each have a
board representative, but appointed after
consultation.

Public input will be limited to a consul-
tative forum in each region. Other than
that, Trude! will create a health ombuds-
man’s position to handle complaints and
file an annual report - even though Que-
bec already has an Ombudsman to oversee
all ministries

Opposition Liberal Leader Jean Charest
quickly went on the attack, calling the re-
forms “a power grab’

“This isn't a bill for beter health care
This is a bill so the Parti Québécois can
politically control hospitals.”

Plan to appoint hé-alth

For English health and
social services institutions,
the changes will mean a di-
minished role for the com-
munity.

In Montreal and Quebec
City, the anglophone voter
turnout in the last health
elections in 1998 was signif-
icantly higher than the over-
all turnout.

“That illustrates our argu-
ment that when people see
the need to participate, they
can and they do,” said Dr.
Alec Cooper, vice-president of the Voice of
English-speaking Quebec (VEQ).

Protecting anglo voice

VEQ will be lobbying Trudel to protect
participation by the English-speaking com-
munity in the management of institutions
such as the Jeffrey Hale Hospital and St.
Brigid's Home.

“Without the community’s ability to con-
trol and manage its institutions, it's hard to
imagine how the institution will be sensi-
tive to the needs of the very community it
aims to serve,” he said. “The government
would argue that there’s a pact of trust,
that the government will choose people
who are representative. But we don't
agree.”

Trudel's reforms would also give Regio-
nal Boards more power over where doc-
tors work, in an effort to resolve chronic
shortages in various regions. Hospitals
would also be subject to greater budgetary
controls, with the creation of performance
contracts similar to those introduced for
universities.

MUNICIPAL MERGERS

A new stage in the battle over mega-
municipal-merger-mania is under way this
week. In the courts, opening arguments
are being made as 18 Montreal-area munic-
ipalities try to overturn the merger legisla-
tion on constitutional grounds.

And elsewhere, the debate has been
engaged over whether Municipal  Affairs
Minister Louise Harel's five per cent ceiling
on property tax increases in the five new
merged cities is fair or a “fraud”.

As part of her amendments introduced
last week 1o plug some holes in the origi-
nal merger legislation, Bill 170, Harel “clar-
itied” the five per cent cap. The change
means that instead of .t|:pl\i|l_u 1o vour
overall propeny tax bill, the maximum 3°
increase would apply to the tax rate

I's no secret that a few municipalities

lowered taxes last year just so
Quebec would be embarras-
sed by a big tax jump in the
merged cities for the f[l)rst year
of operation. By amending her
promise now, especially given
that deficits in Year One ap-
pear likely in Quebec City and
Montreal, Harel is playing it
safe.

Tax increases coming

But more disquieting than
that is the fact no one is even
suggesting tax increases next
year will be lower than 5%.
The 5% no longer appears to be the maxi-
mum increase, but the guaranteed increa-
se.

The promises of PQ MNAs made not
long ago that mergers would not mean any
tax increase are but a distant echo.

Meanwhile, Official Languages Commis-
sioner Dyane Adam asked the Quebec Su-
perior Court for the right to intervene in
the court challenge of the merger legisla-
tion.

She’s concerned by the fact that one of
the merger bills diminishes the minority
language rights of English speakers on
Montreal island.

While existing bilingual municipalities
will maintain their bilingual status as bor-
oughs in the merged Montreal, it will be
more difficult for boroughs to acquire that
status in the future because of a change in
definition.

Existing legislation provides that right
where a majority speaks a language other
than French; under Bill 171, the majority
would have to have English as their moth-
€r longue.

Unwelcome intervention

Predictably, Premier Landry told Adam
to butt out, saying she has no business as
a tederal bureaucrat getting involved in a
matter under Quebec jurisdiction.

Landry is wrong, as the Commissioner
has the duty to intervene when there may
be a violation of the Charter of Rights and
Freedoms.

members threat to anglo institutions

Nonetheless, the issue encourages Harel
to argue, as she did again last week, that
the opposition to mergers is only among
anglophones — another deliberate misrep-
resentation.

She only has to check her Le Devoir,
which ran a full-page ad recently from 23
municipalities, all heavily francophone,
from the areas of Joliette, Quebec City,
Montérégie, and Lac St. Jean.

The ad informed “interim” Premier Lan-
dry that “we, citizens of Quebec, no longer
recognize the legitimacy of a government
that is paternalistic, blinded by its ambi-
tions, which no longer sees to the funda-
mental needs of its population. The citi-
zens of Quebec against forced mergers
demand immediate elections in order to re-
establish democracy!”

SCHOOL AID

Education Minister Francois Legault has
given school boards budgetary breathing
room to hire more teachers and reduce the
teacher-student ratio in the lower grades of
schools located in economically poorer
areas.

By broadening the socio-economic defi-
nition of what constitutes a disadvantaged
school, Legault has increased the number
of schools which will get extra help.

The two new indicators area: the pro-
portion of families where neither parent is
working and the proportion of mothers
who have not completed high school.

As a result of the new definitions, 852
schools will get extra funding, more than
double the existing 405,

In the Lower St. Lawrence-Gaspe-
Magdalen Islands, the number of schools
rises from 16 to 105, in the Quebec City-
Chaudiére-Appalaches area from 23 to 92,
Eastern Townships from 11 to 40, Laval-
Laurentians-Lanaudiére from 43 to 906,
Montreal from 239 to 245, Montérégie from
27 to 62, and Outaouais from 17 to 39.

The lowered teacher-student ratios mean
the addition of 644 teachers this Fall. And
when retirements are factored in, 2,000
new teachers will be needed by 2004,
