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The institute is located 25 minutes from Montreal,

adjacent to the St. Hubert airport and close to
several aeronautical businesses. ENAs hangars
house a fleet of 37 aircraft including 26 airplanes
and 11 helicopters. Its facilities and cutting-edge
equipment are worth over $85 million and include
35 laboratories and specialized workshops.

The Ecole nationale d'aérotechnique (ENA), established
in 1964, is the largest college-level aeronautical
educational institute in North America. Affiliated with
cégep Edouard-Montpetit and member of the national
schools (ecolesnationales.ca), ENA can accomodate close
to 1,300 students annually in the regular program and
several hundred technicians in continuing education.

ENA is the only school in Québec to offer programs
in Avionics, Aircraft Maintenance and Aerospace
Engineering Technology, all combining practice and
theory.

These three-year programs are offered in French and
Aircraft Maintenance is also offered in English.

Avionics (in French) and Aircraft Maintenance graduates
benefit from official recognition by Transport Canada
when applying for an Aircraft Maintenance Technician
license which allows them to certify the navigability of
aircraft.
