London, March 12.—4.45 a.m.—The

1ein, a mieion which tly has
considera defensive advantage. The
Boers who retreated

to Abraham's
Kraal, from Poplar Grove, must have
moved southward or else a fresh force
must have come from: Bloemfontein
or the Orange River. The o tion
met at Driefentein was somewhat un-
cxpected the idea being that if there
was any resistance it would bte at
Petrusberg. Profiting by their expe
rience the Boers were prepared for a
Hritish fanking movement, but in ex-
tending their position, in order 1o
avoid being outflanked, they probably
weakened their centre, thus making it
possible for the British infantry Lo
carry this with a bayonet charge.
BOBS' PROTEST.

Lord Roberts' dignified  protest
against the abuse of the white flag
is regarded as the most important fac-
tor of the situation. According to the
accounts supplied by the correspondents
the instance appears to have Leen
most flagrant and there is no doubt
that Lord Roberts will carry his
threat into execution.

SKIRMISHING AT HELPMAKAAR.

The despatch from Durban as to the
engagement near Pomeroy scem to ex-
plain the Boer accounts of skirmishing
in the Helpmakaar district, and al-
though Col. Bethune's force numberec
only a few hundred, the news showr
that Boers are in considerable num-
bers on the Biggarsberg.

NOT CONFIRMED.

There is no confirmation of the rais-
ing of the siege of Mafeking, concern-
ing which the gravest anxiety - con
tinues to he felt.

BRITISH CASUALTIES.

418 -; wounded, B, 747 ; dird of discase,
1,029 ; missine, 3.483.

LORD ROBERTS' REPORT.

London, March 11.—A despatch frow
Nriefontein 1o the War Oflice fron
lL.ord Roberts, dated March 11, 7.15
a.m., says =""The enemy opposed u
throughont  vesterday's march and
from their intimate knowledge of the
country gave us considerakble troulle.
Owing, however, o the admirable con-
duct of the troops the enemy were un-
able to prevent us reaching our destina-
fion. The brunt of ‘the fighting fell cn
General  Kelly-Kenny's division,  twe
hattalions of which, the Welch and
Iossex, turned the rs out. of two
strong positions at the point of the
bayonet.

BOERS LOST HEAVILY.

A despateh from Driefontein to the
War Office from Lord Roberts, datec
March 11, 9.55 a.m., says :—"1 cannot
et the precise numter of casualties
before T march, but will communicate
it as scon as possible, The HBoers
suliered heavily, 102 of their dead
being Jeft on the ground. We captured
akout twenty prisoners.' '

BOERS DRIVEN BACK.

Driefontein, Orange Free State,
Mareh 11, 635 am.—PBroadwood s
cavalry brigade, advancing on Bloem-
fontein, unexpectedly found the Boers
in a stroug position in the Driefontein
kopjes yesterday. General Kelly-
Kenny's division arriving, severe fight-
ing ensved. The Botrs resisted stub-
bornly, but were driven from their
centre position leaving a number of
dead and forty prisoners. The DBritish
force is moving forward to-day. Dur-
ing the fighting, in which five repi-
ments took part, with artillery, the
Boers though forced from their centre
position  clung tenaciously to  the
other kopjes, shelling the British freely
with three guns and two Vickers-Max-
ims. The British cavalry bezan to
turn the Boer position, but night fell
before the movement was completed.
The Boers retired during the night.

A RUNNING FIGHT.

— A despatch te
the Daily Mail from Asvogel Kop, dat-
ed Sunday, March 11, says : The whitc
flag treachery was personally witness-
ed at Driefontein by Lord Roberts,
who was looking through a telescopt
when'the Welsh were charging and saw
the Boers hold up their hands, show
the white flag and drop their  guns.
He saw an English officer advance to
receive their surremder, whereupon @
Boer volley  was fired and the officer

— The Cape Town
correspondent  of the Standard, tele-
graphing Sunday, says : It is reported
that the Boer prisoners at Simons-
town were found boring a tunpel un-
derneath the lines of the camp. The
work had made considerable progress
before being discovered.

A SKIRMISH.

Durtan, March 11.—The Natal Mer-
cury has the following despatch from
Greytown, dated March 11 :—A force
composed of Bethucn's inounted in-
fantry, the Umviti mounted rifles, and
the Natal police .with three Maxims,
under Col. Bethune, reached Pomeroy
Thursday, 8th. The following morning
the Hoer pickets opened fire. A general
enengement  soon ensued, the Boers
using pom-poms and two big guns.
There was heavy firing on both sides.
Col. Bethune seeing the impossibility
of dislodgine the Boers without ar-
tillery, retired south of the Tugela
with one man wounded. The Boer loss
is said to be considerable.

BOER PEACE PROPOSALS.
Lordon, March 12.—The Daily Mail
has  received the following despaich
from Pretoria, dated Saturday, March
10, and censored by the Boer Govern-
ment :—"'President Kruger and Presi-
dent Steyn have wired Lord Salishury
wace propgsals on condition that the
independence of the two Republics be
respected and the rebel colonials
unnestied. Yesterday the foreign con-
suls were called into conference and
were requested 1o invite the interven-
tion of the powers they represented in
order to prevent further bloodshed."

PEACE PROSPECTS.
London, March 11. — 2.20 a.m. —In
the absence of important news from
the seat of war, speculation is  rife
regarding the probability of an early
peace. President Kruger's appeal to
Lord Salisbury for 2 cessation of ‘hos-
tilities announced on Friday is taken as
foreshadowing that the end will soon
be in sight.
BRITISH POSITION.

The Governmenl's views are probab-
v enunciated in the following semi-
official statement, issued last night :
"It is understoed that the Government
does not consider that the time has
yet come for any authoritative state
ment as to the nltimate terms' of
peace, and no member. of the Cabinet
has authorized any published state
ment on the subject It is, of course,
generally undérstood among all politi-
cal parties in this cauntry that so fa
as the South African Republics are
concerned, the status quo ante bellum
cannot remain unaltered after the close
of hostilities. Their part in the sys-
tem which involved a large measure of
political and military independence will
of course, be materially modified as a
result of the war; bul the growing
prospects of restored peace must be fur-
ther advanced ., before Her Majesty’s
Government canh either finally formu-
late proposed terms of settlement or
make any anpouncement  of  their
plans.”’

KRUGER AND STEYN WANT

PEACE.

London, March 10. — Several papers
announce that the Government on Tues
day received five messages from Pre-
sident Kruger and President Steyn, in
Dutch, asking upon what terms a ces-
sation of hostilities could be brought
about. The messages surprised and
delighted the depariment concerned.
While their tenor was understood, it
was found necessaty to summon per-
sons tho: sughly capable of. accurately
interpreting the messages, all of which
were filed at Bloemfontein,
The Cabinet convened on Wednesday
to consider the messages, and it is be-
lieved that an uncompromising  reply
was sent, which is known {o have
reached Bloemfonteinpy thesame means
as the Boer cablegram reached the
Government. Thé nature of the reply
was such as to lead to a further, but
gradual retirement of the Boer forces.
