OSA Ponselle has one of those voices which rises above the
general chorus of human music, as the mighty spires of a
cathedral or the domes and minarets of a temple rise above

the common roofs of workaday habitation.

With nine-tenths of the world searching for interpreters of
its own thought and feeling, its own vast play of emotion, it does
not often find an artist of such inborn, and yet such developed
power. So great are the gifts of this artist that it is difficult to
think of them but in terms of romance, difficult to put off the
feeling of unreality and make sure that she is living, breathing,
working, thinking, not a creature to be read—and reread—of,
within the pages of some book of the world's past glories.

Rosa Ponselle has everything that may come into and
develop the life of the artist; musical training in the highest
degree, musical susceptibility, the dramatic power to assume, in
an instant, the spiritual form of any one of a thousand differing
individuals, but she has also that final gift without which these
gﬂ:ihelpless a great voice, purely shrined in a glorious physical

ody.

The artist's combination of American birth—she was born
in Meriden, Conn.—and [talian blood, is almost an ideal one for |
the singer; for it unites the instinct to sing with the great tradi- :l
tions of singing, which seem part of every Italian's nature; |-
and it brings these, together, into the free and intensely vivify- |-
ing air of the New World. Rosa Ponselle is of Italian lineage,
and she is proud of it, for it means that every drop of her blood
beats with the rhythms of song; but she is an American never-
theless, democratic in art and life, and spiritually and intellect-
ually an American to the core.

Her career was inevitable; the possessor of such a voice
could not possibly hide it. She began as a girl, singing anywhere,
everywhere, being received at first with the amused tolerance
which attends the appearance, in commonplace life, of the un-
usual personality. It was not long, however, till she came to the
notice of serious-minded students and critics, to whom the art
of music was a consecration, not a pastime. Externally, her life
has been uneventful; but it must be remembered that the life of
the artist, with its million claims upon the faculties, its daily
need to keep the keenest intensity of vision upon the spectacle
of life, is inwardly one of unceasing action.

Rosa Ponselle’s name is familiar enough, now, to the
American public. Millions have heard her, and millions more
have not. But once heard, hers is an art to be heard again and
again, and no experience with it seems destined to forgetfulness.
