New York, March 26,—The steamer Evening
Star, from New Orleans on the 19th, has arrived.

Two of our gunboats had ascended Grand
River nearly to Batte a la Rose,

Guerillas bad made their appearance in the
vicinity of Baton Rouge, and had several ekir-
mishes with the 4th Wisconsin mounted in-
tautry, which resulted in our favor. Several
prisoners were taken.

Advices from Brownsaville report no prospects
of fighting. New roads and fortifications are
being made,

A fieet of nine French frigates appeared off
the wouth’ of the Rio Grande, and an attack on
Matamoras is expected. Particulars had beed
received of the capture of Guadaljara by the
Liberal Mexican forces under Urags. 24 can-
mon and 700 prizoners, French and renegade
Mexicans, were captured. The traitor Megrea is
=t San Luis Potosi with 3000 men, expecting an
attack. Puebla is said to be besieged by the
Liberals, and must fall, the invadera haviog ‘no
reinforcements that can reach there in time to
aid the garrison. Vidaurri has positively de-
clared for the French, and Cortenas and Doblato,
with a strong force, are marchiog to attack him.

Deserters and refugees from the Confederate
fines are continually arciying at Browneville,
2000 in all having reached that place. A party
of 150 deserted from a rebel regiment, and 300
‘were gent in parsuit. The latter overtook the
former, and joined them in their flight, Part of
them have already got to Brownsville.

Taa Oommeroiau Bank Surr.~It will be re-
membered by our reade:s interested in Banking
matters that the judgment of the Court of Ap-
peals in Toronto in this case was substantially
as follows : —That the Bank was undeubiedly
entitled to recover from the Great Western Rail-
way & certain amount, probably some $600,000
or $800,000, - That if bgth parties were ready to
accept she verdict at Kingston  snbject to the
modificavion by the julgmentin appeal, the ex-
act amount would be fixed by arbitrators or by
mutual sgreement, That it the Bank wers not
satisfied with this—thatis if it thonght it would
not get enough under the limitation of the lia-
bility cf the Railway Oompany westablished by
the judgment jn gppeals, it might have a new
trial without paying costs, and that if the Rail-
way Company we:e digsatisfied with haviog to
pay the sum to bs fixed in the meuner proposed,
it might have a new trial ‘npon paying cosis,
Rither party desiriog & new trial was to deter-
mine befors the 1st April. There remained,
however, another alternative opan to either par-
ty, snd that was an appeal to the Frivy Gouy-
cil. The managers of the Oommercial Bank
have determined upon thaf sppeal. Their rea-
gons for thig are that it will teke the matter in
the shortest tima possible before the trivunal of
Jast resort, where it is almost certaly (hat it will
ut {agt be carried ; and ibey think it more de-
sirable to carry it there now, rather then after
another year or two of lifigation within the
Province, The agentsof the Railway Company
Lere haye applied for delay to ascertain wheth-
er the English Directors will conzent to pay a
gum onloulated  upem  the basis Jaid
down by the Oourt of Appesis; hut
the diragtors of the Bank see no reason why
they should delgy, since & proposition by the
Railway Compsany may be made in London.

He was born in 1813 at St. David, in
the Qouaty of Yamaska, Lower Oanada, and
was cousequently dittyspne years of age
when he died. He commenged life very young
at the lumber trade, in the employ of the

late Sir J. Calawe!l, of Quebec; he ofterwurds
gpent some time lumberiog on the Becangonrs

and St. Francis Rivers. In 1838, he went to
the town of Joliette, which wag then called the
viliiagas of Industry, in the employ of the late
Mr. Joliette, who Lud already laid the foun-
dation of the present togn whish bears
name. At the death of Mr, Joligtte, in 1850,

pense, an asylum for the wged avd orphans.
He has alse bequeathed aiarge portion ui Lig for-
tune, amounting to several thousand pounds in
valug, for different benevolent purposes. Hia
remains were followed to their last resting place
by an immense concourse of relative and friends,
who had come from the s.grro:pnd?iug parighes,
and from Moutresl, to pay him " their ‘lest ye.

To the Editor of the MontriAL Herarp,

Sir,—In my letter addressed to you on the
19th insty, in reference to the “House of Indus-
try,' my desire was solely to further an object
which would appear to be approved of by your-
gelf, the managers of the Industrial Rooms and
Miss Harvey, viz), the bringing of the Industrial
Rooms  under the same roof with the House of
Industry. I regretan inference hag been drawa
from my letter, tending to make it appear that
the Industrial Rooms are not in ¢onnection
with the House and School of Tndustry ; it was
not my intention to infer anything of the sort,
What I mean is, that the [udustrial Rooms are
managed by & seperate lady superintendent, se-
perate committes, and has seperate funds from
the Home and 8chool, a8 no pert of the Govern-
ment grant to the Home and School hes ever been
used for the Industrial Rooms since they were
opened, Miss Haryey as first directresa of the
Home and School of Industry, is an ex officio
member of the Committee of the Industrial
Rooms. I quoted a few figures merely to shew
the rapid inereage in the work of the Industrial
Rooms, and stated only the sums paid to women
for work.

You state thaf for the four years preceeding
1861 the sum of £5696 28 Yd was expended in
carrying on the industrial department of the
Home and School of Industry, Ihave no desire
1o question so good and laudsble an cbjact, but
the report you refer to states that only £213 1568
Td of the aboys amount was p:id for work for
four years, and that £38 tls. 9d was received
by Miss Harvey in aid of the poor. As I said
hefore my desire being merely to shew the in-
creage in the amount of business done gince the
opening of the Jndustrial Rooms, I will repro-
duce gome figures and ghew the who}e expendi-
ture for this industrial effort for a few yearg pre-
vious to and since the opening of the Industrial
Rooma,

I
have slready informed you that toe French ar-
my of ccrupation in Rowg and the Papal chas-
seurs, Zouaved, and other gefenders of the faith,
lived on terms of by no means’ good intelli-
gence. Numerous quarrelg huve taken place,
provoked it is said, i alwoay all cases by the Pa.
pal troops, who in their religions zeal are apt to
insult the coolness of the Freach soldiery. On
the 2ad of March & Roman patrol and & French
detachment met, aund rusned at each other. In a
ghort time, in gpite of the eff rts of Gen. Moute-
bello, a thousand men werse gaged. There were
many dead and wounded, and the svate of exas.
