MANSLAUGHTER,

John Miley was placed in the duck to stand his
trial for killing David Watson, late carpenter of
the ship Washington.
Asbuëw Kxox, seaman, sworn.—I know the

prisoner Johu Milley ; [ did not kuow deceased
David Watson | was in company with prisoner
ou lust Tuesday night week, 16th inst. Left my
ship, the Renfiewsliire, between half-past six aud
seven o'clock, to go to Kelly's ; this is at Point
Levi. stopped at Kelly's until balf-past eleven
or twelve o'clock ; Ke:ly's house is on the high
road, about opposite the town. Our ship was ly-
ing at the St, Lawrence Dock wharves. Joln
Ramsey, the second mate ofthe Oregon was also
at Kelly's ; be spent the evening witk us. Ram-
sey's ship wa. next to ours, Ramsey, prisoner
and myself left Kelly's together alont twelve
o'clock ; we kept together until we got about four
or five yards from the dor; Ramsay avd myself
then stopped to talk to each other and the prisoner
moved on, The night was very dark. We were
t lking for two or three minutes when Ramsay
said to me, ‘ There's a row over there. The row
wag further down than Kelly's 1 weut over to
where ! heard the row; the tirst I met standing
there was Milley, the prisoner ; 1 tuok hold of him
and dragged him away. There were three or four
others there, but [ do not know who they were.
Ramsay remained where T left him ; It was about
fifty yards fiom where I was standing with Rara-
say that the rowtook place. Ramsay and inyself
took prisoner on board. I dil nut hear of any
one being injured until the police boat came alon_-
side the nex( evening, about six o'clock. The po-
lice came on board aur ship and asked if any of us
had been ou shore the night before; they sad
that & man had been nearly killed up at the point,
and they wanted to know if any of us had been ou
shore ? The prisoner was at this time working
between decks. All hands on board beard the
po.ice. 1 told the police u | that bad happened
the night befre, and they took me away a priso-
ner. They did uot then take Miley ; the prisoner
Milley had left the ship, and they didu't take bim.
On the night we were drinking in Kelly's the pri
soner was dressed with the ordiuary sailos’ dress;
he had on a pair of white braces and a clo.b cap
1 did not see Milley until the next day, when [
was giving my evidence at the investigation,

Cross-examined by Mr. Willan —The witnesses’
deposition, as taken before the Coroner and before
the Magistrate, were read at the request of priso-
ner's counsel,

Mr, Stuart said that the duties of the Coroner's
Court were performed in a ve:y irregular manner;
he was not aware of any depositions having Leen
taken before the Coroner until this momen. It
was impossible for him to conduct the business of
the Crown unless the duties of the Coroner's
Court were conducted in a more systematic man-
ner,

Mr. Willan asked no ¢ oss-questions,
Joux Ramsay, second mate of the ship Oregon,

was next called and depesed —I know the last
witness, and | know the piisouer. On Tuesday
night, tbe 16th, | was iu company with Knox and
the prisoner, about half-past six in the evening;
we went together to Kelly's, where we remained
until about ten or eleven o'clock. While wo were
there a man came in, who said he belonged to the
Washington. I left Kelly's with Knox and Mi'-
ley ; n few steps from the door we saw three or
four men pass us, in the direction fron the Victo-
ria ITo'el, coming down; just as the men passed
ug Milley Looted at them, and they ran away
Prisoner ran after them; while running after
them, 1 saw prisoner stoop to the ground, as if in
the act of picking something up. Whenprisoner
so stooped to the ground Le was about twenty or
thirty yards from me ; I could see him. Just as |
saw the prisoner pick up sowething, [ heard a
blowstruck, and I then saw a man lying on the
ground on my right hand side. The man that was
s0 on the ground was one of the men that had
passed me. Piisuner was about fouror five yards
from the man when I heard the blow struck. I
saw Knox then go up to the prisoner and drag
him away. When Knox laid hold of the prisoner
he was about twelve yards from the man knock.d
down. Knox and the prisoner came to where J
was standing ; we then proceeded down to our
ships ; on our way down to our ships I said it was
a very wrong thing to ssy or do anything to the
men without any provocation. Piisoner made no
answer, nor did he do anything. Prisoner was
dressed with a blue shirt, black trowsera aud white
suspenders. The dress was the ordinary seaman’s
dress.
The depositions of the witness, taken before the

Coroner and the Magistrate, were read to the jury
at the request of Mr, Willan,
Cross-examined.— Question.— How is it you say

in your deposition, taken betore the Corouer, that
the prisoner laugbed it off when you said it was
wrong to interfere with the men who said vothing
to you, And to day you say he said nothing when
you 50 spoke to him ?
Answer—He may bave laughed at the time; I

Tuesday night, 16th instant, about twelve o'clock,
when I was retiring to bed, I heard a row on the
road, Kelly lives about 40 yards from my house.

The house known
as the ‘goat house” is about four feet from my
house, on a vacant lot, about 24 feet from the
road.

We got & wagon, and brought him to the Marine
Hospital. We left him in charge of Dr. Roy.

Dur. Rov, sworn: I am house surgeon at the
Marine [ospital. On the af ernocon of the 17th
instant, I received the body of David Watson from
the captain and the last witness, Mr. Buntin,
Watson was then alive. When he was brought in
he was in & state of in-ensib lity. He diet on the
22nd just, five dars after he came to the hospit il.
I saw a large ichamose on the right eye, I found,
after examination, that he was labouring under a
concussion of the brain. I saw the body at the
inquest. This concussion of the brain wight have
been caused by blowa, or by a full.

Dur. Jackson, sworn: On Tuesday, ‘the 24th
instant, 1 examined the body of Watson. He first
came under my care on the 18th, and remained
unler my treatment uutil he died. When first
saw him, he was perfectly insen.ible, and luboring
under the ordinary symptoms of compression of
the brain. At ihe examination of the body. before
the Coroner, 1 found ou the right s de of the head
imnedintely above the forehead a large contusion.
The right eye was black, tunificd and closed. The
left eye was s.ightly blackened, There were no
other marks of external violence. Under the scalp
1touud a large quantity of extravaanted blood,
covering the whee of the superior part of the
head, |[ likewise detected a very extens ve frac-
ture of the sku!l, This frac:ure corresponded with
the b ow or contusion over the superi r part « f the
bead. Upon removing the skull, a large quantity
of blood was found under it; a lieavy blunt instru-
ment would have caused that blow. The imme-
diate cause of death was the pressure of the blood
on the brain. The fracture was the remote cau e
All the other parts of the Lody were healthy.

Mr. Crane then came up with the
rigger and Mr. Fuller Upto the time Watson
received this blow be had uo other injury ; be
was in good health up to the time he received
the blow, I saw the dead body at ihe Marine
Hospital afterwards.
No cross questions asked.
Josgrn James FuLLER, master rigger, awnra.—

On the 16th I was coming down past Kelly's
about midnight, when I saw two or three men
going towards Point Levi. One of the tlirce men
rushed out from the road ard ran after me as fast
as he could. One of the men with me ran up
towards the g:at house and he followed him,
beating the gnat house with the stick. As [ was
passing the goat house the man jun pel over the
feoce ; he had a piece of wood in his hind, and
made after me again. I saw him strike Watson,
but I did uot see him fall. I afterwards went
over and found Watson lying on his back insen-
gible. I took the body into Mrs. Crane’s and
washed his nose with a little whiskey; he was
Lleedirg. The last witness, Miller, was with
Watson when he was struck, Th» man who
struck the blow went west after striking Watson,
He had on a blue shirt and white braces. It was
dark ; I couldn't sce well, I saw Watson when
he was dead in the Marine Hospital,

This clored the case for the Crown.
Mr. Willan addressed the jury, contending that

the proof of identification was not sufficient to
warrant the jury in finding a conviction. There
was great doubt ia the case, and Le thought the
prisoner entitled to the benefit of that doubt.

Mr, Willan objected io the right of the Crown
to reply, as the prisoner had cxamined no wit-
nesses for the defence. 1he Court overruled
the objection and Mr, Stuart was allowed to ad-
dress the jury.

M:. Justice Duval charged the jury, condemn-
ing in strong terms the habit of selling drugg.d
liguor, which bas the effect of depriving men of
their reason. He then read over the different
depositions, commenting on each deposition as
he vead it.

The Jury, after a deliberation of an hour, re-
tarned a verdict of Nor GuiLTy.
The Court thin adjourned until this morning

at tea o'clock.

Bullivan was taken
to the hospital on the morning of the 19th instant,
When Su liven was brought to hospi.al he was
very prostrate, in u sinte approaching collapse
He was suffering from an incised wound in the
lower part of the abdomen, The wound was not
disturbed by me, that is, [ didn’t probz it, Sulli-
van died about 40 hours after J saw h m for the
first time. [ exumi:.ed the body of decensed ab…ut
24 hours after death. I found that the wound tad
penetrated the belly, the kife must have gone in
three or tour inches. I fouud on examing the
parts, that the bowels bai bees cut into. The
bladder was a'so penctrated. Sullivan died of
influmation of the peretonevm, caused undoubt-
edly, by the wound in the abdomen. The body
Was perf«etly sonnd in every ohr par. The
wound must have been caused ty a sharp and
point. d instrument. ‘The ordinary sailor's sueath
knife would inflict such a wound.

Polilical quictude and national
safety require a fusion ol fntereste, hut with the
present Ministry a coalition between them and
the Conservative Union party of both sections is
extremely improbable. Neither side will take
counsel with the other until some outburst of
public scutiment, born of the coming crisis,
mukos practicable the rofteniug of the sectional
tecling which is an imperative necessity of pa.
triotism. Secersion in the Southern Stutes was
the legitimate result of no compromise in the
Northern ; aud though we cannot anticipate the
rupture of our Union one hour hefure it comes,
nevertheless we canuot conceal the belief tht
the dangers of such a rupture have been mater.
