Raining all day., The weather is very mild
for the season of the year.

The municipal elections took place to-day.
The Hon. Mr. Cauchon was unanimously elect-
«d Mayor for the ensning year. The retiring
Councillors, now called Aldermen, were again
honoured with the revived rank of Aldermen,

The Mercury of to-night, speaking of the
elections, says:—*We view the election of Mr.
Cauchon to the Mayoralty by the unanimous
voice of his fellow-citizens, as a just reward of
his efforts for civic reform in office. We have
no doubt he will see to the correction of these
manifold abuses which he has been ever fore-
most to point out as a journalist, and with the
support of such men as have been, with few
exceptions, chiosen onr first aldermen under the
new charter, we have good guarantee that the
interests of the tax-payers will be better pro-
teeted.

A charity sermon was preached in St. Patrick’s
Church yesterday by the Rev. Mr. O'Dogherty,
after which & collection was taken up, which
amounted to $152, in aid of St. Vincent de Paul
Society.

Toroxto, Dec 4. —Sometime hetween Satur-
day evening and this morning over £500 of the
money of the Law Society has been talken out
of Osgoode Hall,
the term iu which all practising lawyers pay
their annual fees, Mr. Gwynn had on hand £400
in cash and the valauce in cheques, and being
too late to be banked, the Clerk of Chancery,
Registrar and Sub-Librarian placed the money
in the Registrar's safe, and gave the keys to Mr.
Gwynn, having first bolted the windows.
This morning the windows were found un-
fastened and the money gone. A tallow candle,
found in a black Dottle, and some burnt
matches, were left behind. It is supposed
that some one who knew the money would be
there concealed himself in the vault on Satur-
day eveniug.

Marniaces 187 Caxana.—The Globe has an
article on a subject of very serious impor-
tanee to many Canadian families. A recent
Act of Parliament in England has made
valid throughout Her Majesty’s possessions
such marriages as have been solemnized in
any part of those possessions in a manner
which renders them binding, where the cele-
bration has taken place. This iz a very pro-
per law, for without it parties married in &
Colony might in another Colony, or within
the Three Kingdoms, find themselves to be as
l1oosely tied as that celebrated couple of Yel-
vertons, whose adventnres go long ocenpied
the attention of the Courts and the newspa-
pers. Our contemporary, however, suggests
a fear, which we thiok is wholly unfounded,
though on a subject of so delicate a character
iv is well to have every doubt removed as
speedily as possible, There is, it appears, a
£ proviso™ to the following effect :—

#That nothing 1 this law contained shall
give effect or validity to any marriage unless,
at the time of such marriage, both of the par-
ties thereto were according to the law of Eng-
land, competent. to contract the same.”

The Globe thinks that this proviso may
have the effect of introducing into the Colo-
nies the existing law of marriage in England ;
and that Jaw if so troduced would render
absolutely null a large number of marriages
in Upper Canada, which are now perfectly
good. The law of Upper Canada is the Eng-
lish law as it stood up to 1792, with such
modifications as have been since made by
Colonial Legislation. The English law thus
introduced did not render a marriage between
a man and his wife's sister legally impossible
or ipso fucto null—it merely permitted such
a marriage to be annulled by judicial sentence,
whereas the act of Lord Lyndhurst 5 and 6,
W, 4th; cap. 54, declares such marriages to
be absolutely worthless. We think, as we
have said before, that the fears of the Globe
are without foundation. The Act 28th and
29th Vie., cap. 64, is meant to make valia
marriages which were not so before; but it in
no way intends, nor as we read it, can it be
held, toinvalidate any existing marriages in
those parts of Her Majesty’s dominions,
where they are now binding. The effect of

the proviso is very grave; but itis not that
which the GZobe suggests. It does not intro-
duce the English law of marriage into any

Saturday being the close of

Colony; but it prevents the Colonial law of
marriage as to pergons incompetent to marry
by English law, from being introduced into
Wngland. The Aetin fact applies merely Lo
formal and technical impediments, and it de-
clares that these, if they do not- legaily invali-
date a marriage in the country where it was
celebrated, cannot invalidate it in any part of
the Empire. But on the subject aof
marriages  with  deceased wife's sisters,
things remain exactly where they were. Such
a marriage is good in Upper Canada—at least
good till it has been set asule—if any
machinery exists there for setting it aside.
But the wife becomes & concubine in the eye
of the law, and the children are bastardized
snsoon as they set foot in any part of the
United Kingdom, or as we understand the
law—though theremay be soue doubt of this
—in Lower Canada. It 1s a very serious ques-
tion how long thisstate of things should be al-
lowed to endure. It is a harshlaw which de.
prives citizensof the same Empire of their dear-
est rights when they leaye one part of it and go
into another; but on the other hand it is
known (hat the desire to havethese marriages
permitted 15 very widely spread in Great Bri.
tain, and that among very influential classes,
so that ifa marriage prohibited in England
but permitted 1o Canada, conld be held for
valid in Kngland, if solemnized in Canada,
the English law would be easily and no doubt
constantly evaded.

Tae Haseas Corevs Acr.—The restora
tion of the Habeas Corpus act in some parts of
the Unitel States, though it continues sus-
pended in other portions of them, naturally
excites the enguiry here whether we
shall not reguire a similar proclamation in
Canada, in order to give us hereafter that ge-
neral and universal benefit of the writ which

was formerly supposed to belong every
one dwelling on British soil. In England
every prisoner may have his application for
this writ and his discharge under it, adjudi-
cated upon by all the judges, oune after
another.

THE FISHERIES.

SECOND LETTER.

(Zo the Editor of the ** MONTREAL Herarp.”)
Sir,—In my lastcommunication L establish-
ed by the writings of Naturalists th'nf. our sys-
tem of fishing for Herrings with yiers in the
day time would nltimately lead to the extine-
tion ofthe race. 1 will now point out the ef-
fect which fixed engines have upon Salmon
Fisheries. 'I'hesalmon is a nalive of the tri-
butaries of Lake Ontario as well as those of the
viver and gulf ot St. Lawrence, and is identical-
ly the same species as the salmo salar of bri-
tish rivers; both kinds are produc«;d in the
fresh waters, and at certain stages of their ex-
istence descend to the same ocean, where they
grow and fatten, and return in the spring or
carly part ot summer to their birth place. The
instinct by which these fish ave impelled gener-
ation after generation to ascend from the sea
to deposit their ora in the native river, the
carly breeding fish ascending to the bigher
arfs of the stream, the latter in succession
serving the lower portions with their seed, so
that in a natural state of things the whole
course of the river becomes stocked with the
ova, is a beautiful arrangement. The female
deposits this ova in a bed on a gra._velly §honl,
formed by a peculiar action of tlie fins, tailand
body of the fish, One thousand ova for every
pound of herown weightis the number {muuall_v
deposited, the male expresses lis milbat the
same time, and impregnates this ova, which
the female covers with the gravel displaced in
making the bed ;in due course the young fish
emerge from their couch and people the stream,
where they remain some months. They then
descend to the ocean in shoals, and again re-
turn in a fow weeks, varying from five to ten
pounds in weight, every fortnight of their stay
in the salt water adding over a pouud to their
substance, In these migrations to and from
the sew, they keep along the shores, ¢ hugging”
the indentation of the land, where they find the
gmall fish upon which they feed, and avoid
powerful enemies . Yurrett writes ¢ when the
salmon rove along the coast in quest of the
mouths of the rivers in which they aunually
cast their spawn, they generally swim
pretty close to the shore, that they

mav. not miss their port. and the fishwom-
en, who aré“j‘véll aware of thl_x}s coasting habit,

project their nets into such places as may be
most convenient for intercepting them in their
courss” The engines employed for this pur-
pose in the St, Lawrence are the same as those
formerly used on the British coasts, known as
stake nets and brush weirs, both stationary and
self-acting engines of the most destructive char-
acter, the deadly powers of which produced so
rapid a declension of the salmon tribe in
British waters, that anglers, political eco-
nomists and statesmen., became alarmed,
alarmed at the threatened extinction of a valu-
gble article of food, and induced the govern-
ment to appoint a Royal Commission to in-
quire into, the subject. Sir Wm. Jardine, Bn:u't,
the eminent naturalist was according, associat-
ed with Mr, Fiennell, Inspector of Ilisheries,
and Mr. Richards, and an ¢laborate report em-
bodying the information collected by seven
committees of the House of Lords and Com-
mons, and the testimony derived from 18,000
questions submitted to practical witaesses, was
presented to both Houses of Parliament in 1861
This report attributed the decline of the Sal-
mon Fisheries to the obstructions to the free
passage of the fish, caused by the fixed engincs
“ {hiege engines,” say the Commissioners © are
baneful to the fisheries nof only on account of
number of fish they destroy, but because they

legally, no one need sympathize with themas
persons undergoing unmerited punizhmpent.
But the great principlesof law do not admit of
individual applieation, and taose who sane-
tion their relaxation to meet a partienlar case,
vre very apt to find themselves caught in
some future generalization. There i
one ¢lass of the community in T.ower Canada
for whom it is especially negessary to observe
these truths—wve mean the English spaaking,
and espegially the English speaking and Pro
testant element. The object of all such laws
as the Hubeas Corpus act is to protect the
weak against the strong; and the sfrong noy
and here are not hereditary Princes or nobles,
but members of well marked and separate
clusses, who happen to be largely in the
majority. Now, the poeople for whom
we speak are in Lower Canada very weak,
and should Confederation be brought about,
they will be, by their isolation, still weaker.
The head of the local Ixecutive will
no longer be a man of their own race; nor a
man who, on any question involviug the pre-
judices or differences of race, pould be sup-
posed to be impartial in the sense that a
Governor General is so. The political power
will be wholly with others; and the Bench
will be, as now, composed of zuccessful poli-
ticians. - With all the good feeling which can
be hoped for, it will still be desirable that the
minority should have every malerial and in-
dependent gnarantee which experience has
shown to be requisite to prevent the power
which holds the execative authority, and
must always greatly influence the tribunals
from exercising its strength in the oppres-
sion of persons to whom it is hostile. Just
now there are between classes no questions
which can excite such animosity as would lead
to palpable oppression. But the time is not
very distant when, as we all remember, such
questions did exist, aud they may exist
againin shapes that may resolve themselves
into ecriminal prosecntions. If this should
ever unfortunately occur, those who will have
hardly a yoice in the Government or the Le-
gislature, in whoee immediate jurisdiction
they will be, and who are likely to be weakly
represented on the Bench, will assuredly find
that they have need of all the bulwarks
agaiust executive wrong, which their forefa-
thers erected. The race for which we speak
has never, as a race, required to appeal
to the great principles of law for
safety, because wherever they have heen,
they have been dominant, and such appeals
if made, have been made against their acts.
In Lower Canada they are notdominant, and
may shortly be unpleasantly dominated, and
then they will be likely to feel the full value
of what may at this moment be a matter of
indifference.

Replies have
been obtained from the local guardians of the
rivers, and there is a uniform aud striking in-
crease in the numbers of salmon geen
caught, the improyement has affected the
the markets and reduced the prices from au
average of 2s.to 8d per pound. Waters hith-
erto empty are reported to be swarming with
fish, If is well to be remembered that on all
this there {s ne Government action and none
but the simplest of vegulgtions involved in the
operation of the act, All it does is fo prevent
uny single owner who holds a portion of the
{ conrse the fish imust traverse from the sea to
the breading grounds from so crercising his
rights as to extirpate them altogether ; allweirs
and fized engines are prohibited. 'T'he same re-
sults were observed in Ireland froms the opera-
rations of the act applying to the salmon fishe-
ries of that country passed in 1863 ; fishermen
redyced to payperism by the stake nets, upon
their abolitipn earned = syhstential livelihood
"The fourth report of the Loglish Inspeptors
published in April last depicts in even more
glowing terms the result arislog from the sup-
pression of the fixed engines, “I have great
satisfaction,” writes Mr. Eden, “in being able
peain to report that a decided improvement has
taken plazs fn the salmon fisheries of England
and Wales” The last (1864) was a season of
unprecedented drouth; springs diied gp; rivers
shrank into brooks and for months when the
salmon should have been ascending the fresh
waters and distributing themselves through the
rivers they wepe detpined in the tide-way. That
under such circnmstances the fakes on the
coust and in the estuaries should have Leen
lazge, is no more than wight haye been expect-
ed; and it way feared that but fow fish would
haye been left to ascend the rivers when the
long deferred floods rendered them passable
The egpectation was accompiished, but the fear
was groundless.  Allround the coast the fishe-
rivs haye produced ap unusual retrun, and
the trading Leds are reported to contain anum-
ber of fish hitherto unknown.”

SUPERIOR COURT—JUDGMENTS.

May vs. Larve.—This was an application
nmade on the part of the defendant to be per-
mitted to fyle an appearance in the case. An
attachment had issued against the defend-
ant's estate under the Insolvent Act. Now
the Statute said that the party contesting shall
present his petition “within five days from the
return day of the writ, but not afterwards.” The
defendant merely moved to be permitted to
fyle an appearance, The time had gone hy.
With the law so positive, it was impossible to
grant this motion. Motion rejected.

Bexyive vi. CAnapiay Iypia Russee Co. and
Hissarp IntervesivG.—The plaintiff moved for
security for costs from the intervening party on
the ground that he had no domicile here. The
rule as to acquiring domicile by a residence of o
year and a day did not apply here, It was in
evidence that the intervening party had taken
up his residence herve and was furnishing his
house, The application must be rejected.

Bupaneer vs, Graver.—This was an action
of dumages brought by plaintilf, & colonel in
the militia, & Comnmissioner of smgll cayses
and a Justice of the Peace. It appeared that
in a case before magistrates, the plaintiff was
acting as attorney for the defendant in the

case, when the present defendant came
up and abused him, charged him with
giving wrong judgments, and raised

his hand to strike him, at the same time ask-
ing to go out with him and fight. Thisabusive

took place in the presence of Justices of the
Peace. The defendant must be condemned to
pay $100 damages and costs,

Higgarp vs. Barsanov.—--In this casc an ap-
plication had been made for a writ of manda-
musg, for the purpose of compelling the direc-
tors of the Canadian Rubber Company to allow
plaintiff communication of the books of the
Company. The application was made to Mr.
Justice Berthelot, and he ordered the writ to
issue, retnrnable on the 19th of the following
month. He, Mr. Justice Badgley, saw nothing
to prevent a judge from ordering a writ to be
returned in term, or from ordering & wrib tg be
proceeded with in vacation. The Statute said
application might be made to the Superior
Court, or to a judge of the Court in vacation.
The case went on and was met by a motion to
quash, by a dsclingtory exception, and by an
exception ¢ la forme. Our Statute laid down a
particular form of proceeding for mandamue. Tn
lingland a very circuitous procedure was fol-
lowed, but our Statute bad set aside all that.
It was declared that when the writ is-
sued, it should not be quashed other-
wise than by pleading. The motion
to quash must therefore be discharged. With
respect to the declinatory exception, there was
nothing to decline, and this exception must
therefore he rejected, There remained the ex-
ception a la_forme, which embraced all that was
urged under the other heads, with reference to
the right to issue the writ itself. It was true,
that in England the Courts had avoided issuing
writs of mandamus, where public interests were
not involved. But our statute had made the
mandamus & part of our lay. It was not, as in
England, a thing governed by the Common
Law only. The statute pointed out a particy-
lar mode of proceeding. The writ was issued
by the Judge on pefition, or requete libellee,
supported by affidavit. The writ was like an
ordinary writ of summons, calling upon the
party to come in and answer it. The parly on
whom it was served could only answer it by
pleading. In this case, then, the first point
was whether the plaintiff had such an interest
as to justify him in having access to the books
of the Company, as he asks in his petition.
His Honor thought he had. His rights in the
Company had been bought out for $50,000.
He was no longer to be president, and he was
not to be permitted to establish a rival institu-
tion in the colony within three years. - During
that time he was toreceive 10 per cent, or $5000
per an. on his capital, and then further arrange
ments were to be made. For carrying out those

Vies Chancellor Dawson on “ the Bri-
tish Associationin the Black

Country.”

Tast evening Principal Dawson delivered the
third of his series of lectures for the Young
Men's Christian Association in Nordheimer's
Hall, the subject being as above. The audi-
ence was very large and attentive.

Dr. DAWSON commenced by saying : What
is the  black country” is a gnestion that has
several times been asked me since the title of
this lecture was announced. Is it some region
of moral or physical or complexional darkness in
this or the nether world ; and what has the
British Association todo in such a place? In
truth the black country ought tobe well known
to us all. It is the region whence writers get
steel pens, needle-women their needles and pins,
mechanics their tools whereall from aneedle to
an anchor, from a penny gold ring to an iron-
plated frigate may be had ready made orto order.
In short it is the Staffordshire coal-field and its
vicinity, one of the greatest hives of indu;try
in busy England. On approaching Birming-
ham from the west, the visitor learns to appre-
ciate this application * Black country. The
smoke of hundreds of furnaces darkens the air,
and in some places the eye can discern, as far
as the smoky atmosphere will allow it to pene-
trate, no green thing, Itis apity thatthe green
face of nature cannot be preserved where men
toil to extract wealth out of the bowels of the
earth  But Birmingham  itself. is rat-
her at the outskirts of the proper
black country, on the red sandstone and conglo-
LIErATe, WIIch overlle the coal-neld, ‘The envir-
ons of the town are in some parts very beauti-
ful, and adorned with the seats of the wealthy
citizens, whose hospitality was extended most
liberally to the members of the British A=socia-
tion. Birmingham is not only a great seat of
many intercsting manufactures, bub isin the
very heart of Kngland, and in the midst of a
network of railways, so complicated as al-
most to puzzle thestranger desirous of visiting
it. It has besides many excellent edifices, well
adapted to the meetings of a scientific parlia-
ment, more especially its noble town hall, and
the buildings of the Midland Institute, and of
King Edward’s school. Hence, the British As-
sociation has thrice met at Birmingham, and
the success of its last meeting may well induce
it to meet there again should it have opportu-
nity. The British Association has now attain-
ed the mature age of 34 years. Its initial
meeting at York assembled mainly through the
instrumentality of Prof, Phillips, and that emi-
nent geologist, who presided at the Birmingham
meeting, hus, as secretary of the Association,
been its most active promoter during its whole
existence. The Association has grawn to be
one of the great Institutions of England, and
its influence, by the wide circulation given to
its proceedings through the press, is felt
throughout all parts of the British Ewmpire,
The lecturer referved to the importance of the
meetings to scientific students, and spoke

of the many changes which® Thad
taken piace, and discoveries whnich had
been made during the last tfen years.

He also explained the manner in which the
moetings are conducted, and wenton to give a
few sketches of men and things at the Brittsh
Association, Prof. Phillips, the President of
the year, and one of the founders of the As-
sociation, is remarkable for that width of in-
formation and gecarsey of detail which cha-
racterize Dana among American geologists, al-
ways to be found in the right place jn moral
questjons, and neyer carried off his fect by the
rush of speenlations and hasty conclusions, In
such questions as the much controverted glacinl
theories, he busies himself with accurate ex-
periments and calculations of the crushing
weight of colnmns of ice ; and he has a little
observatory in which he applies his telescope
to the planets, and has marked ont some. in-
teresting points in what may be called the
Uhysical Geography, more particularly of the
plaget Mars, and especially the distribu-
tion of its land and water, the movements of
its clouds, the adyance and recession of ifs
polar suow patches. and the constitution and
temperature of its atmosphere. He is equally
at home and a diligent worker infossils. Phil-
lips is also a teaching geologist. I spent a
most pleasant day with him aud his able col-
leagues Dr, Acland and Prof. Rolleston at Ox-
ford, in studying the admirable arrangements
in the new musenny and scientific library, in-
stitutions which are now, thunks to these emi-
nent men and toeiy eollesgues. second to none
in Bngland in facifities foy the gtydy of physi-
cal and natural sclence. The lectarer coyldim-
gine no man better suited than Prof. Phillips to
cultivate scientific enthusiasm among the stu-
dents, and to send out from the old University
edueated naturalists for the next generation.
In the geclogicel section Sir Roderick Murchi-
son, the President, and Sir Charles Lyell, the
first in the list of vice-presidents, are the ac-
knowledged heads. Sedgwick, the only other of
the geclogical leaders, wasabsent.  Murchison
is & man of imposing presence and gentleman-
ly exterior, bland, affable, and eyer striving to
soften the asperities of dis¢usgion. Lyell, a
man of less majestic aspect, but with a mag-
nificent head, and thoughtful, penetiating
countenance. His appearance impresses one
with the fact that his iy the greatest and most
logieal intellect that has been brought to bear
on the eartl's history in our day, Murchison
is the geologist of the paleozoic rocks, the most
scientific sygtematiser of the older formations,
which before his time were ipvolved in confu-
sion. Lyell is the geologist of the cainozoic
or more recent period of the earth’s geological
history, the reducer to order of the tertiary de-
posits. Murchison, like Phillips, is & conser-
vative gealogist, slow to adopt new views, and
striving to hold the balapce between opposi_ng
theories. Lyell is the most progressive and
least conservative of the older geologists, and
marches in the van of the geological progress
with as much algcrity as the youngest votaries
of the sciencp. In glancing from these names
to those that follow them ip the lists of the
Association, I feel that there is a wide interval.
The present state of Natural Science in Eng-
land is that of arapid transition from an era of
giants to an era of mediocre men. This has
often been the case in the history of science.
One generation produces a crop of great men ;
the next, perhaps, a multitude of useful, but
not brilliant or distinguished, followers. The
lecturer then went on to allude to a number of
interesting subjects of inguiry at ths present
day—the antiquity of man; the agency of
glaciers and ice-bergs in distributlng the
matsrials of the post pliocene dritt, and in ex-
cavating the basins of lakes; besides a variety
of others, commenting on them, and referring
to and summarising papers on the same by
members of the British Association; hut space
forbids our following him through this portion
.ot his lecture. Heconcluded by expressing the
hope that the British Association, after it shall
haye perambulated theavailable towns of Great
Britain and Ireland, may direct its flight west-
ward and pltch ifs tent fora week in one of our
Canadian oities, where, he {boyght, a joint
meefing of the British and American Associa-
tions might be held with much advantage to
science,

The lecture wag most interesting throghout,
and was loudly applauded.

Opening of Knox’s Church.

On Saturday this very handsome church, built
by the congregation who have hitherto wor-
shipped in the St, Gabriel Street Church, was
opened for public worship, three services being
held during the day, all well attended. The
sermon in the morning was preached by the
Rev. D. H, McVicar, of Cote Street Church,
from 1st Peter, 1st chapter, 5th verse, The dis-
course was listened to with deep attention. In
the afternoon the service commenced at 2.45,
the sermon being preached by the Rev. John
Jones, of Cofe-des-Neiges, who delivered an
elogquent discourse, from Zechariah 4th chapter
sixth verse. The evening service commenced
at seven o'clock, when the Rev. A. B. Simpson,
of Knox Church, Hamilton, preached an infer-
esting sermon, from John 3rd, 26th and 30th
verses : ¢ He that hath the bride is the bride-
groom ; but the friend of the bridegroom which
standeth and heareth him, rejoicoth greatly be-
cause of the bridegroom’s voice ; this my joy
therefore is fulfilled. e must increase, but T
must decreage.”

The Rev, gentleman, in opening his discourse
said these were the words of John the Baptist
in reference to Christ, and then proceeded to
speak in the first place of the person of whom
they were spoken ; and in the second place, as
to what was affirmed. It was ordeined by Di-
vine law that Christ must increase. God might
have perfected his designs at once, but the
Savionr was gradually developed, not in refer-
ence to his Diyine character, but to his media-
torial work. In thefirst place, he mustincrease
in his fame, which had become world-wide ;
and the time should come when all should know
him from the least to the greatest. For this
rveason, 1he Church of Christ must be a mili-
tant church. Phere might be great uncertain-
ty in worldly prospects, but there could be
none concerning the increase of Christ's King-
dom. Other religious systems had been found-
ed on imposture ; and as men generally rose in
this warld to & level of which they were wor-
thy, 80 in like manner the Christign religion
would rise to a much higher level than at pres-
ent. People, however, were not to rest in in-
activity because the power and influence of
Christ were destined to extend. God’s cause
was to advance through human instrumentali-
fy ; and let thoge who had not already learned
to contribute to that end dp 50 npw. In con-
clusion, the Rev. gentleman adverted to phe
liberality which had raised the clegant struc-
ture in which they were met, and which might

An excellent choir led the various Psalms
with much effect, all being heartily joined by

the large congregation present. The services
of the day must have been a. great source of
gratification to those who have taken an active
interest in the erection of the church. Sub-
joined we give a description of the building :—
The Church is in the early English style of
Gotbic architecture, and consists of a nave and
side aisles with pulpit recess. The principal
entrance is through a large open porch, and
there are two side entrances giving access to
the galleries and basement. The nave,
orches and roof are supposfed on light piers,
which also carry the galleries, and these lat-
ter are made to project octagonally between
the piers, thus relieving the usually stiff
and formal appearauce. The ceilings are
plastered, and the roof timbers formed
so as to divide them into panels; the ceiling
over-the pulpit recess is groined, and forms, as
it were, a sounding-board for the speaker. 'The
pulpit itself is a spacious platform, having a
handsome Gothic balusiradein front, worked
in black waluut wood. The windows are filled
with glass of diaper pattern, with a stained
margin round the different compartments ; the
rose window oyer the south gallery is filled
entirely with stained glass, and with its rich
and varied colours produces a beautiful effect.
The pews on the ground floor arearranged on &
circular plan, and with the galleries afford ac-
commodation for 750 persons ; another 100 sit-
tings might be added if thought desirable, The
basement is large and lofty, well lighted and
provided with two entrances at each end. - It
cousists of a large lecture room, vestry, library,
minister'’s room, &e. The building over all is
110x58, and 57 feet to the apex of the roof,

It is intended at some future time fo add a
handsome tower and spire at the west side, the
height of which will be 140 feet.

The church is built with Montreal stone; the
ashlar work in small, even courses of natural
faced stone, the quoins, strings, weatherings,
&c., being dressed  The columns of the porch
are of similar stone highly polished, producing
very much the effect of Purbeck marble,

The contractors for the stone work are Messrs.
Bourgoin and Brunenu; for the wood work; Mr.
Edward Maxwell ; for the plastering, Messrs.
Barnett aud Woods; plumbing and gasfitting,

wood ; ornamental glazing, Mr. Spence.

The whole has been carried out under the
supervision of Messrs. Lawford & Nelson, ar-
chitects.

Inanguration of the Church of Gesu.

The ceremony of inagurating the Jesuits' new
Church took place last Sunday, when the con-
secration service was performeti by M, Truteaun,
Administrator of the Diocese. Thesermon was
preached by Rey. Father Bertrand.,

We may here giye some idea of this magnifi-
cent edifice, at least in its proportions, if not in
its artistic decorations. The Church is 194 feet
long, by & mean breadth of 06 £t thus distributed ;
1st, an interior vestibule of 17 feet, surmount-
ed by a first gallery for the people, and a second
for the organ; 2nd, from the foot of the Church
proper to the commencement of the grand nave
of the transept, 85 feet divided into five arches
of 17 feet each; 3rd, from the transept to the
balustrade of the choir, 40 feet; 4th, from the
balustrade to the end of the sanctuary, 52 feet,
Of the lreadth, 40 feet is occupied by the prin-
cipal ngve; on each side, 15 feet for the side-
isles; 13 feet for side chapels; the transept
it is 144 feet from one extremity of the graud
transverse nave to the other, and 120 feet in the
side isles, The two grand naves are 75 feet
from floor to roof, and the side isles 32 feet, The
style is the later Greek, the interior columus,
capitals; &c., being composite. The whole
building throughout is beautifully decorated.—
We belicve we are right in saying that the
painting of thiz style ig & poem, the key of
which we must look for in its nnity, the source
of all true beauty. There is here for the eyes a
mute but eloquent poetry, a permanent sermon,
In chronological order, the first mystery
is the nativity of the Saviour. In the tran-
septs we find two episodes which appear to
have allusion, the one to education, the other
to apostolic life. At one side, above the chapel
of Sf. Ignace, is a pepregentation of our Savionr
blessing the children presented to him by their
mothers ; in a second medallion is the infant
Jesug among the Doctors. Above the chapel
of St. Francois Xavier is the touching scene of
the resurrection of Lazarus. A number of other
charvacteristic paintings fill up the other panels.

The ceremony of blessing was performed pri-
vately, and about half-past ten o'clock the
Church was open to the congregation, which
was large. The mass was chanted simply, the
Church entering yesterday into the Advent sea-
5011,

The Rev. M. Bertrand, the e'oquent preacher,
well known to the public of this denomination,
was charged with the discourse of the occasion.
He took for his text the 1st verse of the 122nd
Psalm : “I was glad when they said unto me,
let ys go into the house of the Lord” Who
amongst them would not join in the sentiment
of the Prophet, on entering for the first time
into o temple more béautiful than thet of Jeru-
salem, the dedieation of which they had long
been awaiting. ‘This was the House of God,
filled with Iis presence ; and it was also
the house of man, They were all the children
of God, aud was not the house of their Heaven-
ly Father the house'of all his children.  The
mission of the Catholie Church was to continue
the mission of Jesus Christ on earth, and to
transmit to his children and develope in their
hearts the traths which he preached. The
Rev. gentleman went ably into his subjoct
charging them towards the conelusion, to love
the chureh, which was their way to heaven; to
loye it as the paternal mansion of 'the children
of God ; to love it as the divine life which it
would commniunicate fo their hearts, as the light
and the trgth that it would poyr into their in-
telligence, as tne holiness which it would form
in their hearts,  They were to love especially
this temple, which was their own work, and
one of the glorics of Montreal, The addition
of a church like this wgs a happy event, for
religion and their children. Let theny multiply
their churches. It was a work of necessity in a
city of such rapid development. When com-
merce opened streets, erected shops and ware-
houses like palaces, was it not becoming that
these religious inonuments should be oftered as a
testimony of theic fuith. He concluded by ear-
nestly imploring a blessing on the Church, cler-
gy, and congregation,

GRAND CONCERT,

A sacred concert, largely attended, was given
last Thursday evening in the same church of
Gesu, by the members of the Society of
St. Cecile, of the College Ste. Marie. The
grand oratorio, Haydu's C'reatjon was rendered
to the satisfaction of all present. Between the
parts, Arthur D'Eschambault and A. Pinson-
neault, two young scholars of the class of Phi-
losophy, explained theobject of the great mas-
terpiece of Haydn, The concert had principally
for its object to try theeffect of music andlights
in the new huilding. The experiment was very
satisfactory.

ST. ANDREW’S DAY,

In no part of Canada, east or west, was the
year's anniversary of Aunld Scotia’s patron saint,
St. Andrew, more worthily celebrated than at
the village of St. Andrew, situated in the in-
terior about seven miles from the fown of
Cornwall, U, C. The Honorable Sandficld Me-
Donald, member for that town, who owns a
large amount of property at 8t. Andrew, has
just completed the erection of a large hotel
there in vlose proximity to the church, which
is an edilioe also newly erected, and is one of
the most chaste and beautiful of the numerous
Koman Catholie edifices in Canada, built of
stone and ornamented with magnificent altars
and all the insignie connected with that reli-
gious system. In the new hotel, Mr, S. Mec-
Donald h:s with his nsual liberality, set apart
a large room for the gratunitous use of the
parishioners resorting to the church a conveni-
ence, the comfort of which, in inglement wea-
ther especially, to persons residing at a dis-
tance from the place of ‘worship, will be duly
appreciated. The approach to complotion of
this hotel, the floors being laid, but the parti-
tions not being yet up, determined the worthy
proprietor to celebrate in a suitable manner
by a honsewarming the anniversary of the
patron saint. For this purpose he gave general
invitations to the farmers and houscholders m
St. Andrews, including indecd the whole coun-
try round in the counties of Stormont and
Glengary, and comprehending the town
of Cornwall which he represents.  The
cordiality with which this invitation was re-
ceived is evinced by the fact that from seven
to eignt hundred guests assembled from all
quarters within the area of seven or eight miles,
on the evening in question, to partake of the
festivities, The acceptances were as gencral
as theinvitations, and comprehended all classes,
the elite, and bone and sinew of the united
counties.

Of course, the Scotch element largely pre- was
dominant, and it was truly an exhilarating
spectacle to see the sons of Old Gael; descend-
ants of those who had many a time foyght the
Sassenachg met in convivigl friendship with
their posterity under the benign sway of our
Gracious and beloved Queen Victoria, So early
as six o'clock in the evening, a large number
had arrived, and the festal scene opened with
a Scotch reel; in which the patriarchs of the
village took the prominent place. To Angus
MecDonald and Duncan Fraser, Esqs., both J,P.s
septuagenarians, — and equally interesting
circumstance,—both volunteers of 1812, who
adopted this as the country of their residence,
in preference to owning allegiance to another
power, was assigned the honor of opening the
ball j and well did they demonstrate by their
agility and success that “ even in our ashes live
their wonted fires.” From that initiation, a
succession of reels, strathspeys, contra-dances
and waltzes was kept up during the evening,
nay, until six or seven the next morning, with
an avidity and zest that would have taxed the
energies and power of endurance of
any other than the hardy and dance-loving
race there met together. It must be admitted
that the Scotch dances carried the palm
against the more courtly substitutes that oc-
casionally intervened, anq that the grace and
agility with which the nafional dances were ex-
ecuted were worthy of all admiration. In justice
to the host it must be recorded, moreover, that
not one amongst the party acquitted himself
more ably than he did ; and although he had
formidable antagonists in the art and mystery
of the double shuffle, &e., it was decided that
he distanced all competitiop and deseryed the

premiership. The ladies too evinced all the
animation ang sprightliness, which a Scotch

Lall eminently calls forth, and their powers of
endurance fully tested that of their zealous part-
ners of the male sex. The music was excel-
lent not lesg than six artistes on the violin, all
celebrities in their profession and renowned in
their vicinity for their exccution of Scotch
music, amongst whom suffice it to name Nor-

man Ranold, Alkech Peters and Joe Fisher,
formed the orchestra, and wereas busily em-
ployed as the dancers themselves who filled the
two large rooms devoted to that execrcise,

Our friends the patriachs, whose opening of
the ceremonies has been described, after their
debut retired to a smaller habitation in the
vicinity, where they indulged in national and
patriotic songs with choruses in which all join-
ed hands and pledged eternal friendship and
good wishes to each other. * Within the limits
of becoming mirth” and in cordial fellowship
they passed the evening as agreeably as did
those of younger age, in the more active exer-
cises of the dance,

Large as was the concourse there was no con-
fusion, or stint of supply in the refreshments
hospitably provided by the euntertainer. The
“cup that cheers and not inebriates” with
cakes, the appropriate emblem of the land of
Scotia, were supplied in profusion for fully six
hours after the entertainment pened, the pre-
siding priestess at the feast being the eldest
daughter of the Hon. Sandfield MeDonald,
whose grace and afiability in administering to
the appetites of the numerous guests, were
justly the theme of admiiation. Mr. McDon-
ald jr, eldest son of the host, contributed also
to the snccess of the gathering, joining hearti-
ly in the dance, and proving himself a worthy
scion of the paternal stock.

Large as was the company such was the ca-
pacity of the rooms that there was no one
crowding; although “sich a gittin’® up stairs”
and down, as changes of partuers necessitating
changes of places after each, involved, “was
never before seen”  The rooms were admirably
lighted with lamps tastefully arranged under
the superintendence of Mr. Hunter. a trades-
man of Cornwall, whose skill in the decorative
art is well known.

It was not the least gratifying feature of this
fete that amid so numerous an assembly gather-
ed together from places comparatively remote
from each other, no formality was observed,
and no single incident occurred to mar the
festivitics of the evening. Everything was
conducted in a spirit of perfeet good feeling
and harmony. Not the least pleasing incident
was the presence of the Rev, Mr. Hays, Vicar
General, who has been pastor of the parish for
fully a quarter of a century, and is held de-
servedly in the highest respect by his parigh-
ioners. The reverend gentleman is, moreover,
descended from one of the oldest seftlers inthe
country, his father having taken up his resi-
dence there in 1783. The reverend gentleman
appeared heartily to enjoy the innocent mirth
and enjoyment that universally prevailed, As
already observed, it was not until sunrise of
the following morning that the celebration in
honour of St. Andrew’s Day terminated, by the
return of the parties engaged to their respec-
tive homes.

Allthe mem-
bers of Congress will henceforth be of equal
political rank, and will be ealled simply repre-
sentatives of the Congress of Houndaras, The

New Yorgk, December 4th.—Advices from
Valparaiso, Chili, to the 1st of November, give a
vivid picture of the excitement prevailing in
Chili in regard to Spanish aggression, declar-
ing the blockade of the six Chilian ports,
Vslparaiso, Caldera, Coquembo, Quayacan, Tonio
and Talchnano. The Chilian Government has
ordered all Spanish residents to Valparaiso,
where they can be under vigilance of the auth-
rities. The transfer of Spanish property or
assets is forbidden. 'L'he foreigners in Chili
are decided in their support of the Govern-

LEGAL INTELL1GENCE.

THE STEAMER “GRORGIAN” IN CHANCERY.

ALill has been filed by Messrs. Morphy &
Sullivan, on behalf of the United States, against
Mr. Denison, Junr., and others, toobtain poss-
ession of the propeller Georgian. This vessel,
the reputed owner of which is Mr. Denisen, had
been under seizure, on account of a suspected
violation of the neutarlity law. Itis now
claimed by the plaintiffs in this suit, as the
successors of the confederate government, on
the ground that the transfer to Denison was &
merely colourable one, and made for the pur-
pose of defrauding the United States of their
vights, The propeller was purchased from A.
AL Smith & Uo, by Lewis B. Bates, who is
alleged to haye been an agent of the Confede-
rate States, for the purpose of making depred-
ations on the luke coast or otherwise helping
the cause of the South. Itisalleged that when
the Southern cause began to look desperate,the
Confederate agent made a transfer to Mr, Deni-
son, in order that while in the handsof a
British subject it might be less liable to sus-
picion. T'he plaintifis claim the vessel on the
principle that all the property belonging to the
(L_'nm'edumte States Government or purchased
with its funds, belongs now to that of the
United States.

Messrs. Morphy & Sulfivan applied yesterday
afternoon to his Lordship V. C. Spragge for an
injunction restraining the defendant Denison
from selling, transferring, or in any way in-
terfering with the Georgiun. Ilis Lordship
granted an injunction, to continue till next
Monday week, with liberty to defendant Deni-
son toapply in the meauntime to discharge it
