Westmount residents near the Ville
Marie Expressway may have earned a
delay from the planned rebuilding of the
highway following last week’s environ-
mental report advising Quebec’s transport
ministry to revisit the Turcot Interchange
project.

Recommendations by the govern-
ment’s Bureau d’audiences publiques sur
I'environnement (BAPE) reinforced the
need for a more sustainable approach as
presented in Westmount’s brief revealed
June 16 at public hearings that called for a
more sustainable approach to the $1.5-bil-
lion project.

Guard rail added to
snow trucks this winter

Bright yellow safety guards are being
fitted onto Westmount’s three Public
Works dump trucks on a trial basis just in
time for snow removal duty. Specially
made as a prototype, the guards are a
safety measure to prevent pedestrians slip-
ping between the wheels.

“A simple thing like this can save lives,”
said Councillor Cynthia Lulham who
championed the local initiative as part of
a national crusade to require mandatory
installation of such guards. “I'm proud of
our Public Works and happy we're setting
an example.”

The Jessica Campaign was launched by

Jeannette Holman-Price, whose daughter,
Jessica, lost her life December 19, 2005
falling beneath a contractor’s truck during
snow removal operations at Sherbrooke
and Strathcona.

The campaign to lobby Transport
Canada to require the safety guards has
been taken up by the Federation of Cana-
dian Municipalities. (See the Independent,
February 10, 2009, p. 1.)

“We're hoping we’ll be a model for oth-
ers in reducing risks,” said Public Works
director Marianne Zalzal. Already, the
guard rails have required some height ad-
justment and other fine tuning is ex-
pected, she said.

New police chief already
at home in Westmount

It's been two weeks since the change of
command at Westmount’s community po-
lice station 12 on Stanton St., but already
the new chief wants to stay here a long
time.

“I'm very, very happy to be here,” Com-
mander Stéphane Plourde told the Inde-
pendent. His appointment to replace
Commander Michel Wilson comes after
four years as a duty commander in charge
of police operations for major island-wide
incidents. This includes being part of the
command team at the Dawson College
shooting three years ago.

That day, one of the community’s dark-
est hours, was Plourde’s initiation to West-
mount as one of the first commanders to
arrive on the scene. “I just saw a wave of
people coming at me,” he recalls. “It was
the biggest incident of my career.”

At age 43, Plourde, who speaks fluent
English, is a 21-year veteran of the force
who has served in a variety of roles at sub-
urban stations, headquarters and with the
UN police training mission in Haiti. He
has also been in charge of the cavalry and
canine units, and worked with the traffic
squad.

Interestingly, he was recruited to the
six-month tour of duty in Haiti by then di-
rector Pierre Vézina, who was the MUC
police chief at the Stanton St. station (for-
merly Station 23).

And for Plourde, every day on the job
since then reminds him how lucky he is to
work in Montreal with a well-equipped po-
lice force, which, in contrast to police from
some other countries, he found, was able
to “connect” with the people.

In Haiti, he was most struck by the
number of homeless children in parks and
streets day and night. “But as a police offi-

cer it really also makes you appreciate
what you have here. The police didn’t even
have pens. One time I walked into a sta-
tion and asked why someone was in the
cells and the officer couldn’t tell me. He
had nothing on his desk. No records, no
supplies.” As well, those in custody had to
depend on their families to bring them
food.

Serving in Haiti, “was a personal
achievement I was very proud of,” Plourde
adds. He volunteered for the mission “as
an adventure and to make a difference.”
And in turn, it has changed his own views.

He returned just before the ice storm
in 1998. “But coming back from such mis-
ery, the impact of the storm didn’t make
such a difference to me,” he recalls. “And
I was living in the heart of
it — in the Black Triangle.” continued on p. 29

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‘No regrets’ say election’s defeated candidates Gated communities

The election is over and the new coun-
cil has already started work, but two weeks
later what are the feelings of those who
lost? After all the work, trudging door to
door, answering questionnaires, designing
advertisements and flyers, organizing sup-
porters — and then to lose — it must be
tough, to say the least.

After a recount, Montreal East mayor
Yves Labrosse, a good friend and merger
ally of Westmount, lost by three votes to
Robert Coutu. Labrosse had been on coun-
cil for 40 years and mayor since 1982. It
must have been devastating for him.
“Things could be better,” he admitted to
La Presse.

No Westmount races were that close.
Some elections can be cruel, however.
Gary Tkeman (District 5) won with 40 per-
cent of the vote, while John de Castell got
47 percent in District 8 and lost to
Theodora Samiotis. Similarly, Mavis
Young gained 46 percent while losing to
incumbent Cynthia Lulham in bitterly
fought District 7.

Yet no regrets for trying seemed to be
the conclusion of all the defeated new-
comers I spoke to. Even so, no one com-
mitted either to run again or never to do
so.

contacted but did not reply by press time.)

All were competing in their first mu-
nicipal election, although Pelletier had
campaigned for Brian Mulroney in 1984
and at other times in Westmount for the
Conservative Party. If he were to run again,
he would change his strategy.

“I was too much the nice guy,” he said.
“So were two of my opponents. The three
of us ran straight contests, but the fourth
candidate was too American.”

Asked if he thought winning at all costs
in a municipal poll was acceptable, Pel-
letier replied that he was unsure “of what
is right” but thought a gentlemen’s agree-
ment would apply. “For instance, we were
blocked from entering 200 Lansdowne
where there were a lot of votes,” he added.

Pelletier, an investment advisor at CIBC
Wood Gundy, claimed a client had put up
a poster for him in that building, but that
it had been taken down immediately.

He — and others — complained about
their street posters being removed. Poster
vandalism, whatever the motive, was fairly
universal, but of dubious value to candi-
dates. The Independent observed Pelletier’s
posters ripped up alongside those of elec-
tion winner Gary Ikeman
(see photo to the left).

Elected councillors sworn in at city hall

Westmount’s newly elected council
members joined their already acclaimed
colleagues at the council table during an
official swearing-in ceremony on Novem-
ber 9, shortly after the deadline for judicial
recounts passed without requests.

Such recounts can incur costly legal
fees and are not usually sought unless
prompted by sufficient confusion over the
clarity of voters’ intentions, city clerk
Mario Gerbeau told the Independent. The
type of ballot used by Westmount discour-
aged this and resulted in few rejections, he
continued.

“I don’t think anyone is as surprised as
[ am to be on council,” said first-time
councillor Tim Price, as each was asked by
Mayor Peter Trent to say a few words.
Elected in District 2, Price went on to
thank family and others as did most others
in Oscar or Emmy-style acceptance
speeches.

Gary Ikeman, another new councillor
and the winner over three other contest-
ants in a hot District 5 race, said his elec-
tion was an opportunity to contribute to
the city. He would do “everything in my
power to improve it,” and would serve the
city with “the honesty, sincerity and dig-
nity that goes with this office.”

Newcomer Theodora Samiotis, coun-
cillor for District 8, said the campaign had

been built in the mid-1960s.

“For a $1.5-billion project that can af-
fect lives in Westmount and in some parts
of Montreal, we must take time to thor-
oughly study the report and all it entails,”
said Mayor Peter Trent.

He did not expect the new council to
adopt a position in time for its meeting
Monday, November 16.

Beware the spilled liquid scam

The latest version of an old pickpocket
scam resurfaced recently in Westmount.

After leaving one of the banks at Sher-
brooke and Victoria, a man went south on
Victoria at the end of the afternoon No-
vember 2 when he was suddenly splashed
by a nauseating liquid, police said.

[ am writing in response to Sophie
Tarnowska last parenting column “A flu
by any other name is just as vexing” (No-
vember 3, p. 19).

Most of us have never been exposed to
the HIN1 virus, in the Westmount com-
munity or in the rest of Canada. Few of us
have any immunity to it; there is no rapid,
reliable way to sort out who does and who
does not. Infectious disease and epidemi-
ology experts predict a 30 percent rate of
H1N1 infection among the general popu-
lation without discrimination for age,
health status or gender.

Given the current rate of infections in
the province, we may reach this 30-percent
infection rate over the next six weeks.
Across countries and continents, the mor-
tality rate for this virus is 0.5 percent, and
this is also the mortality rate experts pre-
dict for the current Canadian wave.

Concomitantly to the rise in infections
in the general population, our hospitals
have started to fill up. Sixteen percent of
all hospital beds in Montreal are currently
occupied with severely ill HIN1 cases.
Forty percent of them are under the age of
ten. The Montreal Children’s Hospital
closed its operating room last Thursday.

In our health care system, this adds

strain to already understaffed emergency
rooms and intensive care units.

Any complication of any vaccination (in
rate or in severity) pales in comparison to
the risks of the HIN1 virus. I am lucky to
have been vaccinated; I am distraught that
my children cannot be vaccinated sooner.

When one considers parenting, some
of the decisions we make are based on
feeling, but big decisions about potentially
life-threatening infections should incor-
porate the facts. No mushroom extract or
yoga technique has changed the course of
lethal infectious diseases the way vaccina-
tions can.

MoRE TO THE 4300 STORY

[ attended, as a tenant, the annual
meeting of the 4300 de Maisonneuve Ten-
ants’ Association to which your article
“Tenants, management face off at the
4300” (November 3, p. 5) referred. It was,
indeed, a sad and angry meeting as people
expressed their frustration at living, end-
lessly, in the middle of a construction site.

I refer to the exterior of the building,
surrounded by scaffolding and piles of
construction material, which has been the
case during most, or all, of 2009. However,
I think your reporter missed the real story.
This is the way I see it:

The owner of this building, BC Invest-
ment Management Corp., one of whose
principal clients is the BC teachers’ union,
hoped to sell the building, and the would-
be buyers seemed to drag on the “due dili-
gence” part for months before deciding
not to go through with the sale. The union
seemed to intend to sell it “as is” and put-
tered around with a skeleton workforce.

At the October 26 meeting, in addition
to a representative from Realstar (the man-
agement company), there were also pres-
ent the contractor’s representative and the
foreman of the job. These two men told us
that they were not being issued the neces-
sary money to do the work.

Now that the would-be sale is dead, and
since the meeting, I believe I have noticed
a difference, namely more men on the job.
The trouble now is that it is late in the sea-
son to do exterior work. We were told by
Realstar that the work would be completed
“at the end of 2010,” including new win-
dows. We'll see.

This wonderful old prestigious building
is actually a great place. The location is

priceless — near shopping, Westmount
Park, the library, schools, churches and
synagogues. It is on a quiet residential
street and still has a lot of grandeur. But
management, instead of spending money
to attract new tenants, should be con-
cerned with the comfort of the existing
ones.

This building deserves whatever it takes
to be spent on it to maintain its previous
enviable reputation. Its “highest and best”
use demands the highest standard of up-
keep and renovations. It’s simply good
business, and it’s the right thing to do.

Complaints of the same sort came out
of the races in Districts 7 and 8, but Pel-
letier may taken the most proactive stance
in combating the problem. He told me he
rose at 5 am to go out and replace the
posters torn down over night. One of them
had to be renewed 16 times.

Leahey said he had put up “about 100
posters, but there were very few left to take
down after Election Day.”

All candidates went door to door
throughout their district. “Discovering
what residents were dissatisfied with was
very informative. Of course, I wanted to
win in order to help the community, not
be opportunistic. I found it hard to cam-
paign positively as people wanted to talk
about their dissatisfactions.

“On the other hand, the weather was
great most of the time. But even on the
rainy Saturday, some people in their gar-
dens cleaning up still found time to stop
and talk about my campaign.”

Phil Cutler, who turned 21 years old
during the campaign, found the most in-
teresting part was going door to door and
“talking to people I'd heard about, but
never expected to meet,” he said. “Hardly
anyone slammed the door in my face and,
when they did, it was because they thought
I was there to sell something.”

“I had a pleasant experience with my
competitors in District 2. I didn’t fight
them — just ran against them. There is no
reason to be uncivil. They were both very

professional. I certainly didn’t want a bad
taste left. It is the pettiness in politics that
has turned young people away.”

Also noting his opponent’s civility was
Michael Osterland who tried to unseat
Nicole Forbes in District 6. “We had no in-
cidents of posters being torn down, al-
though in hindsight I think I saw
something like that in District 5.”

interested — foreigners and short-term res-
idents.”

District 6 includes 4300 de Maison-
neuve where many of the occupants are re-
tired long-time residents. Michael
Osterland was able to make visits but they
were not very profitable. “If there is a next
time, I would try to have an inside contact
and organize a town hall-type meeting in
each big building.”

For Mavis Young, many multi-dwelling
buildings were “the equivalent of a gated
compound, cut off from the rest of society
with the occupants disenfranchised. It de-
nies them the opportunity to meet candi-
dates.

“We were able to go into some build-
ings and found residents happy to see us.
One person did ask threateningly: ‘How
did you get in?’ Basically, we only called on
those registered to vote.” DW

Community
involvement

Douglas Leahey will continue his
community activities, which include the
Scouts and the Community Events Advi-
sory Committee (CEAC), and he hopes
to further the new arena/pool and Sus-
tainable Development Action Plan.

Georges Hébert plans to continue
with the Healthy City’s environment
committee, which is expected to have a
role in the plan’s implementation. Phil
Cutler wants to see the arena renewal
move forward but has also just joined the
environment committee. Though now in
the education dept. at McGill, he com-
pleted two years in human environment
studies at Concordia.

“The city’s sustainable plan is a focus
of mine,” he said. “It is very important to
the young people who voted for me.”

Michael Osterland said the experience
had “spawned a wish to become more in-
volved in the community besdies the
sports and recreation volunteer I was.”
He has contacted Jenny Patton, the envi-
ronment committee chair, as a step to
participating in the sustainability action.
“It was worthwhile in widening my in-
terests in this way.”

René Pelletier is considering joining
the Westmount Municipal Association
(WMA). Mavis Young has already done
so. “But I'd like to see some younger peo-
ple join,” she added. “The association
needs new voices that recognize that the
environment and sustainability are im-
portant issues.” DW

Suggestions

René Pelletier: “The Westmount Mu-
nicipal Association’s Meet the Candidate
night was a good idea. But someone
should think of a second meeting. A de-
bate just between the four candidates in
District 5 would have been very interest-
ing.”

Mavis Young: “Access for people with
reduced mobility was restricted at my
polling station, Westmount High School.
When I raised it, the electoral officer said
the city was not obliged to provide such a
facility. They opened one [such station]
late, but it was poorly sign posted. Even if
the law does not require it, which is sur-
prising, surely Westmount has the moral
obligation to look after all residents, mo-
bile or not?”

Mavis Young: “I'd like the city to run an
education campaign aimed at residents of
multi-occupant buildings showing how
they could play a role in the community.
At election time there should be a ‘regis-
tered candidate’ icon issued to candidates
indicating that they have a special require-
ment to be visiting door to door.” DW

Shaar Hashomayim’s secret history

This year marks the 150th anniversary
of the construction of the first Ashkenazi
synagogue in British North America.

However, many years of heedless re-
search resulted in much inaccurate infor-
mation being written about the early
history of  Congregation  Shaar
Hashomayim. Such a pillar of the Jewish
community deserves a better fate.

Historians perpetuated the myth that
Ashkenazi Jews residing in Montreal peti-
tioned the legislative assembly of the
province of Canada in 1846 to pass an act
enabling them to establish a congregation
of English, German and Polish Jews,
which eventually evolved into the present
Congregation Shaar Hashomayim.

In fact, the 1846 act, which did not ad-
dress English Jews, was requested by the
congregation of the Portuguese Jews that
is now known as the Spanish and Por-
tuguese Congregation. The purpose of the
act was to prevent the growing number of
Ashkenazi Jews in Montreal who had
joined the Portuguese congregation from
taking it over.

German and Polish congregation

Actually, a German and Polish congre-
gation already existed in Montreal. It was
organized on the 24" day of September
1843, and was the second Jewish congre-
gation in Canada and the first to conduct
its services according to the Ashkenazi rit-
ual. It received a donation of £10 towards
the construction of a synagogue from His
Excellency Sir Charles Metcalfe, governor
general of British North America. Metcalfe
Ave. on which the Shaar Hashomayim
building is now located, was named after
him.

The German and Polish congregation
lasted only a couple of years due to an in-
sufficient number of Ashkenazi Jews in
Montreal. It was more economical for
them to join the Portuguese congregation.
As well, there was always the possibility of
fomenting an anti-Portuguese putsch
thereby acquiring an existing synagogue.
In fact, this tactic was attempted in 1847.

A permanent Ashkenazi congregation

It was not until September 1858 that
the Ashkenazi community was sufficiently
large and financially able to establish a
permanent orthodox congregation which
still exists to this day. Utilizing the act of
1846, they organized a new congregation
of German and Polish Jews by compro-
mising on the minor differences between

the German and Polish liturgy. The vast
majority of local Ashkenazim were of Ger-
man and Prussian Polish origins.

Historians have also perpetuated the
confusion pertaining to the official names
of the congregation, which began with the
earliest minutes. According to the act of
1846 the official name was the Corpora-
tion of the German and Polish Jews of
Montreal. However, early minutes referred
to it as English, German, and Polish Jews.
The error was corrected beginning with
the minutes of October 23, 1858.

Historians were not the only ones who
were confused. But sadly they were insuf-
ficiently diligent in their research. The
congregation’s own publications used the
term English, German and Polish Jews
prior to 1902. Finally, in March 1902 the
Quebec Legislature amended the corpora-
tion’s charter to read “The Corporation of
English, German and Polish Jews of Mon-
treal.” The reason for the continuous use
of the term “English Jews” since 1858 was
quite logical: several of the prominent
members who originated in Germany and
Prussian Poland spent several years in
England where they attended Ashkenazi
synagogues. As well, they established
friendships there that were useful when
organizing the Montreal congregation.
The term also indicated that prayer books
contained English translations for better
comprehension. Lastly, patriotism was a
relevant reason.

Although one confusion was elimi-
nated another remained. When the new
synagogue on McGill College Ave. was
consecrated in 1886, it was named Shaar
Hashomayim (Gate of Heaven). Only the
building was so named, not the congrega-
tion. But the name became so popular that
it appeared both in the minutes and in
publications as the congregation’s name.
To add to the confusion several publica-
tions contained the term McGill College
Avenue Synagogue (Shaar Hashomayim).
The confusion ceased in 1918 when Shaar
Hashomayim became the officially incor-
porated name of the congregation.

The move to Westmount

Prior to the World War I, members of
the congregation realized that the existing
synagogue was much too small to accom-
modate the growing community, and land
was purchased at the corner of St. Luke St.
and Atwater Ave. Before construction
commenced, it was decided to return the
land as the character of the neighbour-
hood was not considered to be sufficiently
desirable. The war delayed further plans
for a new synagogue, but with the cessa-
tion of hostilities the planning was re-

newed. By then, the centre of Jewish pop-
ulation had moved westward. In June
1920, a more suitable site was acquired at
the corner of Céte St. Antoine Rd. and
Kensington Ave. The site was ideally situ-
ated in the heart of the most exclusive res-
idential district on the island. The
cornerstone of the new Westmount syna-
gogue was laid on November 10, 1921, and
its opening dedication was celebrated on
September 17, 1922.

Shaar Hashomayim’s renowned rabbi,
Herman Abramowitz, was an enthusiastic
supporter of the Westmount site which
was within walking distance of his home
at 507 Argyle Ave.

Fittingly commenced on Remem-
brance Day, the competition for this year’s
Vimy Prize has officially begun.

Founded in 2006, the Vimy Foundation
aims to make young people more aware of
the vital role Canadian soldiers played at
Vimy Ridge — a landmark World War I bat-
tle. Inspired by the event, the foundation
created the Vimy Prize, bringing teens
from Canada, the United Kingdom and
France to the historic battlefield and other
European destinations so that they can
better appreciate history and the trials of
war.

The Vimy Prize is granted to only 12
Canadian high school students each year.
Two students from France and two from
England are also selected.

To be chosen, students must send a
thoroughly researched essay on the Vimy
Ridge battle, CVs, letters of reference and
more, said Valerie Bince-Stuart, the foun-
dation’s executive director.

Response to panhandling ‘delicate’

Westmount Public Security officials
confirmed last week they will no longer
dispatch officers to calls concerning pan-
handlers. The decision has sparked an out-
cry from some merchants while
underlining a social issue for others that
was raised during the municipal election
campaign.

The policy change follows a late-night
attack on an officer and damage to a patrol
car October 22 by an intoxicated man
found sleeping on a bench. The man was
reported to have a fixed address and was
not panhandling.

“The incident made us rethink our ca-
pabilities,” city director general Duncan
Campbell told the Independent. The deci-
sion is under review, he said. Panhandling
is a by-law offence in Westmount.

The change in policy was brought to
light when merchants in the Sher-
brooke/Victoria shopping district called
the unit recently to complain about shop-

pers feeling harassed by panhandlers and
were told to call police instead.

An increasing problem of panhandling,
which police call “a delicate issue,” was
also raised during the election campaign
at the Meet the Candidates event.

“I think something needs to be done
when it gets to the point where people tell
me they’re afraid to walk past panhandlers
to come into the store,” said Graham
Fletcher, owner of the Metro at Sherbrooke
and Victoria. “Forget calling the police,” he
added. “They work on a priority basis.”

Local station 12 police commander
Stéphane Plourde told the Independent that
priority is given to calls involving life-
threatening situations. He acknowledged
that police may arrive later for such calls
as panhandling. He also said they try to
provide social service assistance to such
persons though the CLSC.

“It’s a delicate issue,” he explained. “It’s
no longer forbidden in Montreal. How can
you expect someone to pay a fine if they're
asking for money? They're like victims

Adler serves up new catering venture

There’s more to catering than just
showing up with the food, and Asher
Adler knows all about the little extras that
make a catered event run smoothly.

Adler, a Westmount resident for the last

He told the
Independent that while he enjoyed creating
the sandwiches and salads Java U is
known for, he found his calling in the
catering arm of the company.

He decided in May 2009 to sell the
Westmount Java U franchise he held on
Sherbrooke St. and concentrate on his
new enterprise, District Catering.

“I've been in retail all my life,” said
Adler, who caters everything from casual
business lunches to large affairs like wed-
ding receptions and corporate holiday par-
ties. “But I love catering because it lets me
really get to know my clients. When you
cater a special event, you're becoming a
part of a person’s life for that brief time,
and I try to make sure the experience is
truly pleasant and memorable.”

To ensure that clients are able to “come
to their own party,” District Catering takes
care of staffing, dish rentals, drinks and
even cleanup. “We’re not just the caterers,
we're also the hosts,” he said. “We take
care of all the little details so our clients

can focus on their guests.”

Around 90 percent of District Cater-
ing’s customers come from Westmount,
though the company handles events off is-
land and as far away as Ottawa.

Many clients prefer standard fare.
Lamb chops, French fries, and General
Tao chicken are among the most common
requests. For the more adventurous, Adler
will gladly “play with presentation and
taste, or put a new spm on old favourites.”

themselves. Sometimes officers will ask
the person to move along and generally
they comply but it doesn’t solve the prob-
lem. I prefer a more humane solution in-
stead of enforcing the law.”

In Westmount, loitering, begging and
annoying people in the street and other
public places contravene morals by-law
196.

Plourde said he had not heard about
the damage to the Public Security vehicle
that occurred at midnight on October 22
(see October 27, p. 11, “Patrol car at-
tacked”). That began when a public safety
officer went to check the sleeping man to
determine whether or not he required
help. He was neither homeless nor pan-
handling, according to Public Security of-
ficials.

With public safety officers armed only
with a type of night stick called a PR-24,
the use of which is under review, police
were called to the scene after the man be-
came aggressive and smashed the patrol
vehicle’s windshield.

While the situation is slightly different
from panhandling, Campbell said, the
issue of potential risk to officers remains
the same.

“I see more and more panhandlers as

shop at Victoria and Sherbrooke,” said
longtime resident Francie Montgomery on
learning of the new Public Security policy.
“There are also more on Greene Ave. It
seems to be a problem right across Mon-
treal and I don’t think the solution is for
us to push our problem outside our bor-
ders. No, that isn’t right.”

Shelley Kerman, of the children’s cloth-
ing store Lmnop on Sherbrooke near
Claremont, said she sees more panhan-
dlers outside her store and agrees it’s not
simple to solve.

“I appreciate that these are the walking
wounded of our society and many have
nowhere to go and some really do need the
money. But I have parents with little kids
coming in and out of my store and it’s very
uncomfortable for them when people are
hanging out on the bench outside.”

Nicholas Martire, president of Pretty
Ballerinas, which has a shop on Victoria
Ave., has a different view: “You have to
take a mature approach, think out of the
box and find a way to negotiate a solution,
rather than trying to solve it by calling
Public Security.”

Recently, resident William Graham
came up with his own
novel solution. As reported continued on p. 29

Peewee A Preds look like the team to beat

After bursting out of the gates at 5-1-0
early in the season, it’s no wonder the Pee-
wee A Westmount Wings have started the
year with a bit of a swagger — not it’s a bad
thing.

The Predators have been fairly domi-
nant so far, outscoring their competition
32-12 with just one close-scoring loss and
a handful of lopsided wins; their most re-
cent triumph a 4-2 win over their closest
competitors, the Westmount Wings last
Thursday night.

Another key element has been the
Predators’ balanced attack.

one point,” Maislin said.

What are the Preds’ plans moving for-
ward?

“Our biggest goal for the rest of the sea-
son is best described on the wall of the
Canadiens locker room: ‘Working to-
gether, winning together, growing to-
gether.” Our goal as a coaching staff is to
make these kids better hockey players, bet-
ter people, and instil character,” he said.

“Our philosophy as a team goes far be-
yond the ice surface and teaches our play-
ers how to win with dignity, lose with
pride, play with heart, and have fun.”

Out of the blue: Painters Angel
Mateo Charris and Donna Shvil

The colour blue evokes thought and
emotion, imagination and dreams. In
their paintings, Angel Mateo Charris and
Donna Shvil explore the heights and
depths of human nature through domi-
nating skies and seas.

Angel Mateo Charris at Galerie D’Este

Charris’ art evokes the subconscious
and Freud’s interpretation of dreams. In
“L’amour fou”, a leaping woman is sus-

pended over a calm sea. In the harbour
scene “Mientras la ciudad duerme”, a man
slides headfirst down a pole. Both have in-
triguing narratives, which play with ambi-
guity: Where will they land?

Charris’ style — a combination of Dali
surrealism with Colvillesque foreboding —
reinforces the psychological nature of his
art. Painting scenes in cool blues, grays
and tans, this Spanish artist depicts sub-
jects as participants or viewers relying on
body language rather than facial expres-
sion to tell the story.

In “Modern”, a water-logged car is teth-
ered to a pier and a giant letter O, while
two men test its strength. In this sugges-
tive scene, is the artist trying to advance
painting beyond modern art? Or perhaps
the artist resents the use of the “modern”
label for his art?

Encouraging the viewer to search for
meaning, this is art that entertains and
challenges. The exhibit continues until
November 29 at Galerie D’Este on Greene
Avenue.

Donna Shvil at Galerie de Bellefeuille

Shvil’'s new work suggests archetypal
Jungian images. In “Book of Dreams:
Swimming Song”, a woman floats on a
cobalt sea cradled by two figures and gold-
fish. Evoking Tennyson’s allegory “The
Lady of Shalott”, this beautiful and en-

chanting image crosses culture and time.

In another, “Turbulent Comfort”, a
sleeping, cobalt-clad woman suggests the
duality of dreams. Painting large with
acrylics on panel, Shvil’s realistic style al-
lows her to tell stories and to explore emo-
tions.

A balding subject in a long flowing robe
personifies the spiritual “Illumination”,
yet his face is human and expressive. In
“Dream Dolls”, two Arbus-like sisters rise
above a red quilt like a psychological rid-
dle.

Shvil’s most re-
cent portraits also
suggest Jung’s psy-
chological types — of
feeling, thought, sen-
sation or intuition,
introvert or extrovert.
Delicate strokes cap-
ture the calm rapture
of “Solitude” while in
“What was... What
is...” the artist exper-
iments with strong
brush strokes.

Part diary, part dream, this Montrealer’s
work enchants. The exhibit runs from No-

vember 19 to 30 at Galerie de Bellefeuille
on Greene Ave.

Theatre of the unexpected

The works of Charris and Shvil both
create visual theatre, yet the two treat-
ments are very different. Charris sets
scenes that evoke narrative while Shvil
captures the emotional intensity of facial
expression and pose.

Interesting work by both these thought-
ful artists encourages viewers to search
their own psyche.
