“Phe following extrict from the proposed Preface
will farther explain the origin and design of the work

« When the increusing differences between the
branches of the Legisiature of Lower Canada, and
hetween that Province mnd Upper Carada, on the
division of the produce of the'Custom Dutivslevied
at Quebee, induced His Majisty’s Ministers, in the
year 1822, to attempt a Union of both Provinces
under one Legisluture, the Bill, which they intro-
duced for that purpose into the Imperial, Parliament,
became an ubject of curiosity with speculative poli-
ticians in Great Britain, and a subject of warm dis-~
cussion amony the interested in the Canadas, The
principal modilications of the Constitutional Act,
31 Geo. 11I, which the Bill contained, had refer-
ence to the political situation of Lower Canada,
and their salutary olject wis not well wnderstood by
persons who had not vesided 1 that Province.

< ’I'ie Writer of the fullowing sheets, being a
warm partisan of the measure, had occasion to ex-
pliin to distant correspondents the: expediency of
the proposed modifications, which he found a task
not only laborious to himself; but unsatisfactory to
others, who in reading the Constitution, had been
fascinated with it, as containing an extension of
freedom and [frequency in the choice of Kepre-
sentatives, and affurding an interesting experiment
of the. effects of what they called an improvement!
of the Britishh Coustilion applied to a people of
foreign origin.  While those Correspondents ac,
knowledzed the existing evils' and embarrassments
alledged by the Writer, they wure more disposed
£ useribe them to mismanagewentin the Execu-
tiva Government, than todefects in the Constitu-
tiun, or misconduct in the Ilouse of Assembly.—
This disposition convinced him that a more com-
prehensive review of” the political experiment, than
his avocations: then permitted, would be requisite
to satisfy his friends as to the expediency of the
ehianges contempluted by the Union Bill, whicli in the
meantime had been unfortunately postponed by the
opposition, on general principles of Sir James Muc-
intosh, who does not appear to have lud the ne-
cessary information, nor the wpractical knowledge
which would enuble him to pass a correct judge-
ment upon & measure, calculated for the redress of
grievances, in a Province so peculiarly circumstan-
ced as Lower Cunada.

* ‘Lhe Writer had long reflected upondthis subject,
and seduonsly watched the progress and develope-
ment of the Canstitution in the popular branch,
before he sent his first contribution to the New
Montreal Gazette in August last, The exclusive
domination of the French Canadian Leacers in the

sInreviewing the progress.of the present constitu-
tion of Lower Canadu, our intelligent readers will
clearly perceive that the natural consequences of the
Acts 14 and 31,Geo. ITL., have been the increasing
concentration of the French Canadians, as a. separ-
ate prople, distinguished by an established religion and
laws, and by language, manners and habils, from the
:ufy‘m?ﬂf Dritish origin in the sume proviuce, indu=
cing the former to cahsider thelatter as INTRUDERS,
and lepitimate objects. of jealousy to the ** Narioy
Caxamiense,’’  The strong temptation thus afford-
ed to the project of exclusive domination, on the
part of the FrenchiCanadian Leaders in the House
of Assemhly, and of compléte controul in legisla-
tion and finance over those branches of the Provin-
cial Government, which are coustitutionally created
by the exercise of his Majesty's prerogative, are the
prolific sources of the present grievances of the sub-
jects of British origin, and suggest the only reme-
dies compatible with the interests of British coloni-
sation. The constitutional powers of the French Cana-
dian House of dssembly must be either greatly dimin:

Yhe subjects of British origin in the- townships,
Bava gt prasent no voive in the popular branch,
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and the influence of the same description of persons
in the elections for the towns and counties of the
Seignories is ineflicient to return a single uncom=
promising assertur of their rights. Indeed, if it
were possible for them to separate for a moment,
their feelings and sense of duty from the support
of his Majesty’s Government, they would unani-
mously withhold their votes at elections, allowing
the natural consequences of the present constitu-
tion to take place in producing an- Assembly wholly
French in name, as it already is anti- British and
French, in fuct.

¢ 1f we could really suppose it possible that his
Majesty’s Ministers would longer defer moving the
Imperidl Parliament to devise in its wisdom, some
remedy for the increasing disorder, we must appre-
hend that obedience to the primary laws of human
society, and the instinct of selfipreservation, the
population of British origin, would, in suth case,
form itself into affiliated associations throughout the
province, for the protection of person and property,
leaving the Executive to fight its own battles with
the  French Canadians and their Leaders, for a mor-
sel of bread.

“The other remedy, more congenial to the feelings
of the writer, and which, in “his opinion, is both
praoticable and safe, is a broad and dedisive men-
sure calculated to alter the composition of the House
of Assembly, and this remedy can be best applied
by A LEGISLATIVE UNION 0f THE PRuviNcEs oF Up
2z AND Lower CaNapa, on the principles of the
Union Bill of 1822,

“IF the alteration, from views of local convenience
and temporising policy, be confined to the Lower
province, in ifs’ present separate political state, reli-
gious distinctions must be adopted as the grounds
of a division of power between Protestants and
Roman Catholic llectors, more injurious to peace
and hoppiness; than uny sectional jealousies; but
the extensive measure of a legislative union of Low-
er with Upper Canada, would place a skilful Exe-
cative in a favourable position for holding the bal-
ance, and compromising the disputes between the
two parties of French and English origin in the
new House of Assembly. The political character-
istics and pretentions of the French Canadians, now
so offénsive to their fellow subjects, and =0 hestile
w useful ameliorations, might gradually disuppear,
thieir jealousy might change to emulation, and their
ombition he restrained to that just distribution of
power, which, under the guidance of a wise govirn.
ment, would impartiglly promote the peace, wel-
fare, and happiness of all his Majesty’s subjects in
Canada, rendering it the most uselul, as it isthe
most extensive and most eligible for emigration of
all the British deminions on the American Con-
tinent."”

He has a common cylindrical cage with
wire bars, about three feet in diameter, to the axis of
which, four feet long, are connected some small
brass wheels, shich move the machinery of 2 coffee
or pepper mill. Three squirrelsare nsuully employ-
od in the lubour of this novel tread-mili, though we
have seen a single one turh the wheel with spparens
ease.  The power of each squirrel in the whedl s
estimated by Mr. B. at 63 1bs. and in an houribey
grind a pound of coffee, pepper, alepice, &e. The
expense of the machine was about 130, snd «the
cost of the subsistence of edch of the little Inbourtrs
is about two cents a week, The profits from their
Libour may therefore be casily estimated. Une
like the human attendants of similar establishmenis,
these littls eaptives reem to derrive enjoyment [ram
their dubouts, and gambol and irelic us joyfully as if
leaping among the boughs of the forest.— OXd Hanip-
shire Post. .

Hop. Meinlers who compliined of the inefisctive state
of our Militia, propesed i most extracrdinary remedy,
which would: render it shsolutely certaing that they
should never have an opportunity of becoming acquaint-
ed wiih theie duty, Inallether coloniss, this subject
lind claimed particular attentiony and had not boen we-
glected, and it cevtainly ought nat to be so slightly
treatod by us. Tt had beenstated by one Hon, Member
that an instanee had oceurred of o Colonel of Militia
koeping out his Regiment for three doys together—if
such was the case he could only say thig he had sicted
contrary to law, and such practices if they existed should
be checked — but to limit the trainings to one ouly, in
each year he did not think proper,—the 1ieutenant-Go-
veruor might dssive to inspect the Militia, but under
such a Billif it passed, the Colondl of & Regiment
would not have it in liis power to comply with ani arder
for that purpese—he would not be abls to cull his regi-
ment together previons to. such “sn nspection, 1o
make the necessary arrangements, in  appointments
of Oficers, and  non-Commiesioned  Ofcers—and’
surely  wo Hon. Member eould degire to see our Mil-
fGila brought ioto such a stute zs this wauld pro-
duce.
