Germans 
In Canada

BADEN-SOELLINGEN, Ger­
many—i<P)—The Canadian gov­
ernment is giving consideration 
to the possibility of training Ger­
man pilots in Canada, says De­
fence Minister Ralph Campney.

Campney, on a tour of Cana­
dian defence establishments in 
Europe, made the statement Sat­
urday at a press conference at­
tended mainly by German report­
ers. The German correspondents 
wanted to know about Canadian 
plans to replace four of the Sabre 
jet squadrons in France and 
Germany with CF-100 jet all- 
weather interceptors and details 
of the gift of 15 Canadian Sabres 
worth $39,000,000 to the German 
air force.

Campffey said the Sabre will be 
ready for transfer about the end 
of the year. The United States 
Air Force already is training Ger­
man aircrew and it is understood 
NATO wants Canada to train 
German pilots under it NATO 
aircrew training program in Can­
ada.

The first CF—100 squadron 
will arrive in Europe later this 
year, Campney said. They will be 
used primarily as night fighters 
of which NATO has few. German 
reporters also questioned Camp­
ney about plans for withdrawal 
of Canadian forces from Europe. 
Germany is alarmed at reports 
Britain and the United States 
will reduce their European forces.

Campney said there is no pre­
sent intention of changing Can­
ada’s NATO commitments but 
NATO’s defence pattern should 
be reviewed periodically and any 
changes should be carried out 
only with full agreement among 
NATO members.

One view among Canadian offi­
cials is that Canadian aircraft in 
Europe eventually will have to 
be replaced by anti-aircraft guid­
ed missiles.

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Conference Ends, Crisis Begins
Many qualified Western observer* 

believe the London conference failed 

to lessen greatly the danger the Suez 

crisis may yet explode into war.
Too many matches still are lying 

near a tinderbox that could set the 
Middle East or all the world in flames, 
these sources say.

Here, in their view, are some of 
the developments which might touch 
off an explosion:

1. A walkout of foreign canal 
pilots. With 59 absent on leave from 
which none has returned, there are 
only 146 canal pilots on duty. That 
is scraping the bottom of the num­
ber required to keep up with the daily 
traffic load.

What would happen, Western ob­
servers ask, if the 50 or more French 
and British pilots here simply refused 
to work for the Egyptian company 
and demand exit visas to go home?

If President Nasser turns down the 
18-power proposal for internationaliz­
ing the canal, as he is fully expected 
to do, they might do that. If Egypt 
lets them go, or cannot force them to 
work, canal traffic would be badly 
crippled. That might bring about an 
intervention which Egypt has said she 
would resist.

But if Egypt refuses to let the 
pilots go, or tries to force them to 
work, this too might bring drastic 
action by Britain and France.

2. A canal blockage. What would

happen if a ship in a canal convoy 
grounded, sank or blocked passage? 
It's a narrow canal. Accidents have 
happened before — the latest one a 
little more than 18 months ago. It 
could happen again, if some pilots be­
came sufficiently bitter at being denied 
leave and forced to work for the 
Egyptian company. It could also hap­
pen by accident or through inexperi­
ence, if green pilots are rushed in too 
quickly to fill the gaps in the ranks of 
the veterans.

Such a blockage, if trafby could 
not be restored soon, also might be 
taken as the cause for intervention.

3. A new case of Egyptian dis­
crimination against shipping. London 
conference delegates were alarmed by 
a Cairo report that Egypt might stop 
British and French ships if British and 
French pilots refused to work. This 
report later was denied officially. One 
Cairo newspaper speculated, however, 
that an instance of discrimination 
“might be provoked intentionally." It 
published a roundabout» story from 
Jerusalem that Britain had promised 
to repay Israel for loss if Israel would 
attempt to send another of her ships 
through the Suez Canal.

Egypt already has stopped one 
Israel ship and says bluntly she will 
stop any others.

There is outward calm in Cairo. 
But the widely circulated A1 Akhbar 
warned : "The conference has ended, 
the crisis has begun "

INFANT DEATH RATE
(Edmonton Journal)

The Bureau of statistics, in 
a recent report on birth, mar­
riage and death rates in 1955, 
has drawn attention to a dis­
turbing anomaly which has 
been noted from time to time 
in these columns.

Canada, while enjoying one of 
the lowest death rates in the 
world, loses infants at a rate 
that is relatively high among 
Western countries.

The 1955 
figures for other countries arc 
not yet available, but in 1954 
the rate of 8.2 ranked Canada

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second only to the Nether­
lands. This is an excellent rec­
ord, though, considering all 
the money and effort devoted 
to public health here, we 
should be able to reduce our 
rate by a few more fractions 
or points in years to come.

Only a generation ago, Can­
ada’s infant death rate was 
terribly high. It has been re­
duced dramatically since the 
mid-thirties, the height of the 
depression; yet it remains 
stubbornly above those of the 
United Kingdom and the 
United States, for instance. 
The 1955 rate of 31 per thous­
and live births was a slight 
drop from 32 in 1954 but it 
will almost certainly prove to 
be higher than the British and 
American rates for last year.

The explanation seems to 
lie partly in the fact that Que­
bec, with considerable percen­
tage of the total population, 
has a very high rate—38 last 
year. This counterbalances the 
comparatively low rates 
achieved in other parts of the 
country, especially in the west. 
At that, Quebec's rate is ex­
ceeded by Newfoundland's and 
almost matched by that of 
New Brunswick.
