On Von Echborn’s right is Gen-
eral Von Gallwitz, whose name appears for the first time in large opera-
tions. After capturing Przasnysz he is now pressing a German attack
bn the Karew river and {its tributaries.

On the famous Rawka and Bzura lines there is comparative quiet,
wwhich is also reflected on the northwest side of Warsaw, but to the
Boutheast the movement against Lublin, which was temporarily checked,
ig again in full swing.

The Russians must fight a defensive battle for the possession of War-
€aw, or abandon all of Poland. The Germans are congidering undoubted-
ly to prefer the first issue, hence the Russians, in the opinion of many
military observers, are likely to attempt a complete withdrawal with
their armies intact. These tremendous activities by the Germans in the
East guggest that they have little reserve left to devote to the western

campaign, which offers the Allies a respite either for the completion of
munitions supplies or a concerted attempt to recapture Lille,
Another view holds that the best service her Allies could give Rus-

sia at this time would be the forcing of the Dardanelles. It is possible
that the Allies may combine both suggested attempts, but it is ungues-
tionable that for the time the centre of gravity in the war has shifted
to Eastern Europe.

CARRIED 227 PASSENGERS,
WHOM WERE AMERICANSR,

New York, July 19.—The Britigh
passenger liner Orduna, with 227
passengers aboard, twenty-two of
whom were Americans, was attacked
|without warning by a German sgub-
marine at 6 o'clock in the morning
of July 9, sixteen hours out of Liv-
erpool, on her way to New York.
| Anpouncement of the attack was
made by the ship's captain, Thomas

McComb Taylor, and passengers,
when the Orduna reached here BSat-
urday.

A torpedo was fired at the steam-
er and missed it by ten yards. Twen-
ty minutes later a submarine rose to

5 the surface, possibly a different sub- |

marine from the one that launched
the torpedo, and for half an hour
thereafter pursued the steamer, fir-
ing shells, which whistled ovér the
decks above the heads of passengers
|gtanding there with their lifebelts
on.

Ten minutes before the attack a
sailing ship with two American flags
painted on her side was seen ahead,
Captain Taylor became suspicious of
|this craft and began manceuvring his
ship, Then came the attack, the first
warning of which was the glistening

streak of a torpedo whirling through
the water, missing the Orduna’s
stern by a close margin,

Stewards ran below and aroused
the passgengers. With clothes hurried-
ly fastened haphazard, they made for
the uvper déck, There they were as-
sembled near the bridge. Lifebelts
were adjusted and lifeboats swung
out. The crew stood ready to launch
the boats. From a submarine off the
starboard quarter there came a shell
which kicked miniature geyser
in the Orduna's wake, The submar-
ine had the range.

The Orduna had aboard 227 pae-
gengers.

There were twenty-one Americans
aboard, it was learned, when ghe

docked here. Passengers say the sub-
marine attack was made without
previous warning,

Few passengers were on the deck
when the attack occurred, Baron
Rosenkrantz , of Denmark, one of
the passengers, reached the deck as
the Orduna was fleeing from her as-
gailant, and witnessed the attack.
The submarine chaged the steamer, it
wag said, for a congiderable time
and finally abandoned pursuit. Tha
next day a meeting of the passengers
was held in the saloon, and  he fol-
lowing resolution, adopted by twen-
ty-three of them, was handed to Cap-
tain Taylor:

“The first cabin passengers of the
gteamer Orduna desire to express
their heartfelt appreciation and ad-
miration of the masterly mannesr in
which you manctuvred and handled
your steamer during the sudden and
deliberate attack made upon it on
the morning of July 9, at 6 a.m.,
by a German submarine,"’
