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Career Centre hard-hit
by Quebec budget mess

The Quebec government's current misman-
agement of its job training budget seems to
be having a major effect on enrolments at the
Chateauguay Valley Career Centre in
Ormstown.

“So far, enrolments in our four vocational
sectors are down by 30 per cent,” said Centre
director Rhonda Ross this week. “While we
can't be sure that this is totally due to the cur
rent funding problems, it would seem likely
that they are discouraging students from
enrolling.” Career Centre

Ross said that together, the Office director.
Technology, Landscaping, Home Health Care
and Construction Carpentry programs normally attract about 70
students; so far, registrations have come to only just over 50.

Work will get under way this week to
create one of the province’s most modern
child-care facilities right here in
Huntingdon.

By early in the new year, when the first
phase of the project is complete, the

-the existing building on King St.

Kaleidoscope Child Care Centre will move
part of its operations to a one-time bowl-
ing alley on Fairview Road, now being
converted into a facility which will eventu-
ally have places for 80 pre-school chil-
dren.

In January, a first group of 41 children
will be housed in the new building, while
contin-
ues to operate with another 35 children

until the whole project is finished.

Eventually, the new facility will include
10 classrooms, a full commercial kitchen,
office space, a staff room, and 20,000
square feet of fenced-in play area. A total
ot 22 people will be employed at the new
centre, 12 more than now work at

LAST WEEKEND'S — at late-sum-
mer weather saw g turn-outs for
several special events in the area.

SPEAKING OF WEATHER — the Labor

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Two mayors say fusion plan
needs fine-tuning at local level

After a detailed analysis of the fusion pro-
ject presented by Quebec’s ministry of
Municipal Affairs, we have concluded that
there are no economic advantages for resi-
dents of Godmanchester and
Hinchinbrooke.

Based on the government study, we pro-
ject that the tax rates in Godmanchester
would increase by close to 20 per cent in
the very first year (from 71-cents per $100
evaluation to 85 cents), and Hinchinbrooke
taxpayers would see a similar increase. On
the other hand, taxpayers in Huntingdon
would see their tax rate lowered by the
same proportion! What have we done to
deserve this penalty?

The fusion bonus of $100 per resident for
a period of five years would not lower the
tax bill for Godmanchester or
Hinchinbrooke. In fact, there would be an
increase of $140 per year for a propery
evaluated at $100,000.

More over, fusing the three municipalities
would yield a new entity of close to 7,000
people. Once a town has a population of
5,000 or more, it has eight years to form its
own police force, which would cost over a
million dollars per year to maintain, in addi-
tion to the cost of setting it up (i.e. building,
cars, equipment, etc.), an expense of three
to four times present costs.

An acceptable fusion project would allow
each partner to keep its present tax rate

and, if necessary, increase or decrease it by
the same percentage in the following years

An article in The Gleaner/La Source at
the end of July stated that Huntingdon
would claim from Hinchinbrooke and
Godmanchester any eventual loss of monies
caused by the non-fusion. It seems
Huntingdon does not want to negotiate
and, moreover, we are being issued the
divorce condition before seeing any signs
of marriage.

Some say non-fusion would force the
government to cut transfer programs 1o
municipalities, but a May 27 letter from
Louise Harel, minister of Municipal Affairs
has assured us there will be no such cuts or
penalties.

The Town of Huntingdon would be wise
to sit with representatives of the other two
municipalities in order to identify where 1t
could economize by sharing of services,
which could eventually lead to a fusion
project studied and negotated by local peo-
ple.

We are convinced that the negotiation
process is preferable to confrontation in this
matter. If there is to be fusion, it has to be
planned together with a common goal,
instead of being forced by the government

Environment group protests
decision on gasoline additive

This is a copy of a letter sent by the
Hemmingford Environment Committee to
the Prime Minister's Office in Ottawa. We
think it is of interest to Gleaner readers and
to all Canadians.

... We are writing you because we were
very shocked to learn recently on CBC
Newswatch, that Canada has revoked its
decision to ban MMT, the gasoline additive
produced by the American corporation,
Ethyl.

It is terrible to see how easily the Ethyl
Company has exercised financial pressure
tactics to bully our nation into using its
products under the umbrella of the NAFTA
accord, despite the questionable nature of
the safety of MMT for humans.

In the interview conducted by the CBC,
even the Ethyl company did not deny that
Canadians were being used as guinea pigs
in the testing of MMT.

Although nothing has yet appeared in the
short-term tests Ethyl Corporation has con-
ducted itself to verify the safety of its prod-
uct with its own vested interests at hean),
the fact that the EPA has succeeded in
keeping MMT off the market in the United
States, is reason enough to worry that this
product has not yet met the safety standards
required by our neighbors to the south.

If anything, we would like to think that
Canadians have higher safety standards

than Americans, with regards to the long-
term effects products may have. This seems
to be the case up to date, in the certification
of certain drugs/hormones, for instance, the
rBST hormone in milk production.

Even the automobile manufacturers are
against the use of MMT, because it clogs up
cars’ emissions-control systems. For auto-
mobile companies to show environmental
concern, MMT must be pretty detrimental!

Where have Canadians’ goals of cleanin
up our act as far as emissions control, got
ten to? Wasn't this one of Canada’s and th¢
G7's goals at the last ECO-Summit in Brazil?
Surely an entente of this importance should
be able to overrule the NAFTA agreement?

The revocation of hte ban of MMT is a
very dangerous precedent to set. If the
NAFTA accord presents such loopholes to
industry, we strongly believe that this
accord should be revised. Surely such an
accord’s benefits cannot outweigh the cost
of the loss of democracy and the safety of
Canadian citizens.

We hope that the Canadian Government
will once again adopt its first position with
regards to MMT, and ban this product until
sufficient unbiassed tests have been con-
du:itfd to ensurerthe safdfaty. both short-term
and long-term, of Canadian citizens.

More than ever this year, the sitg, which
will open to the publit next year, has
come 1o represent a meeting place and a
source of pride for both Amerindian and
Quebec representatives to celebrate one
of the richest sites in the province.

About 100 people Mohawks from

ahnawake and Akwesasne in dancing
around the fire, following an opening
prayer in Mohawk and English from
Mohawk Nation chief Jake Swamp.

Traditional chants in Abenaki, Mic Mac
and Iroquois were performed by Sylvain
Rivard, an Abenaki from Sorel,and Huron
flautist Nathalie Picard who hails from the
Quebec City region.

Native foods

Visitors enjoyed traditional Mohawk
food, including sagamite (a corn-based
soup), sturgeon and smoked eel, and
archaeologists and native craftspeople pre-
sented workshops on corn braiding, pot-

tery-making and Amerindian musical
instruments.

Mohawk Nation representative Joyce
Mitchell-King said the day provided a
great opportunity for natives and non-
natives to get to know each other better.
“And when the project is completed,
you're going to see a lot of us here,"” she
said.

MP Daniel Turp said he has asked
Canadian Heritage minister Sheila Copps
for more funding for the project, while
acknowledging the $150,000 grant from
Youth Services Canada which allowed the
hiring of 14 local young people, Mohawks
and non-natives, to work on the recon-
struction project this summer under the
supervision of Philippe Decloitre.

St-Anicet mayor Alain Castagner was
quick to credit archaeologist Michel Gagné
for getting the project going, despite some
difficult times at the beginning

“We had some communication prob-
lems at first which made it hard for St-
Anicet people to get behind the plan, but
now there’s a real spirit of optimism sur-
rounding the project’” the mayor said.
