A Blew Irish Gratter. 
Speech of Hr. P. J. Smyth, M.P., on 

Home Role and Repeal.
(London Time*, Jaly 1 )

Mr. P. J. Smyth regarded it aa aniortanata 
that a Ur theaettlement of 1874, th« que#tioti 
of Home Bole for Inland should already 
have been rein trod need, and that in a form 
even more oneatiafaotory than before. Tha 
term “Home Bala” wee so vagne that no two 
author!tits* coaid agree aa to ita precise mean­
ing. The reeolation (poke of an Iriah Parlia­
ment to control the internal affaire of Ire. 
land Bat what were '■Internal” aa diatin- 
guiahed from ‘'imperial” afialrs ? Until the 
foactioee of a Home Bale Parliament for Ire­
land were properly deiied it waa impossible 
to disease «Hiefactorify the question 
bodied in the resolution. The result of eetab- 
lisbinN a Parliament like that contemplated 
by the honerable and learned member would 
be that we should here three Parliaments 
to stmt with—&nt, an Irish Parllameet 
for the Internal affaire of Ireland, what- 
erer they might be, then an English Par­
liament for the internal affairs of Engl sod, 
and lastly, an imperial Parliament for 
the external affairs ot both countries, for the 
last named body would differ so materially 
from the others In Us objects and preroga­
tives as to be q^ite a distinct institute jq. Ail 
this, the member for Limerick placidly as- 
sored the Haase, ooald be brought about 
without any ferions distdibaoce of the exlst- 
Jng Çocatetuteon. With great deference to 
his leamSd friend, be Lit bound to ray be 
coaid scarcely conceive of a project which 
would violate the principles of the Constitu­
tion Uro greater degree, eve a assuming the 
system of Home Buie to b» carried int > ope- 
satiott à» between Snglacd and Ireland alone. 
But» one coaid contend tor a moment that 
a local Parliament for Scotland was not the 
necessary corellaiy of a local Parliament for 
Ireiaad. Indeed, although Ireland alone 
erne named in the rseolotioo, Scotland was 
aaceamrily included in the honorable a«d 
Jnirmd member's scheme of Home Bole. The 
United Kingdom would, therefore, be involv­
ed in a mase of four Parliaments, three local 
aad one Imperial. Rut the precess of dis­
integration coaid not stop there. A 
local Parliament for Scotland would 
necessarily lead to a local Parliament 
for Wales els'*. Then as the tendency 
of federalism was to minute subdivisions, 
might not Ulster very fairly propose to sepa­
rate Reel/ from the Bomao Catholic Province* 
of Ireland and establish a local Parliament of 
its own. The result of all this would be a 
total reconstruction of the Constitution—a 
transformation of the United Kingdom into 
a Federation like Seitserlaad or the United 
States He did not baileye that a large pro­
portion of the Irish people called for fédéra­
tion, as the resolution implied. Assajpiug, 
however, that tb»y did so the answer the 
House would be bound to give would be that 
the question wee a British much more than 
an Irish one, and that so long to England, 
Scotland and Wales were content jrtih the 
existing Conetl'ution Ireland wooid not bo 
JiNtifled la braaklr g it into pieces for her 
•wa purposes. The demand was for some, 
thing which never existed before, that Ire­
land never possessed, and to which she could 
prove no title. It was quite right that 
Irish gentlemen who believed In Jrish 
Federalism shotted detfoe to advance their 
theory, but be submitted the du» would not 
have arrived for the consideration of the 
•Chvae until a clear majority of the people 
of England, Ireland and ScotUod should 
have slgslffei itu desire for It. Irefond was 
an smefont kJflgriom wiih a for-reaching pas', 
aad her population represented an ancient 
and famous moe with ti2ditibas and Instincts 
all their own, and it was fntffo to suppose 
that such a country and people wodJd accept 
a place in the imperial system lower 
that of the smallest colony born yesterday 
*od indebted (o fortuitous circumstances for 
a population. Tbe colonies had been re- 
fetrid to freely in Home Bole speeches and 
in Home-Bale articles ; and ualy Use colonies 
of England were a marvel in the history of 
mao>i&d. One by one they hsd seen these 
dvpèodeociee come forth like stars from the 
•darknose, and eseeme the position of seif- 
govvtafog states. No federal ties subsist 
between them and tbe parent from whom 
they sprang. Freedom was granted them, 
aad disaffection at oace disappeared. The 
«olcnial example then, so for from 
auetalelsg his honorable and learned friend, 
opposed bfo scheme. At no distant dsy the 
Australian colonies would enter into a fede­
ration aed form an Australian Dominion. It 
seemed a natural thing to do, bat the cond'- 
tloas suitable to fedendMo in Australia were 
wanting here. Conspicuously absent was (ha 
Indispensable condition of political equality. 
Ttctotia and New South Wales might fede­
rate because they were both free agents ; 
they were independe .ft 6» of the other. In 
the like way Barbadoea and Tobago might 
federate, but Ireland and England should 
separate if they meant to federate. If Ire­
land were in the poalteou of Canada or Aus­
tralia, then ahe might if it wg# so desired for 
a further development of national Ijfe, enter 
late relations of this kind. At present 
they had not been able to establish that 
local legislative independence was com­
pati hie with lepresentation in the Im­
perial Partiusent That problem bed 
never yet been solved In the history of the 
world. They had, however, instances of 
kingdom* being united in sa empire and 
having separate parliaments. Norway and 
Bwedeo add Austria and Hungary were ex- 
amples of this dual system. The learned 
gUBÜcmaa spoke a great deal about grievan­
ces. Grievances might be redressed, bat lju 
tioael rights involved no abiding principle. 
Thé grievances of England might be oo&veo- 
tuvj tnstltcteoa* i' the grievance* of Scotland 
■tight be hypothec and gas in burghs ; the 
grievances of Wales might be turnpikes and 
ahe language of the people, end tbe grievan­
ces of Ireland might be in any act emengting 
from imperial aoereea ; bat they were all tq 
be down together on a Procnstaan bed, wrap-

rup i» foe wet bltnket of federalism.
tbe condition of Ireland was ame­

liorated, if her giievaccts were redressed 
by legislation ahe wooid become, it waa said, 
quite pacified and content. If that wee the 
idea intended to be conveyed by the Some 
Mule leaders ha feared Home Bole would 
have a protracted existence, for grievances 
there would ever be. He was, however, it 
a loss to discover the raise* iftrt of the 
movement. Absenteeism wee the greatest 
of Irish grievances. It wss a significant fact 
that a beè al ce tun bad Increased or diminished 
ia proportion as the power o! the Irish Par­
liament had been enlarged or restricted. How 
wooid it be affected by foe new scheme of 
Home Buie which bad been fold before tbe 
Hooee? It would still continue ia gl) its 
Intensity, because London being tbe centresf 
tovvernment would continue to bathe chief 
centre of attraction. Federation would tie 
the haacti of both Parliaments with respect 
to imposing <* (ax upon us, and thus ft wooid 
become perpetuated.

. New Method of Speculating in 
Blocks.—vtariling Probability 

of an Interruption in Ca­
ble Communication.

The report of Sir W. Thompson and Mr. 
Bramwell on the repeated breakages of tbe 
Direct Company's cable suggested some very 
startling poasibilitees In connection with the 
new industry of cable-breaking, which has 
been so rapidly deveiop-d. That report shows 
that the process of severing ao ocean cable in 
eighty or one hundred fathoms of water Is 
very easy. A schooner of eighty or one hun­
dred tons has only to drop overboard an an­
chor or grapnel to which is attached a stout 
Manilla rope, and with a wind that will 
enable her to cross the track of tbe cable at 
a speed of five or six knots, the force thus 
applied Is sufficient to sever the strongest 
cable without raising It to the snrfece. It is 
evident tbatthia could be done in such a way 
that only the skipper and one or two besides 
wooid be in the secret. It is also dear that 
a mull steamer, well handled, would do the 
work fer more effectually than a sailing ves­
sel. In this way the cable of the Direct 
Company has been broken four times in six 
mouths, and as yet tbe dastardly scoundrels 
who have done the mischief have not b en 
detected. It fo believed that a “ring” of 
speculators on the Stock Exchange in New 
York, htving confederates In London, are at 
the bottom of it. Their plan is to purchase 
Anglo stock when low, and on the breaking 
of the Direct Cable an 'mmedls e rise follows 
and a handsome sam is picketed. Let as 
now snppcse that, emboldened by success,

Still, 
in addition to stock sptcalatlo3S, It Is nep 
impossible that a desire to crean tb* Direct 
Company and restore tbe monopoly may be 
ôfi? ci the obj eta in view. If to, tbe project 
cannot succeed. The company which bas 
braved and overcome so many difficulties, is 
too plucky to be cut down in that fashion ; 
and tbe great commercial communities on 
both sides the Atlantic would not stand 
tamely by and see it done. The deed will 
inevitably recoil on tbe perpetrators. 
doubt has been eat at reat aa to the causes of 
theee breakages, by the report of Sir W. 
Thomp on and Mr. Bramwell. 4.fcer a most 
carelol examination of the fractured ends, 
which were taken up, these gentlemen de­
clare that "these breakages were not dua 
to any decayed or imperfect condition 
of the cable, and also that they 
were not due to tbe chafing of 
the cable against a rock, or to any influence 
of an abrading or of g crashing character, bat 
that the breakages have occurred jn a perfect 
cable, and torough thoroughly sound 'metal, 
*nd have been caused by the whole having 
been torn asunder under a violent tensile 
strain.” They prononnee the cable to be in 
aa good a condition aa when first immersed 
in the sea, and to be of a very strong descrip­
tion. Farther, they declare that no fishing 
schooner, dragging her anchor, coaid have 
sufficient force to break the cable, and that 
e ven if raised by an anchor, it wonld not be 
broken. Bat, ia reply to the question wbe. 
tier the cable couli have been broken ea 
purpose by a sailing vessel, they say : "The 
fishing vessels’ cables are cjrtaioly strong 
enough to break the electric cable, If, as we 
are informed, they era from 7 to 9 Manilla 
rope, as tbe breaking strain ef 7 Manilla rope 
la as much as fourteen tons. Thus tbeir 
tackle is in itself «efficiently strong, and it 
seema to ns clear that with wiud enoagh to 
render a speed ot five or six knots attamabfU 
by sail a sailing vessel of eighty tons coaid, 
if handled for the parpose of doing so, break 
foe cable without lifting it to the surface, 
and that with a steam vessel so bandied fog 
operation wonld be ytill more easy.” ft is 
quite time that this dangerous pastime were 
ended and this cable-breaking ‘tring” brought 
to Jnatice—Cor. JY.F. JEferoAf

The Marquess ConjnKhmm.
Tke cable announces to-day the death, in 

bfo Mventv-nluth year (he was born at Dnb. 
Un in 1797), of tbe second Marquess Cony og­
ham, the sou of a once very famous lady, 
who fiourisbed in a truly amazing manner, 
when “tot, fair and forty," under the regency 
and during the reign of George iy , and who 
died at a green old age in 1861. The first 
Marquess died in 1832, his fortunes baviog 
fapeu materially advanced by his enterprising 
Marchioness, fo ifoom Mr. Grevllle alludes 
in bis “Memoir»" more frequently and more 
frankly than has proved qui.e agpuegble to 
her heirs. The second Marque» was a fee a- 
er$l In foe army, and in the lifetime of his 
feeber filled for three years, from 1S23 to 
1810, as Earl of Mount-Charles, the post of 
Uoder-gepretary of State for foreign Affairs. 
He was twice Postmaster Gepètal, la 1834 and 
1835, and in May of that year was appointed 
Lord Chamberlain, which poeltion he retain­
ed gffer the death of Bing William IY. aud 
resigned two years after the accession of Vic­
toria. He U «acc eded in his titles sud es­
tates by his son, Lord Mouaft-Cbules, now 
an extra equerry of the Queen.

The Indiana 
acknowledge a loss of 86 killed in General 
Crook’s fight, snd cf about 280 in General 
Custer’s fight. Red Cloud has armed and sent 
ont a great many warriors to Sitting Bull, 
oven taking rations of beef from the women 
and children to supply these warriors with 
something to eat on tbs way north. Out of 
16,000 Indians belonging to the agency, there 
are 4,000 not present now, and the agent Is 
no longer able to deny that his Indians have 
mostly gone north to join Sitting Bull. Many 
mounted to go immediately after the Sioux 
danoe of last Jane, but were restrained. 
When the news of General Cuiter’s defeat 
came to them, they began leaving at ewe in

THE BERLIN MEMORANDUM.

Russia and tgogland.

Tbe Turks ta tbe Ascendant.

GREEK PREVENTfQN.

BpoHABxsT, July 21.—The Chamber of De­
puties to-day yottd an address to the throne 
expressing satisfaction wj£b tbe Ministry, and 
declaring that Roumanla will observe neo^rsl.- 
ity, bat expects that all claims lately address­
ed to the Porte will be p ranted.

CoxarasTiMorLS, July 21.—Bulletins posted 
here claim tbe Turks defeated the Sstvians 
under priest Dtntchikh Wednesday, near 
Radosigne. This intt-liigenoe is in direct 
coutrsdiction of tbe cfficial report from Bel­
grade yesterday, stating that Dontchitch had 
beaten tbe Tnrkj after seven boars’ fight.

l’ABta, July 21.—A telegram to the Russian 
Agency says the Montenegrins haye had a 
real encounter at Podgorilsa. Prince Nicho­
las has taken the heights commanding Mos­
tar. and a decisive engagement is imminent.

Buchabist, July 21—The Sacat* to-day, 
upon motion of the Minister of War, propos­
ed to the latter to call ont, if necessary, the 
reserves of the 2nd Tenitorial division. The 
Minister of Finance presented a bill authoris­
ing the introduction ef a gold currency for 
Boumania.

Bbrus, July 21—Gen. Ignatieff leaves Con­
stantinople on a month’s furlough on Mon­
day by command of tbe Osar, who desires a 
personal explanation of the Eastern affairs.

Tbe Grecian Government bas informed the 
Northern powers that she intends to obeeive 
the strictest neutrality.

Raousa, July 21—The Montenegrin army 
is still inactive in Nevesslnge. The Prince's 
strategy is considered very feeble, undecided, 
and likely to sacrifice all the advantages 
gained at the commencement of operations. 
The opportunity of taking Mostar without 
fighting for it is already lost. The inaction 
of the Prince enables Moukhtar Pacha to 
concentrate his troops. Tbe Turks hope to 
bring the troops from rotacha to Falls on the 
Montenegrin rear; these, co-operating with 
two thonsand Turks who are now blockaded 
at Gaischko, seriously endanger the Monte­
negrins. The Mabcmedan population will 
certainly prove hostile to the Prince in case 
of a retreat.

Vaasa, July 21—The Diplomats are dis­
cussing the advisaoility of an international 
investigation of the Bulgarian excesses. A 
majority of the foreign Consuls have been 
ordered to report Immediately to their gov­
ernments.

It Is reported here that Russia, thinking 
the wsr likely to become savage and fanatical, 
intends shortly to urge upon the powers the 
necessity of arranging an armistice.

Voss a, July 2i—ft is asserted that Kon- 
moondonras, President of thp ftree|i Connell 
of Mlnisteis, has requested the King to return 
home immediately, as the Chambers must be 
called to vote credits for the mobilisation of 
40,000 men.

Losdow, Jnly 21.—An Eastern correspond­
ent recapitulates England’s reasons for re­
fusing to assent to the Berlin memorandum 
and other matters, the substance of which is 
already known.

▲ despatch from Mr. Adamt', first Secretary 
of the Engiantf Legation at Paris to Earl 
Derby dated 22nd cf May, recounts a conver­
sation with the Duke De Cases, the French 
Minister of Fonign Affairs, In which the 
latter said he had declined to accede imme­
diately to the Rossiaa proposition that' as 
England had refused to adhere to the memo­
randum the other powers sbonld proceed 
without her to orge Berlin’s recommendations 
on tbe Porte. The Duke De Oases said he 
intended to wait in hope that England would 
reconsider htr refusal. A despatch from 
E*rl Derby to Secretary Adams dated 27th of 
May, states that tbe Marquis Dcarconrt, 
French Minister of England bad communi­
cated a letter in which the Duke De Cases 
said he could net conceal Lip apprehensions 
caused by England’s réfutai in consequence 
of which the Porte would probably refuse to 
accept the Berlin note. The Dnke De Cases 
thought the only coarse would be a con­
ference, but he would not propose this unless 
previously assured that England would agree 
to it.

Earl Derby replied that he eaw no objec- 
wCUtQ a oonference in principle, bat It would 
be melees unless the powers were agreed 
before hand.

Other despatches show irritation at one 
time as existing between Rassia and England.

On the 30th May Count Schonvalaff; Rus­
sian Minister to Great Britain, communicated 
a letter to Earl Derby conveying the views of 
tbe Rtusian Foreign Office on English policy. 
This letter complains that Mr. Elliott, Eng­
lish Ambassador to Turkey, seemed to ap­
prove of the Suftas demonstration, and hints 
that England htd prematurely communicated 
Berlin proposals to Turkey.

On the 31st May Earl Derby warned Min­
ister Elliott to be watchful lest ueder a pre­
text of protecting the Christians a proposal Is 
jDMJe to summon the fleets to Constantino­
ple. He orders him to immediately inform 
the home government If such s proposition 
is mooted, so that they may determine upon- 
tbeir coarse. Sabeeqqect despsfchps show 
that the admirals of all the powers were in­
structed to observe the treaty restricting the 
entry of min of war to the Dardanelles.

On the first of Joly Count Sclonvaloff ask­
ed Earl Derby whether England intended to 
observe a strict non-intervention in war be­
tween Turkpy and Scrvia.

Earl Derby replied undoubtedly yes, but it 
most be already understood thkt the English 
Government enter into engagement to pon- 
tinue to abstain from intervention In an 
event which however I cannot aesnme as 
probable of a different coarse being panned 
by other powers.

Bblobadb, July 21—Tbe Turks are every­
where assuming the offensive.

It is officially announced that tbe Tnrks 
entrenched at Beljine attacked Gen. Olimptcs 
on Thursday, with ten battalions of troops, 
chiefly irregulars. They attempted to drive 
the Servians across the Drina. After six 
hoars’ fighting they were repulsed and par- 
saed to Beljine with heavy loss. The ground 
wm covered with Turkish dead. A rain 
storm stopped the pursuit, but the Servian 
artillery made great havoc in the Turkish 
ranks.

The Turks attacked Col. Mirkorio on Wed- 
nesday at Granada, east of Alexlnats. There 
was tan hours of indecisive fighting. Tbe 
Turks were reinforced and resumed the at­
tack on Thsraday, but were repulsed.

Loxo}>, July 23—The Time»> Vienna tele­
gram says the insurrection in Bulgaria is re­
viving in all directions. All tbe roads are 
becoming insecure because of tbe insurgent 
banfif.

The Daily Nero»’ Rome despatch says that 
Greece has seised six cannon at Cortu des­
tined for theMontenegrins. Extensive military 
preparations are progressing in Epirus apd

He 
wished it, however, to be understood that he 
wgs not opposed to a proper reservoir, as, on 
the contrary, his idea was that their first duty 
as Councillors was to Increase the water sup­
ply. He Wss in favor-of a large reservoir, as 
being of greater real utility ; but he did not 
desire to see aqtbority given fora number of 
affairs of the sort, which on a small scale 
would be virtually useless.

After some further discussion, the motion 
wm allowed to stand as a notice for next 
meeting.

Councillor Peachy then moved for a detail­
ed statement of all arrears of water taxes due 
on tbe 1st August, 1876.

In answer to Alderman Henchey,
Councillor Peachy said his motion was due 

to tbe ratepayers, and was specially aimed m 
satisfying the public mind.

Councillor Russell rose to give notice of 
motion which he Intended to make at next 
meeting That the sum of $25,000 be eepe? 
dally appropriated to the use of tbe Fire De­
partment in accordance with the Resolutions 
passed at the meeting of citisens held on 10th 
June last, for the purchase of Steam Fire En­
gines and all necessary appliances for tbe 
more effectual checking of fires in. tbe 'city, 
and that power be Mked to Issue debentures 
to pay the said amount and foi the sinking 
of cisterns, and tost notice be given that 
powers would be asked from Parliament at 
Its next session to that effect. In support of 
bis notice of motion Councillor RqmsII dwelt 
very forcibly upon the significance of tbe 
meeting of citisens on the 20th Jose last, 
whereby a thorough reorganisation of the 
Fire Department was so strongly recommend­
ed. It sbonld be borne in mind Gim the loss 
by fire in Quebec within thirty years amonnt- 
ed to nearly one third of oar real estate, hot 
the Iom coold not—most not, be looked at In 
this light alone. We had to - look 
the fact fairly In the face that 
every man burnt oat virtually involved driv­
ing a family ont of tbe city. He (Councillor 
Rossell) wanted to protect every cltisen whe­
ther rtcb or poor. Be told tbe citisens at 
their meeting In the very room in which he 
wm now speaking that provision would be 
made for the protection of all, and ha was 
bound to iee bis promise carried out. He 
coold not so* bow tbe Council could for § 
moment, heeitafe to carry ont the Instructions 
so peremptorily given them by the cittaens fa 
a meeting convened by His Worship it a le­
gal manner. His (Conn. Russell’s) desire 
wm to carry out the desire of the cltiaeos In 
tbe purchase of at least two steam fire engines, 
tbe necessary boss, reels and horses abd tbe 
construction of wells snd cisterns. Tbe cis­
terns he proposed constructing would hold 
from 350 to 400,000 ' gslloflf of water aifo 
these would be sufficient to protect the city 
against any poarihiO recurrence of fire such 
as that which had lately devastated tbe city.

Tb* majority of Ottawa mills are said to be 
sawing Deals which will lessen the supply of 
tomber for the American market. ^Ive large 
Ottawa manufacturers are shipping their lum­
ber this season to Burlington dealers for want 
of the usual demand for it, at the mills.
Some Ottawa tomber has beeu sent to this 
market for sale, that heretofore has gone to 
Whitehall and Burlington dealers.

Stocks ja the district show some accamu- 
latlon and a good dry assortment will be on 
hand for the fall trade.

Farther oontrsets to Michigan for deals to 
fill foreign orders Is worthy of note ; this 
movement to cope with the deal trade from 
the St. Lawrence, if successfal, will interfere 
with Canada manufacturers.

Coarse lumber continues in moderato re­
ceipt and is unchanged in price.

• ^TtUsnot in the nature of men cr woman to 
h« chilly in tbe tun ; to bs cloudy under a 
blue sky ; or to be specially anxious to re­
trace a thorny path which they have passed, 
when the one they are treading in the present 
is carpeted. But when gentle Time crushes 
ns unexpectedly on his wheel alter his former 
manner, then wo recall ridons of tbe corres­
ponding sufferings that we have left behind, 
with fidelity that Is either fierce and cruel, 
cr deprecating ly pathetic, according to our

and heart full of good, honest, honoumbft in­
tention*. It moves our pity, too, as, from the 
height of our matured aud hardly gained ex­
perience, we look back upon the creature to 
fraught with singuine ardour—so igno ant of 
the dangers that infest tbe bright path It 
means to tread. We cm separate our own 
identity from that of the vision of tbe youth, 
and pity and forgive 'this lalling away,’ 'that 
failure,’ and monrn even as though it were 
another, over the downfall of nearly all the 
highest hopes that fill that vision’s heart. 
They were so dear, they were fought for so 
desperately, they died one by one in such 
agony ; and it seems as though the vision bad 
still to go through them all, while we know 
that we bare left them behind.

How tenderly Time teaches u* to look back 
opon places too 1—places In which we have 
lived, or in which we may only have sojourned 
briefly, or through which we may have passed 
only once in our lives.

old to care for ns, or for wbat we do, or leaVa 
andone. Cold indifference appears to snr 
roped us ; we can no longer excite pity, ad 
mlratljo, love, or surprise. The old are fall 
log away frem us, either into the grave, or 
into a state of selfish uuconcerp as to all 
others ; and the young are growing away 
from u', into warmer, keener interests of their 
own. And yet, even while tre feel ibis in 
teosily, with doll aching of heart, the silver 
lining garnishes the cloud, aud merciful me­
mory creops io upon us, telling us that this 
saddesiog phase of feeling most, in the order 
of things, soon bp left behind.

Engliffh Rfilffiu
Thomas Oerlyle writes to tbe London Afava 

as follows : "As Queen Victoria to-day be­
gins tbe fortieth year of her reign, it may in­
terest some of yoor readers to be reminded 
that abe has now attained a very high rank 
on the roll o^ our Kings for length of reign ; 
having lately passed Henry VIII, and Henry 
VI, she now stands fifth In order, being atili 
(onior or inferior only to Elisabeth, and the 
throe long Thirds, Edward, Henry and C* fcl O Vf' I O D 17 Cl I A 
George. Of oar early English, or ante-Nor- to I h w I w L. I to U I f\
man Kings, no other reigned so long as 
Ethelred the Unready, bat bis 38 yean are 
already exceeded by our present Sovereign’s 
39 years. Elisabeth's reign, from the death 
of Mary, November 17, 1558, to her own 
death, March 24, 1603, lasted 44 years and 
126 days ; so that Victoria has to reign 5 
years and 126 days beyond to-day before she 
will equal her great foreruaLer. Then will 
remain ahead only Edward III, 50 years and 
nearly 5 months ; Henry III, 66 years and 19 
days ; and George III, 59 yeats and 3 months.
But of coarse even these long reigns look 
shoit by the side of the 72 years of Louis 
XIV of France. Probably no two successive 
Kings In any country reigned over so long a 
space of time between them as Louis JUT 
and Loots XV who from 1643 to 1774 made 
up together 131 years, or an average of rather 
more tban 65 years per reign. How long 
will it be before France enjoys or suffers 131 
consecutive years of rale under two persons, 
or even under two forms of Government.

Twenty-Seven Thousand Dis­
tinct Subjects,

The New York World says Murder 
will out. To that we have the testimony 
of the records, and the axiom has been 
formulated by the greatest of American 
orators. Not only does the body of the 
victim, voiceless except through gaping 
wounds, cry out for Christian sepulture 
from the depths of swamp or lonely copse 
where the murderer has vainly hoped to 
hide the 1 witness to his f crime, but the 
wretch himself, hurrying from bloody act 
to bloodier and still more gruel ddeds, 
reaches such a height of reckless!,daring 
that the blindest justice cannot help but 
ploee about him. -«v Then the gallows 
oomes, and then, with no hope for the fu­
ture and a late repentance for the past, 
he tells the story of his crimes. Myster­
ies of blood at last are understood ; may­
hap the memory of an innocent man is 
cleared of stain, and one death is made 
to pay the penalty of many. In the 
newspaper of every day these ooinciden ■ 
«s of fate are told. ' We have two of 
them before us as we write. With a pre 
saience of the coming massacre before 
him, perhaps, a soldier of Custer’s army 
wrote out the narrative of a murder com­
mitted long years before, which, from the 
obscurity of the victim or tbe disorder of 
the times, had never been traced to its 
author. Before the letter was read in the 
Southern town where the crime had 
almost past from recollection, the mur­
derer lay in that horrible ravine, retribu­
tion coming from savage hands, but the 
criminal dying in brave company, and as 
one of a noble band whose names will be 
bright in bistory. But of those whp 
went down to slaughter that fatal June 
day, we may suppose that to one death 
was a welcome relief from the barbs of 
conscience. His crime drove him from 
the comforts of a home through fourteen 
years of wandering, and finally to a terri­
ble death on far-off plains. His uneasy 
spirit forced him to a confession of the 
forgotten murder, and at last the moul­
dering corpse in a Tennessee grave had 
its revenge in a mutilated body in tbe 
lands of the Sioux. The story m all its 
dramatic details we publish to-day. 
There was no m01* gallant officer in the 
army of the Southwest than General 
Thomas G. Hindman. After the war he 
returned to his home, near Helena, Ark., 
and, a few years later, tbe community and 
the entire South were shocked to hear of 
his brutal assassination while surround­
ed by his wife and children. Sitting in 
his library one night, a gun was forced 
through the window and the soldier who 
had escaped a hundred battles fell dead 
from his chair, his body riddled with bul­
lets. The murder was commonly ascrib­
ed to a private enmity, and a reputable 
citizen of Helena, has since borne the 
load of a terrible suspicion, which the 
confession of tbe real criminal has but 
pOW removed. The mails bring us the 
aooount of a gallows scene at Rome, 
in Georgia, wherein, by the state­
ment cf the condemned, the mys 
te;Y of Hindman’s death at last was 
solved. Haywood Grant, colored, con 
victed of arson and sentenced to be 
hanged, and with the nooee about to be 
placed arotlnd his neck, called the Sheriff 
to him and confessed to the murder of 
two steamboat hands ou a Mississippi 
River steiamboat, ten years ago : then to 
tbe murder of an Irishman in Memphis 
during the same year; and still again to 
the murder of a policeman near to the 
spot where tbe third of his murders had 
been committed, and dosed the dismal 
catatogue by -detailing the manner in 
which he had shot to death the ex Con­
federate general in his Arkansas home. 
Ho cause was given for the crime, and a 
moment later the wretch was swung off 
into eternity. Not so sopn, however, but 
that an inooeent man was relieved of a 
suspicion which was not so strongly sup 
ported by facts as to bring him to the 
felon’i dock, but which, except that the 
law had dragged the real criminal to his 
fate, would have followed him to his 
grave and have been left as an evil herit­
age to his children. Justice, though 
tardy, had asserted itself, and the crime 
of the murderer bad found voice.

The nanti of the murderer Hindman 
may now rest in peace, for the law or re* 
tribution has been fulfilled on the scaffold 
of that Georgia town.
