London, August ‘22—The performance of 
the new fast train of the London and North­
western Railway, which made a new record 
between London and Aberdeen, inspired the 
London and Great Northern Company to 
enter into rivalry with the Northwestern and 
accordingly a train was started for Aberdeen 
over the Great Northern route yesterday for 
the purpose of smashing the record made the 
day before. The Great Northern line runs 
over a different route and is thirteen miles 
shorter than the Northwestern. The Great 
Northern train left King’s Cross station at 8 
o’clock last evening and arrived at Aberdeen, 
a distance of 527 miles, at 4.40 o’clock this 
morning. The Northwestern train started 
at the same time and reached Aberdeen, 540 
miles, at 4.55 o’clock this morning.

A despatch to the O/obe from Shanghai 
says that the Chinese soldiers at Tien-Tsin 
revolted yesterday and assembled outside the 
gates of Li Hung Chang’s palace, where they 
raised a clamor for their arrears of pay. 
Later they made an attack upon the shops iri 
the city, wrecking many of them and killing 
over one hundred persons.

A statement of the condition of Oscar 
Wilde’s finances, which has just been issued 
shows his liabilities to be £3,591 with no’ 
available assets. His insolvency is ascribed 
by him to the failure of his action for libel 
against the Marquis of Queensbery, who is 
now a petitioning creditor seeking the pay­
ment of the costs of bis defence, which the 
Court ordered Wilde to pay. Wilde’s income 
has averaged £2,000 a year, chiefly derived 
from his literary and dramatic work. He 
lias been in insolvency two years, hisexpendi 
ture having greatly exceeded his income.

Portsmouth, Eng., Aug. 22-The new 
British battleship “Prince (Jcorge” was sue 
cessfully launched here this afternoon in the 
presence of the Duke and Duchess of York, 
Mr. Ccorge J. Uotchen, First Lord of the 
Admiralty, and a large number of other 
distinguished persons. The new ship is 390 
feet long, her extreme breadth 57 feet and her 
menu draught 27-i feet. Her displacement is 
15,000 tons. She will be fitted with twin 
screws, each driven by an independent set of 
engines, and her total horse power will be 
12,000. The guns which will "he carried by 
the new ship will be much lighter and at the 
same time of greater penetrating power than 
any guns hilheito constructed. The “Prince 
George” will carry a complement of 757 officers 
and men.

Dublin, August 22—The Earl of Cadogan, 
the new Viceroy of Ireland, made his formal 
state entry into the city this afternoon. 
Upon his arrival at Kingstown he was met 
by the Corporation of that place, who pre­
sented him with an address of welcome as he 
landed. In reply to the address, the new 
Lord Lieutenant said that he would spare no 
effotts to promote the material interests of 
Ireland and expressed the hope that the ad 
ministration of his Viceroyalty would con 
duce to the peace and happiness of the 
country. Upon his arrival in Dublin he was 
presented with an address of welcome by the 
Dublin Chamber of Commerce, but he was 
not similarly received by the Corporation 
authorities. The streets were lined with 
military ami crowded with sightseers. Taken 
altogether His Lordship’s reception was very 
cordial.

Mr. J. P. Farrell, Hcalyite, was elected to 
the Parliamentary seat for the west divisiou 
of Cavan, in place of Mr. E. F. V. Knox, 
anti-Parnellite, w ho was chosen in the recent 
election both for Londonderry and West 
Cavan. As Mr. Knox elected to sit for 
Londonderry, the West Cavan seat became 
vacant.

Washington, Aug. 22—The consular re­

port to be issued by the State Department 
for September will be devoted largely to a 
show ing of the rates of wages in general 
trades in foreign countries. These will be 
compared with the figures of average wages 
prevailing in this country. The tables are 
now complete and in some cases rather old, 
but from them the Department Statistician 
has compiled the following statement of the 
actual working hours in the several countries, 
divided into groups upon the currency sys­
tem prevailing. Countries with currencies 
on the gold basis :—Australasia aud New 
Zealand, 4S hours ; Victoria, IS hours ; 
Brazil, 60 hours ; Belgium, 60 hours gen­
erally ; Canada, 60 hours ; Denmark, 60 
hours ; France GO hours generally ; Germany, 
OOaml 66 hours generally ; Holland, 60 and 
63 hours ; Italy, 60 hours generally ; 
Spain, 60 hours generally ; Switzerland, (it)
hours generally ; United States, 60 hours; 
Austria, 72 hours generally ; China, in 
Amoy, general trades labor, 60 hours, but in 
southern China and generally throughout 
China the working hours are from daylight 
to dark, with an hour for noon-day meal and 
a few minutes in the forenoon ami afternoon 
for tea and refreshments ; Columbia, 60 to 72 
hours : Ecuador, Go hours ; Mexico, (rô hours ; 
Persia, from sunrise to sunset in winter, 
with an hour at noon for citing ; in summer 
workmen have two intermissions, first at 11 
o’clock for breakfast and a few minutes in 
the afternoon for lunch ; Russia, 72 hours 
generally; Venezuela, 60 hours.

Washington, August 22—The investiga- 
tion which the Government of the United 
States w ill make into the Ku Cheue massacre 
lias been somewhat complicated and the pro­
babilities seem that the complication has been 
caused by an excess of zeal on the part of J. 
Courtney Mixon, of Alabama, United States 
Consul at Foo Chow or Fu Chau, who has 
gone to Ku Cheng as the principal representa­
tive of the United States on the joint British- 
American Commission of Inquiry. It was 
learned to-day that Mr. Hixson and the Com­
mission started for Ku Cheng before the for­
malities preliminary to the enquiry had been 
arranged with the Chinese Government and 
before the State Department had sent him full 
instructions, and the interesting information 
has just come to light that the department 
was somewhat surprised to learu, after the 
Commission had left Foo Chow, that the 
other American representative was Ensign 
Waldo Evans, of the United States cruiser 
“Detroit.” It was the determination of the 
State Department, after cousuhation with 
naval officers, to send Captain Newell, of the 
“Detroit,” to Ku Cheng with Mr. Hixsou. 
Captain Newell’s wide experience and hie 
reputation for discretion and good judgment 
caused his selection, but before Mr. Ueoby 
had arranged all matters concerning 
the Commission with the Chinese Govern­
ment, Mr. Hixson aud Ensign Evans started 
for Ku Cheng, and the supposition here is 
that the refusal of the Chinese officials, 
who are also making enquiry into the mas­
sacre, to permit them to attend the hearings, 
is caused by the fact that proper authority 
from the Pekin Government was not ohtaiu- 
ed by Mr. Hixson before he made his some­
what hasty departure. The cablegram from 
Hong Kong stating that Captain Newell has 
gone from Fu Chau to Ku Cheng causes 
much gratification at the State Department 
and justifies the belief there that he has ob­
tained full authority to pursue the invitation 
which Mr. Denby was instructed to secure 
and will break the deadlock caused by the 
refusal of the Chinese officials at Ku Cheng 
to permit the foreign Commissioners to be 
present at their inquiry. Ku Cheng is some 
distance inland and for that reason the State 
Department has been unable to communicate 
with Mr. Hixson.

New York, Aug.- 22—A despatch to the 
Herald from Shanghai says :—The situation 
in Pekin at the present moment is absolutely 
without parallel and one cannot see in it a 
single gleam of hope for any interests but 
those of Russia and France. Count Kassini 
is virtually master of the situation and no 
move of the slightest importance is made by 
the Chinese Ministers without first obtaining 
tho sanction of the representative of the 
Czar. As for the American or British Min­
isters, who were formerly listened to with 
respect, even if their advice, remonstrances 
or threats were absolutely fruitless, they 
have been relegated to a position of absolute 
inconsequence in the realms of Pekin diplo­
macy. This is undoubtedly galling to the 
pride of the two great nations who, up to a 
few months ago, played the most prominent 
part and executed the greatest influence upon 
the conduct of affairs in China. But it is 
true. The Chinese have discovered in Count 
Kassini a Minister who will not be turned 
off with those soft phrases which are 
sufficient to fool almost all his colleagues. 
Besides, the Russian Minister is supported 
by his Government, which cannot be said in 
the case of his American and British col­
leagues. The position of the British Minister 
is liitle short of intolerable. Sir Nicholas 
O'Comior’s instructions under the Tory Gov­
ernment are quite as unsatisfactory, nay, as 
disastrous, as under their Liberal predeces­
sors in office, while it was Lord Salisbury’s 
Government which first set the evil example 
of allowing the massacre of British residents 
and the destruction of British property in 
China to pass almost unnoticed in 1S9I. For 
all the good the British Minister in Pekin now 
docs, hisdutiesmight be effectually discharged 
by a phonograph or an automatum figure. 
British representation in Pekin has sunk 
almost to the level of a farce and the Ameri­
can is little if any better, though America, 
owing to her position vis-a-vis Japan and 
China in the recent war and subsequent 
negotiations, occupied a place where she 
might have secured an influence sufficient to 
command China for years to come had she 
been represented at Pekin by a Minister of 
the ability and energy of Count Kassini or 
Mr. Gerrard, cither of whom would have 
China under her heel had he been the repre 
sentative of the great Republic. But Col

PRANCE.
1 aris, August 22—The Temps has advices 

from Pamatave, dated July 24, confinniug 
the report of the impression made by the 
British warship “Marathan” in saluting the 
htench flag with 21 guns on her arrival at 
ram a ta ve, and comparing this action with 
that of the- American gunboat “Castine,” 
when she arrived atTamatave to inquire into 
the court martial proceedings against Waller, 
the ex American Consul, sentenced to a long 
term of imprisonment on the charge of giving 
information to the Hovas concerning the 
French movements against them. The “Cas- 
tine" did not salute the French flag, but her 
captain maintained that as the “Castine” 
was below a certain tonnage and as Tamatave 
w'as Malag&ssy and not French territory, it 
was not necessary for her to salute.

GERMANY.
Berlin, Aug. 22—A despatch to the Co- 

'og>ie Gazette from Warsaw says that the 
popular movement that led to the recent ar­
rests in Odessa is more extensive than the 
similar movement that occurred in 1894. 
Peasants and artisans in West and South­
west Russia are exceedingly restless in con­
sequence of systematic agitation and might 
easily be incited to open revolt The Govern­
ment is prepared to suppress any overt acta 
against its authority.

AUSTRALIA.
Adelaide, August 22—The Hon. F. W. 

Haider, Treasurer of South Australia, in 
making a speech on the Budget in the House 
of Assembly to-day, said he regretted to an­
nounce that there was a deficit of £98,000, 
despite the continued economies of the Gov­
ernment. The chief deficit was in customs 
receipts. Mr. Holder declared that further 
economies, including a reduction in the Gov­
ernor’s and other salaries, gave an estimated 
credit balace of £7,000.

NE WFO ÜNDL AND.
St. John, August 22—The comments of 

the local press respecting the French shore 
question indicate that the contention raised 
by the French is likely to result seriously. 
The Premier, Sir Wm. Whiteway, has gene 
to Bay of Islands to await developments and 
to consult Commodore Curzon Howe, senior 
British naval officer of the coast. The rail­
road which is the cause of the trouble is ex­
pected to reach the coast within the week.
1 he papers cite several cases where factories, 
mines and business places have been closed 
owing to French objection. It is a difficulty 
of local magnitude and will bring the whole 
question of French rights up for final deter • 
mination.

1 he revelations in the Union Bank case 
show that the institution was rotten for 
years. The documents put in evidence show 
the grossest mismanagement and laxity on 
the part of the Directors.

1 ne latest reports from Labrador are that 
the fisheries continue splendid. Large catches 
are being made, but much is being spoiled 
ow ing to a scarcity of salt to cure with.

UNITED STATES.
Washington, D.C., August 22—General 

Duffield, Superintendent of ths Coast and 
Geodetic Survey, said this afternoon that he 
placed but little credence in the report that 
England had a surveying party running a 
line of her own to determine the boundary 
between Alaska and British Columbia. “It 
was only on August 10 that I met Mr. King, 
the Canadian Boundary Commissioner, by 
appointment in Rochester, for the purpose of 
conferring about the boundary survey and 
arranging our plans for the future,” said the 
General. “I know that Mr. King has not 
been in Alaska during the present year and 
he informed me that none of his party was in 
the field. For that reason I am confident no 
surveyors are now at work on the line, but 
even if they were it would make little differ­
ence. The boundary line is fixed by the 
treaties between this country and Great 
Britain aud between Russia and Great Bri­
tain. The work of the surveyors is to de­
finitely mark the lines laid down by those 
treaties. We have an engineering party en­
gaged in that labor and so have the English, 
and the surveys are being made as rapidly as 
the appropriations aud the seasons will per­
mit.” ^

Milwaukee, Wis., August 22—At one 
o’clock this afternoon fire broke out in the 
Union Steamboat Docks and Warehouse, on 
the Menominee River. The fire was not 
gotten under control until all the warehouses 
for six blocks along the west side of the river, 
which were mostly frame, were burned with 
their contents, including much freight. Be­
fore ten o’clock the fire was under control. 
The loss w ill foot up probably §600,000 to 
§700,000. One boy was killed.

Trenton, N.J., Aug. 2*2—Mr. John Albert 
Barnes, who testifies that he married Helen 
Edith Reddell, in Toronto, Ont., May 7, 
1S8S, is suing for divorce. He has also had 
I rank A. Magow&n, the millionaire rubber 
manufactui er, arrested on a criminal charge 
in connection with the affair and is suing 
Magowan in a civil action for §100,000 for 
breaking up his home. Magowan gave bail 
in the criminal case for $25,000. Barnes was 
superintendent of one of the concerns owned 
by Magowan in Toronto and he and his wife 
are well known in that city.

Poker Story From New Jersey.
A straight flush in the great American 

game of draw poker is such a rarity that the 
person holding it is regarded as one of the 
most fortunate aud blessed of mortals. Devo­
tees of that game will pursue the following 
story with incredulity, but its absolute au­
thenticity can be verified by at least ten 
thoroughly reliable witnesses:—A party of 
four players entered a place not a thousand 
miles from Summit one night this week, and 
prepare d to enjoy a few hours of recreation at 
their favourite game. Another game in pro­
gress at the time was full, so the four players 
were obliged to start at an adjoining table.

The “jack pot” came around, each of the 
four players filled in, aud the game proceeded. 
The cards, regulation pack, fifty-two cards, 
were cut by the player to the right of the 
dealer, and dealt out in the regular manner. 
The first player to the left of the dealer 
opened the "jick pot,” and each succeeding 
player in turn raised. The limit was 10 
cents, and the players are usually light 
bettors, so that the raising and lively chip­
ping in before the draw created considerable 
surprise. \\ hen the dealer prepared to 
serve the cards for the draw each of th* 
players stood “pat,” and the betting again 
started.

When each of the players had chipped in 
§10, it was decided to stop the betting, as 
that amount had never before been wagered 
on a game in the place, aud none of the play­
ers could atlorel to risk a greater amount. 
When the hands were shown some of the 
players almost succumbed to heart disease, 
for there lay four straight flushes, one of each 
suit, and all running from four to eight. The 
pot was divided, and the cards werccarefully 
put away in a ease, to be preserved as a re­
minder of the greatest poker hands ever held 
in this section and probably in the United 
States.—Summit, N.J., Record.

DOMINION ARCHIVISTS 
PORT.

The annual report for 181)1 of Dr. 
Douglas Bkymnbr, F.R.S.C., Dominion 
Archivist, is out, and a most valuable 
work it is. Its contents are wholly de­
nted to Nova Scotia, and the student of 

Acadian history will find a mine of wealth 
here. The first date is November 8th, 
1603, and relates to tho patent of the 
French King to M. i»e Monts for the in­
habiting of the countries La Cadia, Can­
ada, and other places in New France, espe­
cially to bring the natives to Christianity. 
The first real settlement made by the 
French was in 1604 cm an island in Pas­
sa maquoddy Bay. The losses by death, 
however, proved so extensive that it was 
decided, in the following year, to remove 
the little colony to Port Royal, now Anna­
polis. The transcripts close with the date 
December 12, 1801. Calendars of aU the 
Provinces are now ready for the printer, 
and would have been included in this 
volume, but their bulk was too great, and 
the public will have to wait another year 
for them. It is a pity that tho Govern­
ment did not see its way clear to have 
them printed in a companion volume at 
once. Dr. Bry’Msér remarks, “with 
respect to the documents calendared 
for the other Provinces, Prince Edward 
Island, originally and at the date of the 
disjunction called St. John’s Island, was 
separated from Nova Scotia in 1769, hut 
Lord Eumont’s proposals for a feudal 
tenure in 1763 and 1764, so closely relate 
to the Island and to it alone, that although 
it was then, and for a few years after 
under tho jurisdiction of Nova Scotia, it 
has been thought judicious to incorporate 
Lord Eomont’s proposals with the papers 
which relate to Prince Edward Island as 
separate Province ; New Brunswick and 
Cape Breton became separate Provinces in 
1784, although tho latter was again an 
nexed to Nova Scotia in 1820 ; tho papers 
relating to Hudson’s Bay begin in 1673, 
about three years after the charter to the 
Company of Adventurers trading to Hud 
son’s Bay was granted, and extend 
1759, but they are comparatively few in 
number.” The valuable papers in this 
collection is arranged by the archivist on 
a strictly chronological system, no matter 
in what series the document might be 
found. This method greatly simplifies 
matters for the investigator, and besides it 
prevents the copying of duplicates, thus 
saving both time and expense.

In October, 1892, Dr. Brymner, at tho 
request of tho Minister of Agriculture 
Sir John Caulino, proceeded to London 
to arrange for the copying of State Papers 
He arrived at his destination on the 18th 
and, as is his wont, lost no time in enter 
iug upon his work, which required close 
application and examination. He found 
the papers scattered in various depart 
meats ; of those deposited in the Public 
Record Office there are several series ; the 
division made many years ago of these 
pipers has not always been judicious. For 
instance, those papers belonging to Prince 
Edward Island (formerly known as St 
John’s) had been included with the ones 
relating to St. John’s of the Virgin 
Islands. Many of those respecting New 
Brunswick are among the St. John 
P. E. I. papers, from being dated attheCity 
of St. John. The work of investigating 
these documents, and arranging them 
under proper heads, was very troublesome 
and tedious. Dr. Brymner gives an idea 
of his difficulties in these words:—“Some 
of the papers are among Massachusetts 
papers, some in Plantations General, some 
in the series relating to America and 
tho West Indies, among the papers con 
cerning tho Bahamas and in other 
collections, the most unlikely 
contain documents having relation 
to tho Canadian Provinces ; volumes 
of correspondence are in the Co 
louial Office, chiefly duplicates, but ion 
taining letters not in the other collections 
a'l, however, had to he examined. The 
British Museum emtains M.vscakkne’ 
correspondence and other papers relatin 
to Nova Scotia ; the Archbishop of Can 
tkrbuky gave a most gracious permission 
to examine the correspondence at Lam 
beth Palace and there, in the rooms of the 
Society for the Propagation of the Gospel 
and in tho mission rooms of the Mora 
vians, or United Brethren (Unitaa 
Fratrum) were found documents relating 
to the early ecclesiastical history of the 
Provinces. I also had access to tho papers 
in possession of L:rd Dartmouth, 
which are documents not to be found 
elsewhere. Inquiries were also made at 
the War Office on various points and 
the Office of tho Secretary of State for 
Scotland in relation to the early Acts of 
the Scottish Parliament respecting Nova 
Scotia.”

These reports of Dr. Brymner servo a 
most useful and valuable purpose. They 
are consulted by all students of tho history 
of the North American Provinces, and 
they shed light on hitherto dark places. 
Not a historian, who wishes to be accurate 
regarding facts, can do without referring 
to these important annual returns. Dr. 
Brymner created tho Department and has 
made it what it is ^to-day. There is no 
officer in any Department of the Civil 
Service of Canada, who has done better, 
oi more faithful, or more useful work, 
than he has done.

PROMINENT KNIGHT3 TEM­
PLAR.

DETIUHT COMMAS DE 11 Y IS TOWN

Ecitcd Knights «at the Chateau 
Frontenac.

In thorough harmony witli the castellated 
turrets i»Kd heraldic devices of the Chateau 
Fiontcuac, are the belted Knights of the 
Templar Order who arc this week passing 
Mirough the chi fortress city in such large 
numbers on the;r*vfray to the triennial en­
campment of the United Rfatcs at Boston. 
Their headquarters in town for sorne daÿs 
past have been and for sorne days to come 
will,be the Chateau hostelry on Dufl’erin Ter­
race. This elegant modern pile in antiquated 
design is erected upon the very site were in 
1647 the French Governor Monltnagny, him­
self a Knight of Malta, laid the foundations 
of a priory house and is supposed to have 
prepared for insertion over its portal, the oi l 
sfone bearing tho Maltese cross which is now 
inserted over the archway entrance to the 
Chateau Frontenac. All that Is known of 
this historic keystone and of its discovert 
underground in 1784,—necessarily of deepest 
interest to all Knights Templar and Knights 
of Malta,—as well its much other matter re­
lating to the city is to he found in ^'Cham­
bers’Guide to Quebec,” for sale at the small 
price of 25 cents, at tlie Chateau Frontenac 
news stand and by all Quebec newsdealers 
and booksellers.

Etch day sees some new Commandery 
quartered at the Chateau, hut the swell party 
of the Grand Encampment arrives here early 
this morning and will remain in town till 
night. This is the famous Detroit Com- 
mandery No. 1 that holds the prize banner of 
the United States for Templar drill.

Maj. Clous, one of the judges, said :—“I 
have seen the crack commands of the army, 
United States and naval cadets, aud those 
at West Point drill many times. I am an 
army officer myself and claim to know some­
thing of my profession ; but I declare to you, 
in all sincerity, that when Detroit Com- 
rrmndery came on the field my colleagues and 
myself were simply amazed.”

Another of the judges, also a United 
States army officer, saldj “There is no use 
competing with that Detroit Commandery. I 
do not believe there h an equal number of 
men on top the earth who can compete with 
them. They are that rare thing’ Ifideed,- a 
perfect military organization.”

The verdict of the judges bore out this 
opinion, for they found that, “the score of 
Detroit Commandery No. 1 is 98.3,7 out of a 
possible hundred, the highest recorded score 
ever attained by an amateur military organ­
ization and never equalled by any organiza­
tion as yet on this continent.”

It is expected that not less than 250 mem­
bers of the Detroit Commandery will be here 
to-day.

A Detroit paper says of this famous body 
of famous men :—

Detroit Commandery No. !, Knights 
Templar, is to have the right of the line at 
the 26th Triennial Conclave in Boston, Au­
gust 27. It is to be the escort of the Moat 
Cmiuent Grand Master of the Grand Encamp­

ment of Knights Templars of the United 
Stales. There is more than passing honor in 
this, and more than ordinary glory, for the 
Sir Knights, past and present, of this Com- 
mandery.

Wherever the beauseant of Knights Tem- 
plarism is displayed and wherever the motto,
‘ In Hoc Signo Vincees” gleams around the 
cross aud crown, there is Detroit Com­
mandery known. It’s history is traced on 
the leturs of success. Ever since its belted 
and plumed Kiiiglils went on their first pil­
grimage in 1866, to do escort duty to Presi­
dent Grant, down to the present day it has 
been the best known and universally acknow­
ledged leader in the Templar drill.

In view of the great interest taken in the 
approaching conclave at Boston, in which 
Detroit and Michigan are to jointly occupy 
the first place, it may not be amiss to say 
something about the order itself, its uses, 
its practices and the reason for its being. The 
order of Knights Templar, or as it was called 
at first, Knights of the Temple, was founded 
away back in the 11th century and its basic 
principles were established upon tlie Christian 
religion and tbe practice of Christian virtues. 
Those old Knights of the Temple went out to 
aid their fellow-men and benefit the world. 
From that ancient order certain maxims have 
ome down and been consecrated to thr 

Templar Knights of to-day. High upon the 
escutcheon of every commandery of Knights 
Templars is engraved truth, justice, courage, 
constancy, hcspitality and self-denial. These 
are the principles taught, and that any should 
have dr pat ltd from them in the eleventh 
century or should depart from them in these 
Jin de. xvdt tunes is not the fault of the order, 
for no knight w ho keeps in mind the lessons 
he is taught can ever step aside from the path 
of strict rectitude anil honor.

Th1* first Templar pilgrimage, of which 
legend or history gives any account, occurred 
in the year 1064, when more than 7,000 pil­
grims, congregating from all parts of the old 
world, visited the Holy Laud, and it was tlie 
desire of these pilgrims to visit those holy 
places that they might be sanctified by so 
doing, that led to the foundation of the 
order. It was 35 years later that the Cru- 
saderx, the Templars of their day, captured 
Jerusalem and dtovc out the infidels. Mince 
Ihen Templarism has always lived. It was 
first recognized in 1118 by Baldwin I,^ King 
of Jerusalem, who granted to the “Fellow 
Soldiers of Christ” a place within the tacred 
enclosure of the temple on Mount Moriah and 
he dubbed them Knights of the Temple of 
Solomon. Through various vicissitudes, in­
cluding at one time the persecution of the 
order by Fope Clement, it has continued to 
exist, even to flourish, and the name of 
Jacques de Molay. the first martyred grand 
master of the craftsmen, is still preserved upon 
many Templar bauners in every country un­
der the sun. The rituals of Knights tem­
plars all over the world are substantially 
identical. The candidate for Templansm 
must have passed through the first three 
grades of the order, ancient craft Masonry, 
and be a Royal Arch Mason. The flag of 
Templarism is the same the world over. It 
is a parti-colored banner of black and white 
and was colled the beauseant or battle flag of 
Ancient Templars.

This in brief, is the order to w hich Detroit 
Commandery No. 1, E. T , belongs, and of 
which it is the recognized and acknowledged 
head in the line of Templar lactics and man­
œuvres. Its members to-day do not, like 
the Knights Templar of old, go forth to 
battle with sword and buckler, as did their 
brothers of the eleventh century, yet they 
do endeavor to teach the same w holesome 
truths and to fight the same good fight. The 
sword and buckler have been laid aside with 
the age of chivalry ; the helmet and breast- 
plate have only a poetic place in the mind, 
but ineffable truth, to which Templarism was 
bound 800 years ago, is the same as that to 
which the Knights hold fist to day.

Quebec Flelil Kaltery.
This corps returned to town yesterday, 

after their eight days in camp, during which 
they worked like heavers and learned as 
much as it is possible for any ore to learn in 
so short a period. In fact, they worked a 
good deal over time, and the result was very 
satisfactory.

On Wednesday, in spite of the very bad 
weather, they did the range-finding practice 
at tlie Island of Oilcans, under the super­
vision of Ll.-Col. Montizamhcrt. Although 
everything was wet and slippery and the tide 
dead low, tlie embarkation of four guns and 
limbers, with horses, cle., at St. Joseph, took 
14 minutes, and the disembarkation at the 
Island, 11 minutes and 25 seconds, while the 
ailencG iiu«l steadiness with which all worked 
was favorably noticed by the Assistant In 
spectoi of Artillery. The range-finding prac­
tice and tire discipline were excellent and 
praiseworthy.

Yesterday morning, Lt.-t’ol. Alontizam- 
hert, accompanied by Cipt. Hudon, R.C A., 
inspected tho Battery at the Engineer Dark, 
and, us umiuI, went thoroughly into every­
thing, leaving nothing overlooked.

Notwithstanding tho soaked and muddy 
condition in whi-.h everything had come back 
from the Island on the previous day, the 
Baiterv turntil out clean and unit and very 
satisfactorily passed the ordeal of inspection, 
consisting of walking, trotting and ranking 
past, sword exercise, field maineuvies, stand­
ing gun drill, questions for officers and non­
commissioned officers and men, kit inspection, 
etc. After dinner the Battery marched hack 
to town.

(’apt. Hudon, R.C.A., who is fresh from 
Okeliampton, Aldershot, etc., was present at 
several parades and gave valuable advice and 
ai l, while the very efficient Instructor, Ser­
geant OGrady, “B* Battery, K.C.A , who 
has also gone lb rough u course wiih the U >yal 
Artillery in England, spared no pains to keep 
tlie Battery up to its uuual efficiency.

The ollieeis in camp were : — Major Bou­
langer, Capt. Liiliberu*, Licuts. Samson and 
Roy, Surgeon Turcot and Vc.t. Surgeon Cou­
ture.

Owing to the few days’ drill in camp allow­
ed this year, the Battery, like many others, 
did not attempt the Czowski competition.

Fat Lady Bicyclists.—A decided novelty 
in the sporting line will he the I*at Ladies 
Bicycle Club in their races at the corner of 
St. Lawrence and Ontario streets, Saturday 
and Sunday.

This part of the sport is the signal 
for laughter and the storm of yells that greet 
this effort can be heard a block away. Owing 
to the great strain w’hich the machines arc 
subject to, it was found necessary to use the 
male bicycle, which has a support running 
from the’ handle to the saddle. That support 
is the cause of all that trouble, for each con­
testant is obliged to get one of her limbs over 
it to gain the saddle. It is this effort that 
cause all the trouble for the women, but 
makes the spectators laugh tears. The eight 
heavy weights fail to see where the laugh 
come’s in, and oft times cast a look around 
the people which frightens the timid people 
in the crowd. The contestants are anxious 
to gain time and the one who makes the 
quickest mount generally scores the largest 
distance. Big Sally is peculiarly unfortunate 
in this respect as it generally takes her fully 
a minute to get on her bicycle. For the bene­
fit of those on the grounds early a grand 
vaudeville performance will be given. At 
Dery Park, Saturday, 24 and Sunday, 25.

ASHORE OFF BRISTOL HARBOR.

Making Light of Hor Mishaps.

BRITISH OPINION OF THE YACHT.

Bristol, R.I , August 22—The steamer 
“Archer’’ is at Bristol with derrick rigged 
already to take out the “Defender’s” mast. 
A number of riggers arrived from Boston this 
morning with some rigging. The machine 
shop was run all night getting out the bands 
and other iron work for the new mast. It is 
understood there is to he a new topmast os 
well as a mainmast. Three spare masts were 
made by Piepgruss and are expected at Bristol 
to-day.

The “Defender” went aground on the 
south east point of Hog Island this afternoon 
just as she was eutering Bristol harbor. She 
had only her stay sail set and went on easily. 
She is near the channel and will probably 
float at high water.

New York, .Aug. 22—The Tribune says 
that expert opirfion among those in a position 
to know the real condition of the “Defender,” 
is against the idea of a serious injury to the 
yacht’s hull. The “Defender” has something 
wrong with her mast, that is undented, and 
she has gone up to Bristol to get a new main­
mast. It the “Defender” has serious damage 
to her hull she would simply have to stand 
back and watch the “Vigilant” try to defend 
the trophy against the “Valkyrie III.” 
Most of the members of the New York Yacht 
Club who were seen were of opinion that the 
mishap was a fortunate thing and that there 
was enough time between now aud the inter­
national race to make the necessary repairs.

Commodore Edward M. Brown, of the 
Now York Yacht Club, said “I cannot 
speak for the Club, but personally I am 
pleased with the work of the ‘Defender’ and 
her mishap of yesterday does not lessen my 
good opinion of her. Each of her slight mis­
haps, while they may have caused some little 
delay and annoyance, was productive of 
some good and so this will probably be the 
same.”

Mr. J. S. V. OJdie, Secretary of the New 
York Yacht Ciub, was loud in his praise of 
the “Defender.” “The mishap,” he said, 
“does not shake n.y good opinion of the boat 
in the least. No programme for the trial 
races will be published until it is known how 
long it will take to make repairs to the ‘De­
fender,’ but it is believed the first race can be 
sailed on Tuesday.”

Mr. Arthur Glennie, who was one of the 
guests on the tug “Luckinbach” on Tuesday, 
was seen yesterday on board the “Defen­
der's” tender, the “City of Bridgeport.” 
The “Valkyrie III,” ho said, followed 
the race with the keenest interest 
and noted carefully the “Defender’s” 
points. “I think the American boat is a good 
one and it will take a lot to beat hcr, but I 
cannot help thinking she is too light for her 
sul. It may be possible her builder over­
came the apparent impossibility of putting a 
heavy sail-spread on a yacht fitted with light 
spars and rigging, but I doubt if the task 
be easily * accomplished. The ‘Defender’ is 
a remarkably fast boat and she stood up 
under her canvass admirably. She is cer 
taiidy a stiff boat, but I am afraid she is not 
heavily enough rigged. There was nothing 
alarming in the wind on Tuesday, 
in England we Mould have consi­
dered it a comparatively light blow 
So far as we are concerned we have no fear 
that the ‘Valkyrie HI’can carry her sail, 
spread easily under every condition. How 
ever, beyond her apparent lightness, the 
‘Defender’ is a splendid boat and if she is 
capable of standing a good blow and a good 
sea she will be a wonder.’' When asked what 
he thought of the “Valkyrie’s” chances after 
seeing the “Defender,” Mr. Glenmore an­
swered, “I cannot enlighten you on that 
point because as yet I have no line on which 
to base a calculation. Another thing is that 
none of us c ire to indulge in predictions as to 
the result of the ‘Valkyrie’s’ races I’roh- 
ably you will have noticed how carefully I 
and everyone else connected with the ‘Val­
kyrie’ have refrained from saying anything 
that might be construed into a boast.”

Uapt. Urantield said i—‘‘There is no doubt 
the ‘Defender’ is the best boat in America 
and I am told her windward work is marvel­
lous. She showed herself to be a faster boat 
than thu ‘\ igilanl’ and the talk about her 
structural wcakucss is all nonsense. She is 
plenty still enough if all I hear is right aud 
1 ues lay s breeze would notaifect her if some­
thing had been out of order.” (.’apt. Sycamore 
expressed himself as being thoroughly in 
accord with the opinions of his colleague.

IMPERIAL PARLIAMENT.

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

London, August 22—In the House of Com­
mons to day. Mr. Walter H. Long, (’resident 
of the Board of Agriculture, refused tin* de­
mand of Mr. W bite, lll•>lnhel, for Fmf»r**hirc, 
that tne brief oliicial report of inquiry intotwo 
cases of plcurn pneumonia alleged to have 
Iwcn recently found in Canadian cattle at 
Deptford be l.iid upon the table of the House. 
Mr. Long, how-ver, ollen d to supply Mr. 
\\ bite personally with a copy of the report.

Mr. White a>kcd if in view of the conflict 
of opinions of Canadian and British experts 
and also in view of the assertion of the Do­
minion Government that contagious pleuro­
pneumonia had never been known in any part 
of the Dominion, Mr. Long would accept the 
Dominion s invitation to senti a veterinary 
expert to ( anada to elucidate the facts.

Mr. Long said lie did not see that that 
would he of any assistance. His own view 
was based upon the actual .Dtcctiou of cases 
of the disease iu England. He saw no need 
of making any spe-.nal experiments with the 
last case discovered, as the Board of Agricul­
ture was pci fuclly satisfied w ith the opinions 
of their advisers.

Sir John Long, member for Dundee, asked 
Mr. A. J. Balfour, First Lord of the Trea­
sury, whether in consonance with the views 
he had repeatedly expressed, lie would ad­
vise that the Government invite the assem­
bling of an international conference in order 
to obtain an agreement iu regard to the cur­
rency.

Mr. Balfour said he had always been 
strongly in favor of an international agree­
ment upon the currency qu stion, but that he 
had no right to pledge his colleagues to such 
an opinion, nor had he any reason for think­
ing that such an agreement would result at 
the present moment from an international 
conference. A second abortive conference, 
bethought, would he very undesirable.

Mr. Geo. M. Curzou, Under Secretary for 
Foreign Adairs, stated that under instruc­
tions Vice-Consul Hampson had visited the 
district of Assomi, in Armenia, with the 
object of having foreign missionaries act in 
concert in the distribution of food and other 
supplies for thcsupp irl of the inhabitants of 
the villages in their vicinity during the 
coming’winter. In regard to the Christian 
prisoners arrested by the Turkish authorities, 
he said, since the decree of amnesty issued on 
July 23rd, the prisoners confined in Constan­
tinople had been released, but there was 
reason to suppose that a number of prisoners 
were still detained in Angora, Bitlis, Diar 
bekir and*eUewhere, and the attention of tho 
Porte had been called to this action of the 
Provincial Governors.

Dr. Tanner, who represents tho Middle 
Division of Cbunty Cork, who was suspended 
for a week for disorderly conduct in the 
House, reappeared in the Commous to day, 
the time of his suspension having expired.

Mr. T. P. O'Connor, anti-Parnellitc mem­
ber for the Scotland Division of Liverpool, 
asked the Government to reconsider the sen­
tence of imprisonmeut for life on Mrs. 
Florence Maybrick, who was convicted some 
years ago of poisoning her husband, who was 
a well-known merchant of Liverpool. Mr. 
O'Connor said he did not know of a case that 
excited more abiding interest and stronger 
conviction of innocence.

Sir Matthew White Ridley, Secretary of 
State for the Home Department, pronised to 
give his best attention to the case.

The Japanese Soldiers Were Not 
Such Great Heroes After All- 

Reports of the Port Arthur 
Massacre Founded on 

Fact.

{Montreal Herald, .‘.‘ml.)
There is one quality of British naval men 

which did not depart with the wooden walls 
so celebrated in song, and that quality is the 
bluff frankness which makes every British 
suior such an admirable chance acquaintance. 
Your British sailor may perhaps he w rong — 
though it may be unwise to tell him so—but 
whatever his errors may be they are errors 
of head rather than of heart. So when a 
lieutenant of Her Majesty's Navy says that 
missionaries in China are an adjeclived 
nuisance he may he iu error, but it may be 
taken ns certain that lie has the courage of 
his convictions.

For the last couple of days there have been 
at the Windsor Lieut. Crawford, of H.M.S. 
“Spartan,” and Lieut. Veale, of H.M.S. 
“Edgar,” both of whom are on their way 
borne from the China station to spend a few 
months’ leave in good old England.

Lieut. Veale is a clean shaven, bright eyed 
young man, who looks every inch a sailor, 
and who would seem to be one of that ad­
mirable class of young men w hose desire 
invariably is to he able to “stay with the 
band.”

He wears a gray felt hut with a wonderful 
combination of blue and gold on the side of 
it—presumably the colors of his ship or the 
station on which he Ins been. He was look­
ing at some of Mr. McConuifTs time tables 
when the Herald'* representative saw him 
yesterday.

“I wasn’t in China at the time of the re­
cent massacres,” said Lieut. Veale, when 
asked as to matters Chinese, “hut I gained a 
good deal of information from Rev. Dr. 
Stevenson, with whom we crossed the Pacific. 
It seems that the natives used them pretty 
roughly, but upon my word—” and here he 
sucked his bulldog pipe reflectively—“upon 
my w’ord, I don’t wonder at it.”

At this remarkable statement the reporter, 
who had been used to hearing the reports of 
foreign missions and thine* read at certain 
annual meetings, felt his blood running the 
wrong way.

“You see,” said the lieutenant, “these 
missionaries interfere altogether too much. 
A good many of them seem to be able, earnest 
men, but a good many more are utterly lack­
ing iu any kind of tact. They go into the 
heart of some district far away from any 
place iu which they have treaty rights and 
commence to upset all the native ideas of 
religion. Then they wonder that they’re 
massacred.”

This latter remark was obviously intended 
as a grim sort of joke.

“You can’t convert a Chinaman, anyway,” 
continued Mr. Veale, “and when oue is in 
the heart of China it is extremely unhealthy 
to attempt to convert him by ridiculing his 
own peculiar forms of worship. I never saw 
a missionary on the job myself, but from 
what I have seen of their work they are a 
blanked nuisance. Leave a Chinaman alone 
and he’s bad enough, but when a missionary 
has been at work on him for some time he is 
a great deal worse.”

Speaking of the recent war, the lieutenaut 
had views which seemed to be exceedingly 
sensible.

“The reports of the massacre by the Japs 
at Port Arthur, while grossly exaggerated, 
were nevertheless founded on fact,” ne said ; 
“the place was captured and we of the 
‘Edgar’ visited the place a day or two after. 
There were obvious evidences that the Japs 
had had a free hand, as far as both meu and 
women were concerned, but if any men could 
be excused they could. All over the place 
were the heads of Japanese soldiers nailed up, 
and it wan evident that every Jap caught by 
the Chinese had been tortured aud mutilat­
ed.”

“Do you think, then, that the Japanese 
are great fighters ?” was asked.

“Indeed I don’t,” was the reply. “Some 
of the ancient feudal tribes are warlike 
enough, hut the general ruu of the army, re 
cruited from among the coolies, are certainly 
anything but warriors. Their continued 
succession of victories was simply duo to the 
fact that they had no praocical resistance. 
The Chinese soldiers were the funniest sort 
of Johnnies imaginable—armed with all sorts 
of ridiculous weapons, don’t you know. To 
give you an idea, we were cruising in H.M.S 
‘Edgar’|ahout five miles from theChinese 
forts at Slian-Hai-Kwan, when they opened 
fire on us Whether they took us for Japs 
or not, goudness only knows, but though 
they had modern guns and ammunition their 
shots didn’t reach more than half way to us. 
They didn’t seem to have the faintest idea of 
distance or of how to use their guns.”

Lieut. Veale will leave to-day for home, 
from which he said ho ha l not heard for 
more three mouths.

Mining in Alaska.
Juneau is tlie central supply point nf the 

Harris mining district of south-eastern 
Alaska, and at prescul there is great activity 
there. Eight stamp mills are running, drop­
ping 395 stamps, which crush on an average 
700 tous of ore daily. The Silver Bow Basin 
placers are also in full operation, and the 
quartz mines, mills, and placers give contant 
employment to about 600 men. A conserva 
live estimate made by the Alaska Minim/ 
Record places the present monthly output of 
tlic mines of this district alone iu the neigh­
bourhood of $160,000, an l it predicts that 
before fall has arrived a new thirty-stamp 
mill aud another leu-stamp mill will be pound­
ing away, adding their quotable amounts of 
the precious metals to the product from al­
ready extensively developed paying mines 
Next fall the ruby sand diggings along the 
coast above Liluya Bay will add several 
thousand dollars to the gold production, and 
the Sitka district will also have one or two 
mills running on some gold veins reported to 
be very rich.

The present estimate of the precious metal 
production in Alaska is a most creditable one, 
and proves >hat there are other things be­
sides ice in that country. Reports from 
Western Alaska are favorable for the future 
mining industry in that section, and good 
prospectors who arc already in the field say 
that prospecting in tho hills is all that many 
seotiors there need to discover rich veins and 
diggings, as the indications along the beach 
at the mouth of creeks in “H >at” and 
“colours" are such as go to prove that bonan­
zas lie further back iu the mountains A 
number of good miners are now in that field, 
and the reports from there next fall are ex­
pected to be most favourable.—New York 
Shu.

Bismarck's Big Head.
Bismarck's head, says a correspondent of 

L'Anthropologie, lias been carefully measured 
according to the rules of anthropometries by 
the sculptor Sehaph of Berlin, who made the 
statue of Bismarck set up at Cologne. The 
measurements prove that Bismarck has a 
heat! of extraordinarily large size. Measured 
horizontally from the frontal bone to tho 
occiput, the head is 212 millimetres, or more 
than 8.354 inches. The distance from temple 
to temple is 170 millimetres, or a trifle over 
6.69 inches. Bismarck’s cranium has a ca 
parity of 1,965 cubic centimetres, and his 
brain should weigh 1,867 grammes.

These figures become especially significant 
when compared with the measurements of 
other heads. Of 2,500 heads measured at 
Baden only one exceeded 209 millimetres 
horizontally from front to back, and that one 
measured 206 millimetres, or six millimetres 
less than Bismarck’s. The mean measure­
ments of thirty members of ths Natural 
Science Society at Carlsruhe were 195 milli­
metres from front to hack hy 155 millimetres 
from temple to temple. Tne biggest of these 
heads measured 205 hy 16*2 millimetres. The 
cubic measurement of 245 German heads was 
nearly 500cubiccentimetre8 under Bismarck s, 
while the estimated weight of Bismarck s 
brain is 35 per cent above that of the average 
adult European brain. In fact Bismarck is a 
man not only of blood and iron, but as well 
of brains. — New York Sun.

now tho Marquis of Dufferin and Ava, maci* 
fested great interest in the City of Quebec. 
Whereas,it was throueh his effective instru­
mentality that the historic fortifications of 
Quebf*c were preserved and restored,and where­
as the city is indebted to him for the plan of 
embellishment to which he has given his name 
(Dufferin Improvements) and of which a part 
has already been carried out. Whereas, at the 
very moment of his departure from Canada, he 
presided, on tho 18th October, 1878, at the 
ceremony of the laying of the first stone of the 
construction works of the Terrace hereinafter 
designated.

Whereas, en the 1st June, 1879, the said 
Terrace was inaugurated and declared open to 
the public by the Marquis of Lome, accom- 
panied by Her Royal Highiress the Princess 
Louise, and whereas the Marquis of Ixirne 
then and there expressed the desire that the 
said Terrace should be called “Dufferin Ter­
race.”

Butwhereas.no by-law has unti now been 
passed by this Council to recognize in authentic 
and legal form the said Terrace as a place of 
public resort under its real name.

Whereas, this Council is desirous of perpetu- 
ing in the City of Quebec the memory of the 
Marquis of Dufferin and Ava, pursuant to the 
wish of the Marquis of L irne, lus successor as 
Governor-General of the Dominion of Catiada. 
and in accordance » ith the desire of Her Royal 
Highness the Princess Louise, and also of pub­
licly attesting the gratitude of thu citizens of 
Quebec.

It is therefore ordained and enacted by the 
said Council of the City of Q u-bec, and the 
said Council hereby ordains and enacts as fol­
lows, to wit :

1. The tract of ground hereinafter described, 
and which has been long o[ien to use as a place 
of public resort, is hereby called and shall con­
tinue in the future to lie called “Dufferin 
Terrace.”

2. The said Terrace which comprises the lots 
of ground designated under the numbers 2031), 
2629 and part of 2528 of the official cadastre for 
St. Louis Ward, of the City of Quebec, is 
boundinl in front to the East by the summit of | 
the cliff, (la cime du Cap) facing the Kivor St. j 
Lawrence, iu rear by the foot of tho glacis, be- I 
tween So. Denis street and the King's Bastion, ^ 
I les Carrières streets, the ground owned by the 
Chateau Frontenac Hotel Company and the 
Place d’Armes, and extends from St. Ann 
street on the North running South, to the forti­
fication wall of ahe city at that point. Its j 
length is fourteen hundred feat, and its width | 
is irregular. Its siqierficios is about one him- 
drud and eighty-nine thousand square feet, and ( 
it is one hundred and eighty-two feet above the 
mean level of the River St. 1. iwrenoe.

3. It is forbidden to drive any vehicle or 
animal over tho paved or planked portion of the 
said Terrace, as well as over th » grass pi as or 
on tho walks between tho shrubbery to the 
South of tlie Chateau Frontenac.

4. It is forbidden for any person whatever, 
on any part of the said Terrace, to rare ve oci- 
pedes or other locomotive machines calc.ila'e I 
to impede or interfere with the circulation of 
pedestrians.

5. It is forbidden t) play ball, lacrosse, foot­
ball or any other game or exercise on the said 
Terraco.

6. It is forbidden to walk, stand or lie down 
upon the gross plots or to damage them in any­
way.

7. It is forbidden to break or damage in any 
way whati ver tho fences, railings, steps, slopei,
benches, seats kiosks or pavilions around or

upon tho said Terrace.
Every infraction of any of the foregoing pro­

visions shall be punished by a fine not exceed­
ing forty dollars, and in default of payment, by 
imprisonment for a period not exceeding two 
months. •
