The
circle of fiiends which was once filled up conses
to-be complete, and the faces of those who are
preeent recall the face of some 0ae who is ab-
sent, the picture perhaps being one of & group of
laughing children surrounding a saddened father
and mother, to whom merriment does not eagily
come, and mogt rarely on the ccession of an an-
niversary., But happiness is not uprosrious
merriment, and although all may not wake up
in exuberant health and rollicking spirits on
Christmas morning, there will yot ba falt a car-
tain degree of pleasure which may not find ex-

ness of peace whilst other ocountries are and
have been devasted by wars which have paraliz:

Wo are told that we msy expect wars snd
ramors of wara whilst the world lasts, War
i3 an old expedient for accomplishing a
purpose by violence ; but in view of the guf-
fering and incalculable miseries occasioned by
it, none can help wishiny, however Quixotic the
wish, that the same perfect machinery existed
for ‘maintaining friendly relations amougst
States ag heep individuals at peace. All our
highest gratificationa are found in the efforts
we meke to give happiness to others, and &
nation on the lookout for happiness to itgelf
should endeavour to promote the benefit of itg
neighbours by mainiaining friendly relations
with them, and obtaining an interchange of ad-
vantages by commeres and other means. It
cannot but be lamented that governments, in-
stead of adopting a policy of suspicion, could
not more frequently act upon one of trust and
confidence in the good-will and intentions of each
other, “Qur Oount:y and Cause” is & cry which
tendd to drown such reflections on the part of
thoze Involvedin warlike struggles, and who oan-
not look upon them from without; but the recur-
rence of this season cannot fail to recall the con-
szquences of the rage of the combatants to those
who have beea bereaved by the combats, es=
pecially in desolate homes and by empty chairg
which will be found at many & fire-side to-morroy.
Withdrawing from this painful scene, we may
for a moment revert fo the duties which devolve
upon our own community at this time, The ar-

Winter rendera their troubles donbly severe;
and many hands will ba outstretched for a
Obristmas offering, which must ba replenished,
Our Police reports hava lately shown that not
only are there those who have not the remo’-
est progpect of & good diuner o2 Uhris'mas, or for
that matteron any other day ; but that the best
hope of many i8 to sit at the prison board and
their only resort from their bitter foe, the prison
walis, These faots should have their effect in
sticring up the benevelent, and urging those who
are delegated to administer relisf to ses that the
aid they can afford is effsctively rendered.
Money ismot all in slL ' Thersare too many
temptations to migspend it, and itshonld only be
given where food, raiment or fuel will not meet
the want. Then besldes tha special eases sug-
geated by the changing eeasons, there is atill
the necessity for maintaining and adding to the
existing charities, and on Ohristmas day many
sermons will be preached, telling the rich, and
those who are not rich in the common acoep-
tation of that term, but who have bsen wise and
provident, that they must give and keep these
ingtitations aliye and in & position to do all that
is required of them in theiz wide-seattored work,
We hope, and believe that such calis will be
properly responded to. Eyery one can and ought
to do scmsthiog to keep the machizery 4n
motion, and no higher inducemsnt to do their
part can be held out to them than the pro-
mise of aid in time 'of troubls extengeq to
those who help the poor and needy,

RECAPTURE OF FIVE OF THE RAIDERS.
—A CONFEDERATE OFFICER, SUPPOS-
ED TO BE A RAIDER, ALSO
UAPTURED,

The recapture of five of the raiders discharg-
¢d from custody by the decision of Mr, Juatice
Gourgol, which for a day or two was involved
in doubt, and in the case of thosa ecaptured at
Rieviere du Loup denied, was yeaterday set be-
yond conjeeture by ths eppedrance of the five ag
prisoners before Mr. Justice Smith, in chambers.
We have gathered from various sources the par-
ticulars attending the arrestof the raigers, The
names of those captured are Bennett H, Young,
their leader, Williem H. Hutchingon, Squire
Tarner Teavis, Marcus Spurr, and Oharles
Moore Swager, and the individual who was
arrested in Quebec, we believe st the pame time
with Spurr and Swager, who gave his name ag
Jozeph Betterworth. He denied haviag bzen
engaged in the St. Albang kaid, but at the same
(ime said he was a Kentuekian and an officer in
the Oonfederate servics, oa his way to Halilax,
Spurr, Swager and Betterworth, were arrested
in Quebec by the Ohief of Police of that oity,
Mr., Bureau and Detective D, Roza, They were
tot armed nor was there anything specially cal-
culated to exeite guspicion, found on their per-~
gons. They wers held until Mr, Payetts, the
gaoier, resched Quebec from thia city, he haying
gone there with the vizw toidentify them, On
Wednesday hs arrivéd in Quebac and a; once
recognized Bpurr and Swager as two of the four-
taen discharged raidars; but Batterworth he tes-
tified was not one of those fourteen. They
were brought to this city en Thursday night in
the custody of Uhief of Police Bureau of Que-

bec, and taken fo gaol at once,
THA ARBESTS AT B¥. ALBANS EY OHimp
M'LAUGHLIN,

Ohief McLaughlin, of e Government Police
Force of thia city, on Tuesday the Bftecnth
ina*aat, proceeded 10 Quebee, srmed with the
warrant of the Honoravble ¥r. Jostice Smith to
arrest the liberated raiders or any of them t’hut
might be found, Withont delay hs proceeded
to Riviere du Loup with a forcaof the Quebsc
Water Police, thres of whom he detailed at
L'Islet and others at diffsrent poiats along
the road to Riviere du Loup. He movad about
for some days between these points and alao
scoured the country for some distance inland,
On the 20th instant, whils in conversation with
a farmer as to the direction of the principal
country roads, he earried him three roeds shead
towards the principal roads to St Johng, New
Brungwick., One of these leaves the railroad at
L'Islet and the oiher st Riviere du Loup, and &
third at a point intermediate between the other
two. He fucther learned that these three
ronds unifed at 8 point sbout sixteen
miles distant, and found the main road to St.
Jobus, New Brumswick, in the parish of St.
Francois, He then asked the habilants
if there wsas8 aoy . point on the road
whera he could command a view of every-
thing that passed, and was told that at (he
house of 8 man named Fournier, who was a
combination cf farmer and aubergiste, he wonld
be able 1o see any person who vassed towards
St. John’s by that route. The Chief at once
took three men and hiring two sleighs proceed-
ed at once to Fournisr’s houga, They kept a
vigilant lookout duriug the entire night, over-
hauling, betwesn eleven and twelve, the mail
stage and everything that psgsed, without suc-
sess. About ten o'clock the following day two
sing @ sleighs with two men in one and three in
the other came along. The men, except the
drivara were covered up with buffaloes, the wea-
ther being cold. The Obief suepected thut they
wera the parties he was in search of and having
over hauled the sleighs discovered in the fore-
moat Bennctt H. Young, with the. driver and
Hutchinson, and Teavis with the driver in the
other. They were. of courae, very much sor-
priced to find Chicf Oonstable MeLaoghlin
ahead of them, three hundred miles from #one
treal and gave expression to that surprise. They
bowover, made no resiatance and told Chief Mo-
Laughlin they were unarmed which proved to be
the case.  Abeut $1000 in gold was found in
the possession of the three of them, and on the
person of Bepnett H. Young a passport duly
signed, cerlifyicg that “Jas. Irwin” was a British
stbject. Their horses wera capital travellers,
and had they succeeded in eluding the vigilance
of Chief McLanghlin, they would haye given him
s hard run for the boundary which is about 35
or 40 miles distant. Young declared that he
would bave run his horge of bis legas before he
wonld be captured, and in the last extremity
would have taken to the woods.

Mr. McLanghlia arrived in thig city yesterday
with his captives who were consigned to the
gaol to await the sclion of his Honor Judge
Smith,
