Hemmingford could spend
$600,000 on Industrial Park

A special meeting was
held on Thursday, Feb. 16
at the Hemmingford Town
Hall to discuss the Village
and Township financial
contributions to the new
industrial park
development.

Two by-laws were pas-
sed by the Township Coun-
cil at the joint meeting of
the.two councils. Secretary
Pierrette Duquette says
these are available for

review at the Town Hall.

Since the industrial park
site will be situated prima-
rily within the Township,
that council is responsible
for the majority of the fun-
ding. It is authorized to
spend $606,716.75 to con-
form to By-law 218. The
same by-law states that the
municipality may borrow
$485,373.40 and impose a
special tax to reimburse the
amount borrowed.

The Village of Hem-
mingford, for its part, will
be responsible for up to
$121,343.35 which is defi-
ned in the intermunicipal
agreement of February 16.

Attempts to obtain fede-
ral funding to open the
industrial park and encou-
rage regional development
were unsuccessfull despite
efforts by the Hemming-
ford Chamber of
Commerce.

The present by-laws
relate to all of the work for
the installation of a new
company in the industrial
park, says Ms. Duquette.

This work includes water
and sewer lines, road
paving, etc. Details of the
project are outlined in a
report by the Groupe-
Conseil Trédec Inc.,
August 1988, prepared for
the Township Council. A
modified report dates Octo-

ber 1988.

Realizing the importance
of this matter for citizens of
the area, the Township
Council will hold a referen-
dum on the decision if more
than 163 individuals
express dissatisfaction with
the project.

The Town Hall
will be open from 9 a.m. to
7 p.m. on Monday, Feb. 27
for those who wish to sign
agasint it.

The Unity Party hopes to field

Around 100 people

Over 200 persons
have already signed a re-
quest to the chief electoral
officer of Quebec fora con-
stituency organization tor
form such a party.

The party Manifesto
states that it is committed to
the belief that Canada is

one nation indivisable, with
a single Constitution and a
charter of individual rights
and freedoms under which
all Canadians enjoy the
same privileges and obliga-
tions of nationhood and
citizenship;

That it shall work for the
development of a Quebec
where its people are united,
sharing the duality of cul-
ture and language, with the
mosaic of Canada’s diver-
sity reflected within its
borders;

That it endorses and sup-
ports the democratic princ-
ples of free elections, an in-
dependent judiciary and the

rights and freedoms of
individuals;

And that it welcomes all
Quebecers who believe in a
united, bilingual and
democratic Quebec that is
part of Canada.

““We no longer have a
roll to play in the Liberal
party,’’ said Maurice King.
He stated that it, as the Par-
ti Quebecois, are commit-
ted to a unilingual Quebec
-- that both are committed
to a French-only society.
‘It is essential,’’ he said,
‘‘that we provide an alter-
native. We must form a
party to protect the rights
and freedoms of everyone

in Quebec.”’

*“The Unity Party,”” he
stated ‘‘believes in Cana-
da.”’ It stands for Canada,
for individual rights and
freedoms, for democracy
and for bilingualism.

The meeting was chaired
by Gordon MclIntyre, as-
sisted by Vicki Irving.
Mclntyre said that it was
necessary to have a candi-
date in the next provincial
election committed to pro-
tecting individual rights and
freedoms in a bilingual
Quebec.

free. And for democracy
we can fight again.”

Carol Mackay spoke of
the erosion of rights to edu-
cation in the language of
one's choice -- and the ille-
gality of signs in any lan-
guage but French. She stat-
ed that it is time for better
government for all people
-- that language is a right
and if this right can be
taken away, Quebec will
little by little take away
others.

Bernadette Vaincourt,
backed by guitarists Gerry
Harrigan and Fred Deyette,
sang her ‘‘Ballad of 178’
and her latest composition
““Quebecers’’.

CVR student and parent
sessions focus on AIDS

For a second successive
year, senior students at
Chateauguay Valley Regio-
nal High School have bene-
fitted from a boldly innova-
tive program centering on
sexually transmitted disea-
ses - specifically. Acquired
Immune Deficiency
Syndrome (AIDS). Six
hours of intensive seminars
animated by local physician
Dr. Stephen Feder, toge-
ther with Chateauguay Val-
ley AIDS Association Pre-
sident, Windi Earthworm,
took place at the school on
January 24 and February 1.

This time, CVR teacher
organizers Randy Rennie
and Edward Sparks attemp-
ted to extend the school’s
mission into the families. A
parent session took place
on the evening of February
9, attracting thirty partici-
pants. ‘“We view this atten-
dance as our own failure to
sufficiently appeal to our
publics. We will explore
other avenues in the future,
ventured CVR Principal,

Bruve Paterson,

Teacher Randy Rennie
was happy with the student
program. ‘*We carried out
an extensive user evalua-
tion upon completion of the
two student sessions and
the parent evening. Our
senior youngsters were vir-
tually unanimous in their
approval of the program
format as well as our key-
note animators, ‘‘he said.

Colleague Ted Sparks
added that there is now
some indication that a
majority of young people
feel that they are well infor-
med about the perils of
AIDS. **However, our eva-
luation points to the need
for imparting more infor-
mation on other sexually
transmitted diseases,”’ he
concluded. CVR students
also benefit at the Grade 9
level from an innovative
fusing of compulsory
Moral Education and
Human Biology Programs.

Principal Paterson went

on the indicate that parent
evaluation forms indicated
a desire for the school to
commence its AIDS Educa-
tion in earlier grades. Sur-
prisingly, there was a signi-
ficant level of support for
the idea of condom dispen-
sing machines in school
washrooms. It will not be
rushing to implement
immediately, ** the princi-
pal hastened to point out.
Viewing the overall
experience, CVR officials
are every happy with the
results. Besides all the edu-
cational benefits, highly
significant payoff came
from this truly cooperative
comunity project, the
school at the centre. The
following is a list of those
who animated small group
discussions derived from
the plenary sessions with
Dr. Feder and Mr.

(From the Canadian Gleaner,
Friday, February 19, 1864)

spected the Huntingdon Companies
on Thursday evening, the 11th instant.
Captain Whyte's company, which
mustered 47 men and 3 officers, and
Captain Hall's, which turned out 41
in the ranks with 1 officer, were put
through their exercises. We under-
stand that both Major Smith and
Brigade-Major Fletcher, were high-
ly gratified by their soldierly appear-

ance and the manner in which they
drilled. Captain Whyte’s Company
entered for the prizes, being, as the
Major said, the fourth that had en-
tered since he commenced his inspec-
tion. We give the names and strength
of the different Companies the Major
has inspected in this County:— Hem-
mingford, 50 men and 3 officers;
Havelock, 39 men and 3 officers;
Franklin 36 men and 3 officers; Hin-
chinbrooke Rifles, 38 men and 3
officers; Athelstane, 38 men and 1
officer. The Ormstown Company,
which was inspected on Friday,
turned out 39 men with 3 officers.

100 Years Ago

(From the Candian Gleaner,
Thursday, February 21, 1889)
ORMSTOWN

The meeting at the municipal office
on Saturday, to consider the forma-
tion of an agricultural society, was
well attended. Mr. John Dickson
presided. Mr. Thos. Baird read a let-
ter from Mr. Robidoux, asking for
suggestions. The farmers present had
a lively and lengthy discussion rela-
tive to the situation of affairs, after

which it was unanimously carried,
that matters stand in abeyance till a
bill, with it amendments, become law,
and that Mr. Thos. Baird answer the
letter to that effect. At the meeting,
it was moved and carried, that a farm-
ers’ society be formed and officers,
protem, were appointed. A meeting
will be called at a near date. The ob-
ject of the meeting is to discuss sub-
jects interesting to farmers.

50 Years Ago

(From the Huntingdon Gleaner
of Wednesday, February 22,
1939)

SHOWER OF FROGS DURING

STORM

We have all heard of showers of
blessing, showers for the bride-to-be,
of rain, hail, confetti, etc. However
here is a true story about a shower
of frogs.

One day, early in the fall of 1937,
a severe electric storm accompanied
by a high wind swept over Hemming-
ford. It soon passed, leaving behind
myriads of rather small frogs.

Motorists who were out in the
storm, told of the frogs falling witih
the rain on top of their cars and
radiators.

They were so numerous that they
would jump in swarms like grashop-

pers, before a person walking any-
where out of doors. On public roads
the wheel tracks were literally paved
with their flattened remains, where
cars had passed and crushed them.
This continued till winter. In the
spring of 1938 the water in many open
wells and cisterns was found to be foul
and unfit for use. When pumped dry,
frog cemeteries were found at the bot-
tom. The remains were piled several
inches deep, and in all stages of
decomposition, from slime to
skeletons.

This occurence recalls the incident
of the plague in the land of Pharaoh,
centuries ago. ‘‘And the frogs came
and covered the land of Egypt. ' Ex-
odus: 8-6 - Mrs. Richard Fisher, Bar-
rington, Que.

This letter is in response to the second
item on February 20th, 1989 CBC'’s
Newswatch at 6:00 p.m., and an un-
signed article in the January 10th, 1989
edition of Le St. Francois, page Al6.

The Municipality of Franklin has three
pieces of fire equipment, an 840 Pumper,
a 2,000 gallon Tanker, a Squad Truck,
and twenty seven volunteer firemen. The
men are summoned to fires by a radio
monitor. This system allows the men to
monitor all communications within our
radio system, i.e. location of fire, type
of fire, and to receive instructions on
route to a fire, etc. Thusly the men are
contacted wherever they are within the
Chateauguay Valley.

The Franklin Fire Department is a
founding and active member of the South
Western Quebec Mutual Aid Fire Associ-
ation, known as Mutual Aid. Members
of Mutual Aid are Howick, St. Louis de
Gonzague, Huntingdon, St. Anicet,
Ormstown, Hinchinbrooke, St. Etienne,
Ste. Barbe, Godmanchester and Frank-
lin. Within the members of Mutual Aid

news reports

there are over two hundred active volun-
teer firemen, eleven pumpers, twelve
tankers, seven squad trucks, and two
other pieces of mobile equipment. Fur-
ther all members of Mutual Aid use the
same radio frequency, and their men are
advised of fires in the same manner as
Franklin. So at any given minute there
are over one hundred men capable to
respond to an emergency. Any member
of Mutual Aid has the right to call on any
or all pieces of equipment and men they
need within the system. Further Mutual
Aid has working agreements with the
neighbouring counties of New York
State.

It is demoralizing to watch a report
such as we saw on Newswatch and to
read an article as was printed in the St.
Francois. These reports demonstrate that
no real effort was made to establish how
our firefighting system operates.

Wild animals have as much
right to live as we do and trapping them
for felts or whatever reason is a cruel and
senseless past time.

Tel est I'un des éléments mis
de I’avant par la Société mon-
térégienne de développement
devant la Commission parle-
mentaire & Québec laquelle a
siégé récemment pour étudier
le plan de transport proposé
par le ministre des Transports
du Québec, Marc-Yvan C6té.

La Société montérégienne
de déceloppement, rappelons-
le, est 1'organisme de concer-
tation et de développement
régional reconnu par le gou-
vernement pour tout le terri-
toire de la Montérégie. Les
mandats de la SMD sont de
poursuivre la concertation
amorcée entre les partenaires
gouvernementaux et régio-
naux, de concevoir les orien-
tations et les priorités régiona-
les, d'évaluer régulidrement
les priorités d'intervention et
d’assurer la promotion et la
défense des intéréts de la
région.

Dans son intervention, la
Société a aussi noté que les
deux autres MRCs voisines
soit celles de Beauharnois-
Salaberry et Roussillon, con-
naissent le méme sort que celle
du Haut-Saint- Laurent. Ce
secteur non desservie par des
voies rapides est situé au Sud-
Ouest de la belle province.

Les grands points du
mémoire de la Société se résu-
ment dans le cadre du dévelop-
pement des transports en Mon-
tér_égie autour de trois axes
suivants:

faciliter les transports inter-
rives par une réduction du
temps de transport aux heures
de pointe, par un meilleur ser-
vice, en évitant le plus possi-
ble les temps de transborde-
ment entre deux modes de
transports;

permettre, & I'intérieur de la
Montérégie, une meilleure cir-
culation dans 1'axe Est-Ouest
des individus et des véhicules
et favoriser |'installation d'une

dynamique montérégienne;

recherche la complémenta-
rité entre les transports collec-
tif et routier afin de tirer la
maximum de profit des modes
de transport offerts.

Le prolongement de I"auto-
route 30, et ce dans son entité,
est trés important selon la
Société montérégienne de
développement. Cette voie
rapide permettra enfin de des-
servir le territoire Sud- Ouest
des trois municipalités régio-
nales de comté de la région. Le
30 sera, selon la SMD, le
moyen d’atteindre 1'Ontario,
les Etats-Unis et toutes les
autres régions du Québec. Elle
sera le véritable lien entre
I'ensemble des aggloméra-
tions, parcs industriels, infras-
tructures de transport de la
région. La SMQ estime que
I'autoroiute 30 “‘stimulera le
dynamisme  économique
montérégien’’.

De plus, la Société estime
que ['autoroute 30 agira
comme voie de contournement
de la région métropolitaine,
permettant ainsi un désengor-
gement souhaité sur I'ile de
Montréal.

Au sujet du délai de réalisa-
tion du prolongement de
I"autoroute 30, la Société mon-
térégienne de développement
estime que les délais prévus au
plan de transport sont trop
longs.

La SMQ a souligné dans son
mémoire que le tracé de I'auto-
route 30 faisait en quelque
sorte 'unanimité auprés de
tous les intervenants de la
régiomn.

Ce site (plus important que
celui de Saint-Amable) est

sans aucune préoccupation
environnementale et sans les
mesures élémentaires de sécu-
rité. L’usine de la Good-Year
d Valleyfield aurait a elle seule
fait déversés 780,000 pneus
rejetés de ses chaines de pro-
duction depuis 6 ans dans cette
ancienne graveliere.

Le nouveau site quant a lui,
est situé A quelques metres a
peine d’un des plus important
camping du Québec. La région
de Franklin est reconnue
comme une région a vocation
agricole et récréo-touristique.

74 hectares en arrivait un jour
a étre exploiter & son maxi-
mum de potentiel,il pourrait
contenir des centaines de mil-
lion de pneus hypotéquant de
facon sévere le devenir socio-
économique de toute la région.

La population de Franklin
exige donc la mise en place
immédiate de mesures de sécu-
rité adéquate afin d'assurer
une surveillance permanente
des sites.
