Tin Irish members of Parliament discredit 
the story of Lady Florence Dixie.

Tho papers generally attribute the attack 
on Lady Florence Dixie to Irish malcontent. 
Tho Morning Post believes the Invincibles 
have transferred their operations to Engftnd.

The alleged attempt to murder Lady Dixie 
has roused public excitement to tho highest 
pitch. Although the officials say they have 
clues to the perpetrators of the outrage no 
arrests have yet been made. The affair is still 
shrouded in mystery. Lady Dixie is per- 
fictly rational in her talk, but excited and 
seems to know very little ahont the cir­
cumstances of the attack. There is no evi­
dence of any struggle and tho slightness of 
Lady Dixie’s injunes is causing general dis­
trust as to tho entire truth of her story. 
There is a vague under-current of opinion 
that the afftir is exaggerated or the result of 
an over-wronght histerieal imagination. 
Gossips say the whole affuir may nut be un­
connected with the lecturing tour through 
the United States which it is said Lady 
Dixie lias been considering. It is understood 
if she goes to the United States it will be 
arranged to have her closely follow Parnell in 
his proposed route.

It is supposed Lady Florence Dixie's dog 
followed the assailants seine distance. The 
Queen has requested a painting of the dog to 
be done for her. Lady Florence says : “The 
whole affair was most mysterious. I can 
ascribe a motive to no one, las my sympathies 
for the Irish people have been openly avowed 
and are well known." She warmly repudiate*! 
the assumption that the crime was of Irish 
origin. Ths boldnecs of the attack was ex­
traordinary ; it was committed close to a 
busy highway in open day and within sight 
of the towers of Windsor.

Watkkbcry, Conn., March ID—Egan says 
the attack on Lady Florence Dixie has no 
political significance ; the family is peculiar 
aud the attack on the lady is probably the 
result of a family feud.

London, March 19—The Lady' Florence 
Dixie affair is still puzzling. There is no cine 
to the assailants. A gardener, working 30 
yards from the scene of outrage, says he heard 
nothing and saw nothing of the occurrence.

GEORGEMACKENZIES LIFE OF 

BROWN.
Not long afijo we received from The 

Globe Publishing Company of Torcnto a 
copy of The Life and Speeches of the Hon. 
Georoe Bro^v>*, tho founder of the Globe 
newspaper, and one of the ablest pub.ic 
men of hi* time. The work is by the 
Hon. Alex Mackenzie, the life-long, 
eimeut and zealous friend of Mr, Brown-, 
ex-Premier of Canada, and ex-leader of 
the Liberal Party of the Dominion. Mr. 
Mackenzie has not succeeded in present­
ing such a work as the country would 
naturally expect from a man of his part-' 
and attainments. His style is crude and 
hard. He deals with his opponents in a 
coarse and contemptuous way, and hia 
arrangement of the materials in his posses­
sion U neither good nor artistic. The most 
that can be said for him is that he 
has produced a volume of materials fo. 
history, most of which is correct as regards 
facts, while the other portion is warped by 
the narrowness of the biographer, which 
is almost cold-blooded. There is little en­
tertainment to be had out of his book. It 
is cold, and few will oe disposed to read it 
through, save as a duty to the memory o. 
a man who did a great deal fer Canada, 
and the impress of whose mind is un­
doubtedly left on many features of our 
civilization. Some day such a man as 
Dant, the author of the “Last Forty 
Hears,” whose literary style is fascinating 
and whoso literary manner is always 
agreeable and bright, may take up Canada 
since Confederation, and give us the story 
of Georoe Brown’s life and career, in the 
way in which they ought to be described. 
Meanwhile, we must content ourselves 
with Mr. Mackenzie's hook. It will no 
doubt serve a useful purpose. It will 
teach a rising generation something 
about the man their fathers loved 
and admired, and often times 
worshipped. Gborgb Brown was an 
honest statesman if there was one in Cana­
da. He scorned to do a dishonorable thing, 
but lie could do cruel and brutal things 

’ when the humor served him. He ne* or 
had tho tact to lead as men love to be led. 
He “bull-dozed,” and whipped wavering 
followers into line, and made his friends do 
as he wished, rather than stimulated them 
to act on broader principles. There was 
of the demagogue in his composition. He 
was not a party man, but the party itself, 
and he imposed that view of the case on 
tho Liberals of Canada for more than 
twenty-five years. There was no help for 
it. When they chafed and tried to pull 
away from the yoke, which never sat 
lightly on their shoulders, he brought to 
bear on them, hia mighty newspaper, and 
they succumbed at once. He has ruled 
more men out of the party, to gratify a 
passing whim, than any leader of public 
opinion in Canada since it came under 
British rule. The political strand 
is thick with dead, dwarfed 
and deformed bodies. Tho Globe 
made and unmade men at the will of the 
chief. He rarely won friends through 
affection. George Brown and the Globe 
were the powers that over-rid the senti­
ments and politics of the day, and so long 
as allegiance was paid to them, there was 
peace and forced unity. One by one, 
good men of independent judgment, 
separated from the hard-natured chieftain, 
unable to endure h:s overbeanog dis­
position, but the Brown idea never ceased 
till the author of it sank into his grave. 
In the old days the name of Brown was a 
name to conjure with. The old politicians, 
who were almost as hard taskmasters as 
himself, put up with his granite rules 
because they had to submit, but their sons 
were less docile and learned as time wore 
on to think for themselves. Many were 
crushed as soon as they arose to assert 
themselves, but every year the enemy 
gained fresh aodvaluableconverts. Brown 
made a sort of Liberal party, but it was 
more Grit than Liberal. He was 
root and branch of it, and everything 
he said was law. It was a great 
surprise to him to find as he grew older 
that his hold relaxed. The new genera­
tion wanted more lüierty of action, more 
freedom of expression, more liberality of 
thought. Even the power of the Globt a® 
a great political engine failed in time to 
mould every nun in the party to its views. 
The Blackbcbns drew away, the Ad- 
veriiter also of London, became more 
Liberal than Grit, the Hamilton Timts 
ceased to be a mere echo of the Globe, and 
the Liberal and the iVaticn, both Re­
form-Liberal newspapers, made a break in 
the old ranks, that at one time looked 
dangerous. Goldwin Smith came to Ca­
nada and wrote for the Globe, but English 
Liberalism,—-the safest liberalism in the 
world,—failed to satisfy the one-man idea, 
the Brown idea in fact,—and the master 
of English writing to-day, had to cease his 
connection with the great paper. Brown's 
idea was force rather than argument. He 
never wrote an argumentative article in 
his life. A man, according to his creed, 
could only be convinced by hard blows, 
never by an argumentative presentation of 
a question.

George Brown was an able journalist» 
and a vigorous writer. He knew pretty 
well what he wanted, and ho mado the 
public take the matter he furnished 
whether they liked it or not. * Sometimes 
it disagreed with them, but he kept up his 
system despite this, until ho left his office 
chair to return no more. He made the 
first great newspaper Canada had ever had. 
It is to-day the foremost newspaper in 
Canada. Many rivals have come up and 
sought to distance it, but the Globe has 
eclipsed them all. It has ceased to be a 
political power, but in the arrangement 
and collection of its news, its entor; 
prise and ability in all departments, it 
stands unquestionably without a rival. 
The Mail is a better written paper than 
the Globe, but there the comparison ceases.

Mr. Mackinzie speaks better than he 
writea He has some enthusiasm, sonic 
play of fancy sometimes when he is on his 
feet. But he doee not deal with political 
or social aliairs when he writes, in any­
thing like the way in which we 
are accoustomed to find such subjects 
treated by good writers. Nor is his judg­
ment always to be relied on. Thus in the 
present volume we find him printing se­

veral old speeches of Mr. Bbown’s, which
3o notât ail do justice to tho abLity of 
their author, who we know often far sur­
passed these efforts. The leading facts in 
Mr. Brown s life aro shown, his political 
course is described very fully, but we get 
no portrait of the man. This is to be re­
gretted, because the statesman was a living 
force in oar commanity,—a man of old- 
time politics and the creator of a school,— 
a school which is dead now, but a school 
which once prevailed and exerted extraor- 
dinarr influence all over the country. No 
man t i-day,—not even Sir John Macdo­
nald, who has so much tact and popular­
ity—could do what Brown did in the olden 
days. The people have changed. \ ou 
may humbug a man into blindly following 
you for a while, but you cannot now beat 
him into lino with a bludgeon, and expect 
him to stay there, and applaud. IdeAs 
prevail now rather than men, and the po­
liticians have to be prompt with their mea­
sures if they would succeed.

The story of Mr. Brown's life, as re 
vealed in the pages of Mr. Mackenzie’s 
boo’:, is brief. He was bom in Edinburgh 
in 1818. Ho was well educated, but his 
father's failure barred him out of a Uni­
versity career. The family came to Ame­
rica shortly after the troublous commer 
cial days of 1837. Mr. Peter Brown, 
who possessed groat energy and force of 
character, wrote some articles for the New 
York Albion, and then established the Brit 
ish Chronicle. After this he and his son 
proceeded to Toronto, identified them 
solves with the Presbyterian movement of 
those days, and founded in 1843 a Liberal 
and Free Church journal, the Banner. The 
next year Gborgb Brown became pro- 
priotor of the Globe, and in his hands it at 
ones beoama a power. It was a weekly 
then. In 1846 it was turned into a semi 
weekly, afterwards, in 1840, a tri-weekly 
and in 1353 it was made a daily. Wo need 
not follow Mr. Brown’s career further, as 
not long since a full biography of him was 
published in these columns.

The work before us is a useful one to 
have. It covc*n a large section of our po 
litical history, and though written from 
partisan standpoint, it cannot fail to be 
interesting to many readers who may like 
to read tho story of a strong man’s life as 
told by a man of almost equal strength of 
mind, and an active force in tho politics of 
the time.

(S/Kcial to the Morning Chronicle)
Ottawa, March 19—Tho Committee on 

Inter-Provincial Trade met on Saturday 
morning and examined Mr. James A 
Chipman, Flour and Commission Mer 
chant, of Halifax. His evidence was prin 
cipally confined to the freight question 
between Ontario and the Maritime Pro 
vinces. He advocated tho establishment 
of an independent lino of propellers be 
tween Niagara district and Point Levis, to 
act as a feeder to the Intercolonial, and 
thought tho Government should give 
subsidy of §33,000 or §40,000 por annum 
Owing to the absence of competition rates 
between Ontario and the Maritime Pro 
vinces were very high. He had known 
it cost more to get a barrel of 
flour from Toronto to Halifax than it did 
from Chicago to Liverpool. He estimated 
tho quantity of flour und other breadstuffs 
imported into the Maritime Provinces 
from Ontario at two millions and a half 
barrels annually.

An Ordcr-in-Council has been passed re 
arranging the first or inside departmental 
division of the Civil Service, in conformity 
with the Civil Service Act of last year and 
the Order-in-Council of the 24th July, re 
quiring a classification of the staff of the 
respective departments. The changes 
have been made with a view of economy 
and increased efficiency, and with this 
view the work of several of tho depart 
ments has been sub-divided and deputy 
heads with small staffs appointed to the 
different branches. In the Department of 
the Interior there will be a departmental 
deputy head ; tho Surveyor-General will 
be deputy head of the Technical branch 
the comptroller of the Mounted Police will 
rank as deputy head, as will also the 
director of the Geological Survey.

From a return brought down to-day it 
appears that the expenditure on account of 
the British Columbia penitentiary for the 
fiscal year ended June last was :—Salaries 
and uniform of staff, §9,452.37 ; mainten­
ance, §4,010.48 ; working expenses, §2,- 
800.60—Total, §16,363.45. Tho only 
revenue was §20, from the farm.

Mr. Hay to-day presented a petition 
from the Toronto Board of Trade against 
Mr. Beatty’s bill for the equitable distri­
bution of insolvent debtors’ estates.

Mr. Muloch to-day presented the peti­
tion of W. Barry and others, praying that 
the Consolidated Railway Act may be so 
amended that Railway Companies shall 
not be allowed to amalgamate or to make 
pooling arrangements without the consent 
of Parliament or the Government.

The Senate to-day agreed to adjourn on 
Wednesday next for two weekA Sir 
Alexander Campbell to-day introduced in 
the Senate a bill to amend the act res­
pecting insolvent banks, insurance com­
panies^ loan companies, building societies, 
and trading corporations. In answer to a 
question by Senator Burinot, Sir Alex 
Campbell stated that correspondence was 
going on with Germany and France with a 
view to the establishment of a Post Office 
money order system, the same as exists 
in the United States, but was not yet 
completed.

The Senate Divorce Committee met to­
day and examined Peter Nicholson, the 
appellant. He detailed the causes of the 
separation from his wife and of her depar­
ture with their two children to Detroit 
He claimed that the destroyer of their 
happiness at Prince Arthur’s Landing was 
a man named Kennedy. Ho acknowledged 
agreeing to pay his wife 3100 a year to as­
sist in supporting her, which was after­
ward increased to §200, and papers to that 
effect with conditions were made out and 
signed. With this agreement he was to 
pay her $200 a year for life, but stopped 
paying it when he heard of her living in 
Detroit with Jones. He first heard of his 
wife’s relations with Jones from Miss 
Rhoda Daniels. The appellant being the 
last witness present on his own behalf, Mr. 
Chrysler asked that he be given until to­
morrow to examine into another source of 
evidence which he had just learnt of. The 
leave was granted and the Committee ad­
journed until 10.30 to-morrow.

There are a number of 
items in the Estimates not yet adopted in 
Committee, then the whole of the Estimates 
from Committee have yc-t to be concurred in 
by the House and the Supply Bill founded 
on them must be introduced and read three 
times in both Houses.

After to-morrow, however, it is probable 
that there will he three sittings of the House 
daily, from eleven to one, from three to six 
and fsol i half-past seven to the adjournment.

LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY.

Qi'EBEr, March 19—The House met at 3 
p.m.

Hon. Mr. MOUSSEAU moved that the 
House from and after Wednesday next do 
hold three distinct sittings daily, commencing 
at 11 a.m. to 1 p,m., from 3 p.m. to 6, and 
from 7.30 to adjournment.

Hon. Mr. MERCIER objected that this 
motion was made before its time and refused 
his consent to its passing at this stage.

Mr. GAGNON pointed out that if this 
motion passed, the Private Bills Committee, 
which had still before it the Montreal and 
Quebec bills, could not complete its work this 
session.

Hon. Mr. MERCIER mentioned that the 
Committee on Privileges and Elections had 
also important matter to dispose of.

Hon. Mr. MOU&iE.AU said sinco the mo­
tion was opposed he was willing to withdraw 
it.

The SPEAKER remarked that, according 
to the authorities, the motion could be legi­
timately made at this stage.

Hon. Mr. MERCIER then raised the ques­
tion of order, contending that the Orders of 
the Day c ould not be turned topsy-turvy to 
suit the convenience of the Government.

Hon. Mr. MOUSSEAU said it came to the 
same thing. He would withdraw his motion 
now and repeat it to-morrow.

Hon. Mr. BLANCHE! moved that the re­
port of the proprietors of tiie Beauport Luna­
tic Asylum be printed for tbe use of mem­
bers.

Hon. Mr. BEAUBIEN thought it very 
singular that this report should be printed 
year by year at the expense of tho Province. 
Ho pretended that enough was paid to the 
proprietors of that institution to warrant 
their printing their own report at their 
own expense.

Mr. CARBRAY claimed that it was unfair 
to ask the Beauport proprietors to do more 
m the connection than any other public insti­
tution bound to ‘report to the Legisla­
ture.

The motion passed.
Hon. Mr. BLANCHE! submitted a num­

ber of returns to addresses.
Before orders were called,
Mr. CAMERON explained that the bill re­

lative to the St. John, Napierville and Hun­
tingdon Railway Co. had been withdrawn 
through misunderstanding as to the wishes of 
its promoters—it being the impression of tho 
member for Napierville and himself at tho 
time that the measure as amended by the 
Council imposed conditions-too onerous upon 
the interested parties, which, it seemed, was 
not the case. He therefore moved that it 
should be replaced on the orders in the same 
position as when withdrawn.

Hon. Mr. MOUSSEAU objected, contend­
ing that the bill having been withdrawn, it 
would only lead to a re-opening of the debate 
and a useless prolongation of the session to 
replace it on the orders. Ho raised the ques­
tion of order.

Mr. CAMERON’S motion was accordingly 
dropped.

On the order to resume the adjourned ae* 
bate on Hon. Mr. Joly’a amendment to the 
motion for the third reading of the Moutmag- 
ny bill,
Hon. Mr. MERCIER argued that the House 

could proceed no furtherwith tho bill at present 
seeing that the Committee on Privileges and 
Elections was actually seized with the inves­
tigation of a charge that the petition upon 
which the bill was founded had been tamper­
ed with dishonestly, and cited numerous 
constitutional authorities and precedents in 
support of his pretension that, pending the 
receipt of the Committee's report, all pro­
ceedings should be stayed.

Mr. STEPHENS objected to this bill, be­
cause, if carried, it would drop some $30,000 
of revenue derivable from rural companies 
and thus help to place additional burthens 
upon the cities, making fish of one and llesh 
of the other.

A long discussion ensued on clause exempt­

The Committee adopted oil the clauses up 
to clause 44, which proposed to empower the 
Company to use the electric light, which was 
struck out on motion of Mr. Faucher de St. 
Maurice, on a vote of 20 to 17.

Mr. DUHAMEL moved an amendment to 
introduce into the bill a clause providing that 
the charter of the Company should be issued 
only on evidence of its being a bona fide one 
being supplied to the satisfaction of the Lt.- 
Governor in Council. He explained that he 
was not opposed to the new Company, but 
that from the fact that a great deal of stock 
gambling had occurred with tho shares of the 
actual Gas Company since the present bill had 
been before the House, insinuations had been 
plentifully made as to the good faith of the 
Company. He merely wished that a neces­
sary guarantee of good faith should be given 
by this a-n bv any other new Company.

Air. OWENS said the amendment was one 
calculated to place the company in an awk 
ward position, just as wore the amendments 
made to soma of the railway bills which had 
passed this House. If the company was to 
receive any bonus or grant from the Govern 
ment he could understand a guarantee being 
ezactcd, but under existing circumstances he 
could nù. Besides this tho amendment was 
vogue It did not state what guarantee 
i*3 good faith w as required. He therefore 
moved as «sub-amendment “that when 8100, 
000 of the company's capital stock is subscrib­

Mr. WHITE (Hastings) introduced a bill 
to incorporate the Loyal Orange Association 
of British North America.

The bill was read a first time.

Mr. SMALL a.- k-d whether this was not a 

very unusual proceeding before the bill was 
expiaioe 1 ?

Mr. WHITE (Hastirg-) said he had been 
fourteen yvars iu Parliament and this was the 
first tune he nad ever known suca a proceed­
ing. it «as uiij'ist, ut fair, ami unmanly to 
treat the bill in this manner. Tnere was i o- 
thiog in the bdl against any state or any iu- 
divi mal or reiig ous rights. He had treated 
members of otuer cities and other religions 
fairly, and all he asked was fair-play. The 
bill only asked that the Order, oi which he 
was an honorable tnemb. r, could l>e allowed 
to purchase ami o*n property ; he only asked 
Bnt-sh fair-play, au<l it was a shame for any 
courteous Frenchman to muke such a motion.

Mr. C0UK80L said he had uev. r done an 
unmanly act. He had adopted the present 
coarse in Older to avoid a debate whicn mmt 
be accrimouious. He had lived in the largest 
city in the Dcininion all his life, amongst a 
mixed population, and had filled important 
public om^es tnere, and had never been 
accused of unmanly or partisan con­
duct. He opposed the bill because he 
did not believe secret societies ougnt 
to be incorporated by this Parliament.

Mr. CAMERON (Victoria) introduced a 
b.II to amalgamate the Winnipeg and Hudson 
Bay Railway and Steamship Co. and the 
Nelson Valley Railway Company under one 
name.

UNIVERSITY OF SASKATCHEWAN.
Mr. WILLIAMS moved the consideration 

of the Act to incorporate the University of 
Saskatchewan, and to authorize the establish­
ment of colleges within the limits of the 
dioc3se of Saskatchewau.

Hon. Mr. BLAKE urged the same objection 
that he raised in Committee, name'y, that 
the peril■<! duiing which property, not needed 
for Uuiveisity or College purposes, should he 
limited to ten years, and he moved an amend­
ment to that effect.

Mr. WILLIAMS said that the bill, as put 
into his hands, contained no limitation as to 
the quantity < f real estate to be held nor the 
length of time it was to he held, hut it had 
been amended in the Private Bills Committee 
by limiting the amount of income. If the 
Hi u-e wished to lay down a rule as to the 
luuic i f time during which corporations of 
this kind could hold property he had no ob­
jection to the amendment.

The House again went into Committee and 
adopted the amendment.

The bill as amended was read a third time 
and passed.

THF. CREDIT FONCIER FRANCO-CANADIF.X.

The House went into Committee on the act 
respecting the Credit Foncier Franco-Cana­
dien.

Hon. Mr. BLAKE moved an amendment to 
the effect that parties who had borrowed 
mot ey from the Company under the Domin­
ion Act should have the power to repay the 
money before it was due iu the manner pro­
vided by that act.

The amendment was adopted and the bill 
reported.

THIRD READING.
The following bills passed through Com­

mittee, were read a third time and passed :—

Act to amend the act to incorporate the On­

tario and Quebec Riilway Company.
At six o’clock the House took recess.

AFTER UECK.SS.
On the motion for the second reading of the 

act to incorporate the itoyal Society of Ca-

was interested in the town plot at Regina and 
wanted to know whether the location was 
made by the Government on the reconi- 
meudat on oi Lieutenant-Governor Dead- 
ney. Ho also sp <ke of the quality of the 
land and the want of water.

Mr. ORTON said that from personal ex­
perience lie could say that the site at Regina 
was a good one. He was informed last 
August by a competent engineer that there 
was then enough water passing in File of 
Bones Creek to supply a population of 50,000 
if a reservoir was built; there was also plenty 
of good water from other sources. He also 
spoke of the general quality of the land.

Sir JOHN A. MACDONALD said that he 
had consulted Mr. Dewdney about the selec­
tion, not only oi Regina, but of all sites from 
Qu’Appelle westward. He was aware that 
Mr. Dewdney had an interest in lot ‘2t>, which 
he had purchased from the Hudson Bay Com­
pany, but there was nothing improper in 
that. He had just as much right to do so as 
anybody else. The Government did not in­
tend that squatters should derive all the 
benefit from the selection of town sites, and 
for that purpose had reserved locations at File 
of Bones Creek, at Moose Jaw, at Calgary and 
other places where there was good watei and 
where towns mu«t spring up’and the Govern­
ment be recouped by the sale of town lots. 
It wan considered most advantageous 
that the Canadian Pacific Railway^ and 
the Government should select the same 
sites for tow ns, and the Company quite agreed 
on the selection of Regina ; the only two 
places in AssinPioine suitable for town sites 
were File of Bones and Moose Jaw Creek, and 
of those Regina was the best, as the land 
around Moose Jaw was not quite so good as 
around File of Bones. He would bring down 
the papers, but protested against attacks on 
a public servant > such as had been made by 
the mover on Lieut.-Governor Dewdney. In 
conclusion he moved an addition to the 
motion asking for Orders-in-Council, Ac., re­
lating to the location of the police barracks 
at Fort Felly and at Fort Ellice, and the 
capital of the North-West at Battleford.

After some further debate the motion was 
carried.

Hun. Mr. BLAKE asked when the Es­
timates would be brought down.

Sir JOHN MACDONALD said they would 
probably ba brought «town to-morrow.

Sir JOHN MACDONALD gave notice that 
he would move that when the House ad­
journed on Wednesday that it stand ad­
journed until the following Wednesday at 
three o'clock, instead of Tuesday at eight 
o’cl ck, as he had previously given notice.

There were a very large number of Oranuc- 
meu throughout Canada w ho w«uM be deeply 
offended if this course was f-dlowel. He 
considered that the bdl ought to pass to its 
second rending ami be discus-ied.

Mr. CURRAN said the bill had been more 
courteoucly treaPO than when a similar 
motion was introduced in the old Pai (lament 
of Canada. He thought the tillc of the bill 
suffi :i«ntly explained it and it was better to 
divi the H >use at ouch aud see wnether it 
was the desire of the House (hat the bill 
should proceed any farther. He woul l say 
nothing about the merits of the bill.resei ving 
that for the second leniiog if the bill should 
unfortunately reach that stage, which he sin­
cerely wi-hed it might not.

Mr. SCRIVER urged that the amendment 
should not be passed He thought that it 
was discoartoous to the introducer of the bill 
and was a course not hitherto followed in 
Canada. He instanced the course pursued 
with reference to the Act to abolish the 
Supreme C iurt, introduced by Mr. Keeler a 
few years ago. when the Bader of the Govern­
ment Did down the principle that the bill 
Ought to be all >wed its first reading.

Mr. AUGER said he should vote for the 
first reading of the bill, reserving to himstlf 
the right of doing as be thought best after­
wards.

Mr. ARMSTRONG opposed the amend­
ment as op|«>*>*m to British lair play.

Mr. HaVVKINS *«iii that b*f *re reject­
ing the bill lie would like to know what ihe 
parues applying fur incorporation asked for, 
and then he woubl lie better able to ju-ige 
whetuerthe measure shoti’d be p<ia*ed or not. 
He did not think the Cath<diea~iu his consti- 
toncy or in Ontario generally woul 1 justify 
him in treating the bill in the ritscoui tenus 
manner proposed. He contended that none 
could claim tnat the Orange Associa'ion was 
a disloyal or illibeial association. In Ontario 
the Orange qU'Sti->n bad been made a leading 
question ■ y the Government for the last ten 
years, ami an Act ha l been pa-sed by the 
maj >rity of the H Mise, although it had been 
subsequently reserved for absent. He refer­
red to Che passage of the O ai gj Incorpora­
tion Act in Nova Scotii, and said he was-in- 
formed that toe t ff oc there had b--en almost 
to kill off the Orange order. The b >ne of con­
tention being removed, the Boc.ety seemed 
likely to die out, because it was no 1 >ng> r 
opp*>sed. All the Order asked was the r g it 
to own their own property. At present tney 
o mid only own property through trustees, 
and a few* years ago this had led to a loss of 
$20,000 iu tne city of Kingston. As a Catholic 
he had no ohj-tcii >u t i the bdl ami cou!

He (bought that 
the present wa- a most opportune time for 
opening mg ttiatious with the Uuited States 
as on xcsuuut of the proposed abrogation of 
tne Washingtou Tieuty we would have in 
our fisheries a valuable c msideratiou 
to offer in return tor reciptocal fnde.

Mr. WHI I E (Cardwell) thought the time 
was exceed! >g y inopportune tor discussing 
this q .estion, but was glad to see that the 
hou. gentleman had changed his opinion on 
'me point. Hitherto, the gentlemen of the 
Opposition had always contended that the 
cjnauiner paid the duty; now*, iithe consumer 
paid the ilmy it could not mattet tithe ex­
porter wnether the duty was removed or not, 
and it would niiku no differeace to us whe­
ther the Americaus admitted our products 
free or u >t.
