Toronto, Sept. 19.—“Whatever happens,” Hon. H. H. Stevens, ! 
Minister of Trade and Commerce, is prepared to go on with the; 
investigation he started into price spreads and mass buying in 

Canada. The situation, in his opinion, must be thoroughly analyzed 
before government action is taken.

“I am condemned,” he told a mass meeting here last night in 
Massey Hall, “for seeking to know too much. I am considered to be a 
busy-body. Some of my friends of the so-called large interests will 
scarcely look at me. They hold up their bands in holy horror; I am 
an Ishmaelite.

"Well, it does not worry me very much. I have been criticized 
for talking too much to the public, as 1 have already intimated, for 
the simple reason that 1 found after talking to business organizations 
for two or three years there were no results.”

An overflow audience greeted the veteran statesman from British 
Columbia, speaking on behalf of T. L. Church in the East Toronto bye- 
election campaign. It heard the Conservative Minister hold out definite 
hope of a remedy of a situation he said was caused by large-scale merging 
of business organizations in recent years.

"Most touching,” Mr. Stevens 
termed Liberal ‘‘solicitude for the 
imagined and concocted differences 
between the Prime Minister and my­
self." The answer to Rt. Hon. W. L.
Mackenzie King's statement that 
there is a "choice between Bennett 
and Stevens” lay in Mr. Bennett’s 
introduction and motion of the price 
spread and massed buying probe 
resolution, he said.

Mergers dpring the Liberal ad- 
m’lnistration between 1922 and 1929, 
charged Mr. Stevens, caused sweat-j 
shop conditions in Canada. During 
those years, he said, one hundred 
and twenty mergers involved five 
hundred and fifty firms.

Since the Conservative Govern­
ment came into power, only four 
mergers have taken place, Mr.
Stevens said. “And yet the. sugges­
tion is made that sweatshops are 
caused by monopolies. There if 
Mr. King's statement.”

Mr. Stevens charged “the head of 
the biggest packing concern in 
Canada” could put good and choice 
beef steers on the Toronto market 
at seven and eight cents within two 
weeks—instead of at four and four 
and a half cents as at, present.

He also charged certain chain 
stores with “flimflamming” the pub­
lic by short weight scales.

LIBERAL CHIEF SEVERE IN 
CRITICISM OF GOVERNMENT
Markham, Ont., Sept. 19.—Mov­

ing west, Rt. Hon. W. L. Mackenzie 
King today carried his bye-election 
campaign into the constituency of 
West Elgin, which was represented 
in the Federal Parliament by the 
man who is now Ontario's Premier.

Tonight the Dominion Liberal 
leader will join with Mitchell F. 
Hepburn in supporting the candi­
dature of W, H. Mills, chosen by 
the Liberals to contest the West 
Elgin seat. The meeting will be 
held at St. Thomas. West Elgin’s 
contest is a straight tight, between 
Liberal and Conservative. The. Con­
servative candidate is H. Borbridge.

In Markham iast night Mr. King 
appealed to the electors of North 
York to support Col. W. P. Mulock, 
who carries the banner in the riding 
which the Liberal leader represent­
ed in parliament from 1921 to 1.925. 
Mr. King charged the present ad­
ministration at. Ottawa with betray­
al of the people, failure to imple­
ment promises made at the last 
general election and a determina­
tion to hang on to power in the 
face of a dissatisfied electorate.

The danger of a dictatorship in 
Canada was also held up to his 
audience by the Liberal chieftain. 
Citing recent, legislative enactments 
passed by the Bennett Government, 
he warned his listeners that, the 
powers of Parliament were gradual­
ly being vested in Ihc government. 
Notably he criticized the new 
Central Rank legislation on the 
ground that it would vest, in a pri­
vate corporation the power to con 
Irol Ihe note circulation and credit 
distribution. Thus rights which 
should belong to the representatives 
of the people wore going to bo 
handed over to a private body.

ROOSEVELT SUPPORTERS LEAD

FOOD SHORTAGE 
BECOMES ACUTE

IN NOME TODAY

STUDENTS OPEN 
DRIVE AGAINST 

FEE INCREASES

Opposition Leader Declares Mak­
ing Accused a Compellable 
Witness Would Mark Long 
Step Backward.
Fort Coulonge, Sept, 19. — The 

proposal of Premier Taschereau 
that persons accused of crimes be 
forced to testify against themselves 
was severely condemned by Maur­
ice Duplessis, Quebec Conservative 
leader, during the course of an ad­
dress here yesterday. The Premier 
by his abolition of the writs of pre­
rogative had gone a great way to 
rush people into jail, said the Op­
position leader, the rights for which 
the people had fought during many 
years having been violated by this 
legislation. If the Premier was anx­
ious for speedy justice, why not 
hasten to give the farmers, the col­
onists, the aged people, distressed 
mothers and orphans a measure of 
justice? he demanded. Mr. Duples­
sis objected that the Government 
does not give the people a fair ac­
count of expenditures and especial­
ly found fault that the Government 
charged to capital account money 
spent for purposes which in no way 
constituted an investment.

For example the money which 
the province contributed towards 
direct relief could by no flight of 
the. imagination be termed capital 
expenditure, yet the Government 
through legislation had adopted this 
device in an attempt to conceal its 
revenue expenditure.

Another instance was the fa t 
that the Government charged $150,- 
000 which it contributd yearly to 
the Jacques Cartier bridge to capi­
tal account, but this was not an 
investment since the province of 
Quebec was not part proprietor of 
the bridge and never would be. its 
connection being merely to contri­
bute towards the annual deficit 
while such deficit continued.

Mr. Duplessis dealt with the sit­
uation _ which existed for lumber­
jack.- in Quebec forests, pointing 
out that the Government's policy in 
regard to lumber had worked out 
in n two-fold manner. The forests 
had been alienated and mortgaged 
by the companies under legislation 
enacted last session and secondly, 
odious exploitation of the workers 
had been permitted. Farmers com­
plained that their credit, was shut 
off, that they could no longer bor­
row money on mortgage from their 
richer neighbors, who had been 
their mainstay in the. past, this be­
ing due to the fact that the savings 
of these richer neighbors had been 
drained away through watered is­
sues of companies engaged in the 
exploitation of the natural re­
sources of the people. One evil had 
followed upon another in a vicious 
circle.

Meager Supplies Being Doled Out 
as Fire-Swept City Seeks to 
Partially Repair Ravages of 
Flames—Relief on Way.

Nome, Alaska, Sept, 19.—Nome 
doled out its meager food supply 
today and labored to partially re­
build the fire-swept city before 
winter comes.

Damage from Monday’s disas­
trous fire was placed at $3,0'00,000 
by the city council and business 
men.

In near freezing temperatures, 
amid scenes of blackened ruin, city 
and federal agencies tirelessly 
worked arranging more permanent 
places for the several hundreds of 
homeless to live. The food sup­
ply, which must be used sparingly 
until replenishments arrive in ves­
sels from the United States, was 
being rapidly depleted.

Two restaurants, hurriedly set up 
in shacks, exhausted their supplies 
of ham and eggs yesterday, and 
people stood in line buying their 
remaining food. Grocers who had 
managed to save some supplies be­
fore their buildings were burned 
were besieged by buyers.

Pledges and moves to bring aid 
here from the “outside,” by Fed­
eral. Red Cross, territorial and 
other groups, brought cheer to the 
stricken city.

Three coast guard cutters, carry­
ing some food supplies from their 
bases, were reported nearing the 
city.

No building material is available 
here, but first steps to clean up the 
debris left by a conflagration which 
swept over more than twenty square 
blocks, levelling the entire business 
area and much of the i-esidential 
district were under way. The 
deaths of two Eskimos, trapped by 
the flames, remained the only loss 
of life, discovered.

Students of Two Montreal

1,500.

Montreal, Sept. 19. — Striking 
students of two of Montreal’s lead­
ing high schools today awaited the 
close of Yom Kipper, the Jewish 
Day of Atonement, before placing 
pickets around the school buildings.

Leaders of the strike of fifteen 
hundred students of Baron Byng and 
Commercial High Schools said today 
pieketers would be posted tomorrow.

The students staged a mass walk­
out after the opening of classes yes­
terday'. Most of the strikers were 
said to be members of the “Montreal 
Students’ League," which has been 
threatening a strike for some time.

After gathering outside the 
schools, the large body of students 
paraded to the administration build­
ing of the Protestant School Board 
and lined up in front under the 
watchful eye of police. Officers ex-, 
perienced no trouble with the boys 
and girls.

The strike followed an increase of 
from fifty to seventy-five cents per 
pupil in the monthly fees, depending 
on the grade.

eneva, Sept. 19.—Bright and 
1» early, Maxim Litvinoff, the 

Soviet Foreign Commissar, 
appeared this morning on the 
League scene. Smiling broadly, the 
delegate for the newest member 
took his seat on the League Council 
in private session.

Then at the open meeting he 
formally took his seat at the Coun­
cil table. On his left sat Josef Beck, 
Polish Foreign Minister; to the right 
stood the empty chair of Japan. 
Next to that was Captain Anthony 
Eden, British representative, who 
leaned across the vacant place to 
shake hands with the urbane Lit­
vinoff.

The main question before the 
Council was the prohibition of arms 
shipments to Paraguay and Bolivia, 
warring in the Gran Chaco.

Louis Barthou, French Foreign 
Minister, bluntly pointed out the 
Chaco war had gone on too long 
already and should be ended at the 
earliest possible moment. Further 
“adjournments” or “postpone­
ments” would not add to the 
League's prestige.

“We must take up a definite at­
titude,” M. Barthou urged. “We 
must say what we think, and we 
must insist on the application of 
any decisions that are taken.”

Edouard Benes, of Czechoslova­
kia, and Captain Eden agreed. Only 
two or three states, said the Briton, 
now remained outside the agree­
ment to prohibit the export of arms 
to the Chaco.

“The time has come for a deci­
sion," pressed Captain Eden. “The 
dispute has lasted far too long.”

The Council then concurred in a 
resolution that as the prohibition 
of arms to Paraguay and Bolivia 
had been referred by the League 
Assembly to its political committee 
there would be no advantage in its 
further discussion at the same time 
by the Council.

A protest against the admission 
of Russia to the League of Nations 
—formally accomplished yesterday 
—was received by the Assembly 
from exiles claiming to represent a 
group of former independent repub­
lics now federated with the Soviet 
Union.
^ Azerbaijan, Northern Caucasus, 
Georgia, Turkestan and the Ukraine 
alleged Russia committed aggres­
sions in their counfries, occupied 
them by military force and now 
govern them “only by terror.”

The protest announced a continued 
struggle at Geneva to secure in­
dependence for the sixty million 
people in these states.

Russia was taken into the League 
family yesterday and Maxim Lit­
vinoff announced he would offer 
amendments to articles of the cove­
nant which in certain instances, he 
said, legalize war.

“Soviet Russia could not but ob­
serve.” said Litvinoff, “increasing 
activity in the league of Nations of 
states interested in the preservation 
of peace and their struggle against 
aggressive militarist elements.

CONFLICTING CLAIMS MADE 
BY EMPLOYERS ANDWORKERS

Washington, Sept. 19.—A report 
of a presidential Mediation Board 
was awaited today as an event of 
major importance in the United 
States textile strike.

The Board, headed by Governor 
Winant, of New Hampshire, has 
been unsuccessful in its attempt to 
obtain arbitration. It is expected 
to submit a report today or tomor­
row to Secretary of Labor Frances 
Perkins to be turned over to Presi­
dent Roosevelt.

A call to 109,000 more workers 
to leave the mills appears certain 
on or before Monday unless a set­
tlement is reached.

Empowered by union leaders to 
call out all allied groups at its dis­
cretion, the national strike commit­
tee said the deadline for the sum­
mons to the rayon, carpet, rug and 
dyeing workers would be Monday 
at the latest.

Henry I. Harriman, president of 
the United States Chamber of Com­
merce, denounced the strike in an 
address as “vicious and unwarrant­
ed.”

In another speech, Frank Mor­
rison, secretary of the American 
Federation of Labor, declared 
“Strike lines are holding despite 
tremendous pressure by employers 
and by state governments in many 
places.” He criticized the use of 
the National Guard in strike areas.

Harriman said the “real object 
of the strike was not the better­
ment of industrial conditions, but 
the furtherance of labor organiz­
ation.”

As m-ore mills re-opened, conflic­
ting claims came from employers 
and workers as to the number of 
operatives returning to work. Un­
ion leaders said the workers are. 
holding their lines, with the num­
ber of those returning to work off­
set by new converts to the ranks 
of the strikers. Manufacturers as­
serted the number of strikers was 
diminishing.

Violence flared anew yesterday 
when two men were seriously 
wounded and several others prick­
ed by Guardsmen’s bayonets at Bel­
mont, N.C., during a brush between 
strike sympathizers and troops.

We were glad of having attracted that capital 
to the speedier development of our vast natural 
resources, only a fraction of which have thus far 
been developed.

Any government which would so construe a 
Marketing Ad. or adopt quotas or restrictions, 
regulations or license; which would directly impair 
confidence in our busines? integrity, would soon lose 
the confidence of our people.

To our United States friends our protective 
measures have been taken ‘"according to secret 
orders issuing from England.” If this were so there 
would be enough people of high honor to rebel 
against the very thought of chicanery of that sort.

It was Canada which urged and sought the 
Imperial trade preferences. I* was Canadians who, 
forty years after, found in a speech by the late Hon. 
Joseph Chamberlain the theory which they turned 
into an actuality. Our neighbours have taught us 
to be smart, but they can never persuade us by 
example to be tricky.

The Detroit Tigers were credited 
today with another of the season’s 
outstanding baseball feats as they 
continued their career toward the 
American League pennant.

Postponement Signal Flying from 
America’s Cup Committee Boat 
Long After Endeavour and 
Rainbow Were Scheduled to 
Start Fourth Race of Series.

Having Survived Two Days of 
Personal Contact with the Sea, 
Scribes Covering Cup Races 
Have Become Thoroughly 
Acquainted with Things Nauti­
cal.

Newport, R.I., Sept. 19.—The pos­
sibility loomed at one o'clock this 
afternoon that the fourth race of the : 
America’s Cup series would be post- ; 
poned for twenty-four hours. What ! 
little breeze there was early this 
morning had almost died away, leav­
ing the sea as flat as a mill pond. 
Their sails slack, the British chal- ] 
lenger, the Endeavour, seeking its 
third straight victory, and the Uni­
ted States defender, the Rainbow, 
rolled iuly near the committee boat 1 
which flew the postponement signal. ;

The weather had changed this | 
morning as the early salts surveyed ! 
the racing grounds and found the j 
water flat as a table top. Smoke ! 
from the stacks of the spectator : 
fleet rose straight in the air, but the j 
Endeavour found enough wind to ■ 
move under canvas and ghosted j 
along behind the starting line.

An hour and a half before the i 
start indications were that the wind ; 
would be light and flukey from the ! 
west. Weather sharps said Narra- ! 
gansett Bay lay between two low- 
hills, making for light and tricky j 
airs. Such weather, it was estimated, j 
would be ideal for the Rainbow if ! 
changeable airs allow less windward - 
work than that provided at the start, ! 
permitting the yachts to finish with- i 
in the time limit of five and a half j 
hours.

What little occasional breeze there : 
was, was out of the north in vary- j 
ing puffs. Skies were clear and j 
prospects were for a bright day. ; 
There was danger, however, that the : 
breeze would not provide momentum - 
enough to finish the windward-lee- ; 
ward race in the required minimum ; 
time.

At ten-fifteen o’clock, Eastern 
Standard Time, the race committee I 
hoisted a signal ordering a fifteen- 
minute postponement of the start. 
The breeze had not increased to any 
noticeable extent five minutes after 
the scheduled start and a second 
fifteen-minute adjournment was the 
result. At eleven o'clock, Eastern j 
Standard Time, the postponement I 
signal was still flying.

Newrpor,t R.I., Sept. 19.—A group 
of yachting experts, fresh from the 
press box at the Polo Grounds, the 
golf links of Brookline, the tennis 
courts of Forest Hills and the Gar­
den fight ringside, line the careen­
ing deck of the good ship Argo, 
member of Uncle Sam’s coast guard.

Having survived twm days of per­
sonal contact with the sea, brine 
fairly drips from their whiskers, 
there’s the salty tang of free run­
ning waves in every speech, and none 
now' surpasses them in knowledge 
of things nautical. Yachting cos­
tumes aboard the press boat range 
anyw'here from golf knickers to the 
same severe business suits in which 
you talk things over with the boss.

It’s wet, cold, blowy, and the sea 
rolls long and high under the swoop­
ing hull. Off to port sails the huge 
armada that accompanies the British 
challenger, the Endeavour, and the 
American defender, the Rainbow, on 
their daily bouts for the America’s 
Cup. The challenger is up early, 
scudding about under mainsail and 
staysail, tuning up an hour before 
the start.

In the argument that follows, it 
develops that the difference between 
a Genoa jib and a working jib is 
nothing more than the difference in 
the weight of canvas and a slight 
variance in design. Alt sails in front 
of the main sail are foresails, and 
these are divided into jibs, balloon- 
ers, spinnakers, staysails, quad­
rilaterals and such.

There’s a reference to the fact

that a “Mae West” ballooner was so 
named because it billowed up front, 
and the “Greta Garbo” jib got its 
name because it adds to a yacht’s 
footage. Jibs have nothing to do 
with jibes, or gybes, w'hieh have to 
do with turning a sloop around.

Broad reach into the wind means 
sailing with the wind blowing al­
most at right angles to the boat, and 
a narrow- reach is the trick of sailing 
against a wind that is almost dead 
ahead. It’s a wind’ard beat w'hen 
the wind is head on and you tack 
back and forth in order to get 
ahead, like a ski runner working his 
way up hill.
