Man killed in
Ste-Barbe crash

A 24 year-old Valleyfield man was
killed and two other people hurt in a
head-on collision involving two pick-up
trucks on Route 132 in Ste-Barbe Sunday
afternoon.

According to police, a moment’s inat-
tention caused one of the small trucks to
swerve into the lane of an oncoming
vehicle just before 3 p.m. The driver of
one vehicle, Martin Arsenault of Valley-
field, was taken to hospital in Valleyfield
with serious injuries, and died later,
police said. A 23-year-old male passen-
ger in the victim’s truck, and a St-Anicet
woman, 47, who was the other driver
involved, were treated in hospital for
minor injuries.

Loan by-law needs
voters’ approval

Before a new loan by-law authorizing
Huntingdon to borrow over $250,000 be-
comes law, Huntingdon taxpayers will
have the chance to register their protests.

The Town wants to borrow $250,670,
in order to reimburse money owing to
the provincial government’s Société Qué-
bécoise d'assainissement des eaux since
major work was carried out at the munic-
ipal waste-water treatment plant in 1994-
95. The idea is to reduce the town’s 12%
interest payments on the amount owing
to the SQAE.

A voters’ register will be open from 9
am. to 7 p.m. at the Town Hall on
Thursday Nov. 14, and if 224 or more
signatures are recorded, the municipality
is obliged by law to hold a referendum.
Otherwise the by-law will go through
automatically..

The by-law was approved by Council
at Monday night's meeting.

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Voter turnout over 70% in two of three municipal elections

Sunday’s municipal elections, often a
fairly low-profile event in the Chateauguay
Valley, took on some excitement this year
as Dundee chose a new mayor by a one-
vote majority, Franklin elected three mili-
tant environmentalists after a lively cam-
paign, and St-Anicet chose women to sit
on four of its six seats.

Over 70 per cent of Dundee’s 318 eligi-

ble voters turned out at the polls, and
when the ballots were counted, Jean
Armstrong had racked up a one-vote lead
(112-111) over Gisele Dupuis and was
declared the successor to longtime mayor
Paul-Maurice Patenaude. Two ballots were
rejected out of the 225 cast.

By law, Dupuis has until Thursday to re-
quest an official recount if she so desires.
If no request is forthcoming, Jean
Armstrong will be sworn in on Friday.
Both candidates have already served on
council.

Better late than never: MOT finally

comes through with extra funding
to cover some highway repairs

At last a few of the highway trouble
spots in the Haut-St-Laurent are getting
some attention, in the form of badly-need-
ed repairs.

Work began this week on repaving a 14-
km section of Route 202 in St-Anicet and
Ste-Barbe, between the bridge over the
LaGuerre River and the limits of Ste-Barbe.
The work is causing traffic to be limited to
a single lane between 7 a.m. and 5 p.m.
The $989,000 project is expected to be
completed by the end of November.

This is one of six road-maintenance pro-
jects in the Beauharnois-Huntingdon riding
to get supplementary funding totalling $3.8

million from Quebec’s Transport ministry.
When the grants were announced recently,
Beauharnois-Huntingdon’s Liberal MNA
André Chenail said that continuing pres-
sure from local municipalities and the
MRC, added to his own repeated demands
to the ministry for road-repair funding, had
finally borne fruit.

“For an Opposition MNA, it's not bad. . .
I guess they got fed up with listening to
me,” he commented.

Short-changed earlier

The lack of attention paid to the Haut-
St-Laurent in the Transport department’s
original 2002-2003 road-repair budget,
and the abysmal state of several major
routes caused a series of protests from

The slate of conservation activitists Gaé-
tan Tremblay, Gilles Le Breton and Moni-
que Desnommeée won by strong majorities
across the board.

In Seat 2, Tremblay, with 467 votes, eas-
ily defeated incumbent Francine Boyd
(320) and challenger Marcel Leclerc (125).

The contest for Seat 3 saw Gilles Le Bre-
ton win handily with 440 votes over in-
cumbent Suzanne Yelle-Blair (340) and
Gaétan Roy (133).

Finally, in Seat 6, Monique Desnommée,
with 425 votes, easily topped her three
rivals: Marie-Pierre Dagenais (101), Lise
Meétras (111) and Richard Thomas (270).

Over 70 per cent of the electorate took
part in the vote, either in the advance poll
or on Sunday.

Meanwhile, the new councillors will join
Mayor Pierre Barriére and sitting council-
lors Lucien Laberge and Sylvain Barré
around the council table. Seat 4, vacated
by Eric Dallaire, will be filled by a by-elec-
tion'in Februdry, a Town Hall source said.

Women prominent

Women councillors will dominate the
new council at St-Anicet, where all six
seats were up for election this year. A new
system of optional mail-in voting and vot-
ing by district was inaugurated this year,

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WARNING SIGNALS — at one of the
railroad crossings over the Ridge
Road just behind Huntingdon have
been running more or less continu-
ously since about last Thursday, a
local commuter told us Monday.

SHE WONDERS — if the automatic
warnings could be triggered by cars left
parked near the track, presumably by
hunters. Whatever is causing the signals
to go off, the situation is presenting a
problem for school busses in particular,
which are not supposed to cross when
the flashers are on. And who should one
call to report such things, she wonders:
the rail company, the municipality, the
police, the roads department? We're not
sure either, but probably all of the above
should be notified.

INTERESTING READING — over the
weekend was the Montreal Gazette's
feature article on Dundee native Sheila
Fraser, now Canada’s Auditor-General.
She is strongly attached to her roots in
this area, she told Gazette reporter
Hubert Bauch, and her commonsensi-
cal approach to her job is refreshing,
to say the least, and seems to be gain-
ing her some special attention and a
great deal of respect.

OUR WEATHER — during October was

mostly cold and damp, and so far No-
vember doesn't look much different.
Weather statistics for October show an

average temperature of 7.1°C., compared
to last year's 10.5° and the average figure
of 8.4°. Precipitation, at 95 mm or 3.7
inches, was well above the October aver-
age of 75 mm, which was what we got a
year ago.

A KILLING FROST — in the Orms-
town area at least was recorded on
October 9, according to Peter Finlay-
son, the same date as last year and a
few days later than the average of
October 5. At that point, we had accu-
mulated 3,156 heat units for the gro-
wing season, pretty good when you
recall the dismal start last spring.
The normal figure is 2,975, and last
year we had an incredible 3,391.

WITH CORN HARVESTING — just about
done at month's end, there have been wild
fluctuations in yields, Peter said, with some
fields approaching record figures of 4-5
tonnes per acre, but other figures all over
the map, ranging from 1.5 to 4.5 tonnes,
depending on soil type and drainage.

“Ormstown’s silty clay loam copes better
than sand or heavy clay under difficult
conditions,” Peter explained.

SOME OLD-TIMERS — say they’re
finding the worms down deep this
year during fall plowing. This is an
indicator of a cold winter, they say.
Let’s hope the worms are wrong.

IN HOWICK — the Remembrance Day
services normally held at this season ha-
ve been cancelled for this year, said Jim
Miller, acting president of the Howick
Legion Branch 123.

Prefect speaks out

New police contract could be costly
if formula for rural areas unchanged

One of the last things MRC prefect Paul-
Maurice Patenaude wants to do before he
retires from municipal and regional politics
is to get the straight dope on the true cost
of police services, and prevent the Haut-St-
Laurent assessment from going sky-high
due to recent increases in farmland values.

The Federation of Quebec Municipali-
ties, the Sdreté du Quebec and the provin-
cial government are currently negotiating
the terms of a new 10-year agreement, to
come into force when the current five-year
contract expires at the end of this year

“The current entente (Law 145) calls for
municipalities to contribute at a rate of 18
cents per $100 worth of property as deter-
mined by municipal evaluation rolls,” he
explained. “The MRC channels these pay-
ments to Quebec, and neither the munici-
palities nor the MRC have any discretion as
to how much they pay.”

Half a dozen Haut-St-Laurent municipal-
ities have updated their three-year evalua-
tion rolls this year, Patenaude said, and
given recent increases in farmland values,
they will have to pay a lot more if the cur-
rent rate of assessment is maintained.

Farmland prices up

“Some farmland prices have risen in the
last few years from $2,000 per acre to near-
ly twice that,” he said.

The 13 Haut-St-Laurent municipalities
currently pay about $1.8 million annually
for police services, and that figure could
rise to $2 million or more unless a new for-
mula, not based strictly on land values, is
introduced, he stated.

Though the MRC budget shows the
amount the municipalities spend to oper-
ate the regional SQ detachment, which
works out of Ormstown, Patenaude main-
tains that he and his fellow mayors do not

actually know the total costs involved.

“Neither the SQ not the government has
given us a cost break-down — we're told
that the basis for the calculation is
$125,000 per officer per year, but we don't
know if that includes everything, or if
there are other costs involved,” the prefect
said.

“The Public Security ministry is telling us
it wants the municipalities to cover 80 per
cent of police costs, but we can't be sure
of what overall costs are until we have
detailed figures, and know what percent-
age of that total our municipalities would
be expected to pay under the terms of the
new entente.”

Indirect funding

Patenaude said that because the mo-
ney which municipalities send to Quebec
is dumped into the Fonds Consolidées
du Québec, from which the government
in turn allocates funding to each SQ de-
tachment, the MRC has no direct knowl-
edge of, or control over, the funding of
its police.

“Because our municipalities are small,
our rate is currently 18 cents — larger
municipalities may pay up to 30 cents per
$100,” he added.

“In our case, the funding covers our cur-
rent complement of 25 officers. Everyone
knows that although they work really hard
and give good ser-

vice, there are sim-
ply not enough poli-
ce to cover our large
territory  effectively,”
he said.

“We enjoy excel-
lent relations with
our local SQ detach-

ment, but we really
need to ask the gov-
ernment for enough
money for a larger
staff.”

Huntingdon’s Learning Centre to re-open
In new quarters after 18-month hiatus

After a gap of 18 months, Huntingdon’s
bilingual Community Learning Centre is
planning to resume its activities in a new
location.

The store-front adult literacy program
was forced to close down in June 2001
for lack of funding. Previously located
on Lake St., it will re-open shortly, orga-
nizers say, in new premises on the sec-
ond floor of the O'Connor Building, at
the corner of Chateauguay and
Dalhousie Sts.

Now it is seeking both students and
volunteer tutors to carry on the work,
which involves not only teaching literacy
skills, but also helping the students inte-
grate better into mainstream society.

“Illiterate adults often find it very diffi-
cult to function normally in society, and
the Haut-St-Laurent has a significant
number of people who cannot read and
write at a functional level,” said Centre
co-ordinator Carole Lefebvre.

Volunteer teachers

The Centre will uses volunteer tutors
(some of them present or retired teachers

high school drop-outs and other adult
learners acquire basic reading, writing
and arithmetical skills, in order to
improve their employability, says
Lefebvre.
