A SCOTCH MARTYR FOR FREEDOM, 
SPEAKING IN ITS DEFENCE AT 

CHICAGO.

The following is the noble speech made by 
Mr. Hossack to the Court at Chicago, which 
convicted him of a violation of the Fugitive 
Slave Law. Mr. Hossack, we may mention, 
has several family connections among the most 
respectable citizens of Quebec.

May it please the Court :—I am found guilty 
of a violation of the Fugitive Slave Law, and 
it may appear strange that I have no sense of 
guilt. Commencing the straggle of life at 
the tender age of 12 years, a stranger in a 
strange land, having to earn my bread by the 
sweat of my brow, your Honor will bear with 
me, unaccustomed as I am to appear in Courts, 
much less to address them. I have feared that 
I might fail in bearing myself on this occasion, 
worthy of the position I occupy, and the great 
principles involved in the case before you. I 
say to your Honor, therefore, if I fail in obser­
ving the usual forms of the place, it will be 
from error of the head and not of the heart.— 
Therefore I do not think I shall fare worse at 
the hands of your Honor, if I state plainly my 
views on the great question of the age—the 
rights of man—I feel that it is a case that will 
be referred to long after you and I have gone 
to meet the great judge of all the earth.

It has been argued that I, a foreigner, pro­
tected by the laws of my adopted country,should 
be the last to disobey those laws, but in this I 
find nothing that should destroy my sympathy 
for the crashed, struggling children of toil in 
all lands.

Surely I have been protected. The fish in 
the rivers, the quad in the stubnle, the deer in 
the forest have been protected. Shall F join 
hands with those who make wicked laws, in 
crushing out the poor black man, for whom 
there is no protection but in the grave, where 
the wicked cease from troubling and the weary 
are at rest.

It is true, sir ; I am a foreigner. I first saw 
the light among the rugged but free hills of 
Scotland ; a land, sir, that never was conquer­
ed and where a slave never breathed. Let a 
slave set foot on that shore, and his chains fall 
off forever, and he becomes what God made him 
—a man. In that far off land I heard of your 
free institutions, your prairie lauds, your pro­
jected canals and your growing towns. Twenty 
years ago I landed in this city. I immediately 
engaged on the public works that connect this 
city with the great river of the West. In time 
the State failed to procure money to carry on 
the public work. I then opened a prairie 
farm, and I am one of the men that made Chi­
cago what it is to-day, having shipped some of 
the first grain that was exported from this 
city. I am, sir, one of the pioneers ot Illinois, 
who have gone through the many hardships of 
the settlement of a new country. I have spent 
my best days, the strength of my manhood. I 
have eleven children who are natives of this my 
adopted country. No living man, sir, has 
greater interest in its welfare ; and it is because 
1 am opposed to carrying out wicked and un­
godly laws, and love the freedom of my coun­
try, that I stand before you to-dny.

Again, sir, I ought not to be sentenced be­
cause, as has been urged, I am an Abolitionist.
I have no apoligies to make for being an 
Abolitionist. When I came to this country I 
was a Democrat ; there was a charm in the 
name. But, sir, I soon found that I had to go 
beyond the name of a party in order to know 
anything of its principles. I soon found that 
however much the great parties of my adopted 
country differed upon banks, tariffs, and land 
questions, they agreed in trying which could 
stoop the lowest to gain the iavonr of the most 
cursed system of slavery tnat ever swayed an 
iron rod over any nation, the Moloch which 
they had set up, to which they offered as human 
sacrifices millions of the children of toil. I 
was compelled to give my humble influence to 
a party who proposed to embrace in its sympa­
thies all classes of men, from all quarters of 
the globe. In this choice I found myself in 
the company of Clarkson and Wilberforce in 
my native land, and Washington and Franklin, 
and many .such, in this boasted land of the 
free ; and more than all these, the Redeemer, in 
whom I trust for acceptance with my God, who 
came to heal the brokenhearted, to preach de­
liverance to the captives, to set at liberty those 
who were bruised. Religion binds me to those 
in bonds as bound with them. Tell me, sir, 
with these views, can I be anything but an 
Abolitionist? Surely, for this I ought not to 
be sentenced.

Again, sir, I ought not to be sentenced, be­
cause the fugitive slave law under which I am 
torn from my family by the subtle tools of the 
slave power, the slave breeder and the slave 
hunter, is at variance with both the spirit and 
letter of the constitution. Sir, I place myself 
upon the constitution in the presence of a nation 
who have the Declaration of Independence read 
to them every Fourth of July,and profess to be­
lieve it. The parties who prostituted the con­
stitution itself, which they have sworn to sup­
port. I go, sir, to the constitution : the word 
slave is not to be found,in it I read, “ We,the3peo- 
ple ot the United States,in order to form a more 
perfect Union establish Justice,”—yes, sir, es­
tablish Justice—“ to promote the general wel­
fare, and to secure the blessing of liberty to 
ourselves and our posterity, do ordain and es­
tablish this constitution.” These were the men 
that had proclaimed to the world that all men 
were created equal and contended even unto 
death for seven long years. Can it be, sir, that 
these great men intended to make a government 
that should outrage justice and trample 
upon liberty as no other government 
under the whole heavens has ever done. I plant 
myself upon this constitution and say to this 
bloody Moloch, away 1 Sir the world has never 
furnished so great a congregation of hypocrites 
as those that formed the constitution, if they 
designed to make it the greatest slave-holder, 
slave-breeder, and slave-catcher onearth.

For the honour of tüe fathers of my country,
I appeal from the bloody slave-holding statute 
to th»0liberty-loving constitution. While these 
fathers lived, State after State put an end to 
the dreadfulsy stem. The; Great Washing­
ton in his last will and testament 
carried outthe spirit of the constitution. After 
some further argument to prove the inconstitn- 
tionality of the slave law, Mr. Hossack continu­
ed thus :—

In a Court of the United States, while the 
Constitution provides for trial by Jury, I ought 
not to be sentenced for raising my hand to res­
cue a fellow man from a mob that would strip 
him of his liberty and lifelong toil without due 
process of law, without trial by jury|

Before passing from the Constitutional objec­
tions to this law, I would call the attention of 
your Honor to the partiality of the law. No 
man can read the Constitution—in which the 
word slave cannot be found ; from which the 
idea that a man can be reduced to a thing, and 
held as property, was carefully excluded—no 
man, I say, can read that Constitution, and 
come to the conclusion that slavery was to be 
fostered, guaranteed and protected far beyond 
everything else in the country. Admit that Jim 
Grey was Phillips’ property ; how comes it that 
that property is more sacred than any other 
property ? Phillips’ horse escapes from him, 
and is found in a distant State, but the Presi­
dent of the United States, and every depart­
ment of the Government, is not put on the 
track until the horse is found, and then returns 
him to Phillips’ stable, and then pays the whole 
bill from the national treasury. No, sir. But 
his slave escapes—he runs away, and, for some 
reason, this property in man is so much more 
holy and saered, that the whole Government is 
bound to take the track and hunt the poor, 
panting fugitive down, and carry him back to 
his chains and bondage at the Government’s 
expense.

Under a Constitution unstained by the word 
slave, we havealaw magnifying slave property 
above all other property in the nation—giving 
it guarantees that no other property could 
obtain.

John G. Fee is driven out of his Kentucky 
home, and robbed of the fruits of his life-long 
toil. There is no power to secure him or pro­
tect him in his rights of property or opinion. 
But had John G. Fee only owned a slave, and 
his slave escaped, the government would have 
followed his slave to the utmost limit of the 
United States, and returned his slave to him at 
its own expense. I cannot, for the life of me, 
see what there is in robbing a man of his in­
alienable rights and enslaving him for life, that 
should entitle it to the special protection of 
national law.

I am .aware, sir, that I shall be reminded 
that judges, marshals, attorneys, and many 
citizens, regard this law as constitutional, and 
stand ready to execute it, though it trample 
every principle of the Declaration of Independ­
ence to the dust. Sir, no law can be enacted 
so bad but that it wili find men base enough to 
execute it. The law of Egypt that consigned 
the new-born babe to the slaughter found tools 
for its execution. The bloody décrié of Herod 
found men ready to obey the law of the coun­
try, though it commanded the slaughter of the 
innocents of a province. Tell me not of men 
ready and willing to execute the law. My Re­
deemer, whose name I am hardly worthy to 
speak, and yet whose name is all my trust, 
although he knew no sin, was crucified by 
law.

Again, Sir, it 'will be seen that some whom 
the world calls doctors ot divinity and doctors 
ot law, have undertaken to prove slavery was

guaranteed by the Constitution. If that be so, 
in the name of the Most High God, tear out the 
red strip of blood. If slavery is in it, it is a 
covenant with death and an agreement with 
hell.

This law, which I have proved outrages 
the rights of man, is so obviously at variance 
with the law of that God that commands me to 
love my God with all my soul, mind, 
might and strength, and my neighbour as my­
self, and the Redeemer that took upon him my 
nature and the nature of poor Jim Gray, has 
been so particular in telling me who my neigh­
bour is, that the path of duty is plain to me. 
This law so plainly tramples upon the divine 
law that it cannot be binding upon any human 
beingunder any circumstances.The lawthat bids 
me do to othnr men as I would have other men 
do to me, is too plain, too simple to be misun­
derstood. But, Sir, I am not left to the general 
law of love in searching for my duty in this 
particular case. Permit me to refer your 
Honor to the oldest law book in existence, 
though it may not be in use in this Court, yet I 
think it better authority than any law book 
that ever was written. In that book I find 
some special enactments given to the Hebrew 
Commonwealth. “Hethat stealeth a man and 
selleth him, or if he be found in his hands, he 
shall surely be put to death.” Again, “Thou 
shall not deliver unto his master the servant 
that has escaped from his master unto thee ; he 
shall dwell with thee, evea among you, in that 
place he shall choose, in one of thy gates when 
it liketh him, thou shall not oppress him”— 
These plain statutes, leave me in no doubt as 
t» the mind of the unchanging Jehovah, in re­
ference to man-stealing and slave-hunting. 
Others may have doubts as to their duty 
under this law, I, Sir, have none. This 
law is just as binding on me as was 
the law of Egypt to slaughter Hebrew 
children ; just as binding as the law that said 
worship the golden image ; just as binding as 
the law forbidding Christ and his Apostles to 
preach the gospel. Send me a law bidding me 
rob or murder, I must decline to obey it. Send 
me a law bidding me join hands in robbing my 
fellow men of their freedom, I cannot do so 
great a wrong. Yea, send me a law bidding 
me stop my ears at the cry of the poor, I can 
suffer the loss of ail these hands have earned, I 
can suffer the bond and imprisonment, yet, God 
helping me, I cannot knowingly trample upon 
the law of my God nor upon the bleeding, pros­
trate form of my fellow-man. ,1 go not to 
Missouri to relieve oppressed humanity, for my 
duty has called me nearer home, but when He 
that directs men, conducts a poor oppressed, 
panting fugitive to my door, and there I hear 
his bitter cry, I dare not close my ear against 
it; lest, in my extremity, I cry for mercy and 
shall not be heard. Sir, this law so flagrantly 
outrages the divine law that I ought not to be 
sentenced under it.

A single remark and I am done. From the 
testimony, part of which is false, and from yoar 
reading and interpretation of the law, the Jury 
have found me guilty ; yes, guilty of carrying 
out the great principles of the Declaration of 
Independence ; yes, guilty of carrying out the 
still greater principles of the Son of God.— 
Great God, can these things be ? Can it be 
that I live in a land boasting of freedom, of 
morality, of Christianity ? How long shall the 
people bow down ;and worshp this great image 
set up in this nation ? The Jury say guilty, 
but recommend me to the mercy ot the court. 
Mercy, Sir, is kindness to the guilty. I am 
guilty of no crime, I, therefore, ask for no 
mercy. I ask for justice. Mercy I ask of my 
God- It is the infamous law that is wrong, not 
me.

My feelings are at my home. My wife and my 
children are dear to my heart; but, sir, I have 
counted the cost. I am ready to die if need be 
for the oppressed of my race, but slavery must 
die, and when my country shall have passed 
through the terrible conflict which the destruc­
tion of slavery must cost, and when the history 
of the great struggle shall be candidly written, 
the rescuers of Jim Gray will be considered as 
having done honor to God, to humanity, and 
to themselves.

I am told there is no appeal from this Court, 
yet I do appeal to the court of high heaven, 
where Judge Drummond and Judge Caton, the 
rescuer and the rescued, shall all have to stand 
at the judgment seat of the Most High.

My humble wish is that it may then appear 
that I have done my duty ; all I wish to be 
written on my tomb-stone is :—“ He feared God 
and loved his fellow-men.”

The Peincb’s Visit Financially.—Under 
this head our American friends are now cal­
culating the cost of entertaining royalty. It 
is admitted that H. R. H. was profuse in his 
expenditure and magnificent in his largesses. 
Twenty-five thousand dollars is the estimated 
cost of his month’s sojourn in the States ; but, 
says the Herald, where he spent hundreds we 
spent tens of thousands. Take the ball at the 
Academy of Music for example. Think of the 
glittering diamonds, the exquisite laces and 
the costliness of millinery displayed on that 
occasion. It would be a ridiculously low es­
timate if we were to place the average outlay 
of each person present at $300 ; and yet at 
that figure the aggregate expenditure of the 
three thousand would amount to $600,000. If 
we were to set it down at a miliion of dollars, 
that figure would not be extravagant. The 
half a million of people who filled up Bread­
way on the day of his entry into New York— 
many of them coming from distant points— 
must have paid for their holiday not less than 
half a million of dollars. On the whole, be­
tween the military display, the ball, the fire­
men’s procession and the general junketings 
during the few days he remained here, the oc­
casion must have put in circulation nearly a 
million of dollars. All this was so much 
gained to the wealth of the community, for the 
money came chiefly from the classes that can 
well afford to be extravagant. The demon­
strations at Boston, including the splendidly 
successful bail, must have been the means of 
circulating a sum equal, at least, to half of 
that. Taking these figures as a basis, we 
might estimate the general expenses, or, we 
might more properly say, the profit, of the

They have on the north the Romag­
na, on the east the Adriatic Sea, on the south 
he Kingdom of Naples, on the west Tuscany 
and the provinces of Spoleto and Perugia. 
They separate the Romagna from the Neapoli­
tan States. Tne third legation consists ot the 
provinces of Spoleto, Perugia, and Reti ; the 
first two constitute what is called Umbria. 
The town of Foliguo, which is in Perugia is the 
Fulginium of the ancients. The fourth legation 
comprises the provinces of Velietri, Frosinone, 
and Benevento; the latter is surrounded by Nea­
politan territory. Tne district of Rome which 
is placed under a special regime, consists of 
that city, of Viterbo, Orvieto and Givita Vec- 
cia, the latter being an important commercial

Latbk prom Europe.—By the arrival of the

Something Alarming.—The Montreal Gazette 
of yesterday morning makes an important state­
ment. After asserting its belief, which every 
rational man must concur in, that the Bank of 
Montreal has never desired or incited the at­
tacks recently made on the Upper Canada Bank, 
which the Montreal Bank, doubtless, condemns 
as only calculated to make bad worse, it says :
“ But that the Bank of Montreal may not wish 
“ it, or any other Bank, is no reason why the 
“ affairs of the Bank of Upper Canada should 
“ not be thoroughly sifted. It is high time that 
“ were done, and the connection heretofore sub- 
“ sisting between it and the Government dis- 
ii solved. We entertain hardly any doubt that 
“ the Government will come safely enough out 
“ of the affair, as we believe its claim is privi- 
“ leged over the other depositors, 4rc. ; but the Ft- 
“ nance Minister must took to it that the public 
“ interests receive no hurt, and we believe he is 
« doing so." There can be but one meaning put 
upon this oracular statement. It is, that the 
Gazette editor has reason to believe that the 
Finance Minister has lost confidence in the sta­
bility of the Upper Canada Bank, and that he is 
looking to it “ that the public interests receive 
no hurt,” by preparing to come in with what is 
technically called an extent—that is to say, by 
a legal process, which will assert the Govern­
ment’s privilege over the other depositors, &c.— 
the &c. being, of course, the noteholders ;—to 
sweep away the whole of the available assets of 
the Bank, and leave the “ depositors, &c.,” to 
whistle even for a fair dividend. If this be not 
the fact intimated by the Gazette, then the an­
nouncement can have no other effect than to 
create a panic baaed on false grounds ; for we 
suppose that “depositors, &c.," being informed, 
on the authority of a journal certainly in the 
confidence of the Ministry, that the latter have 
a privileged claim, and are preparing to enforce 
it, will not be green enough to wait till nothing 
is left before applying for their funds. The po­
sition here set forth is an alarming one, for the 
Upper Canada Bank has such an amount of 
notes in circulation that any stoppage would 
seriously embarrass the trade of the country ; 
and, knowing the grave results which cannot 
but follow such an announcement as that of 
yesterday morning, we cannot doubt that our 
oomemporary weighed well his words before he 
wrote them.

But there is something more than this.' 
However satisfactory it may be in one point of 
view to learn that the public finances of the 
country will not suffer delapidation, whatever 
may be the fate of the Bank which has recent­
ly had charge of its funds, it must be eminently 
satisfactory to know that the Government, 
which ought to be the protector of all, has 
been trading for years on a system exactly 
parallel to that ot the cognovit mode of busi­
ness, the pursuit of which in Upper Canada 
lately excited such just indignation both in 
England and here. We are told in, fact, that 
the Government of the country has been going 
on for years giving the sanction implied by its 
connection to a Bank all that time in very in­
ferior credit, with the certainty that if the 
worst came to the worst they at least would 
be safe by sweeping off all the property, which 
in honesty—whatever may be the law—ough t 
to be divided, pro rata, among all the creditors. 
The “ extent” is, we have little doubt, a legal 
remedy in the hands of the Government ; but 
it is certainly a frightful thing to think of its 
being enforced in such a way as even to leave 
no wreck behind, that might even partially 
assist the sufferers from such a shipwreck as 
the Gazette now contemplates. Whether 
contemplates such shipwreck on good grounds 
or not will soon be known. That the State of 
the Upper Canada Bank is not a satisfactory 
one, has long been known ; and the bankrupt 
condition of the Grand Trunk Railway Com­
pany, unless the debi due by that institution 
to the Bank be, as it is asserted, guaranteed 
by the Government, makes its condition more 
precarious than ever. In opposition to the 
Government, we have desired to sustain the 
credit of the country and its monetary insti­
tutions, and have, therefore, avoided discussion 
which did not seem to be calculated to do more 
than precipitate and aggravate a catastrophe. 
It is no opposition assault upon the Govern­
ment financiering which now reveals, and per­
haps to some extent creates, the danger. It is 
the organs of the ministry which tell the tale 
of the reckless and dishonest system of finance, 
which that ministry has been for years carry­
ing on. They do not indeed tell the whole 
story; but their few sentences are pregnant 
with facts, and promise a birth of disaster 
at no distant period.

Natural History Society.—The members 
of this Society meet on Monday evening, and 
it is likely will be much interested in a dis- 
cussion on the recent Earthquake. Many in, 
teresting facts respecting earthquakes will be 
brought forward by members of the Society, 
who have given attention to the subject, 
and, as it now occupies the mind of the public, 
we expect there will be a large attendance of 
members.

[Special Correspondence of the Montreal 
Herald.']

Three Rivers, Thursday Evening,
Oct 25, 1860.

The » Columbia,” on which I embarked, left 
the wharf punctually at 6 p.m. yesterday, on 
her way to Three Rivers, and Quebec. The 
sky was overspread with clouds and a smart 
breeze was blowing. The moon, struggling 
through the clouds, afforded just sufficient light 
to render darkly-visible the bank on either 
side, and the black outlines of the vessels which 
passed us ou their way up. Among the latter 
was a steamer towing six barges of uniform 
length, each bearing a light in the forepart of 
the vessel, and presenting a ! very pretty sight, 
as they glided silently and swiftly over the 
water.

We touched at Sorel precisely at 9 o’clock, 
and arrived at Three Rivers a few minutes be­
fore midnight. The following morning I ad­
dressed myself to the immediate object of my 
mission. The result of a few preliminary in­
quiries showed that the real facts of the case of 
Brainerd, the matricide, are imperfectly known 
among the inhabitants of the place. The Press 
was scantily represented at the trial, and, so 
far as I can learn, no full and accurate report 
of the proceedings in a case of such general 
interest has ever been laid before the public.— 
This was almost necessarily the case from the 
fact that there is no paper here issued oftener 
than twice a week. Such being the case it 
may be well to proceed ab initio, and give a 
sufficient account of the convict’s life, crime, 
and trial, while awaiting the last dread vindi­
cation of the majesty of the Law.

the prisoner’s previous life.
In connection with this subject, it may be 

observed that Brainerd, in the peculiar compo­
sition which I enclose, himself reveals many 
particulars of his early life and employments. 
Besides these allusions, I have gleaned the fol­
lowing particulars from the statements of the 
prisoner himself, to Adolphus Hart, Esq., Ad­
vocate of this town, who, from motives of hu­
manity, has throughout taken a great interest 
in the case, and to whom I am under great ob­
ligations for the material assistance which he 
has afforded me in the course of my investiga­
tions. Mr. Hart visited the prisoner two or 
three days after the trial, and had a conversa­
tion with him, in the course of which he dis­
closed the following particulars. His 
father, Ezra Brainerd, bought the 
Brainerd farm in Wickham, in 1832, 
from a man named Mullin. His family 
claimed to be English. In Danville, Vermont, 
his father married a lady who had been brought 
up in Massachusetts. The marriage, w hieh 
took place about the time the farm had been 
bought, had the following issue .—Horace, The­
odore, William, Charles Burn, Lorenzo Frank­
lin, Francis (dead), Hiram, and Selim, who 
died at Wickham. The father died on the 31st 
December, 1837. He, the father, had bargained 
and paid for the farm in question, bnt never 
had a deed of it. A few days previous to his 
death the farm was by his request deeded by 
Mullin to Christopher Mount, for the 
benefit of Nancy Herd, and his law­
ful heirs. The deed was duly witnessed 
by competent persons whom the pri­
soner named to Mr. Hart. The father made 
a will at the time of the deed, by which his 
wife was to have the control of the farm till the 
youngest child was 16 years of age. The 
youngest child was at that time only 3 or 4 
years old, and when it attained the age of 16, 
the property was to be equally divided—half to 
the lawful heirs, and the other half to remain 
the widow’s while she lived. At her death it 
was to be equally divided among the children, 
if she had not previously disposed of it. She 
was marrie^ again in 1844, or ’45 to a man 
named Cutler, residing near Danville, Vermont. 
She subsequently left him, he having obtained 

divorce. Horace, one of the sons remained in 
possession of his father's farm. The widow 
afterwards returned to the farm, and six months 
after her return, the tragedy occurred. She had 
deeded 12 acres of the property to the prisoner 
about 1846, before the youngest child came of 
age.

The following is the conclusion of the pri­
soner’s account in the very words he used to 
Mr. Hart in the condemned cell:—“I acknow­
ledged to my family that I had received more 
than my real portion ot the value of the estate, 
by the deed which transferred 12 acres to me. 
My relations thought that I was a comer [or 
bastard] in the family, and always kept it a se­
cret from me. I had been living one or two 
weeks at the Brainerd farm before the homicide 
took place. I came thither from New York city 
where I had been employed at Rich & Lout- 
rell’s, wholesale stationers. The rogues are 
clear and the innocent are m the trap"

THE CRIME AND TRIAL.
So far tne prisoner’s own account of himself. 

We now come to the crime and trial. The facts 
of these are few and startling. Will it be cre­
dited that the trial of this man, who, ere this 
letter reaches you, will probably be no more, 
on a question of life and death, and with at 
tendant cireumatances of a most singular and 
unusual character, occupied but the brief space 
of three hours ! I have been assured of this 
fact by the most respectable observers. The 
most complete report of the proceedings, more 
over, [which I have at present before me], ex­
tends over but a column and a half of a small 
paper published here, L’Ere Nouvelle. The 
translation of that report has already appeared 
in the Herald, and its meagreness was evident.

IS THE PRISONER INSANE.

Before proceeding to give further particulars 
of this most singular case, it is necessary to 
observe that I am prevented from endorsing 
the statements with the names of my informants, 
as the information was furnished by persons 
who are averse to having their names made 
public in the matter. It may be sufficient to 
say that nothing is stated here without the most 
unimpeachable authority. Respecting, then, 
the question of sanity, I have been confidently 
assured that the man has been mad 
for ten years back. This fact was deposed to by 
ten or twelve persons after.tke conviction, and 
Dr. Fremont was despatched from Quebec to 
examine him. This physician announced as 
the result of his interview, that the prisoner at 
present could distinguish right from wrong.— 
ft is to be remarked, however, that the affi­
davits sent in, testified that he was not sane 
prior to the commission of the-deed. But more 
of this hereafter. The murder was committed 
at the Brainerd 'farm near Plnnket’s 
Hotel, on the Durham Road. This was in 
1853, and the prisoner fled to the United States 
whence he returned last fall, and was soon 
after recognized and arrested. A true Bill 
against him was found by the Grand Jury on 
the 2nd Febuary, and the trial was postponed 
till September. Dr. Fowler, who made the 
post mortem examinatio, died between the find­
ing of the True Bill by the Grand Jury and the 
trial.

The additional intelligence which I have 
gleaned respecting the trial is so nearly em­
bodied in the following letters, from an advo­
cate of Three Rivers (not concerned in the 
trial) to the Inquirer that as time presses I pre­
sent that one of them here which relates to the 
moral rather than technical question, premising 
that if the brothers of the prisoner.one, Charles 
B. Brainerd, is a dentist in Nassau Street, New 
York, and another, Theodore, is a barrister in 
Iowa.

| From the Three Rivers Inquirer.]
Sir,—It is with no desire to impugn in the 

slightest respect the verdict of the jury in the 
case of the Queen against William Ezra Brain­
erd, that I address yon upon this occasion, for I 
believe that verdict to be justifiad by the evid­
ence on which it was based. I shall now pro­
ceed to state the facts.

At about six o’clock on the morning of the 
4th of February last, I was sent for by Mr. Lo­
renzo Franklin Brainerd of Peacham Vermont, 
who had arrived that morning, to confer with 
him about his brother’s case. What passed be­
tween us, must of course remain under the seal 
of professional secrecy and confidence, but I 
am at liberty to state, that he gave me the 
names of five respectable persons, two of whom 
reside in Melbourne, and three on Stanstead 
Plains, who could prove specific acts of insani­
ty, antecedently to the homicide of which his 
brother was accused. I forbear mentioning 
their names, as they are persons moving in res­
pectable stations of society, and may not wish 
to he mentioned in this connexion. He stated 
to me at the time that he knew [!] his brother to 
be insane. Why he did not repeat this on the 
trial and why he came from a foreign State on 
two occasious to give evidence on the trial of 

brother for a homicide committed seven

names I shall also suppress for tlje reasons be­
fore stated, who informed me that they could 
place no confidence in the statements of Horace 
Brainerd, one of the principal witnesses for the 
Crown, who appeared on the trial, that he had 
caused a person to be arrested in Danville, 
who, he swore (!) was his brother, and that the 
man had great difficulty in proving his identity; 
viz , that he was not William Ezra Brainerd, 
the supposed murder of his mother. On a later 
visit to Danville, I heard that this man had 
abandoned his wife and six children to the 
mercies of this cold and heartless world. But 
not to anticipate my narrative. On my leaving 
Kingsey I met with a gentleman, who 
from personal knowledge and hearsay, it is 
true, imparted to me such information as 
brought conviction to my mind, that William 
Ezra Brainard could not stand in the light of 
a murderer; that it was a mere scuffle, in which 
God alone could see who was the aggressor ; 
the truth of this information was confirmed in 
my mind by the evidence which was taken be­
fore the Coroner’s Inquest. It was to this 
effect, that Charles B. Brainerd, who styled 
himself a Doctor residing in Nassau street. New 
York, had endeavoured to suppress (!) certain 
letters, written by him to William, which were 
then in the Avenir Post Office ; that he had 
endeavoured to obtain possession of these 
letters by violenee ! and that he also had 
observed a cold and callous demeanor on the 
occasion of the death of his mother. The fol­
lowing extract is taken from the evidence of 
Horace Brainerd before the Coroner’s inquest.

Horace says, “since the accident, there came 
a letter to the Post Office of Avenir, ad­
dressed to my brother William, which letter I 
took out of the Post Office, and after having 
kept it several days, unsealed it and read it.
I brought it back to the Postmaster to take 
charge of it. The Postmaster is Henry Simon 
Griffing, Esquire. Since then the Postmaster 
told me he had received another letter.”

Charles B. Brainerd asks the witness Horace,
“ Do you believe from your knowledge of all 
the affairs and transactions between me, my 
mother, your brothers and your yourself, that 
that letter was written with any bad inten­
tions ?”

Horace replies “No, I think not !”
This was the only (!) question put by cross- 

examination during the whole of the inquest, 
and strange to say, that letter was not pro­
duced nor referred to on the trial.

THE PRISONER—HIS PRESENT STATE.

Having thus brought the narrative up to the 
present time, I proceed to describe the present 
condition of the prisoner. Although the time 
for the'execution is so fearfully near, he refuses 
to see a clergyman, avowing as his reason that 
clergymen are the persons who destroy souls 
instead of saving them. He constantly em­
ploys himself in writing and composing such 
poetical effusions as the one herewith enclos­
ed.

When Mr. Sheriff Ogden (who has warmly 
exerted himself on the prisoner’s behalf] went 
to announce to him that there was no longer 
any hope of a pardon the prisoner replied in an 
absent maner, “Would you like to read this 
book.”

The scaffold is not at the present time ac­
tually erected, but the hooks &c are ready, and 
it will be the work of but a few hours to com­
plete it. It will be on the west end of the jail, 
and will be visible above the wall. There is 
not much excitement here', but I hear that all 
through the townships about Wickham any in­
telligence respecting the convict is eagerly re­
ceived as the family were well known. They 
have been described to me as a “bad lot,” but 
that the prisoner was one of the best of them.

INTERVIEW WITH THE PRISONER.
Having procured all the intelligence respect­

ing the unhappy man that others could supply, 
my next step was to see him personally and 
judge for myself of his demeanor. With this 
view, 1 applied to Sheriff Ogden for permission 
to visit the prisoner in the condemned cell, and 
the sheriff was kind enough to accompany me 
thither. On passing into the coridor adjoining 
the cell, we perceived the prisoner through the 
grated door, sitting at a table on the other side 
of the room. As soon as he saw us, he rose and 
advanced briskly to the grating. His appear­
ance exeited considerable surprise in me 
Instead of the sullen, dogged expression 
which might be looked for in a murder 
er, there was a frank but rather impatient 
and disdainful look on his countenance. He is 
a well proportioned, good looking man of about 
five and forty years of age, and about 5 feet 8 
inches or 5 feet 9 inches in height. His fore­
head is intellectual, but his eyes gleam with a 
wild piercing look. His appearance alto 
gether is that of a man accustomed to think 
deeply, and I have since been informed that 
he has reasoned himself on religious subjects 
into a melancholy state of scepticism and infi­
delity. His monomania appears to be that he 
was wheedled out of his property by a woman 
said to be his mother, but whom he denies to 
be so, (Nancy Herd, whose illegitimate child 
he is said to be). Returning, however, to our 
interview : when the prisoner come to the grat­
ing, the following conversation, in substance 
took place between the Sheriff and him :— 

Sheriff Ogden.— “ Well, Mr. Brainerd, are 
you preparing yourself for your end ?”

The prisoner not hearing, the Sheriff was 
obliged to repeat, whereupon Brainerd answer­
ed, in an impatient tone, “ I am preparing my- 
-self for nothing.”

Sheriff Ogden.—“ Will you consent to see 
Clergyman now to assist you in preparing tor 
another world ?”

The prisoner [in the same hasty tone]—“ It 
is no use. Everybody has been trying to make 
me out in the wrong. Let them do as they 
like with me. I can die just as well as I am at 
present.”

We then turned away and left the dungeon
THE PRISONER’S COMPOSITIONS.

Allusions have been made to certain poetical 
effusions of the prisoner, one of which was 
sent to the Herald Office, and another to the 
Pilot. These are, undoubtedly, the bona fide 
compositions of the prisoner. They are spelt 
according to the phonetic method. The one 
which I enclose was printed here. There are 
many mistakes in it on account of the composi­
tors not understanding the phonetic system, as 
well as from the prisoner’s own imperfect 
knowledge of it. I have the original in my 
possession at present ; the handwriting is very 
plain, rather stiff and cramped, but nevertheless 
it is good. It is closely written in blue ink on 
uaper of note size. If carefully perused, there 
will be observed much meaning iu the lines, 
mingled with the incoherence of insanity.

I am now obliged to close this letter tor the 
present. In the limits to which Lhaveheen 
confined, it has been necessary to omit much 
that was interesting, and some things have, 
doubtless, escaped notice in the haste which 
was necessary, as the hour of the departure of 
the mail is uncertain.

ST. JANUARIES AT NAPLES.
The greatest event of the year, namely, the 

miracle of the Liquefaction, came off on the 
19th. It is something to which the. Neapoli­
tans attach more importance than all else be­
sides, and so strong 13 the hold which this su­
perstition has on their belief and feats, that 
many of the great events in the history of the 
city have been influenced by it. When Murat 
took forcible possession of the kingdom, a dis­
position was shown by the officiating priests 
not to have the performance come off. For 
twenty-one hours the multitude waited, with 
prayers and invocation, to see the blood liquefy; 
then they broke out all over the city with la­
mentations of the calamities surely foretold by 
the anger of the saint, ond imprecations on the 
French, whose presence had caused it. Many 
of them were assassinated, and the city was in 
a state of anarchy and despair. At last Murat 
sent an officer to the bishop, or other high 
functionary who is supposed to pull the wires, 
and presenting a loaded pistol to his breast 
said, “ Unless the blood of St. Januarius lique­
fies within ten minutes, you are a dead bishop.” 
Before five minutes had passed the shouts and 
acclamations of all Naples, and booming of 
cannon, announced the miracle had 
at last been performed, and that the saint 
was pleased with the French. The 
tradition on which the whole thing is founded 
is, that, in the second century, St. Januarius 
was thrown amonglions by a Roman pro-con­
sul ; but those sagacious beasts, evidently 
aware of his peculiar blood, refused to touch 
him. To make a sure thing of it, the next time 
the pro-consul gave one of his sharpest swords 
to one of his most expert soldiers, who, at one 
stroke, cutoff the Saint’s head. But a woman, 
who missed a saiutship only by forgetting to 
give her name, gathered some of the blood from

The church was 
crowded and the streets leading to it full at an 
early hour in the morning, the people repeating 
Aves and Paternosters for the promised miracle 
No gem of fabulous value could be guarded with 
more jealous care than is bestowed upon this. 
As tne priest held the phial up to sight a sup­
pressed exclamation of awe and veneration was 
heard from the whole multitude. At first it 
had the appearance of a hard, dry substance, 
like clotted blood or anything else. It was 
moved slowly backwards and forwards and 
repeatedly set on the altar—those persons who 
were so supremely happy as to be near, kissing 
the phial with the greatest fervour. At last, 
after about two hours of masses and genuflux- 
tions without number, the substance inside ap­
peared to have changod-its nature, swelling up 
into a pasty material. Loud cries of joy re­
sounded from all sides, and a few moments 
later, when it seemed to boil, changing 
from its colour to a bright red fluid, 
cheers filled the air from all quarters, 
among which could be occasionally dis­
tinguished “ Viva Garibaldi.” Imme­
diately afterwards the cannon from the forts 
commenced firing, aud for the rest of the day 
it was a regular Fourth of July, winding up 
with an illumination of the whole city. The 
liquefaction for the remaining six days has 
proceeded regularly, so there is no doubt that 
St. Januarius is quite as well satisfied with 
Garibaldi as the Bourbon ; indeed the priests 
say better, the blood being livelier this time 
than last May, when the King witnessed it. 
There has always been an itching among the 
savants to know the actual nature of the fa­
mous miracle, but their curiosity must rest a 
while, as Garibaldi recognises it as one of the 
institutions. Meanwhile, let them attribute it 
to the action of the heat of the priests hand on 
a chemical preparation, or saddle it on that 
pack-horse of all unexplained tilings, pheno- 
menlal electricity.—N. Y. Herald.

DEATH OF THE HON. P. B. DeBLAQUIRE.

It is with extreme regret we have to record 
the sudden decease of the Hon. Peter Boyle 
DeBlaquiere, for many years a member of the 
Legislative Council of this Province. The sad 
narrative is soon told. On Tuesday night last 
he retired to rest in his usual health, at his 
house iu Yorkvilie, having made certain house­
hold preparations for the coming morrow with 
the exactitude belonging to his character. About 
half past ten o’clock he complained to his wife 
of a pain in his stomach and rose from his bed 
to procure some water. After drinking a little 
he again lay down, and in reply to the anxious 
inquiry of Mrs. DeBlaquiere—declared himself 
somewhat better. He remained quiet and ap­
parently went to sleep, but about halfpast 
eleven suddenly rose in his bed and fell upon 
the floor. Dr. Philbrick, who resides near, was 
called in and rendered all the assistance in his 
power. An attempt at bleeding proved useless, 
ro skill of man could avail, the soul had left its 
tenement of clay for the “ house not made with 
hands eternal in the heavens.”

Mr. DeBlaquiere held the title of “ honour­
able” in his own right, independent of his posi­
tion as a member of the Legislative Council, 
being youngest son of Lord John DeBlaquiere, 
of Ardkill, County of Londonderry. He was 
born in Dublin, on the 26th day of April, 1783, 
and was thns at the time of his death, in the 
seventy-eighth year of his age When very 
young, he entered the Navy and served as a 
Midshipman under the celebrated Captain 
Bligh, of Jthe Bounty, at the battle of Gamper- 
down. He was also present at the mutiny of 
the Nore. Leaving the navy, however, at an 
early age he devoted himself to more peaceful 
pursuits, and emigrated to Canada in 1837. 
Here he soon attained to the highest honours. 
In 1858 he was selected as a fit person for a 
seat in the Legislative Council, which he con­
tinued to hold until the time of bis death. On 
the remodelling of the Toronto University, he 
was appointed to the honourable office of Chan­
cellor, but subsequently resigned. He was 
alao a member of the Anglican Synod, where 
he commanded great respect. By that body 
his loss will be severely felt.

Mr. De Blaquiere was the descendant of a 
noble French gentleman who emigrated from 
France in consequence of the revocation of the 
edict of Nantes, and settled in London as a mer­
chant. In 1772 bis fifth son, Lieutenant John 
DeBlaquiere was appointed principal Secretary 
to the Lord Lieutenant of Ireland ; and ia 1774, 
as a reward for the services he rendered, in­
vested with the order of the Bath. In 1784 he 
was sworn one of the Irish Privy Council, and 
in 1784 appointed lirand Alnager, an officer 
whose duty it was in olden times to measure 
and examine wollen cloth, and fix upon it the 
Roval seal. The post was abolished by an Act 
of William. At the death of Sir John DeBla­
quiere, the title devolved upon his eldest son, 
(brother of Mr. P. B. De Blaquiere ) who in 
the year 1800 was elevated to the peerage as 
Baron De Blaquiere of Ardkill. The title is 
now held by his grandson John. Hon. P. B. 
De Blaquiere was first married in 1804 to Eliza, 
daughter of Dennis O’Brien, Esq., of Newcastle, 
Limerick, by whom he had four sons and three 
daughters—Peter Townskend, au officer in the 
army, who died in 1838 ; George who died in 
1834 ; John who died while an infant ; William 
in the Bombay Civil service, now, we believe, 
living. Eliza Cecilia married to Capt. Treeve, 
23rd Fusiliers. Anne Maria married to Samuel 
LeFevre, Barbadoes. Elinore married to Col. 
LeFevre, an officer in the late East India Com­
pany’s service. Mr. De Blaquiere’s first wife 
died in 1814; in 1818 he married Eliza, second 
daughter of William Roper», Esq., of Rathf'arn- 
bam Castle, CountyTJübüjj} by whom he has 
had eight children. Charles born 1819, Henry 
born 1821 ; George 1833; Louisa Emily, mar­
ried to Arthur Augustus Farmer, Etq., York- 
ville; Augusta, married to Archibald hamiltou 
Farmer ; Georgiana Lucy married to Major 
Orofton Hill ; Isabel, Eliza, and Henrietta 
Sophia,

So far as regards the honorable gentleman’s 
descertand ancient lineage—they are among 
the least ot his claims upon our regard. There 
are few men of whom we can speak in higher 
terms of respect. As a member of the Legis­
lative Council, although it was our fortune 
frequently to differ with him in his political 
views, yet we ever recognized the fact that he 
did that which in his own eyes he thought best 
for his country. He was a man of strictest 
honour. He never sought by a trick, to seep 
the letter of the law while manifestly breaking 
through its intent. During the first year that 
he occupied a seat in the Legislative Council, 
he did not take a very active part in its affairs, 
but, ol late, he had become the leader of a large 
seeiion of the House. Whenever he rose to 
speak, the strictest silence was always observ­
able, he was listened to with the greatest res­
pect and attention, and no matter how heated 
the debate, how severe the contest, no opponont 
thought of using a harsh woid towards him— 
the sentiment of the House would not have toler­
ated it. His courtesy was of that character 
which can only be manifested by the thorough 
gentleman and sincere Christian. Prudent, 
of a kind heart, and a well cultivated mind, he 
was an exception to the rule applicable to 
most men, that as they increase in years, the 
more Conservative opinions they hold. Al­
though nominated by the Crown he was one of 
those who voted for the Bill rendering the 
Speakers of the Upper House elective, and it is 
probable that had he lived he would have been 
elevated to the chair. The respect in which he 
was held would have ensured the utmost de­
ference to his decisions. In the Synod, he at 
least twice moved for the abrogation of the 
Episcopal “Vote,’ but met with very great op­
position. On the day of his death he was to 
all appearance in good health. Although so 
old a man he was remarkably agile, and ap­
peared much younger than he really was. The 
immediate cause of his decease was undoubted­
ly apoplexy.—Globe,

Our Visitors.—The events connected with 
the visit of the Prince of Wales are drawing to 
a close. The British Minister, Lord Lyons, and 
his suite, who attended him to Portland, left 
Boston yesterday for Washington. Among the 
lew public personages who sdll remain among 
ns, of those attracted here to witness our recep­
tion, is the Mayor of Montreal, Monsieur Rodier, 
who yesterday visited the institutions at Deer 
Island, aud will to-day return to Canada. 
He was present at the landing of the 
Prince and his party on the American Conti­
nent at Halifax, and contributed largely by his 
judicious efforts to the brilliancy and success 
of the visit to the city of which he is the chief 
magistrate. His urbanity and sociable manners 
have won him many friends wherever he has 
been present, and especially attracted the re­
gard of the Prinçe and )>)8_£iarjy. One trait is 
possessed by the Princ which is indispensable 
in public characters Who would be popular.— 
He never forgets what is due to those about 
him, and when surrounded by a crowd at the 
rooms of the Historical Society, he was signing 
his name in their books, he took especial care 
to send for Monsieur Rodier, from another 
apartment, that his name might be placed be 
side his own.—Boston Courier.

The Patrie says that Garibaldi has thanked 
the seamen of the English ship “Renown,” who 
served Garibaldian guns on the 1st.

The Piedmontese troops were expected be­
fore Capua. It is anticipated that the Neapo­
litans will evacuate it before their arrival, and 
retire to Gaeta.

The Pos.’s Paris correspondent telegraphs 
that there is no protest, in a diplomatic sense, 
by Russia, Austria, and Prussia against the 
entry of the Sardinian troops into Neapolitan 
territory.

The Times says that the French Government 
has been questioning the Chambers of Com­
merce throughout France as to the advisable­
ness of anticipating the dates fixed by the 
treaty for the admission, at the reduced rates, 
of the various classes of British manufacture. 
A majority of the replies will probably be 
favourable.

There was an important question on Fire In­
surance. The renewal of the premiums on the 
Fire Insurance of the premises of Goodhart, 
Sugar Refiners at Limehouse, which were de­
stroyed on Wednesday, had not been paid ; the 
extra period of 15 days, allowed by each office, 
had, however, not expired, on the premium 
being tendered. All the offices.with the excep­
tion of the Liverpool and London, had retused 
it.

The Paris Correspondent of the Times re­
marks that the forward movements of the Aus­
trians need not take persons by surprise. 
Austria considers herself relieved from all 
obligations contracted with the French Em­
peror, and had good reason to know that the 
Governments bent on exterminating her have 
prepared and probably brought to maturity 
their plans for an insurrectionary movement in 
her provinces.

A private letter from Turin announces that 
large armaments-had been ordered by the Pied­
montese Government, and that the day before 
the Sardinian Minister’s departure from Paris, 
a supply of 50,000 muskets and 11 million per­
cussion caps was granted by the French Gov­
ernment to its ally.

It was reported that the French Army at 
Rame were to be increased to 60,000, and the 
garrison of Lyons put ou a complete war foot­
ing.

The Times says, “free Europe is tired ofbuy- 
ing liberty of Napoleon, pound by pound ; and 
absolute Europe, if Warsaw means anything, 
is rather tired of seeing him sell it. Napoleon 
III. is master of the destinies of Italy, and we 
cannot prevent him from crushing her unity, or 
from ceding her to any holy alliance, if he 
should see fit ; but if we read the signs of the 
times aright, what he does henceforward must 
be done gratis !”

The Constitutionnel contains an article sign­
ed by M. Boniface. He says it does not belong 
to any foreign State, and no more to Sardinia 
than Austria,to intervene in Naples and Sicily, 
and by military inrervention to give a new po­
litical existence.

Between the invasion of Garibaldi and Sar­
dinia there is a great difference. Garibaldi 
came to raise and direct revolution in the inte­
rior. It was not with his bands he could con­
quer a people numbering 10 millions. He 
would only communicate to them a proper spirit 
in their struggle against an unpopular Govern­
ment. The Sardinian invasion constitutes a 
direct intervention of one regularly constituted 
State in the affairs of another independent 
State. Strange to say the Sardinian invasion 
took place without any declaration of war, the 
representative of the King of Naples still being 
at Turin.

By the entrance of the Piedmontese troops 
into the Roman States Sardinia has violated 
the principles of neutrality. Count Cavour 
gave it to be understood that the entry of the 
Sardinians into the States of the Church was 
principally directed against the influence of 
Garibaldi ; now, on the contrary, it has become 
evident they go to aid him. Boniface deplores 
the conduct of the Sardinian Government.

TO THE FREE AND INDEPENDENT ELEC 
TORS OF THE COUNTY OF

Gentlemen,—At the request of many friends 
lam induced to offer myself as a candidate for 
your suffrages at the approaching Election. It 
is within your knowledge that I have been 
prominently identified with the local improve­
ments and reforms which have occupied public 
attention here, for the past few years, and I 
confidently appeal to the zeal and fidelity with 
which in these respects I have served you as 
an earnest of my fitness and capacity for a 
higher trust and a wider sphere of action.

I have been always a bumble but firm be­
liever in the great future of our young coun­
try. . '

To this end I have cherished the idea of a com­
mon nationality merging among our mixed po­
pulations, the rivalries and estrangments of 
the past and giving birth in their stead to an 
earnest and progressive public sentiment which 
should forget to beEnglish or Irish orFrench and 
remember only to be patriotic and Canadian. 
Thus united, in the pursuit of a common pro­
gress, the highest achievements are within our 
reach as a people. But most indispensible to 
such results—to the cultivation of a common 
nationality—and to an advancement in mater­
ial wealth, and civil aud religious liberties are 
the social and political amenities ot good fel 
lowship toleration and forbearance, f have 
witnessed, therefore, with the keenest appre­
hension the jealousies of race and creed 
which have been so maliciously fomented 
throughout the country, and I am well per­
suaded that this leading difficulty of our poli­
tical situation is fraught with the most disas­
trous results, if the powerful remedy of an 
awakened and liberal public opinion be not 
early and vigorously applied. TYe are turning 
an important epoch in the unwritten history of 
our|country.Canada is undergoing the severest 
test in the days of her constitutional existence, 
and if as I believe she will weather 
the storm and continue to make rapid 
strides in her progress towards the great future 
that awaits her, it is because I have an abid­
ing faith in the intelligence, the patriotism, 
and the intuitions of her people. I do not be­
lieve that they will persist in crowding to the 
bitter end the sectional warfare which our poli­
tical system has unhappily engendered ; nor 
that the means are not devisable through 
which under a new regime more amicable rela­
tions may be cultivated between tham. The 
question to be solved must not be which race 
or which faith shall be ascendent, for neither 
will ever submit to the unreasoning domination 
of the other ; but how the peculiar rights of 
each shall be best guaranteed, so that they 
may forget their hostilities and labor side by 
side for the common progress of a united coun­
try. This, I repeat it, is the leading question 
of our politics, and with a view toits early and 
peaceful solution it should be the absorbing 
study of our statesmen, to cultivate among the 
people a public sentiment, whose tendencies 
shall cause Christians of different creeds and 
Canadians of different origins to cherish 
among themselves the amenities of brotherhood 
and toleration.

I entertain the hope that you, gentlemen, in 
the contest which is pending, will declare your 
adhesion to these principles, and that in the 
general elections which will shortly follow the 
whole people impressed as they must be with the 
dangers of our situation will forget their petty 
estrangements and return to Parliament men of 
enlarged views, having an eye single to the com­
mon safety—and above ail things men whose 
political principles are well defined—distinct 
and unequivocal.By such means the country may 
correct the present demoralized state of existing 
parties. Whenever our politics are revived by 
the introduction of broad principles—obvious 
party landmarks, unequivocally defined, the 
present demoralizing system will expire, aud it 
will no longer be true as it is to-day that 
political parties can only remain intact 
through the cohesive power of public plunder. 
Let us bide our time ; and let us hope for new 
combinations, fresh from the people, unfettered 
by existing disabilities, and enjoying more 
nearly an equal fusion of the discordant 
elements. Such a party, strong in principles and 
bold in the right, may successfully counteract 
the rivalries and jealousies of race aud creed, 
which we have lamented ; and, so doing, whe­
ther in or out of Harliament it would at all 
times havefmy humble support.

In the meantime I should, if elected, regard 
my duty to the Townships, and especially to 
my constituents as paramount to any existing 
party affinities.

I would oppose, under the present system, 
any measure, whose tendency should be to dis­
turb the equality of representation between 
Upper and Lower Canada, and thus to give one 
section a preponderance over the other.

I believe that our Dissentient School 
system is a b.essiug to minorities, and 
that, as regards Separate Schools in Upper 
Canada, a like justice, both as to the principle 
and its details, should be accorded to dissen­
tient minorities there.

The present embarrassment of the Grand 
Trunk is a serious public calamity, and should 
be carefully and liberallv treated ; but I would 
oppose any further pledging of the Provincial 
revenues for its relief.

Having thus discussed the most important 
questions now engaging the public attention, 
and holding myself ready at all times during 
the impending canvass to give the most un­
reserved expression of my views, it remains 
only for me, Gentlemen, to thank you for the 
requisition with which you have honoured mé, 
and to assure you that, should I.be elected, no 
effort on my part shall be wanting to serve 
you faithfully, and to verify the wisdom of 
your choice.
